FURTHER FOREIGN NEWS. 

Bjr tke Steamihtp Canada» 

The alteration# which have been made in the 
Ecclesiastical Titles Assumption Bill do not appear 
to hate abated the hostility to it of the Irish priest­
hood. On thfe contrary, those alterations are 
regarded as concessions made by fear, and the 
opinion seems to be that by a course of energetic 
action and vehement outcry, the Government may 
be either forced to abandon the bill, altogether, or 
finally to leave office. 

The Archbishop of Tuam, in another fiery letter 
to Lord John Russell, declares that "no mitiga­
tion, short of utter extinction, will satisfy the 
Catholic people of Ireland." That is, the bill, 
which has now been cut down to a single clause, 
must be abandoned altogether. This is the pre­
vailing sentiment of the Catholics throughout the 
United Kingdom. 

The House of Commons adjourned for want of a 
quorum. This result was most une*pected, as 
notice had been given by Lord John Russell that 
that he would introduce his measure relative to the 
disabilities of the Jews. . 

The U. S. frigate St. Lawrence, Captain Sands, 
with contributions for the Exhibition of all Na­
tions, arrived at Cowes on the 13th. On coming 
into the roadstead she fired a salute of twenty-one 
guns in honor of the Queen, and afterwards saluted 
the American Consul, J. R. Croskey, Esq., with 
nine guns. , _ , , 

The St. Lawrence anchored in Cowes Koads for 
the night, and would probably proceed up to 
Southampton next day. 

ITALY. 
A letter from Rome, in the Opinions, of Turin, 

of the 7th ult., announces the occupation of Terni 
by the Anstrians, and adds that ten thousand Aus-
trians are expected at Perugia, Assisi, Foligno, 
and other places in that quarter. At the same 

the King of Naples is sending troops towards 
the frontiers of his territory. Hence the writer is 
led to conclude that the Austrians and Neapolitans 
are going to form a continuous military line. 

The Times correspondent, in a letter from Vien­
na, says—" Italy is in a very troublesome—indeed 
I may say, alarming state. The four Papal Lega­
tions may be considered as in a formal state of 
siege. No one is allowed to move about in the 
open country without a carte de surete. Every 
carte must have a number, and is to be examined by 
the gensdarmes as it passes. 

Small detachments of Austrian soldiers are 
posted in the little towns and villages. From 2000 
co 3000 scudi are offered for the head of Passatore, 
the leader, and from 150 to 500 for the others, ac­
cording to their importance. Another general out­
break in Italy is feared here, and those in office de­
voutly pray that it may not take place until the 
Cferman question is settled." 

FRANCE. 
The weekly report of the Bank presents com­

mercial affairs in an unfavorable light. The ac-
ounts from the agricultural districts are satisfac­

tory. The President was burnt in effigy at Lille 
lately. All hopes of a fusion between the branches 
of the Bourbon family are at an end. 

The celebration of the carnival has also exer­
cised a depressing influence upon the commercial 
prosperity of the capital. The manufacturers and 
wholesale merchants complain that, with the ex­
ception of a few English, there are no foreigners in 
the city. 

The accounts from the agricultural districts, how­
ever, are more favorable ; for it appears that the 
large stocks of wheat, formerly held at " Beauce," 
ire nearly exhausted, and that the recent large ex­
ports to England induced the farmers to look for 
higher prices. 

Faris.—Geh. Exelmans has been raised to the 
rank of Marshal of France. The President has 
reviewed several of the regiments leaving Paris, 
and has issued orders that at these reviews no cries 
whatever shall be uttered.

Inquirer of the 28th contains a 
letter Addressed to Thomas Ritchie, Esq., of the 
Washington Union, dated March 22, from a num­
ber of his old political friends, tendering him the 
compliment of a public dinner in Richmond, on the 
occasion of his temporary visit there. Mr. Ritchie 
declines on the ground that the sole object of his 
visit to Virginia was to see a portion of his family, 
from whom he had been too long separated. He 
adds that he could not enjoy the occasion properly, 
as he had brought with him the seeds of an indis 
position not yet entirely subdued. 

EARTHQUAKE AT CARTHAGENA.—A tremen­
dous shock of an earthquake occurred at Cartha-
gene, on the morning ol the 7th inst., at half-past 
five o'clock. It lasted nine seconds. Had it lasted 
two or three seconds longer, the whole city would 
bave been laid in ruins. As it was, there was 
considerable damage done throughout the city. 
Some two or three houses were shaken down 
and eeveral lives lost ; the city walls and Cathe­
dral suffered very much. The following night 
the public squares were filled with people, in 
fear of a second shock ; but up to the 15th they had 
experienced no other. No other city in that

LINEN FROM HEMP AND FLAX.—The Cleveland

from unrotted hemp and flax with the new inven­
tion of Dr. O. S. Leavitt, of Maysville, Ky. Mr. 
L. W. Cady, of Cincinnati, explained to those 
eembled the process by which the hemp and flax 
stalk was reduced to a beautiful lint, or "flax cot-
toa," The Herald says : 
" It oeemB almost incredible that such a beauti­

ful article can be produced from the rough, unrot­
ted hemp stalk, and that this nanw flax cotton can 
be produced in abundance from either hemp or 
flax, for 6 to 7 cents per lb., and the same lint can 
be spun, wove, bleached and laid on the shelves 
of our stores, for abont the same cost of cotton 
goods. Thus, by this great invention, which we 
ave told Is as simple as it is important, we are to 
have the finest of linens of all descriptions for 
about the same price as cotton goods are now sold 
in our market."
