One 
dreary night, the fancy struck her that soda water 
would lie refreshing, end it was given her perhaps 
LOO freely. Spasms of the stomach almost imme­
diately ensued, and before the morning came the 
littifo 6"fïerer had passed away to A better world ; 
mourn 1.NG niost of all, that no mother's gentle hand 
would clu*e her eye* in their Inst sleep, nor a mo­
ther̂  prayer (a Mother's Prayer !) linger last upon 
her deafening TAR. But the great stalwart captain 
had almost a mother's heart. He whose voice 
could be heard higii up aloft, when the tempest 
raced in its fury, had loues of gentleness and love 
for the poor dying child ; ami though lie scarce 
knew the meaning of the word tear ,  tears fell  l ike 
rain from his eyes upon the wasted form of the 
little corpse. 

" Beautiful, beautiful, most beautiful—though 
full of «LOOM—was thescene presented in thatcabin 
on that wild winter's night. With exquisite deli­
cacy, and almost sacred tendernesH was the cor|»T 
laid out and preserved. But another trying time 
tor the generous captain was yet to come, for he 
knew that the mother would hnsten to the dock 
gates to meet her child the moment the ship's ar­
rival was lelegraphed. And she did. The captain 
NAW her in an instant, and as soon as the ship got 
near enough to enable her voice to be heard, she 
could no longer restrain herwdf ,  but cried out in  
tremulous accents—Ts Mary on board? The poor 
«-»ifitHiri scarce knew what to say, but requested 
the mother to gt> to his hotel, and he would soon be 
with her. I dare not attempt a description of the 
subsequent scenes of this simple, though sad 
dran.'a. Suffice it to sRy, that when Thomas B. 
CROPPER goes 10 his last account, of this touching 
incident, (which I have related with substantial 
neeuracy) IF will surely be said—' Inasmuch as ye 
did il to 'he 'east of these my l i t t le  ones ,  ye did i t  
unto me.'

DANIEL WEBSTER AND ISAAC HILL.—It IH 

always pleasant to record such incidents as are

"A pleasant incident wan connected with the 
last moments of Isaac Hill, which being authori­
tatively in our possession, we do not feel at liberty 
to withhold from our readers. 

" A few days before Mr . Hill's death, he received 
A letter from Mr. Webster, earnestly offering him 
any at tent ions from himse l f  or  fami ly  which  might  
alleviate his sufferings. Mr. Hill was too feeble 
in body to answer the letter otherwise than by 
dictating a reply, which he did, aided by the pen of 
his son. In that reply he took occasion to approve 
of Mr. Webster's course in regard to the Consti­
tution and the Union, both of which he considered 
in great peril during the discussion of the Compro­
mise Measures before the last Congress. This 
approva l  Mr .  Hill  had  expressed a t  the t ime ,  and 
as a Union man, believing that there are many 
hidden dangers still lurking in the body politic, 
from his death-bed. and on the day before his death, 
he begged Mr. Webster to go on in the good work 
belore him, of urging his countrymen to observe 
each and all of their constitutional obligations. 

" M r . Hill died 011 Saturday, and 011 »Sunday M r . 
Webster sent MR. Hill's son a letter of condolence, 
full of touching allusions to the past, and recalling 
the occasion of a burial of great political difference* 
upon the altar of the Union. The deep political 
enmities of the past were mentioned with regret 
by Mr .  Hill ,  and Mr.  Webster  sympathized with  
this forgetfulnesR of differences. Time and reflec-

NNE80TA WINTER.— We learn, says the 
St. Paul Chronicle, the following additional par­
ticulars of the drowning of Judge Hamlet H. 
Perkins, at the Falls of Saint Croix. It appears
