LOUISIANA ; It* Colonial History and Romance : By Chas. 
Guyarré. New York: Har|>er & Brother«. 8vo, pp. 
546. 

The author of this work haH understood the wide 

difference existing between his position as a politi­

cian and as an author ; and though the Crescent 

has on several occasions criticised severely hin 

official conduct and his political writings, he ha« 

«Ion« us the honor to present us with his work on 

the history of Louisiana. We shall certainly judge 

the author, Independently of any unfavorable esti­

mais we may have formed of the politician. Sev­

eral months since, we expressed a hope that Mr. 
(iayarrc would abandon the ephemeral politics of 

the day, and devote himself to the preparation of 

an authentic history of Louisiana. A man of libe­

ral education—of literary tastes—of independent 

fortune—of elegant leisure—he should devote his 

life to the labor of collecting and arranging the 

materials, and constructing the history of his na­

tive State. 

The present belongs to that class of books where 

fact and fiction are blended together. It is an un 

fortunate union. The historical novel is a differ­

ent matter; there it is well understood that the 

truth is subservient to the plot, and no reader is 
misled. 

This book, however, is written so much like 
history, that one might be easily deceived. The 

history of Louisiana abounds with so many ro­

mantic incidents, that fiction really is not needed 
to embellish it. 

The success which has attended the first series, 

ha* led to the publication of a new edition, and the 
addition of a second series. We are sorry to see 

the original preface retained. It is a very ridicu­

lous piece of composition, and is ari amusing dis­
play of harmless egotism, altogether unworthy 

Mr. f»ayarré. The preface to the second series is 

in good taste. Ina note, the author attempts to 
sustain the authenticity of the sea-fight which fig­

ured in his first edition. The story borders on the 

marvellous—that a French frigate beat off three 
English ships,of superior force. This we charita­

bly put to the credit of the romance wide of the 
account. 

I'he style of Mr. Gavarré is too florid and ambi­

tious for a historian. It lacks ease—appears stilted. 

Thi < may h;» owing to the fact that French is the 

mother tongue of the writer. Compare it with any 
of the great English or American historians, and 

the difference mutt strike the most careless ob-

In spite of these defects, the book is a very 

agreeable one, arid we recommend it to our readers 

a* (riving a graphic description of the striking inci­

dents in the Colonial history of Louisiana. The 

I»ortion devoted to the Natchez Indians, contains 
much curious information. 

We again take the liberty of suggesting to its 

author the preparation of a work more extensive 

in design and authentic in statements. Everett, 

Bancroft, Ijegare, will long Jive, and their useful­

ness be felt as scholars. Prescott leaves a reputation 
us enviable, and monuments as enduring, as those 
of any politician of his day. We need a historian 

of Louisiana. Secretaries of State and stump 

speakers we can furnish by the scores.

BRAZIL .—We have received file« of the Treze 
fie Maio, from Para, up to March 2, and find in 

them the following items of later news : 

Very few cases of the late epidemic had occurred 

at Para within the last month. Of sixty-five death« 

during that time, nine were of yellow fever. 

The American brig Garland, from Salem, had 

arrived at Para in nineteen days. 

Gen. D. Fructo Rivera being suspected by the 

Government of a design to proceed clandestinely 

to the frontier of Rio Grande de Sul, had been 

arrested and imprisoned in the fortresa of Santa 

Cruz. 
In the Island of Marambaia a cargo of one hun­

dred and ninety-nine Africans, who had been 

already landed, were seized by the Government 

officers, and seventy more were taken in another 

vessel. Various and similar captures had been 

made within a short period. 

Sporadic cases of yellow fever still occurred at 

Pernambuco and Rio. 

Notice had been received at Rio of the conclu­

sion of a treaty with Paraguay. 

The lute frauds at the Customhouse were calcu­

lated to amount to about twenty-nine contas of rees. 

