s Mullen, a free man of color, who is charged

with having willully murdered another <*>Iorrd 
Butler. During the investigation, much 
cited, ami the Court was crowded with i 
hear the evidence. 

The case appears lo lie oue arising out of jealousy, and 
fatal result IS lamentable in the extreme, for several years 
Mullen had lived with a negro woman, but their acquaint 
ft nee wu not at all tinged with any great amount of peace oi 

pleasure, for, Mullen lias bwm three lime* arrested for stab­
bing his wife, and twice tried before the District Court for 
that offence. At la*t his conduct became so bad, that the 
negro woman refused to have any thing to do with liim, and 
took up with Butler, with whom she lived in a house on 
Conti street, between burgundy and Rampart streets. The 
separation made Mullen very uneasy, and when she went to 
live with Butler, he burned with jealousy and revenge. 

On th* night of the Itfth of March, he determined to wreak 
his vengeance upon poor Butler, and for that purpose he went 
to his house, carrying with him a bar of iron with which to 
effect, his object. He entered the housv, and ommenced a 
disturbance, which was qnelled by officer Brady, and Mullen 
then even went nnd lay upon a lied in Butler's house. In 
about ten minutes after the officer left, cries of distress 
in the yard belonging to Butler's house, attracted the 
attention of officer Bernard and a free-oolored pian named 
Moody, and they both proceeded in the direction from 
which they heard the sound, and found Butler lying on 
the ground in the yard, and bleeding copiously frpm wounds 
which had lieen inflicted by the roil of iron. When near the 
yard, Mullen wasse««ii running away by the officer, and But. 

put to lied, and Iiis wouuds were dressed, but after 
lingering in great paiu until the night of the 2»th, or early on 
the morning of the 30th of March, he died. 

An inquest was held upon the laxly on the 30th of March, 
by Coronrr S tedden, and a pott mortem examiuaiiori of the 
body was made, when it wss found that the cause of his 
death was a severe fracture of his skull, on the left side, and 
the jury returned a verdict to that effect. 

Hsned for the arrest of Mullen, on the 18th 
of Msrcli, and 4'orporal Bernard took him into castody the 

coffee-house, at the corner of Dauphine and 
Bienville srteets. On conducting him from this place to the 
Parish Prison, he voluntarily admitted to Mr. Bernard, that 
he struck Butler ; and said it was the same whether lie was 
hung that day or any other day ; but that the only thing he 
was sorry for was that he had not also killed Butler's wife. 

Alter the outrage was perpetrated Butler became insensi­
ble, and remained so for some hours. During the next day, 

the lemiiorary return of consciousness, lie told the colored 
in. Moody, that it was Mullen who struck him; and in 

accents of anguish and paio, half sensible, and half delirious, 
cried continually—" Ah ! Hardy killed me! Hardy killed 
e!" During the time he lingered, about a fortnight, be 
as frequently laboring nnder delirium. 
In conversation with Moody, who first told tlie Police that 

Mullen was in the coffeehouse, where he was arrested on the 
day af ter the affray, Mullen said that it wux impossible for 
Butler to get better, as he had Htruck him with nn iron bar, 
and he could never get out from tlie house unless he was 
hauled out. 

After the Recorder had taken all the evidence offered on 
the case, he said that he should semi him lo the First District 

, upon a charge of wilful murder, und Mullen was then 
taken from the court in custody. 

H loiiw A Y ROBHKRY.—1On Monday night, Mary Regan 
and John Spicer w ere arrested for robbing a worn n. named 
Pagerty. of her bonnet, parasol and breast pin, in Girod 

, as she was quietly passing along. Yesterday morning 
'oinan appeared in tlie Recorder's office to make an affi­

davit against the prisoners, but before she had time to do so, 
several persons persuaded her to go awny, and promised to 
pay her for the things which were stolen ; consequent! , the 
prisoners were di'chargtsl. This is a very common occurrence 
in our petty courts, and deserves to lie put a slop to.
