He was born in Groton, Massachusetts—of which 

his father was the minister—on September 
5fc8. On the mother's side, he was oloscly 
cted with the distinguished family, whose 

name he bears. He was educated at Harvard Uni­
versity, and graduated in the class of 1807, at the 
age of nineteen. At the time, French was the 

ly modern language taught in that institation. 
But while he pursued his law studies, both in Bos­
ton and Philadelphia, he acquired the Spanish, 
Italian and German, all of which he critically un­
derstood and appreciated. It is only a few months 
since, we found him and his son reading Mifliin's 
Tasso, with the original, and beard from his 

premeditated talk," aa essay on the " Jerusa­
lem,'' which would have furnished a professional 
lecturer with an evening's dissertation. 

In Philadelphia, the acquaintances fojjned 
through his knowledge of the Spanish, brought 
him in contact with Gen. Toledo, who was organ­
izing an expedition to revolutionize New Mexico. 
Judge Bullard, then just admitted to the Bar, 
joined him as an Aid and Military Secretary, and 
proceeded with him to Nashville, where he passed 
the winter of 1812. The following spring, he 
accompanied Gen. Toledo, and the recruits, to 
Natchitoches, which was the starting point. They 
entered the Mexican territory and found the peo­
ple already in arms, and the royal troops driven out 
of what now constitutes Texas, except the force in 
San Antonio ; but these retired at the approach of 
the Republicans. Here they remained several 
weeks, until the Spanish General, having concen­
trated an overwhelming force, defeated the Repub­
licans in a pitched battle, and scattered their forces 

every direction. Judge Bullard was mounted, 
and with one or two companions, managed to 
reach the American settlements, after suffering 
severe hardships. When he entered Natchitoches 
he was ragged, sick—broken down by fatigue and 
privation, and, worse than all, penniless. Here lie 
opened an office, and commenced the practice of 
his profession. Natchitoches, in point of age, is 
second to New Orleans, and at that time, was 
second in importance. It was the trading post for 
the Indians and Mexicans within an extensive 
circuit. The great raft prevented all intercourse 
by river above, and it was virtually the head oi 
navigation on Red River. 

The removal of the raft, the purchase of the 
Indian lands, and the removal of the Indinns— 
the introduction of steamboais, anil the facility of 
communication with New Orleans all have tended 

the decline of the ancient town. At that pe­
riod, a practicing lawyer of the Western District, 

compelled to ride a circuit, embracing Ope-
lousas, Avoyelles, Alexandria, Natchitoches, Ou-

hita and Concordia, a distance of three hun­
dred miles. The practice was lucrative, and the 
bar numbered more talent und learning, than ai 
any subsequent period. The names of Wilson, 
Johnston, Brent, Porter, Buwen, Bronson, Thomas, 
and Bullard, would have done honor lo any bar. 
Of these, General Isaac Thomas, alone remains at 
the bar—himself and Mr. Bronson alone survive. 
It was a life of great physical hardship, yet one of 
much enjoyment. 

Some years sinee, we rode from Natchez to 
Alexandria with Judge Bullard and Gen. Thomas. 
It was a region over which, some thirly years be­
fore, they had travelled twice a year. Scarcely a 
spring or brook was passed, which did not call up 
some interesting reminiscence, and ihey lived ever 
igain, the scenes of their active and adventurous 
youth ; and the younger men, who accompanied 
them, almost regretted, that they, too, had not lived 
in those days of freedom, and manly exercise. 

In 1822, Judge Bullard went upon the District 
Court Bench, and performed its duties for several 
years, when he resigned ; but, after a year or I wo, 
returned. In 1831, he was elected to Congress, 
from the Western District, and re elected the next 
term. In 1834, he was elevated to the Supreme 
Bench, taking the place of Judge Porler, who went 
into the Senate of the United States. In Congress, 
Judge Bullard v. as not arming the debaters. He 
spoke occasionally, on great questions, and after 
careful preparation. His most elaborate sf>eecli 
was on the Tariff bill, in 1832. We shall close thi 
article with its peroration. 

