TUB MCRDER AT TIIR VERANDA.—The case of William 
II. Evii gton and William R. Little, who are charged with 
having murdered T. P. Byrd. in the bar of the Veranda 
Hotel, on the 2Hih of January la*t, was called for trial yester­
day morning, in the First District Court. Judge Larue 
presided. 

< >n the opening of the cas«, the pannel of the jury was 
called, and a great number of challenges were made. Out of 
the finit par.nel only fen jurors were obtained, the others being 
either ext-ustdor ineligible, on account of having formed a 
preconceived opin'on ol'the case. Under these circumstances 
one juror who wa» abser.t was attached, and one talesman out 
of twelve was »worn, which completed thejory. 

The fo lowing gentlemen were -»worn upon the trial : Messrs. 
II. Hamburger, P. Michou, J. Bachemin, L. Parodi, G. 
Jacquet. J Davidson, J. Thompson, 8. Wood all, J. A. 
Price, F. Pr ides, Alex, Bonneval, and J. Hhean. 

I he Dist.iut Attorney, Mr. M. M. Reynolds, conducted 
the case on the pait of the 8iate, and Col. Field appealed to 
defend he prisoners. 

Dr. limonier was the first sworn—He said : 1 assisted 
in holding the inquest on the body of Byrd. on the 27th of 
January ; I found two woundson the 'ower part of the chest ; 
one on the right, and the other on the left side. 1 also found 
a bruise on the lower Up ; both wounds perforated the chest, 
and were m»de w ith a sharp instrument. They measured one 
inch in length e«cuording to appearance, and one of them per. 
for s ted the Ije^irt; I have no doubt but that those wounds 
caused the death ; there WHI one on the right, and ona on the 
lelt ot t'fle sternum nr breast-bone, to which the witness 
pointed to explain himself. The on»» on the left cut the coro 
tid ar\ery, *„,! produced considerable hemorrhage ; I saw the 
body on the 27th of January, but it had been eighteen or 
tw entv hours «lead when I examined it. 

Coroner Spedden said : 1 held an inquest on the body; 
1 found two severe wounds made by a sharp instrument—one 
«»a the right and one on the left eide of the bre'ist. 

Mr. C. M. Rutherford said : J knew Theodore P. Byrd 
the deceased ; I saw him on Hunday, the 26th of January, at 
the Veranda Hotel, about three o'clock in the afternoon ; I 
saw Evington and Byrd engaged in combat, and some per­
son tried to separate them, but did not; Byrd retired imme­
diately after, and said—" I'm stabbed, I'm stabbed ! " He 
then tf-ll down ami I saw blood upon the floor; I then took 
hold ol Evington by the shoulder, and he asked me if I 
an officer ; I said no : but told him that I should arrest him ; 
he then said—"! am ready to go to prison." I told him 
that he had killed that man. " Ves," he said, " I struck 
him." We then went out upon the pavement, and Mr. 
Lumsden came out and asked him why he did so ; he saiu he 
bad relisons to justify him in what he had done, and he then 
polled out a scabbard be'onging to a dagger, and gave it U
