Mr. Jenninga, of the Parish of St. Tammany, said that he 

had received every assnrance from the inhabitants of that 
neigfctiorliood, as to tbeir cordial co-operation in the p 
tion of the work. They had informed him that they wonld 
make a subscription, and give fifty thousand dollars 
company for carrying out the formation of the road. 

Mr. Banks, of Washington Parish, said he could inform 
the meeting, that the people who lived in hie locality were 
also extremely wi'ling to aid the work, and they had promised 
to eulwcribe $75,000 towards building the road. 

Captain Grice explained the main features of the route, 
and addressed himself to the objections which were urged 
against the use of steamboats in navigating the lake and the 
river. He «aid there was no current in the river, rfnd tlie 
objections were frivolous and not such as ought to prevent 
the prosecution of ihe scheme. He was assured that th® 
people of Mississippi wtre willing to aid in the formation of 
the line, and a number of gentlemen had obtained a liberal 
charter from the Mississippi Legislature, who lived on or 
near the route over which that line was projeoted to pans' 
They would not onrrender their right» to any company who 
made a deviating line of railroad from the route proposed, 
lie had been instructed by many persons, and requested 
even by eome of these gentlemen to get an engineer to survey 
the route.

The whole extent o* the Madisonville route, by steamboat 
and railway, was only 175 miles, and in less than five years, 
when the Selma Railroad was finished and joined to this line, 
they would have the United States mail coming to New 
Orleans by this route. 

The President said that the line only passed through fivt 
miles of road which wus occupied by individuals with privat) 
rights, and he had no doabt, but that the Legislature would 
agree to grant the company six miles of land on each side of 
the line. Congress had paaaed an net to allow such a grant to 
t>e made, ar.d Mobile had availed itself of the privileges of 
this act, and obtained grants of land for railroad parpotes. 
This would produce 150,000 acres of land, which if sold at $10 
an acre, would make more than one million dollars ; at 85, 
$750,000; and if sold at $2 5>i an acre, it would more than 
pay for the railway. The sale of this land would be equal to 
the cost of the line; and in five years stock-holders would 
have all their money returned -to them, with the advantages 
of receiving interest on the amounts they had originally sub­
scribed.
