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Destruction of Minot Ledge Llfht-houae 

The fears which have ol late bnen so frequently 
expressed with regard to the unsafely of the Light-
houseat Mi nut Ledge, have been sadly realize «I. 
On WednHhday night, the 16th, it was swept into 
the sea by the furious storm which was at that time 
raging. 

The two assistant-keeper«, Joseph Wilson, an 
hngltubman, aged 20, and Joseph Antonio, a Por­
tuguese, aged 25, were both lost. Mr. Bennett, the 
keeper, was not in the Ligbt-houwe, and is thus 
Haved Irom a terrible grave. 

I he laut lime that the Light was seen standing 
wa* at about half-past three o'clock, Wednesday 
rttternoon. The Light was not seen burning on 
Wednesday night. 

• atour 10 »'dock, yesterday morning, Mr. 
Joihua Bennett, the keeper of the Light, arrived in 
this city from Cohasset Beach. He had with him 
an India rubber buoy and a window frame which 
Si?1 i Mhore und°ubtedly from the Light-house. 
The deck of the Light-house, in which the keepers 
lived, has also floated ashore, rendering it almost 
certain that the entire structure has gone. The 
top part, in which the keepers lived, has most 
tain I y gone, if not the whole building. 

Various reports were about the city yesterday, 
doubting and contradicting the truth of the matter, 
but the British bark Acuve, which arrived here, 
reports having passed within a mile of Minot Ledge, 
and saw the breakers, but the Light-house was 
gone. We think there is no cause to discredit the 
reports. 

Mr. Bennett was absent from the Light when 
the sad catastrophe occurred. He had been ordered 
up to the city by Collector Greely, to purchase a 
new boat, and on his return, Tuesday afternoon, 
found the sea so high that he could not get out to 
the Light-house. To this he is indebted to the 
preservation of his own life. After being unable 
t0 buardi' ^r* Bennett repaired to his house 
on White Head, opposite the Glades, from which 
he, with his family, were washed out on Wednes­
day by the {ngh tide. 

Mr. Bennett had nearly »100 in money in the 
Light-house, in addition to hi« clothing. 

fhe whole height of the Light wa. 75 feet 
!• rom the rock to the keeper'« house, 60 feet. The 
diameter ol the iron pilfs was eight inches at the 
l>a«e and lour and a hall inches at the top. Breadth 
ol baa.i twenty-five feet ; keeper's room fourteen 

ul'ir i diameter of the lantern was eleven and 
a half feet, and it contained filteen reflectors of 
twenty-one inches each. 

The keeper's house, resting on the pillars, 
weighed thirty tons, and was titty feet from the sea. 
A visitor, who was present during the great ^ale 
0 December, wrote : " Of the Light-house 1 
was coolly told that it was very doubtful if it stood 
through this wmter, as one of the lron supporters 
had split the rock. The comforting remark was 
added : " We'll let you see her kick ; it will blow 
a gale ol wind in the morning." 

From time to time, say» the Traveller, doubts 
have been expressed that this costly structure could 
not, for any length of time, withstand the terrible 
storms to which it would be exposed. The vene-
raole Captain of the United States steamer Bibb 
gave it as his opinion at the time the rock was sur­
veyed lor the purpose of tiling upon it a founda-
Hon, that it would never stand upon the propo-ed 
model, especially when encrusted with the ice of 
winter. Several merchants, sea captains and pilots 
here, nave also long been of the same opinion. 

A few days after the great gale in March last, 
»ay. the Journal, young Wilson—a modest and 
unassuming young man—called at our office, and 
gave us an account of the fearful and appalling 
scenes through which he passed during the four or 
five days which the gale lasted. We remarked to 
him that probably it would be difficult to find men 
tc keep the Light if Mr. Bennett should leave it, 
'' Yes, sir," said the brave fellow, " I shall stay a« 
long as Mr. Hennett does, and when we leave the 
Light it will be dangerous for any other $ to 
take it/ " 

• There can be no doubt but that it was improperly 
built, as the melancholy result of Wednesday night 
proves. 

