Should 
such occur, it ought to be promptly discounter 
anced and frowned down. If the law were objec­
tionable, let it be remedied by the ballot-box. 

DEATH OF A VETERAN EDITOR.—The Mem­
phis Daily Appeal, of the 24th, in mourning dress, 
announces the death of its senir editor, Henry Van 
Pelt The deceased was a talented, but very ear­
nest politician, and friends and opponents in public 
life unite in awarding to him the most enviable 
character as a man, a citizen, a friend, and a n 
ber of the family circle. His death is indeed 
cerely and widely lamented. He was a native of 
Kentucky, and poasessed in an eminent degree the 
warm impulse and generous nature which popular 
opinion has attached to the people of that State. 
He began his editorial career there about thirty 

1 years ago ; from Kentucky he came to Tennessee, 
and pursued his professional avocation for a num­
ber of years in Franklin and Nashville. On the 
21st of April, 1841, he established the Appeal, in 
the successful conduct of which he was actively 
engaged whea death closed his career. 

Governor Trousdale has appointed the Hon. A. 
O. Nicholson, Chancellor for the Middle District 
of Tennessee, vice Hon. Terry H. Cahal, deceased. 

THE BEBT WE CAN GET.—The following humor­
ous paragraph from the Aberdeen Independent, 
occurs in an editorial reviewing Judge Gholson'i 
speech at a late secessionist protracted meeting . 
" ̂  sneered at the " best we can get " 
policy. Well, we think it is just the thing. The 
constitution is the best we can get—our country if 
the best we can get—our God is the best we can 
get—our Bible is the best we can get—our children 
are the best we can get—the Judge is the best we 
can get, for he says he will not resign ; and we do 
not know of any thing that isn't the best we uan 
get—except the Judge's speech, for we know that's 
not the best we can get." 

A Convention of abolitionists is now in session 
in Cincinnati. It has adopted a resolution declar­
ing the fugitive slave law a flagrant outrage upon 
the federal Constitution, and therefore an act against 
Whieh the social and political influences of the 
people should be arrayed. Its members have also 
resolved to do, to suffer and to die, if need be, in 
the cause of the slave. There are many protesta-

_ tions of " laying their all upon the altar, and ot 
' *l throwing themselves into the thickest of the 

fight," none of which are intended, however, to be 
ever acted out in good faith by the sane among the 
members, and the insane are only fit for a mad­
house. [Public Ledger. 

YELLOIT FEVER VISITATIONS IN NEW YORE 
In a little ovar a century, the yellow fever has vis 
ited the city of New York eleven times, viz: in 
1741, 1742, 1791, 1795, 1798, 1799, 1800, 1803, 
1805, 1819 and 1822. The deaths by that d isease 
were as follows : 732 in 1795, 2086 in 1798, (popu 
tat ion 55,000,) 670 in 1803, 280 in 1805,23 in 1819, 
and 366 in 1822 ; iu 1805, 37,000 of the inhabitants 
out of a population of 76,000, fled from the city. In 
1804, 40 persons died with it in Brooklyn, but New 
York escaped. 

IRISH PACEET STATION.—We gather from Eu­
ropean papers that the advantages which the har­
bors on the western coast of the island, and espe­
cially Galway, offer to American commerce, are 
a)>out to be set forth in a memorial to the President 
and Congress of the United States, which will 
bear sigaatures of great respectability from Dublin 
and other parts of the island. It is contended that 
the voyage would average at least forty hours less 
time than to Liverpool, and might be accomplished 
with greater safety and with less delay from unfa­
vorable winds. The memorial will ask to have the 
U. 8. mail steamers stop at Galway instead of 
going to Liverpool. 

