TRICKING TWO GREEN COUNTRYMEN .—Yes­
terday two men, named J. G. Farnsworth and Ca-, 
luis Morton, from Galena, Illinois, came to com­
plain before Recorder Caldwell of being cheated 
out of $35. A few days ago they arrived in New 
Orleans, and took up their residence at the Ala­
bama House, on the Levee, where they xnet Jim 
White, a man roted for the deepness of his tricks, 
and well known to the police as a trickster. He 
boon scraped an acquaintance with the strangers, 
und under pretence of assisting Farnsworth to go 
to California, induced them to go out with him. 
In the course of their rambles they stepped into a 
coffee-house, and there met a gray-headed man who 
said he was a fortune-teller, and so plausible was 
his manner that they all four retired into a back 
parlor to tell fortunes. A pack of cards was here 
produced, and Jim White and the gray-hçaded man 
began tobet upon the fortunes of their lives; but 
the pocket as well as the fortune ol Jim being very 
poor, he borrowed $5 of Farnsworlh and $'10 from 
Morton, to stake against a false check. When the 
bet was concluded, they quarreled about the money, 
the old man took the and White walked off 
with the check, in company with the two men, 
whom he promised to pay. On the road back to 
the Alabama House, White clipped out of sight, 
and they then found that they had been told their 
fortunes to the tune of $30. Yesterday morning 
M<rton saw White in the street and gave him into 
custody, and he now lies in the police jail awaiting 
an examination. 

RECORDER CALDWELL'S COURT .—A number 
of petty assault cases were brought before the Re­
corder yesterday, but their details are uninteresting. 

A Thief Chase.—Charles Verdon, a fashionably 

dressed young man, was charged with attempting 

to rob the house of Mrs. Jefferson, in Melpomene 

«treet, and also with cutting and wounding aman 

named Kincaid, who tried to arrest him. It ap­

peared from the evidence of several witnesses, that 

on the 5th of May Mrs. Jefferson observed Ver­

don, about midday, coming over the fence adjoin­

ing her house, and on entering her premises «he 

was informed that he had been attempting to rob 

them, and had broken open several trunks. She 

immediately run out after Verdon, and made an 

alarm, and Mr. A. Kincaid followed him, in com­

pany with another citizen. He ran through several 

streets, but was at last arrested in a yard in Jack­

son street, where he had gone to hide from li 

pursuers. For some time he continued to go qui­

etly with Kincaid, and his < in pan ion in thechas« 

but at length he suddenly got one arm free, and 

took a large razor from his pocket, with which he 

cut Kincaid severely on the left hand, and the othi 

man süghlty on the thigh. Being again free, he 

started, and another chase of nearly a mile 

curred, until at length the cry " stop thief" caused 

a number of persons to hem him in on every side, 

and secure him. He then gave up the razor, and 

was taken to the Watch-house. The Recorder 

sent him for trial to the First District Court, and 

paid a compliment to the two citizens who had dis­

tinguished themselves in his arrest.

On Sunday night, the prosecutor 

went to a coffee house on Tchoupitoulas street, near 

his own store, and about ten o'clock it was entered 

and the property stolen. On the robbery being 

discovered, search was made after the shoes, and 

they were found in a house at the corner of Gaien-

nie and Tchoupitoulas streets, in a bag, which was 

on the floor of a room where Homer was sleeping. 

It is supposed that he obtained admission into the 

store by a key which unlocked the door, as he had 

previously lived with Grier, and at that time had 
possession of a second key. He was sent for trial 

to the First District Court. 

Serious Assault.—John Pritchard was charged 

by a boy named Dennis Kenny, with assaulting him 

on the I "»th of Marpli last, and striking him with a 

piece of wood on the left eye. on board the steamer 

Beacon. The blow was so forcible, that it com­

pletely forced the eye of the boy out of the socket, 

and.maimed him tor life. They were on the best of 

terms previous to this occurrence, and the boy said 

he did not think Pritchard maliciously committed 

the offence. He was sent for trial to the First Dis­

trict Court. 

