The Retreat from Cardenas. 

In looking at the history of the Cuban expedi­

tion, I can only find a subject of mortification, arid 
thai ffeetfng is increased by the demonstration of 

Monday night. Let us see what it is for which so 

much powder was burnt on that day, and ihe city 
kept on the qui vive. 

If appears that, one year ago, a body of six hun­

dred men, calling themselves " Americans," took 

possession of the city of Cardenas, after a slight ré­

sistance, held it a few hours, and, without Heine 

attacked, retreated to their vessel and to the United 

8tates. How is it possible that men fresh frym the 

battle fields of Mexico could have thus shamefully 

disgraced themselves? It is said that the men 

were druok ! What discipline ! But, drunk or so­

ber, as long as they made a show of being the 

masters, they were not attacked, and it was only 

after the citizens of Cardenas saw them in retreat 

that they attacked them. It is said, that large bod­
ies of the Spanish army were expected soon. Ex­
pected only ! It was not thus that Crockett, Travis 

and their brave companions expected the Mexican* 

in the Alamo! It was not thus that Jordan, with 

hia little band, expected them at Saltillo ! It was 

not thus that the men of the Mier Expedition 

pected them. It was not thus that Childs expected 
them at Puebla, or Laily expected them from Vera 

Cru» to Jalapa ! In every case mentioned, ihe dis 

parity of force was immense, but they fought and 

bled, and died, but did not retreat without being at 

tacked. And yet the American people are called 

upon to admire and sympathize with such an affair. 

Ph, shame where is thy blush ! Without waiting 

to know if the inhabitants of the country would 

join them—without waiting for a respectable as 

sault, the '*Liberators" of Cuba fled when no man 
pursued them ! 

And what better success can be expected by 

other expedition ! It is impossible to organize and 

discipline a respectable force in this country. At 

undisciplined mob of heroes can do but little in at

A brisk business will then 
spring up with all the towns on the Missouri."

From Tehuantepec* 

Tbe Panama papers announce the arrival there, 
the 4th inst., of the steamer Gold Hunter, nine 

and a half days from Acapulco, via Realejo, in 
three and a half days. 

The Panama Star gives the following informa­
tion : 

Left at Acapulco steamers Northerner and New 
Orleans, both arrived some time on the evening ol 
the 22d tilt. Also, bark J. Merrithew, discharging 
coal ; hark Canton, from San Francisco, with pas­
sengers for Panama; the vem»-l had been sold ami 
the passengere left her. Brig Anna, of Newbury-
port, arrived on t< e 25th ult., being forty days from 
San Francisco, also hound to this place with pas­
sengers, short of water and provisions. The 
frea.'er part of her passengers left her, and came 
down on ifWîold Hunter. 

On the27th. in lat. 12deg. 30 min. N., long. 90 
deg. W., the Gold Hunter encountered a severe 
gale from the southeast, which fully tested her ad­
mirable qualities as a sea-going steamer. The 
gale lasted thirty-six hours, and blew most of the 

ne with great violence. 
Left in Realejo British ship Lady Amherst and 

barks Shannon and Times—former waiting orders, 
latter discharging coal—French bark Odeille 

and American schooner Indiana. 
A great many Americans who had settled in Re­

alejo are leaving the place. The hotels, of which 
great many had bren started, are daily brought 

to the hammer. Budding, which had commenced 
with great activity, has received a sudden check, 
and the noisy din of improvement has given way 
to the quiet of olden times. And yet many of the 
inhabitants entertain strong expectations that Re­
alejo wil 1 yet be a place of importance. San Juan, 
which is talked of as being the port on the Pacific 
side in case the Nicaragua route is carried through, 
presents so poor a harbor that the steamers will be 
obliged to make their depot at Realejo, and use San 
Juan only as the place of receiving and disem­
barking passengers. 

The Gold Hunter left San Francisco on the 22d 
of March, in the employ of the Tehuantepec Rail­
road Company, with about sixty passengers. She 
arrived at Port Ventona, lat. 16 deg. 9 min., Ion. 9* 
deg. 9 min. W., the 0th of April, at which plact 
she landed her passengers, who imineeiately pro 
ceeded across the country on mules for Vera Cruz, 
a distance of 145 miles—the steamer Alabama 
having discontinued her trips to Minatitlan, in con­
sequence of some difficulty with the Government. 

