We have later advices from Texas—from Gal­

veston to the 20th. 

(•J aneral Hunt had addrea&ed a large assemblage 

of the people of Galveston, on the night of the 19th, 

relative to his claims on the State. These claim* 

are for money advanced, and services rendered in 

the darkest time of the Texas Revolution. 

The audience seemed well satisfied with the 

General's arguments, for, at the conclusion of his 

speach, when the question was put whether they 

were or were notiu favor of the payment of his 

claims, (amounting to upwards of twenty-five 

thousand dollars,) there appeared to be a unani 

mous vote in the affirmative. 

Canvass for Governor —The Slate Gazette of the 

10th, narrows down the contest for Governor to 

Bell and Greer. Col. Bell, il thinks, has the better 
prospect. 

A correspondent of the Journal, in reference to 
the rise in the Brazos river, says : 

Nearly every plantation on the river that I have 
heard from is underwater, but I believe the river 
is now falling, and good crops may yet be made. 

Personal Rencontre.—The Henderson (Rusk 

county, Texas,) Flag of the Union says that Gen. 

James Smith, whilst visiting the town of Mar­

shall, had a personal rencontre with Wm. A. 

Hill, who is charged with being the incendiary 

who burned in December, 1849, almost the entire 

records and papers of the Land Office of Rusk 
county. The Flag says: 

" Gen. Smith, whilst walking on the street, was 
accoHted by Hill, who called upon him to defend 
himself. The General, with the same promptness 
and spirit that have so often animated him in the 
field of honorable battle, defended himself against 
the assault of the outlawed villian and infamous 
assassin. Several shots were fired with pistols be­
tween the parties—four, perhaps, on the part of 
Hill, and three on the part of Gen. Smith, the lat­
ter standing boldly in open ground, and the former 
skulking, from the beginning, behind a pout large 
enough to shield his carcass from danger of lead. 
On the third fire from Hill the General WHS shot 
through the fleshy part of the thigh, inflicting a 
painful, but it is hoped not a fatal wound. The 
cause of this assault, we suppose, arose from the 
facts connected with Hill's arrest and examination 
on the charge of burning the contents of our Land 
Office, on which occasion Gen. Smith took a prom­
inent part in the prosecution." 

The Camanches.—The Lone Star has been in­

formed that about one thousand Camanches had 

been at Barnard's trading-store, supplying them­

selves with ammunition. An old Indian Chief, 

who has heretofore manifested friendship to Mr. 

Barnard, and on whom Mr. B. places confidence, 

warned him to remove his mules and other stock 

down the country, as the Indians intended in a 

short time to make a descent upon the whites, that 

they were making preparations as fast as possible, 

and the trip to the trading-house was to obtain 

what amm unition they could, and to examine the 

situation of the country, so as to be more successful 

in their anticipated expedition. 

DANIEL WF.HSTER. — When Mr. Webster's 
speech in the United States Senate, a year ago 
last March, burst upon the nation like a clap of 
thunder out of a clear sky, bringing upon him the 
curses of the abolitionists, and causing his name 
to be coupled with those of Benedict Arnold and 
Judas Iscariot, we remarked that we should not be 
at all surprised to know that he would be the next 
President of the United States. Public opinion 
has since recovered from its effervescence, and the 
favor with which he is regarded by the nation at 
large, Is seen to be surpassingly great. The preva­
lence and intensity of this feeling were every where 
manifest during the march of the procession here 
on Tuesday last. Wherever he went, the welkin 
rang with applause. A large part of the North, 
there is reason to believe, regard Mr. Webster 
with similar favor, in kind, if not in degree. They 
feel that the nation is greatly indebted to him for 
his patriotic course. The South regard him with 
profound admiration and gratitude. To their minds 
his course on the slavery question, taking into view 
the part of the country which he represented, and 
the personal hazards which he encountered, par­
takes of moral sublimity. Before they distrusted 
him ; now, they confide in him. They are not 
afraid that he will violate the Constitution for the 
sake of disturbing their domestic arrangements. 
We make these remarks not to indicate our own 
preference, either way. Our business is not Pres-
ident-making, and we have no desire that it should 
be. But truth is truth, notwithstanding. Un­
doubtedly if Mr. Webster should be nominated for 
the Presidency, and his opponent should be even 
equivocal on the subject of the Compromise, inclu­
ding the Fugitive Slave Law, we should come out 
flat-footed for the former. The Compromise is the 
absorbing consideration, and all others must yield 
to it. But supposing the candidates to be equally 
sound on this head, their views arid qualifications 
in other respects would require to be taken into 
account. That cannot be done, until we know 
who the candidates are. [New York Journal of 
Commerce. 