FROM BRITISH GUIANA . — The New York 

Herald has received files of the Georgetown Royal 

Gazette, to the 25th February, but they contain 

little worth extracting. Landed property has very 

much depreciated in value in the colony. Thirteen 

thousand acres of land, eligibly situated on the 

banks of the Demarara river, and within a short 

distance of Georgetown, only fetched at a public 

sale, lately, the sum of $2000, or about six and 

two-third pence per acre. 

The Gazette complains of the importation into 

the Colony of Coolie laborers, and recommends the 

unfettered introduction of free Kroomen. from the 

coast of Africa. 

The Governor had issued a proclamation against 

all vessels arriving from Martinique, where small­

pox prevailed, from Cayenne where yellow fever 

prevailed, and from Jamaica where the cholera 

was then raging. 

LATER FROM SOUTH AFRICA.—The Kaffir War. 
The New York Tribune has received files of the 

Cape of Good Hope Exchange Gazette to the 5th 

of February. The most interesting news is of 

course the Kaffir war, the details of which we give 
in full: 

" The latest accounts from headqaurters state 
that Maj, Armstrong, commanding a force of 120 
Cape Mounted Riflemen, and 150 Fingoes, under 
Mr. Tainton, had dispersed a body of 600 Kaffirs, 
who hud shown themselves about King William'* 
Town, with a loss to them of 24 killed ; on our 
side, a Fingo killed and a trooper wounded. This 
occurred on the 24th instant. 

The accounts from Fort Hare are to the 27th, 
when the garrison of that place and the inhabit­
ants of Alice were awaiting an attack of the com­
bine'! hordes of insurgent Hottentots and Kaffir.* 

The published accounts from the Fort Beaufort 
and Cradock Districts are most lamentable.— 
Owing to the treachery of their colored servants, 
the farmers had not been able to remain on their 
larms, and with the exception of two strong lagers, 
the whole country for the length of 150 miles was 
abandoned, the homesteads burnt, or, with the re­
maining stock, in possession of what a Grahams-
town writer justly terras a swinish multitude 
Masters had, in many instances, been driven from 
their homes by their own servants and maltreated. 
Even the town of Somerset was considered in dan­
ger of an attack. 

Several small Commandos of Boers were, at last 
turning out. Their first object would be to check 
the progress of this unnatural slate of things. 

Reports from the Kat River are also very had, 
but would appear to require further confirmation, 
it being difficult to believe thai the colored inhabi­
tant« of the settlement can have behaved so infa­
mously. 

In the upper country, there had been several 
skirmishes, between Tambookie marauders a d 
the whites, in which many of the former had been 
killed. Kama and other Tambookie Chiefs re­
mained faithful. 

A small supply of cattle had been brought from 
Kreili'8 through Umhala's country, which was 
considered to portend favorably of the intention of 
those Chiefs. 

By the Douglas, arrived at Agoa Bay from Na­
tal, news has been received that Mr. Shepstone 
would start with 6000 Zulu auxiliaries on the 1st 
instant, and hoped to take his position in the rear 
of the rebel Gaikas before the 15th. 

FROM NASSAU, NEW PROVIDENCE .—In Nas­

sau (N. P.) papers, received yesterday, we find a 

few items of news, principally disasters to shipping ; 
Bark Fanny McGan, Rufus Cole, master, of and 

from NewYork, in ballast, bound for Matanzas— 
was totally lost on Elbow Reef Abace, on the night 
of the 4th of March, the Captain and crew, together 
with the materials of the bark, arrived here on 
Monday morning. [Gazette, March 12. 

Am. steamer Freeman Itawdon, Captain Brown, 
from New Orleans, bound to NewYork, got ashore 

Brown 8 Cay, on the night of Feb. 16, and 
got off by the assistance of wrecking schooners and 
brought to this port, cargo consisting of cotton, 
salt provisions, candles, etc. 