Ho remained on the Supreme Bench from 1831 
till 1846, with the exception of a few months in 
'39, when he filled the office of Secretary of Slate, 
and resumed the practice of his profession. Under 
the Constitution of *45, a new Judiciary WHS 

created, and not one of the members of the Su 
preine Court retained, lie returned to the practice 
n this city, and was retained in much of the im-

fioriant litigation of I he State. His decisions are 
models of judicial rhetoric ; brief, perspicuous, and 
(minted. As a writer, Judge Bullard had few 
equals ; he wrote without effort, yet with a critical 
accuracy that defied correction. As a speaker, he 
had the advantage of a face of extreme b jauty, 
which the ravages of excruciating disease for 
twenty-five years, did noi destroy, a speaking eye, 
and a musieal voice. But his command of lan­
guage was not copious, and though he always used 
the aptest words, he sometimes hesitated in select­
ing them. When, however, excited, he spoke 
with feeling, force, and eloquence. His last public 
speech in New Orleans, was at the Bar meeting, 
called together by the death of Mr. Prentiss. He 
then spoke with much emotion, aud pronounced 
me of the most beautiful eulogies in the language. 

On that mournful occasion, he thus spukt of him­
self :

He observed that 
it was a generally received maxim that every one ought to 
profit by Iiis labor, ar.il capital ought to coutrihute something 
in return for the rights it enjoyed, and perform im duties 
towards the public, especially in great works of improve­
ment. He spoke of a great class of property holders, who 
were absentees, and said that .nany persons cauie to this 
city and did business, who lived at a hotel for fifty dollars a 
month, during the business season, and then went son ewhere 
else to spend the money they had obtained. Theee, he 
thought, should asrist in the work of improvement, and lend 
their aid to benefit the interests of the city. He spoke of 
the delegates present as coming tliere with their hearts in the 
work, hut he hoped they would put their pockets to it as 
well, forthat would be the best proof that their hearts were 
really with the Convention. He was greatly tcbeercd at the 
conclusion of his speech. 

Mr. Walters, of Holly Springs, Mississippi, briefly ad-
dressed the Convention, and said he was glad that he shonld 
be able to return to his constituents and inform them that 
New Orleans was energetic and active, and that her mer­
chants were determined to go on in the great work of opening 
railway communications between the South and the North. 

A delegate from Baton fionga, said that he and several 
other gentlei.ien, had expended five years ago, one thousand 
dollars in railroad enterprise, near Baton Bouge, and that he 
thought it would lie available to the present undertaking, and 
show that they wore willing, m that quarter, to contribute 
their share to the Jackson and New Orleans Railway. 

M jor Ranney, in reply to a request made by a member of 
the Convention, said he would submit a mnp he had made of 
Uie dilferent proposed Southern lines, to the Committee, and 
allow them to have it for their use as »oon as he could possi­
bly finish its preparation. 

The Convention then adjourned until 11 o'clook this morn­
ing.

his loss. How inscrutah'e are 'he ways of Providence 
Among the many noble trait» of his character, 

on which his friends will love to dwell, was his 
interest in the younger members of the Bar. We 
remember well the embarrassment with which, an 
unknown yonng lawyer, from the woods, we first 
appeared before that awful body, the Supreme 
Court, and we can never forget the kindness of his 
manner, the considerate attention which he be­
stowed ou the obscure advocate, at once restoring 
confidence and winning gratitude. Suoh, too, was 
the remark of other young men, under the same 
trying circumstances; and even when suffering the 
torments of the gout, we never knew hiui to aliow 
any ill feeling to the younger and humbler mem­
bers of the Bar. He kept up to the last his habit of 
general reading, and was familiar with all the best 
authors, of ail languages. His conversation was 
that of a full man, without the slightest approach 
to pedantry. It may well be said of him, that 

" He was a scholar, and a wiso aud good one ; 
Lxceedin* wise, fair spoken, and persuading." 