We gather from our exchanges some further 
particulars: 

The Boston Traveller says : " The story of the 
destruction of the Minot Ledge Light-house spread 
with great rapidity yesterday, and in a short time 
hundreds flocked to the beach in every direction, to 
get a sight at the ruins and witness the raging of 
the agitated waters. The lower road had been sc) 
roughly used by the high sea as to be nearly 
impassable. At the beach opposite where the 
Light-house stood, fragments of all kinds of thé 
Light were floating ashore during the entire day 
yesterday, pieces of which were carried off by the 
spectators as mementoes of the occurrence. 

We have conversed with Mr. Bennett, who wa4 
in the city to-day. He informs us that he had thi4 
morning a distinct view of the rock on which tho 
Light-house stood. It was, as he states, complete» 
ly bare, not a vestige of the structure being visible!. 
Every one of the iron piles, it would seem, have 
been uprooted and carried awav. Mr. Bennett is 
of opinion that the iron piles were not broken, but 
that the rock is split. He is confident, as he ha* 
stated on a former occasion, that the rock has been 
for some tune split at the base of one of the piles, 
and thinks the seam was fatally opened by the ter!-
rible convulsions to which the edifice was exposed; 
He recollects having noticed a sea, at the height oif 
the tide on Wednesday night, which struck hi» 
house at the Glades fifty or sixty feet high. Thi* 
wave, he has no doubt, struck the store-room of the 
Light-house, which was sixty feet from the base, 
and by its terrible force, ».ore the whole fabric from 
its foundations. 

Mr. Bennett states that the light wai seen in 
the Light-house as late as ten o'clock on Wednes* 
day night, and that the bell was heard distinctly 
upon the shore, ringing loudly. This shows that 
the keepers were faithful to the last, and that the 
Light-house had successfully resisted the gale'up 
to that time. The subsequent rise of the tide, with 
a heavier sea, though with less wind, proved to- be 
the trying moment. The sea of which Mr. Ben­
nett speaks, probably struck the deck of the house, 
and overthrew the whole structure. 

We learn from the Collector that it will be im­
possible to station a light-boat at the Ledge for a 
week, at least. It is proposed to obtain a vessel of 
about 150 tons, with a large lantern to be hung at 
about thirty feet from the deck. In the meantime, 
the R. B. Forbes is to go down, and remain near 
the spot. 

Foreign Items by the Pacific.

Several respectable persons, who had obtained

the Executive Committee, the members of which, 
being disposed to deal leniently with their first of­
fence, ordered them immediately to leave the build­
ing. We understand that the most rigorous mea­
sures will now be adopted to prevent the admission 
of any person who is not actually an exhibitor or 
person employed in the building. 

A return to Parliament had been printed, show­
ing that on the 25th of March last year, thtflfe were 
27,351 boys in the workhouses of England and 
Wales, and 22,838 girls; making 50,819 : being a 
decrease of 11 percent, on the number in 1849. 
The illegitimate children amounted to 12,694, of 
8874 of (whom the mothers were in the workhouse. 
The deserted children, whather by father, mother, 
or boih, amounted to 8354, arid those whose fathers 
were transported, or suffering imprisonment for 
crime, to 1328. 

The Spanish Commissioners appointed by the 
royal decree of the 28th ult. to proceed to England, 
trance, Germany, and Belgium, in order to study 
the different railway systems, and the development 
of material interests in those countries, left Mad­
rid on the 1st.

New YORK BANK REDEMPTION BILL The 
bill relating to the redemption of country hank 
notes, has passed both branches of the New York 
Legislature. lie provisions are thus stated in the 
Albany Ariçus ; 

"The bill provides for the redemption of bank 
notes at one quarter of one per cent, in New York 
Albany, or Troy—it also prevents costs m case any 
bank offers to pay ita own notes when demanded at 
its counter, in drafts, with an affidavit of the fact 
that the draft is available at sight m either of the 
cities above mentioned—reduces the interest on pro­
tested bank notes to 7 per cent., and prevents pro­
tests on admission demand by the bank, and ex-
lends the time from ten to fifteen days before the 
•harter is forfeited, if they fail to redeem in specie." 

The bill is the result of the new Metropolitan 
Bank in New York city, for par redemption there 
of the notes of the other banks of the State. It 
goes into operation July 1st.

ARRESTING THK FATAL EFFECTS OF CHLORO­