Free Banking. 
The usefulness of corporatioas is an open ques­

tion. They have their advantages and disadvan­
tages. Doubtless, where many individuals are 
willing to hazard something in the carrying on of 
manufactures, where they are to add to the pro­
ductive capital of the country, iri such cases the 
corporation plan works well. But for the life of 
us, we never could understand why the partners 

Bank should be free from the joint and several 
obligations of tLe mercantile partnership. Banks 

doubtless convenient, and facilitate the opera­
tions of commerce. But, on the other hand, they 
have a fatal facility in the creation of apparent 
wealth, which often leads to ruin. In reviewing 
the commercial history of the country, we find 
every pecuniary revulsion has been preceded by an 
excessive abuse of bank accommodations. Then, 
too, the system of associated capital leads to di­
vided moral responsibility ; and directors and offi­
cers of Banks frequently commit acts in their offi­
cial capacity, which they would scorn to be guilty 
of as private individuals. It is this looseness of 
thought and action which is one of the great evils 
ia all corporations. For instance, the famous battle 
of the brokers, last year, expose^ transactions of 
the most reprehensible character in connection 
with the Canal Bank. 

The Cashier speculating in its stock, and the fic­
titious paper on which these wild speculations were 
based, when due, not protested like other paper, 
but kept as it were suspended. The capital of the 
private stockholders jeopardized, that a reckless 
speculator and his New York coadjutor might save 
themselves. Think of the Cashier buying over u 
hundred thousand dollars worth of the stock, and 
when not able to meet the drafts of his co-conspira­
tor, quietly permitting them to go without protest. 
Then, again, the famous Mint certificate for one 
million of dollars, and the payment of $27,835 as 
interest for the same ! ! ! 

Such conduct on the part of an individual, would 
be denominated swindling ; but in a Bank Direc­
tory, it is only financiering. But this Board were 
swept out—they had been clumsy in their devices— 
for a Bank has a conscience—crime, in its code, is 
making a mistake which leads to exposure. The 
fraud was nothing—the detection touched the 
conscience of " Mat." The foreign capitalists 
made a clean sweep, and Canal Bank is to all 
intents and purposes in Wall street. Its brick and 
mortar are in New Orleans, but its money bags 
are in New York. Its body is in the Second 
Municipality, its soul is in " Mat's " breeches 
pocket 

The old administration certainly played a bold 
game. There was nothing petty in their transac­
tions. 

The new Board, we believe, have not violated 
the law. The old Directory were the Jack Shep-
pards and Dick Turpins of the highway ; but the 
new fellows, like Jack Wilde, keep the law on their 
side. An instance of their mode of operation has 
come under our notice recently ; and we cite it 
an instance of the injurious effect of this close cor­
poration system. A poor school-master, resicK«& 
in Harrisonburg, La., some months since remitted 
home to his friends, one-half of a fifty dollar Canal 
note. It never reached its destination. Shortly 
after this, a postmaster in the immediate neighbor­
hood, was detected in robbing the mail ; and con­
fessed that he had done so for several months. 
The half of the note sent by mail has never been 
presented to the Bank. The young man presented 
his half at the counter last winter, and received 
twenty-five dollars; and was informed that he 
could receive the remainder, by giving an indem­
nifying bond. He was unable to give it, having 

friends here. But last week a gentleman of 
high standing in the Parish of Catahoula, called at 
the Bank, and offered to give an indemnity ; but 
the President refused to pay, except on a judgment. 

Now, a merchant who, on being presented with 
proof of the loss of any bill, (especially, after it 
had lost its negotiable character,) and the offer of 
ndemnity, should refuse to pay the debt, would 

be dishonored, not only commercially, but morally. 
We have no idea that this Mr. Montgomery, who 
as President refuses to comply with the obliga­
tions of law and justice, would hesitate to pay a 
debt of his own. But as the President of this 
New York shaving-shop, he positively refuses to 
do that, which, we hope, as an individual he would 
at once perform. A suit would involve taking the 
depositions of postmasters in two towns a thousand 

more apart, the proof of advertisement, 
and of genuineness, and the offer of a bond. All 
this would require professional aid, and actually 
consume the small amount. The refusal, there-
lore, to pay on the moral evidence, and the indem­
nity offered by this young man, subjects him to 
the loss of this amount, very small to the Bank, 
but of considerable importance to the teacher of a 
public school in the Louisiana swamp. 