RECORDER GÉNOIS' COURT .—Yesterday, Alfred 
Ross was charged by Michael Foy with going to 
his house, about 6 o'clock in the morning, on the 
corner of Basin and Customhouse streets, and 
breaking his windows, by throwing bottles at them. 
A fier the attack made on the premises, ho went 
away, but returned a second time, and was about 
to commit further damage, when he was arrested 
by Corporal Bonne val, and taken to the Watch-
houso. Ile was remanded to prison for further 
examination. 

Shameful Breach of the Peace.—James Ilalpen 
was brought upon an affidavit made by Philip 
Cliopat, charging him with a serious breach of the 
peace. About one o'clock yesterday morning, he 
went to the house of Mr. Chopat, on Villéré street 
«ml made a great noise, but was prevented from 
doing any injury by a watchman, who persuaded 
him to g'» away. Soon after, he returned, forcibly 
opened Chopat's door, and assaulted him while in 
3iis bed. The watchman henring the disturbance, 
went to the house and took him into custody. He 
-was sent to the First District Court for trial. 

Ail Inhuman Swindler.—A disgraceful villain 
named Joseph Dispach, was brought before the 
Recorder, and charged by Pierre Conder with at­
tempting to swindle a blind man. Yesterday 
morning, about 8 o'clock, he went to a poor -blind 
beggar who was standing on the Levee 
Red Stores, and offered him a piece of metal 
which ho said was a twenty cent, piece. He told 
the beggar that he would give him five cents out 
of it, and wanted him to give him 15 cents 
change. Mr. Conder, who happened to observe 
the transaction, prevented the poor^nnn from bein 
swindled, and gave the villain into custody. He 
was remanded. 

Vagrancy.—John Davy, alias Williams, 
sent for trial before the First District Court, for 
being found lurking about in a suspicious 
on Tuesday night. He is well known to the po­
lice as a disreputable charactcr. 

An Impudent Trick.—Peter Kelly was charged 
by James Brown with going into the Union Hotel, 
on the corner of Barrack and Front Levee streets, 
between five and six o'clock on Tuesday evening, 
and in company with three other men, calling 
four glasses of liquor.

The labor will necessar­
ily be great, »s the task involves the necessity of a 
personal inspection of all the lighthouses, light-ves­
sels, and beacons, amounting to some hundreds, 
along the whole of the Atlantic coast, from East-
port to Cape Florida, and round all of the Gulf 
Coast to the Rio Grande. 

Later News from Lake Superior. 

By the monthly mail from the Mineral Regions, 
letters to 30th March, one month later than pre­
vious dales, have been received. The advices in 
relation to the prospects of mining, during the 

ining season, are very favorable, and all the 
orking mines ofler a good show and promise to 

reward amply the toils of the jniner. 
There are a number of letters from the miners, 

published—all represent a fine prospect. The 
mines look well generally, and give a better show 
is the mining gets deeper. Some masses of pure 
jopper, weighing from four t » five tons each, have 
been taken out of the mines lately. 

In the Ontonagan county, it was surprising to 
tî the extent and variety of preparations making 

to commence mining this spring. Besides the old 
Ontonagan Company's mines, there were fourteen 
nines being worked. 

In one letter we find that " Late accounts re­
vived from the ' Adventure' say the show has 

much improved. 'Adventure* stock is selling here 
§15 per share, and 'Northwestern' *12 per 

nhare." 
Another correspondent, a practical miner, 

writes : 
" You will be surprised when I tell you there 

appears to be very near as much inquiry after good 
copper locations, as there was in 18-15 and 1840, 
only the inquirers are a different class of men; 
they are men of capital in general. I received a 
letter last miil from a gentleman who intends to 
buy three or four thousand acres of mineral land 
next summer in the Lake Superior district. 