The Star continues : We have been furnished 
by a friend with another statement in relation 
the Gold Hunter's passengers. He states that 
they landed at Vento<ia Bay, and started across tl 
country. After making one day's journey, at 
town called Chiutan, they were overtaken by a 
party of Mexican dragoons, who ordered them 
back, but they paid no attention to them, and next 
morning resumed their journey towards Vera Cruz. 

At Vent osa, the hydrographie corps of the Te­
huantepec 8urvey were stationed under the charge 
of Pasaed Midshipman Temple. 

Major Barnard had nearly completed his sur­
veys, and had discovered a line where the grade 
would be in the worst place less than sixty feet. 

The local authorities ot Tehuantepec are warmly 
in favor of the enterprise, and are prepared to make 
any sacrifice to favor it. 

The Gold Hunter was not permitted to land 
some implements, which she had brought for the 
use of the Company, upon the pretence that the 
treaty had uot yet been ratified, and that Ventosa 
was not a port of entry. 

No efforts were made, however, to detain the 
boat, or throw any impediment in the way of her 
passengers. But on the contrary, a clearance 
readily granted her at the Custom-house, and 
mules were proffered from all quarters for the 
of the passengers. 

The climate on the Isthmus is beautiful and 
remarkably healthy. 

The Gold Hunter remained ten days at Ventosa 
and Boco Barro, part of which time she 
ployed iu making surveys. 

On the 10th of April an entertainment was given 
on board at Ventosa, at which were present the 
Governor and his suite, the Chief of the Custom 
house Department, the Judges of the District, th* 
Commander-in-chief of the Army, with his aids 
and several ladies and gentlemen of the most dis 
tinguished families of Tehuantepec, and also Mi 
Webster, U. S. Consul, and the gentlemen of " th 
survey." 

The Gold Hunter left Ventosa on the morning 
of the 16th Aprd, and arrived at Acapulco on the 
evening of the 17th, making the ran in exactly 36 
hours, a distance of 359 miles. 

On Saturday, 3d instant, at nine o'clock A.  M. ,  
in latitude 7 deg. 75 inin. north, 82 deg. 38 min. 
west, spoke propeller Columbus, hence for San 
Francisco. Saw several vessels off the entrance of 
the Bay beating uj>.

EXPLOSION ON THE STEAMBOAT ECHO .—In our 

print yesterday, wh noticed, in a telegraphic dis 

patch, that an explosion had taken place on board 

of the steamboat Echo, at Bayou Sara, and that 

the steamboat James Hewitt was bringing her 

down in tow. She arrived yesterday, and by the 

kindness of Captain Withenbury, and his mate, 

obtained the particulars of the explosion. It 

appears that the Echo arrived at the landing at 

Bayou Sara, about a quarter past five o'clock, on 

Wednesday evening, and stopped to put off a pas 

senger and lake a few small boxes of freight on 

board. Before she was ready to start, and while 

he men were employed in getting ready to let go 

the rope, a great noi>e was heard, and a rush of 

steam and water from the starboard boiler, drove 

several of the men into the river, and several into 

the mud on the shore. Six or seven of them were 

badly scalded, and three were hurt so badly that 

they died soon after the unfortunate occurrence. 

Their names are Thomas Walker, George Muller, 

and a German whose name was not known. 

A number of barrel* of pork, boxes of provisions, 
and casks of liquor, which were upon the forecas 

tie, wer« blown away, and a lot of iron castings, 

which were on the deck, was carried a great dis­

tance by the force of the steam. In all six men 

were scalded, and some of that number were dan­

gerously injured. On examining the boiler to dis­

cover what was the cause of the explosion, it was 

found that the inside plates of the boiler had col­

lapsed arid given way, and lost all the steam and 

water from it. But little damage was done to the 

boat, alt hough the force of the steam took parts of 

the boiler fixings the full length of the vessel, and 
brought them with force against the partition of 

the wood-house. Had there been any deck pas­

sengers, the loss of life would have :>een very great 

The three men who were so badly hurt were taken 

to the Hospital, where they are doing very well 

and likely very soot

In the meantime, inform 

was conveyed to the police. On the second 

of Mayer, the dies were returned to him, without 

any engraving, and some excuse made for the 

neglect of the smith. He took the moulds and 

coins, and left the shop, and was soon alter arrest 
ed, with them on his person. 