A "  DESCENT" IN NEW YORK —On several oc­

casions in Boston, recently, when Marshal Tukey 

felt constrained by that high moral obligation—a 

sense of duty—to take the gamblers and lottery-

venders of the goodly city in his charge, the papers 

uniformly styled the proceeding a " descent." Now 

that it may be seen how great is the difference at­

tached to the meaning of the same word in different 

places, we give below a first specimen of what is 

known as a 44 descent" in New York : 
Niw YORK, May 15,1851.

H then speaks of his stu 
died avoidance of the author of these exposures, 
h s refusal to be introduced or to recognize him as 
a gentleman, etc. The greatest blow, however, is 
given in a direct charge against. Willis, of seducini 
a lovely young girl, the daughter of a dear frieriL 
of his. Webb relates how Hie heart broken father 
disclosed his daughter's ruin to him,ami to only one 
other person ; how he (W bb) compelled Willis to 
meet, him, and do partial justice by giving up the 
young girl's letters; how the father died in th 
months from grief at his daughter's shame, and 
how VVi 11 is resents to this day Iiis part in compel­
ling 111 in to surrender the letters. He then declares 
that " in the sight of that God, before whom the 
seducer of the child must one day appear, N 
Willis is as ranch a murderer as he would have 
been, if he had plunged a dagger into the father1 

heart." 

The article concludes with a word about Mrs. 
Forrest's acquaintance with Willis, and regretting 
that some kind friend had not told Jenny Lind who 
he was, before ehe suffered him to parade the 
streets in her company. It is a scathing chastise­
ment, and has cieated more stir than any thing 
ri !'ial 'ms appeared for a long time 
flow Willis will receive it—whether a cowhide, a 
pistol or a couple of columns of the Home Journal 
will ne the weapons of defence he will employ, are 

there, with some wise suggestions from which 

profit may enure to erring ultras who have not gone 
too far : 

" Some of our opponents, who in days past were 
in a perfect blaze of patriotism and pugnacity, 
assembled at the Court-house on Saturday last, for 
the put pose of building a new platform. Wisely 
concluding, after a tolerable severe lesson from the

The only patriots of the land— 
the only men on the green earth that were ready 
to peril their all and perish for the South—who 
were determined to take the Constitution in one 
hand and the sword in the other, hewing their 
bloody way to their long lost rights—have now 
attempted to ease themselves down from their 
imaginary eminence, and have at last come to the 
conclusion that discretion is in politics the better 
part of valor. 

" Well, the conclusion is a correct one, but what 
induced our quondam fire-eaters to arrive at it ? 
Are they convinced that they were wrong? Oh 
no ! Their opinions are the same as formerly, but 
the people, hard-headed and hard-hearted, will not 
go with them. True to the Government formed 
by our fathers, the great mass of the citizens of 
Georgia have spurned and will spurn every attempt 
to destroy it. Seeing this, and feeling it too, yet 
still looking to the flesh pots of office, they are 
anxious now to bury the past, present new issues, 
and try their luck again. All of this is quite com 
plimentary to the memories and common sense of 
the people. We have no idea that the people now 
remember the tone of the public press, and the 
speeches of the public orators during the past sum­
mer and fall. The threats, the taunts, the jibes, 
are likely all forgotten. But there is one thing 
which in all this forgetfulness will be remembered, 
it is this: that the set of men who then sought to 
destroy the Union, will make the same effort if 
they |çet the power. This will not be forgotten.

From Buenos Ayres* 

The Courrier des Etats- Unis publishes a sum­

mary of news from Montevideo and Buenos 

Ayres, received by the Dragon, at Boston. We 

find some additional particulars, though the gene­

ral tone of the news corresponds with what we 

have already published. The Brazilian Govern­

ment, it appears, has attempted some commercial 

reprisals, by increasing the duty on tassajo, a sort 

of dried meat which the Argentines export into 

Brazil at the rate of $•'>00,000 annually. 

The news from the side of Montevideo sounds 

more bellicose, though no open collision has taken 

place. In the Brazilian Province of Rio Grande, 

on the Oriental frontier, 12,000 troops of the line 

are collected, and 8000 national guards are under 

arms. The Montevidean journals announce that 

Paraguay is also arming, and that 18,000 men are 

ready to march against Buenos Ayres. The hatred 

for Rosas which existed in all these countries, has 

no doubt exaggerated the character of the prepara­

tions. Brazil, Paraguay, Entre-Rios and the Ori­

ental States are all combined against him, and it is 

with a view of extricating himself from the diffi­

culty that he has offered his resignation to the 

Legislature of Buenos Ayres. 