The Gazette of March 8 gives an interesting 
account of a visit paid by His Excellency the Gov­
ernor, Mr. Kretschmar, the IT. S. Consul, and a 
party of ladies and gentlemen, to the Freeman 
Rawdon. A collation was served up on board for 
them, and several speeches made. The Governor 
in his speech expressed a hope that he would be 
successful in his efforts to introduce steam naviga­
tion into the colony. In concluding his remarks he 
proposed the health of the President of the United 
States and that of the American Consul.

FREE BANKING IN VIRGINIA .—We have made 

record of various bills paused by the Legislature of 

Virginia, at its late session, establishing inde­

pendent banks upon the basis of State stocks. The 

following are rhe principal features of acls estab­

lishing such banks : 

1. A deposit with the treasurer of State stock, 
originally or guarantied, for improvement compa­
nies, to the amount of the charter. 

2 The executing and delivery of the notes for 
circulation, couniersigned by the treasurer, at the 
expense of the bank. 

3 An obligation to nay the same bonus, and to 
keep on hand the saine proportion of specie as other 
banks. 

4. Making the stockholders personally liable for 
the circulation, each stockholder to an amount 
equal to the slock held by him, for the express con­
tracts of the bank. 

One of the reasons operating with the Legisla­

ture, which prevented the passage of a general free 

banking law for Virginia, at the late session of the 

Legislature, was the fact that the charters of the 

present banks do not expire till 1857, and the State 
being to some extent interested in them as stock­

holders, the Legislature preferred making an expe­

riment to ascertain how the new system will work; 

but the indications are very strong that no charter 

on the old principle will hereafter be obtained. 

THE NEW THREE CENT COINS .—The Phila­

delphia North American learns from E. C. Dale, 

Esq., Treasurer of the Mint, that preparations are 

making for a large issue of three cent pieces from 

the mint, at an early day. By authority from the 

Treasury Department, a great part of the silver 

bullion fund will be converted into these pieces; and 

after receiving a sufficient supply for the various 

Government offices, the balance will be exchanged 

for deposites of foreign silver coin or bullion, and 

also for American gold or silver coins. A fund is 

likewise provided for procuring future supplies of 

silver bullion for this coinage, so that all the public 

demands may be promptly satisfied. To prevent 

undue accumulations of these coins in single hands, 

a discretion is allowed to decline selling more than 

$150 worth at a time to one applicant. The least 

amount to be sold is $30. Authority is also given 

to deliver the coins in distant cities at the cost of 

the mint for transportation, as is now the case in 

distributing the copper coinage. Notice will here­

after be given of the time at which applications for 

the new coin will be received. 

OHIO FREE BANKING LAW .—The Ohio State 

Journal publishes the act to authorize free banking 

in that State, which passed the Legislature at its 

last session. It is very long, consisting of forty-

seven sections, and occupies more than four col­

umns of that paper. It authorizes the formation of 

companies of not less than threepersons to transact 

the business of banking ; provides for the issue of 

notes of denominations from one to one hundred 

dollars, and tor their being secured by deposits of 

Ohio State and United States stocks, at not more 

than par and their market value. Associations un­

der the act may continue in existence as bodies 

corporate until 1882, and thereafter until the repeal 

of the law, but the right is reserved to the Legis­

lature to prohibit the circulation of notes smaller 

than $5 after the year 1860. The bill appears to 

be carefully drawn to protect the public from loss 

by the associations, the stockholders being person­

ally liable to the amount of their stock, and in s 
instances to a larger extent. 

BOAT ON A NEW PRINCIPLE .—The Débats 
states that there has been constructed at the estab­
lishment of Creuzot a boat on a new system, which 
realizes the great problem of submarine navigation. 
The size of the boat and the machines are such, 
that it will not be confined to the execution of works 
under water, such as have taken place at Brest, and 
in the Seine, at Paris. The new boat is to come 
by the river from Creuzot to Paris, and is to pro-
eeed to Calais by means of its own engines, which 
are on the screw principle. At Calais it is to be 
under water, and is to proceed (under water) to 
Dover, where it is to ascend the Thames to Lon­
don, to figure in the great exhibition. [Galignani's 
Messenger.