He delivered many lectures and addresses before 
the literary societies of this city, which might be 
well compared with similar productions of men 
who make literature a profession. In 1847, he 
was appointed Professor of the Civil Law in the 
Law School of Louisiana, and delivered two 
courses of lectures. In 1850, he was elected to till 
a vacancy iu the State Legislature, and 
weeks alter was elected to fill the vacancy 
Second Congressional District, occasioned by the 
entrance of Mr. C. M. Conrad into the Cabinet. 
Judge Bullard thus returned to Congress, after an 
absence of sixteen years, lie found but few of Iiis 
old friends in either House. He did not speak 
during the short session, though we know it had 
been his wish to do so on the California Hills. H 
thorough knowledge of the Spanish laws, and their 
system of land titles, would have enabled h 
give Congress much valuable information, which 
is now lost. During the session, he argued several 
cases in the Supreme Court, and was treated 
marked attention by that talented and learned 
Bench. 

His health during the winter was remarkably 
good, and the cold, dry climate braced his consti-

pon ita I tution. But he imprudently returned home by the 
Southern route, and the fatigue and exposure of the 
lourney, completely prostrated him. He lingered 
for three Weeks, aud died at last from the gout ii 
the stomach.

Charlestun and Memphis, and keep up New Orleans. 
He then went into the particularities of the steamboat 
the line, and showed that they could do more business by this 
route than by the antagonistic one. Ile proposed tocharg 
torty cents for crossing the Lake, and with a moderate aver 
age charge for freights and paaaengers, the road would pay 
Ile said that New Orleans would gain nothing by losing 
the trade and travel of Tennessee, Kentucky and North M 
sissippi, and this she would do if she built her river route roa 
That road, for twenty-five milts, would not bring one dollar 
more to New Orleaus. because the river secured it, and then, 
aa the Madisonville route was forty-six miles nearer, it would 
be built with less expense. This route was so advantageous 
and so desirable, that he thought some powerful local l 
en had been exerted to divert the road from its legitiraati

The General was universally beloved. 

AUDÜCTION OF NEUROES.—The officers of the 
steamer Paul Anderson thus Btate a case of recent 
abduction. Some weeks ago, a man nam^d Miller 
-tarted Irom Cincinnati for Tennessee River in a 
kiff that had been constructed at his own special 

order. He reached, in due time, his place of desti­
nation—a farm on the Tennessee River—where he 
took aboard a family of negroes, consisting of a 
mother ami two well grown daughters. He man­
aged to escape with the slaves to the State of In­
diana; but pursuit was in the meantime being 
made by the owners, and the fugitives, with their 
abductor, had just reached Vincennes when they 
were arrested. Miller was ironed, and, underdose 
custody, started back. When on the Ohio, he was 
t iken aboard of the Paul Anderson, and conveyed 
to Smithland, whence it was intended lie would 
proceed to Tennessee. The carelessness of his 
kee|>er, however, offered him an opportunity to es­
cape, of which he availed himself successfully. 
Having been left unguarded in a stale-room, he 
slipped out, and had a start probably of a quarter 
or half an hour before his absence was discovered. 
He has not since been heard from. Who is he ?

CALIFORNIA FIFTY DOLLAR PIECES —We had 
tlm pleasure of seeing a fifty-dollar gold piece, the 
coinage of California, which i* a beautiful and 
unique specimen of the ability of that infant sister 
of our confederacy. It is octagonal in its form, 
and on the front bears the following inscription : 
" United Slates of America, 880 Thons., 50 D. C." 
On the reverse is a rayed circle, (a star,) and 
around the edges " Augustus iiumber, United 
States Assayer of (»old, 1851." 

This ingot, which is stamped at the assayer's 
office in San Francisco, will not legally pass as 
currency, because there is yet no law to authorize 
it. Bui there is no question of its circulating freely 
in Calitoruia and many other places. Iiis also in 
contemplation to strike ingots of one and two hun­
dred dollars, like the fifty-dollar piece, only it will 
be proportionally thicker. " Thrf ingots of five 
hundred and one thousand dollars will be in form 
parallelograms, about five inches long, and one 
and three quarters in width, and varying in thick­
ness, ihe »mailer being about three ienths of an 
inch, and the larger six-tenths." [Washington 
Union.