We think picking a pocket decidedly a more 
honorable mode of earning small sums. We are 
quite sure men of small means, in the interior, will 
hardly remit home to their needy families Canal 
Bank bills. To save them from the danger of such 
spoliation, we publish the fact, so that they may 
avoid Canal Bank bills. These are some illustra­
tions of the injurious effect of monopolies. The 
Canal Bank is controlled in New York, and it is, 
nerhaps, hardly a fair specimen of banking in Lou­
isiana. Yet the way to test a principle is to take 
\n extreme case. 

The remedy for the evil is not in the destruction 
»f banking, but by making it open to all. Let 
Louisiana adopt the system of other Slates, and 
•reale a banking capital, based on the actual prop-
•rty in the State. Competition is the great regula-
or of trade. It teaches honesty and good man­
ière. Bank presidents will be like other men. The 
air rivalry of trade will hold each in check, and 
che people will thus derive ail the benefits of an 
ncreased banking capital, without any of its dis-
td vantages.

LOSSES BY CREVASSES.—The Baton Rouge Ga­
zette of the 26th inst. again urges on the Legisla­
ture of Louisiana the necessity of organizing a Le­
vee System, and presents a fearful record of loss in 
support of its project. Leaving the losses sustained 
by the destruction of cattle, horses, machinery, 
fences, mixed crops, etc., and, most severe of all, 
the sufferings of the poor people, as beyond calcu­
lation, theGa7ette shows the State what it loses in 
its sugar crop alone by its culptble want of a pro­
per system of levees : 
" In turning to Champomier's statement of the 

sugar crop of 1849 and 1850, we find that the sugar 
plantations in the parishes of Iberville and Ascen­
sion, now submerged by the Doyle and Gourrier 
crevasses, made nearly four thousand five hundred 
hogsheads of sugar ; there are three other crevasses 
along the river, below Baton Rouge, and one above 
in West Baton Rouge, the united injury of which 
will be at least four thousand hogsheads. We have, 
therefore, a loss in the State this year, in sugar 
alone, amounting to the enormous number of eight 
thousand hogsheads of sugar. 

Turning agaiu to Champomier's statement for 
1840-'50, we find the following appalling losses by 
crevasses de ai led :

Which will make, in two years, the enormous sum 

of twenty two thousand hogsheads of sugar, worth 
at the lowest calculation at least $1,250,000, the 
greater part of which might have been saved to the 
planters and to the Slate,if a more perfect system of 
leveeirlg was in force—a sum that would have 
protected the coast, for an indefinite number of 
years, from inundation." 

The Gazette repeats that our present system ol 
Levee Laws must be revised, and our levees in­
creased in strength, and their cost so distributed 
that all persons to be benefitted by their erection 
shall be raat'e to bear a just proportion of the ex 
pense. " Let it cease to be (says the Gazette) tliat 
a person, from carelessness, or from want of judg­
ment, can overwhelm whole communities in de­
struction." 

CROSSING THE ATLANTIC.—" Communipaw,' 
the London correspondent of the Boston Post, 
gives the details of the new route by which it is 
confidently predicted that passengers will, within 
the next five years, be carried from Boston to Lon 
don within seven days. There seems nothing im­
probable about it. He says : 

" When the railway is finished Irom Galway to 
Dublin, which will probably be during this year, 
a line of steamers must be opened from Galway to 
Halifax and Boston. Then a traveller can attend 
church in Boston on Sunday, take an evening 
midnight train for Halifax, (after that great ' Yan­
kee and British down-east railway' is done,) and 
on Monday start for Galway, arrive in five oi 
days, and in twelve hours (a sea passage from 
Dublin to Holyhead of four hours,) arrive in Lon­
don, via Dublin, Holyhead, (he Britannia Bridge 
and Birmingham, and be in the British Metropolis 
to attend divine service seven days alter he was in 
Boston. This is no fable, but will be realized 
within five years ; provided that the Halifax and 
Portland railway is built ; and will be within 
day of it, if not built. The Liverpool merchants 
will fight stoutly against that Galway packet sta­
tion, but the mail service of the two countries de­
mands and will have it. And farther, it will open 
up a field for the regeneration of Ireland, by send 
ing travel, traffic, business and money into the 
country." 