" The (Jlifl Mine continues to be the wonder of 
the world. The bottom of the mine is almost solid 
copper. They have got one sheet uncovered over 
fifty feet in length; there is no telling how much 
further it may continue. 1 would class the mines 
as follows in value : Cliff, Northwest, Minnesota, 
North American. There are a great many other 
mines, no doubt, that will turn out equally as good, 
but it takes time and money to prove them. There 
is a great deal more tystem in mining on the Lake 
now than there used to be. The mining is nearly 
Jl done by contract—so much a foot for sinking a 

shaft or driving a drift. The company's money 
goes a gr^at deal further than it used to when men 
worked by the month." 

THE SF.A GIVING UP ITS TREASURE .—The 
Plymouth (Mass.) Memorial says: 

" We learn that during the gale of last week, a 
quantity of linseed oil came ashore in the breakers, 
m Mariornent Ponds. The oil was In 10 gallon 
cask*, 13 of which were rolled upon the shore in 
safety, but several casks were burst by being dashed 
against the rocks. The casks that were saved con­
tained about 3') gallons of oil each, which proved 
ro be in good condition. The condition of the 
casks was such as to render it certain that they 
had been in the water a irreat while, perhaps many 
years ; the outer surface of the casks was consider­
ably decayed, and there are four ridges of iron rust 
on each, which were the only remuants of what 
were once iron hoops : the casks were covered 
with barnacles." 

The Boston Advertiser says the above probably 
came from the brig Hollander, of Boston, from 
Rotterdam, which was capsized and sunk in Mas­
sachusetts Bay, about ten years since. The break­
ing up of the vessel, which was hastened by the 
gale, probably disengaged the casks from the hold, 
and, being lighter than water, they rose to the 

urface.

PHILADELPHIA NAVY YARD .—The Led) 
' Preparations are about to be made for 

moving the big ship-house, under which the ship-
the-line Pennsylvania and the steamships M 
isippi and Susquehanna were built, to a point 
arer the river. In its present nosition it ' 

fectly useless, being more than 300 feet fn 
nd of the new piers. It is to be moved about 200 

feet, and placed upon the new foundations already 
prepared. This will be an extraordinary feat, 
the house is about 280 feet long and 100 feet wide, 
and probably weighs 700 tons. The enormous 
shears are to he immediately moved to the extrein-
ty of the pier, between the two houses, so as to be 

used in lightening the ship-of-the-line North Caro­
lina, shortly expected here to be taken out on the 

al dock. The visit of this ship to this sta­
tion will be quite an event in its history, as she 

built within the Navy Yard, and launched in 
1820, at which time neither of the ship houses had 
been constructed. Her keel was laid west of the 
present site of the frigate house, her bow extending 

îar to the spot now occupied by the joiner-shop, 
hich is not less than 700 feet from the end of the 

piers. The North Carolina, when hauled on the 
ways, will be close alongside of the spot where her 
keel was laid, thirty odd years ago. It is thought 
that she will be rebuilt or require extensive repairs,

DIRECT TRADE WITH EUROPE .—The Charles 
ton (S. C ) Mercury announced, ^ few days ago, 
that most of the merchants in Charleston were 
preparing to import goods directly and largely from 
Europe, this summer. It excited no surprise to eee 
this statement. The merchants of Charleston do 
a large and lucrative business. Many of them 
have been established for years, and if even ordi­
nary enterprise exists among them, they must have 
done a large direct business with Europe for a long 
time past. 

But we must confess that we were somewhat 
surprised when we read, yesterday, the annexed 
paragraph in the Occidental Messenger, published 
in Independence, Missouri. The line of direct 
trade is running out to a great length, and is get­
ting so many notches on it, that there will be some 
difficulty in saying how direct it is, after a time : 

—T he train of Senor Do­
mingo arrived in our city on Thursday last, direct 
from Chihuahua. Senor Domingo, we understand, 
intends carrying ont a large lot of poods, which he 
has shijijied to this point, direct from Eurojie."