No witnesses were offered iu his behalf. Frost, 

for the defence, maintained that, to convict, unde 

the statute, the dies should have beeil adapted t< 

striking off coin, in the similitude of the legal coin 

of the State; that these dies were perfectly 

smooth, and could only emit smooth, circular 

pieces of metal ; that the English statutes were 

very carefully drawn, and had been amended 

from time to time, to anticipate the 

coumerfetters. The English statutes punished the 

attempt to make dies. Any one who ahall begin 

to make dies, for counterfeiting, was liable to pun 

ishment. Our statutes only made it a crime to be 

in possession of a stamp capable of flaking pieces 

bearing a similitude to the current coin. It was 

evident that the crime, iu this case, had not been 
consummated 

The District Attorney argued that the dies were 

sufficiently complete to constitute the offence ; and 

of this opinion was the Judge, who charged accord 

ingly.

John W. Davis, alias William Reed, was,indicted 

in the First District Court, before J udge Larue, for 

having in his possession a plate designed for 

stamping forged notes, of the amount of $50, 

porting to be issued by the Company of the Union 

Bank of Louisiana 

The District Attorney, M. M. Reynolds, ap­

peared for the prosecution, and Mr. Abel defe ided 

the prisoner. 

The evidence in the case was very lengthy, and 

upied the time of the Court during the whole 

of April, the prisoner was apprehended for having 
forged a check on Messrs. Cleveland, Brothera & 
Co., merchants, on Gravier street, for $500,°and 
that after be was in custody a number of forged 
bills were found in his possession. A search was 
made at a room which he occupied on St. Peter 
street, by Captain Youennes, of the First Munici­
pality Police, and here he found a tin box which 
contained a number of letters, a quantity of paper 
for printing bank notes, a number of forged copper 
plates, for making notes of the value of $10, $20 
and $5, and the forged plate for the possession of 
which he was then indicted, and which was de­
igned for making $50 forged notes on the Union 

Bank. A copperplate printing press was also 
found, with a quantity of ink and types, and other 
apparatus for carrying on the nefarious traffic. A 
great number of forged bills were also found. 

It was proved that the room was in the posses­
sion of the prisoner, and that he paid the rent of it. 

No witnesses were introduced for the defence, 
and the facts of the case did not vary in the least 
from those which have already been before the 
public. Reed stated that he had the things brought 
nto his possession by some person whose name he 

did not divulge, and that he had never used the 
property found for committing forgeries. 

The jury, after an absence of about a quarter of 
hour, brought in a verdict of guilty, and the 

prisoner was remanded to prison to await sentence. 
There are several other indictments against him, 

and he will be brought up again on another similar 

charge this day. 

THE AFFRAY AT THE POLL FOR CONSTABLE, 
IN THE FIFTH WARD.—Yesterday, Recorder Cald­

well was engaged for nearly two hours in the in­

vestigation of charges which were preferred against 

different individuals, for committing assaults and 

breaches of the peace at the poll of the Fifth 

Ward, which was held, on Wednesday last, in the 

engine-house at ihe corner of Tchoupitoulas and 

Natchez street. It appeared, from the conflicting 

statements of a great number of witnesses, that, on 

Wednesday, there was an election for a Constable 

of the Second Justice's Court, and that the above 
engine-house was appointed as the polling-place 

for the voters of the Fifth Ward. The poll was a 

very strong one, as in that ward party feeling ran 

very high, and the whole day was spent in broils 

arid skirmishes, which were any thing but respect­

able. Several persons were injured, among whom 

was an officer of the Municipality, and the noise 

became so very great, that, at last, the poll was 

losed by the Commissioners, who could not pro­

ceed with their duties, on account of so much 

interruption. Early in the afternoon, an attempt 

made t<> poll an unqualified person, which was 

the second attempt, with the same man, during the 
day. His vote was rejected, and he retired, but 

when at the door, and about to leave the poll, Mr. 

Lester took hold of him, brought him to the rail, 

and insisted that he should vote, for he knew him 

to be qualified. 
This caused a disturbance, and a number of per­

sons became embroiled, among whom was Mr. J. 

B. Houghton and a man named Mr. W. Murphy. 

These two persons had very high words, and they 

brought to a close by Houghton drawing a 

knife, which he was prevented from using by being 

taken into custody. 

Between 5 and 6 o'clock, as the poll was draw­

ing to a close, the excitement at the engine-house 

became much greater, and numbers of persons 

crowded upon the Commissioners, until many per-

feared some injury would be done to the offi-

or the ballot box seized. The rail was at 

length pulled down, and the table on which the box 

is deposited was ordered to be removed up stairs 

th the box. Mr. Vontagen now asked for the 

assistance of the police, and Lieut. Hughes with 

other officers tried to restore order. This caused 

a general affray, and a scene of indescribable con-

în followed, in which men were fighting with 

another in every direction.