Rosas has adopted a system of terror, and, for 

the first time in two or three years, capital execu­

tions have been made. On the 6th March, twenty 
persons were shot at daybreak, without trial, and 

without religious service. Since the beginning of 

January, the number of persons shot is estimated 

at eighty, besides whom, upwards of two hundred 

have been severely flogged. With regard to the 

resignation of Rosas, it is believed to be a cunning 

stroke of policy. Petitions will be sent in, and 

public deputations will wait upon him, till finally 

he will consent to hold the supreme power a little 

while longer. Urquiza, the Governor of Entre-

Rios, will be declared a traitor to the holy cause of 

the Cïovernment, and Rosas will become more 

powerful than ever. 

From Jamaica* 

Files of Kingston papers from 1st to 7th, inclu­

sive, came to hand yesterday.

New Cotton Gin for Small Settlers —A machine 
T ginning cotton, cer'ainly of extreme simplicity 
'cortsi ruction, and apparently of sufficient strength 
• wear well, was exhibited at our office yesterday, 

and gave general satisfaction. It is of a kind, espe 
ially intended for the use of small settlers, and in 

every point of view seems, as far as we can judge, 
well calculated for that purpose. Besides, the two 
important advantages to which we have already 
referred, the method of working it is so easy that 
an intelligent child of eight or nine years of age 
would find no difficulty in using—in fact, a child 
of somewhere about that age, and who, we know, 
had never previou>-ly seen it, did gin a little cotton 

ilh i», in our presence yesterday : its probable cost 
ill place it wiihin the reach of all : it occupies as 

little room, arid is quite as portable, as a common 
small table ; and, above all, it does not break the 
seed, or iri the least injure the staple of the cotton. 

The quality of cotton that may be ginned with 
is machine in a day, by one person, is said to be 

about ten pounds ; a small quantity, to be sure, 
where the crop is to be counted by New Orleans 
bales, but a very fairly remunerative one, at its 

for the advance which it gives over the 
t that could be picked by hand in a day. 

But we see no obstacle to its admitting, evn in its 
shape, of a second feeder ; and it is possi­

ble, and, as far as we can see, not at all improbable 
that if worked by two persons, the results might 
be more than doubled, inasmuch as the second 

ght teed with both hands, and more steadily than 
; one turning the machine. This would, it inay 

be said, increase the strain on its powers ; but we 
peak advisedly, when we say that it is the very 

point in which we should look for its weakness— 
the cog-wheel regulating the mutual action of 

roller—we found a most ingenious contrivance to 
i large amount of strength in proportion 

the requirements of the machine ; and we are quite 
satisfied that the addition o. a second feeder would 
have no injurious effect upon it. 

The kinds of coiton we saw most successfullv 
ginned by the machine yesterday, were two which 
have been pronounced the best that can be grown 
by the small settler, the South Sea Island and the 
Chain seed. We also saw tried with it some of the 
Georgia, Upland, Green-seed, or Bowed kind, as it 
has been variously called—and called by the last 
name because the wool of it was formerly altoge­
ther, and still is, to a limited extent, we believe, 
cleared from the seeds by an instrument resembling 
a bow, all other then kuown means being unequal 
to the task of overcoming the tenacity with which 
the seej^s of this description adhere to the wool. 
As the inventor of the little machine said, bow­

er, it could not be u^ed so succe sfully with this 
kind ; we say " successfully," because with some 
care it may be used, not without advantage even 
to giri this notoriously intractable description of 

lion. 
What improvements might be nade upon the 

machine, so as to render it applicable on a larger 
scale—as by constructing it to work with a treadle, 
and so leaving both hands of one person working 
it, free to feed it, or by increasing the length or the 
number of the rollers, etc., etc., etc.,-—we do not 
think it at all necessary to consider at present, al-* 
though the first suggested improvement might, per­
haps, be very advantageous. 

What we desire is, to call the attention of the 
philanthropic to it, as a machine calculated, per­
haps, to do as much good for Jamaica, as the good 
old spinning wheels did for Great Britain, to en­
courage and foster habits of industry among the 
females and'children of our peasantry, as well as 
increase the returns of the labor of those small 
settlers who, at present driven to the alternative of 
procuring some expensive machine far above their 
actual wants or means of profitably employing, or 
for picking their little cotton crop by hand, are not 
likely to find their prospects in cotton cultivation 
very bright. 