JURORS IN CAPITAL CASES CANNOT SEPARATE. 
The Philadelphia American gives the following 
decision in the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania iu 
a case made on Monday : 

Peiffer vs. The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 
The plaintif! in error was lately convicted of the 
murder of his wife in Schuylkill county, and 
tenced to be hung. The ground relied upon for 
reversal was, that after the jury was sworn, but 
before the case was opened, the jury were suffered 
to separate and go to their homes. This the Su­
preme Court have now decided was a fatal e 
although the prisoner's counsel consented. The 
court say that a prisoner on trial for his life should 
not be asked to consent. That the allowing a jury 
so to separate is dangerous. If the accused has 
powerful /riends, it opens the door for improper in 
âuencea »gainst the Commonwealth. If he is with­
out friends, it enables a powerful enemy, or public 
prejudice, to work fearfully against him. A pris­
oner so situated, if asked his consent that the jury 
who are to pass upon his life may noi be kept con­
fined to their apartment, dare not deny them, the 
refusal of which they might be templed by their 

rdict to restnt. Judgment reversed, and the 
prisoner sent back for another trial. 

FROM MINNESOTA.—The St. Paul Chronicle and 
Register says that the Indians above Crow Wing 
are enduring extreme sufferings, and that many 
have perished from starvation. Those who know 
the facts have estimated that between five and sev­
en hundred of them have died from privations. It 
is reported that the chief, Hole in-the Day, to 
whom they have applied lately for advice, recom­
mends them to acts of violence—among the rest, 
to break into every house in which provision could 
be had, and take forcible possession ol them. A 
delegation of Chippewa chiefs had arrived at St. 
Paul, with a view to lay before Governor Ramsey 
the distressed condiiion of the nation, and to ask 
relief. 

The situation of the Indians in the lower coun­
try, is represented as peaceable and prosperous. 

The editor of the Maysville Eagle, while at 
Paris, Ky., the other day, saw fifteen, well-clad, 
and happy-looking negroes, who had been taken 
there to bo emancipated by their owner. If they 

to be sent to Liberia, it is doubtless for theii 
advantage ; if they are to come into Ohio, to lead 
the life of a large portion of the colored race, their 
freedom will only be au evil. [ Cincinnati E11 
quirer, 2§th.

Latest New* from Texaa. 

By mail, and the courtesy of the officers of the 
United States steamship Galveston, we have a 
supply of papers from various towns in Texas. 
Our Galveston dates embrace those of the 24th. 

There is nothing of excitement and not much of 
public interest noticed in the columns of the papers 
received by this mail. 

The Galveston Civilian, of the 22d, has an arti­
cle on the quarantine regulations of that city, in 
answer to an advertisement of complaint by Messrs. 
Harris 5c Morgan. It says : 
" The city of Galveston, in the exercise of her 

undoubted right to prevent the introduction and 
increase of contagious diseases, and of persons 
liable to become a charge to the city, has estab­
lished quarantine and health regulations, by which 
to examine and determine what objects are liable 
to these objections. Fees are charged vessels and 
passengers to cover the expenses incident to this 
arrangement; but a proviso is inserted in the ordi­
nance on the subject, by which vessels are ex-
mpted from its operation, by agreeing to pay fifty 

cents each for all white passengers over fifteen 
years of age, which sum is appropriated by the 
city to the support of a hospital, kept for the use of 
such diseased and destitute persons as may be thus 
introduced. This arrangement has been cheer­
fully submitted to by all other parties having ves­
sels similarly circumstanced. Voreigners are taxed 
one dollar each, for all ages, under a law of the 
State, on arriving here."