This useful little machine is the invention of a 
respectable inhabitant of this city, who has spent 
the best part of half1"a century in the country—Mr. 
James H Gerter. We do most sincerely hope 
that his praiseworthy efforts and ingenuity in 
inakiag it will not be all allowed to go unrewarded.

Contributions to the Great Exhibition* 

Another letter, dated the 18th ult., from Mr. 

Riddle, agent of the American Committee in Lon­

don, at the great exhibilion, is published in the In­

telligencer. The writer says that the Americans, 

though last in the field, are foremost in the march 

to completion. With hut few exceptions, the Amer­

ican contributors enlisted with a characteristic na­

tional energy, in the work of preparation, and, 

without regard to appearances, volunteered their 

services for any and every work that the day or 

occasion has required. He adds— 

While our neighbors have imported mechanics 
and laborers from their workshops and farms «t 
home, in the utter impossibility of hiring artisans 
in London, it has been necessary only to pass the 
word among our people who are here that their aid 
was needed at the " Crystal Palace," to insure at 
every branch of work, and in every department of 
labor, efficient and gratuitous superintendence 

In many of our manufactures there in already 
much interest taken by members of the R .yal 
C< mmission, and others who have the entree of 
the building. In our carriages, for example, of 
which we have a variety, there is much that 
ci es constant curiosity. The marked d'ffert. 
they show to every hing of English make; the 
grace of lorm, lightness of material, elegance o' 
finish, freedom from noise in their quickest move 
inent, and taste in ornament of springs and lamp: 
and axles, are manifest in nearly all the specimens 
that have been sent, and the combination they 
sent of great strength with extreme lightness, 
weighing in several instances less than one-third 
of an English vehicle of the same description, are 
subjects of never-wearying remark. We have Äne 
specimens of the staple« of our great West, in tard 
oil, adamantine candles*, barrels of salt pork, tod 
thoroughly-cured hams.) The valley of the <3*n-
esea has contributed from its best wheat and finest 
flour, in liberal profusion. The cities of the sea­
board are represented in articles of beauty, ele­
gance, richness a d fashion ; while the workshops 
and manufactories of New England have sent of 
their machinery and products, not enough, indeed, 
to give a fair idea of their vastness and importance, 
but still sufficient to show the representatives of 
other nations that, in all that pertains to the saving 
of labor, we are fully their equals. 

Speaking of the general exhibition, the writer 

says : 

In the department of machinery, the observer 
finds objects, in number and inventive genius, suf­
ficient for the study of a lifetime. Machines for 
every purpose, from breaking the cane stalks to 
making percussion caps ; from the pump that 
throws its four thousand gallons of water in a min­
ute, to microscopic gravers that reduce drawings 
to the smallest possible compass, are spread out 
over an immense surface. And yet these are small 
in their show, when compared with machinery in 
motion, to which the largest compartment of the 
"Crystal Palace," is devoted. Fn>m every coun­
try that has furnished machinery to be moved is 
this one division the vast recipient. As one nasses 
through the narrow spaces that are left unfilled ; 
as one stops to look behind and before at the wheels 
and cylinders and shafts and gearing and pistons 
that fill the immense distance ; as onemeets a print­
ing press, a lathe, a hydraulic forcer, a set of cards, 
a spinning jenny, a loom, a pump, a stone smoother, 
a buzz saw, a trip hammer, a groover, a gunstock 
shaper, and sees in each such pondérons metal and 
tremendous power; and then as one multiplies by 
tens almost every machine he meets, only to fall 
short of the numbers there, the astonishment one 
feels becomes amazement at what all this gigantic 
workshop will be when the steam-power, in the 
neighboring building, shall have set it all in mo­
tion." 

THE WORLD'S FAIR.—By the last accounts 
from Europe, London was lull of strangers, to be 
present at the opening of the Exhibition. Thirty 
thousand persons were at the ceremony. In 
France, two hundred and forty thousand persons 
have obtained passports, preparatory to a visit to 
London. The^umberof Americans is increasing 
every day. The minimum price for decent board 
is $20 per week, yet mahy pay $50. The corres­
pondent of the New York Commercial says:— 
" Around Hyde Park it is but one crowd of gin 
shops, taverns, hotels and restaurants; and from 
every prospect now, the environs of the Industrial 
Exhibilion are to be a perfect nuisance.