From tiu Interior.—'The Washington Ranger, 
of the 16th inst., says heavy rains have fallen in 
1 hat section, washing the soil in Borne places and 
damaging the crops. The same paper says the 
crops are growing finely, and the prospects of the 
planters very flattering. The Brazos was very 
nigh, and in several places out of its banks. We 
have a report from travellers that the Brazos was 
several miles wide at Washington, and continued 
rising. This intelligence has led to apprehensions 
of a serious loss of property on the bottom land 
plantations. 

The Chihuahua Trade.—A gentleman who 
rived the other day from San Antonio informs 
that there were five Chihuahua merchants in San 
Antonio when he left. Their goods "had been 
transported from the North to Lavaca, and they 
were waiting their arrival at San Anronio. One of 
them, Mr. Magoffin, had brought fifteen large 
wagons of his own, each of which will carry live 
thousand pounds. 

The adoption of the Texas route by these expe­
rienced traders, and the advantages which they say 
it affords, will, most probably, be the means of 
mediately turning all that vast and profitable c 
merce, which has heretofore found its way through 
Independence, into the Texan channel. These 
merchants state that they can have their good 
Chihuahua two months earlier, every spring, by the 
Texas route than the other. They can start 
month sooner, on account of the milder winter and 

, earlier spring of Texas, and they will save a month 
in the shortness of the road. 

Rio Grande Trade.—We notice a communica­
tion in the Rio Grande Sentinel, complaining that 
the steamboats on lhat river are carrying on an 
illicit and peddling kind of traffic. It is slated that 
they otten detain their boats, for the purpose ot 
vending a barrel of flour, or purchasing a beef 
hide. That the merchants are forced to pay 
license and other taxes, while these boats avoid 
these burthens by their sly manner of doing busi­
ness. It is stated that the merchants finally refused 
to patronize the steamers Tray and McKinney, on 
this account, while the steamer Comanche is now 
carrying on the same kind of traffic to a much 
greater extent. 

We learn from a letter to a merchant of this city, 
that the Mexican authorities on the Rio Grande are 
now enforcing the collection of duties with unusual 
Zealand vigilance. On some articles, it appears, 
that the duties have been greatly increased of late. 
The duties on beef hides amount to 31 cents each. 
Matamoros and Camargo are the only points for 
collecting these duties ; and all goods or articles of 
trade can only cross the river at one or the other of 
these places. Guards are stationed up and down 
the river, to prevent smuggling between these 
points. Higher up the river, however, we believe 
there are one or two other custom-bouses estab­
lished.

It will be rather mortifying if the great exhibition 
should turn out a humbug,and the " World's Fair"" 
come to be renieiffbered as the " World's Folly." 

THE ARRIVAL OF SIMS IN SAVANNAH.—The 
Savannah Republican, of the 21st, announces the 
arrival of Sims, the fugitive ; his deliverp to his 
owner, and follows the announcement with an able 
editorial, from which we make a couple of extracts : 
" Thomas Sims, the fugitive slave of Mr. James 

Potter, arrived here Saturday morning, on the brig 
Acorn, Captain Coombs, and was by U. S. Deputy 
Marshal Riley delivered over to Mr. Bacon, 011e of 
Mr. Potter's agents. He came out in charge of 
Messrs. Riley, Byrne, Swain and Russell, U. S. 
Deputy Marshals, and Messrs, Cooledge, Clarke, 
True and Dolliver, special officers and assistants. 
This large force was detailed to accompany the 
fugitive back—not so much, we presume, to pre­
vent a rescue upon the high seas, as to set an ex­

pie before the Northern people of the manner in 
which the laws of the land will hereafter be en­
forced and vindicated. Another object, doubtless, 

to satisfy the Southern mind that this partic­
ular law shall be maintained and carried out with 
all the power and dignity of the Government. 
When viewed in either or both of these aspects, 
such a demonstration of the majesty of the laws, 

nd the supremacy of the Government, cannot but 
be highly beneficial in allaying the excitement and 
bad feeling, unhappily existing to too great an ex­
tent, in both sections of the country." 

In relation to the " fancy sketch," of his having 
been bought to be taken back to Boston, the 
Republican says :

til the abolitionists were assured that he had 
been purchased, and would soon be sent back to 
the city. They will now find it necessary to 
invent some other reason to show why the Fugi­
tive Slave Law was not enforced in Boston by the 
arrest and return of Sims to his owner. 

Parker H. French not Dead« 
A correspondent of the New York Herald, one of 

the original dupes of Capt. French in Texas, wrote 
letter a short time ago, giving a full history of h: 

deeds, his reported last engagement, and death. 
That letter was graphically written and extensively 
copied. The correspondent has received informa 
tion, convincing him that he had been misinformed 
in relation to the death of the desperado, and makes 
the correction in his next letter to the Herald, 
follows: DURANSO. February 26, 1851 

I wrote you from Mazatlan some ten days sine 
giving you an account of some of the actions and 
movements of the notorious Capt. French, whose 
deeds in Texas, and throughout some of the States 
of Mexico, have given him a reputation as 
bounded and unenviable as the noted Monroe 
Edwards enjoyed. The worthy captain is not yet 
dead, an stated in my last. After raising a com-

Îany of ten men at Mazatlan, in the month of 
anuary last, he left that place, greatly in debt, and 

led to the mountains, with a view of attempting 
the capture of a party of Mexicans then en route 
Mazatlan, with a large amount of specie. Upi 
meeting the party, he found their number too great 
for his small force, and passed on without inter­
rupting them. He had left Mazatlan with a very 
limited supply of provisions, and was soon 
pelled to rob a rancho on the road, to furnish his 
commissary department. He also got some 
from the same place. He likewise robbed several 
small parties of Mexicans on the road, and, taking 
all their animals and provisions, left them tied to 
trees by the roadside. Such are the statements of 
the rancheros on the route. He met with 
resistance till he reached the small town called 
Ephaverea, about forty leagues from this city 
Here the people had heard of his acts on the road, 
and endeavored to stop him. A pretty severe con 
flict ensued, resulting in the defeat and capture of 
French anil his men. One of French's party 
(North West by naine) was killed, and some four 
others were badly wounded. The captaia himsell 
received a severe sabre cut across the face, and 
otherwise badly wounded. 

The whole party are now in the jail in this city, 
awaiting their trial. It is generally thought the 
entire party will be sentenced to a lengthy confine­
ment in the castle. This, however, is very doubt­
ful. Every one knows what Mexican justice is. 
and that fine talk and a little money can accomplish 
any desired result in this country. My opinit 
French will be at liberty in less than one month 
from this time. He has already succeeded in get­
ting himself sepaiated from his inen, and has most 
excellent and comfortable quarters in a private 
house opposite the jail. He was yesterday seer, 
promenading in front of his new home, attended by 
two soldiers. He has not been iccustomed to such 
servants, but seems not in the least dejected 
humbled. 

Since his confinement he has employed a young 
Spaniard, who daiiy vists his room, to instruct him 
in the Mexican language. He has recently 
dressed a letter to the Governor, in which he pro­
poses, so soon as he is cleared, to raise a company 
to fight the Apaches, a la John Glanton, whose 
history and fate are generally known throughout 
the States. It is impossible to say what fate yet 
awaits this strange and talented young desperado. 
I will advise you of the result of his trial. 

The names of the persons comprising Captai 
French's party, are : Parker H. French, North 
West, John Jones, John English, Francis Lelay, 
George (negro), Thomas Parker, Wm. Arnold 
and Peter Floyer. Of these, the three last 
badly wounded, and are now in the hospital i 
city.
