The following eloquent and beautiful article is 

the leader of the London Times on the morning of 
the opening of the exhibition: 

Till this day it has never yet occurred that all 
the nations of the earth should meet by their re­
presentatives, and combine in a common act. Di­
vided by fean, by their still wilder passions, by 
UriifiivigH and by religion, the many races of man­
kind have been scattered over the surface of this 
globe, aw if over an illimitable waste. Reason, in­
deed, teaches us that we proceed from a common 
stork, and the brief notices of revelation speak of a 
family that increased and multiplied till it filled 
the earth, when it perished in its wickedness, and 
once more, one housrtiold gnthered round one altar, 
the remnant of an old world, and the cradle of a 
new one. We are then told in myntic language of 
a gathering and a dispersion, since which the 
tribe* of humanity have ever been roaming north 
and souili, east and west, over unclaimed soli­
tudes, and it was only the other «lay they could be 
said to fin if h the term of their wanderings, and 
reach the utmost skirls of the habitable globe. 
Three or four years nine?, on tue farthest shore of 
the great western continent, a sod of earth glis­
tened under the spade, and allured by that bribe, 
cities and civilization at last occupy the coast op­
posite to long peopled China ami Japan. Thai 
seems to complete the great circle of humanity. In 
the thousands of yearn that have intervened be­
tween the firs' spell <<f dispersio: , and what seem* 
in one sen*e i s final fulfilment, there has never 
been any act of union or co-operation that included 
more than one continent in it* range. The four 
great empire* of antiquity made large inroads into 
the regions of burbansm ; but even under the la-t 
and gieatest—that of which this island for four 
centuries was a province—the north of Europe 
was an impenetrable forest, India was fabulous, 
China a name, and Africa was only known by a 
vague tradition to streich into the southern hemis­
phere. The world beg»n again, and a command 
went forth to teach all nations, and gather them 
into one fold. It is not our place to inquire why 
that promise ih still so far from fulfilled; we ar< 
only concerned with the fact. The world is, t< 
all appearance hopelessly disunited in religion a 
in politics; and these differences have hitherti 
proved fatal impediments to social combination. 
Yet, after ages of mutual alienation and distrust, 
we this day witness a ceremonial and 
which, without exceeding the bounds of sobriety, 
may be called the act of all mankind. We 
sufficiently alive to the danger of magnifying that 
net. We know how often the greatest trage«! 
have been ushered iu by a morning of promise We 
know that works of art are perishable, that art 
itself will have an end, and that a world's happi 
nesscont-iuts not in the multitude and splendor of 
its acquisitions. We feel, too, that we tread c 
tender ground when we congratulate our specii 
on any other union than that of which thesanctio 
and means are expressly Divine, and the duration 
eternity. Yet, as a plain mailer of fact, be 
gury ever so sinister, or us meaning ever s 
chievous, we challenge contradiction when 
that this is the first morning since the creation that 
all peoples have assembled from ali parts of the 
world and done a common act. Happily that 
is an act of peace, of love, and of religion. There 
are those, we know, who will recoil with piout 
horror from what they will think a profane exag 
geraten They will lell us that We. have u.adc 
the world our idol. That is a question of tempei 
and t-eiiiinient. We are only stating a palpible 
fact, and the irit"restn of truth cannot require that 
it be understated 

Whatever the misgivings which religion and 
experience may suggest, there can be no sufficient 
reason why we of this generation, who are so 
tunate as to witness and take part in this 
should not enter into it cordially and thankfully 
The spectacle of many, not to say all, nations, 
gathered under one vast span, ranged along 
cious vista, and attentive to one august ceremonial, 
must speak for itself. There is nothing 
thv marvels of nature and of art there assembled 
together, but what the Almighty has made and 
dained ; giving us a necessity to use it, or a faculty 
to admire. Why should not art have its pom 
and reviews? Other Governments are ever mi 
tering their legions, and overawing their neighbi 
or their subjects with the glittering pageant of 
war. Vet, under this showy disguise,what is there 
but jealousy, hatred, bloodshed and d 
It must be a superficial and even a morbid taste that 
can contemplate with delight the splendid prepars 
tions for carnage. There is no such contradictio 
between the substance and the outside in this day 
review. It is what it professes to be—an amicahle 
rivalry between all nations which shall contribute 
most "to the happiness and improvement of the 
world. Those trophies are the spoils of the forest 
or the mine ; they are the fabrics of the forge, the 
glass-house, or the loom. Those 
weapons by which we conquer the sterility of the 
mountain, or the waters of the plain, by whicli 
build cities and unite them with links of i 
Those decorations are for our houses and 
churches. Everything here is a pledge of peace, 
and shrinks from the rude grasp of war. Why 
should we scruple to congratulate the world that 
it has not met here to trample down corn-fields 
with the foot of the charger, to stain the di 
snow with the blood of the slain, and load the rapid 
current with corpses, or even to show a 
but to exhibit the fruits of that industry, of that 
skill, of that earth which God has given 
for our common use and mutual obligation 

The fact can hardly be overrated. As to the 
feelingè it will inspire and the thoughts it will fos­
ter, that must remain with each man's own soul 
We should think there is enough to humble pride 
and correct extravagance. It is England's good 1< 
tune to be the seat of this great conquest, but : he 
owes it not to the transcendency of lier genius, to 
the fineness of her tasie, to the force of her poli 
nor to the strength of her arms. Fortunately, 
we deem it, for the occasion, the Sovereign to 
enthroned this day amid the spoils of the world, is 
no mighty conqueror to constrain the homage and 
provoke the jealousy of mankind- Europe has not 
quailed at her arbitration, nor America trembled 
at her nod. Those far dependencies, on which the 
sun never sets, and which are justly counted 
glory, are only held on the condition of growing 
self-government. It is true that her armies have 
been victorious in the East, but only in defenc 
territory and vindication of honor. The monarch 
who had " shed blood abundantly," and had 
" great wars," was not allowed to build a house 
unto the name of God, and the task on which he 
had set his heart, and for which he had collected 
much material, was bequeathed to 
rest," who had " peace and quietness " given him 
for this very purpose. Such is the fortune and the 

^ character of the Sovereign under whose ausp' 
this Temple of Peace has been reared, and x 
will there receive the homage, not of subject realms 
or trembling allies, not of princes, captai 
baseadors, but of plain men of peace, representing 

lus» ry and 'aient of their ft 
This being, then, in its simplest light, the ar

The 
profound philosophy of Greece and the imperial 
policy of Rome, the peace and glories of Augustus, 
and the very honours claimed for him by his poets,, 
all prepared the way for the spread arid establish­
ment of the Church over the ruins of the eld world 
Such may also be the agency of that peaceful em­
pire which the arts and sciences are now establish­
ing over rudeness, ignorance and brutality.

'olleys of artillery, Queen Victoria, from her 
throne in her Crystal Palace, announced that " the 
exhibition is now open," and at the magic words 

gled sounds of music and ordnance were 
drowned together in the mighty surge of that great 

of acclamation—the voice of the multitude 
lifted up, like the sound of many waters—in honor 
of the proclaimed festival, and joyous recognition 
of the'commencement of this great Battle of Peace 
between all the nations of the world. 

We copy the following from the European Times 
of May 3 : 

After several days of excitement, daring which 
the public curiosity has been wound up to the high­
est pitch, the morning of Thursday, the day fixed 
for the opening of the Great Exhibition of the in­
dustry of all nations, opened most auspiciously. 
On the preceding day we had rain and hail, with 
very cold weather, but the glorious first of May 
was uninterrupted by scarcely a cloud ; and at mid­
day, when the Queen ascended the throne, the 
effulgence of the sun left no other wish ungratified. 

As far as the mortal arrangements depended 
upon man, they were perfect, and I rejoice to say 
that the day passed off without a single accident 
tuat I have heard of. I found, upon reaching the 
Piccadilly, at nine o'clock in the morning, a line of 
carriages which reached from the Exhibition to the 
astern end of Long Acre, a good couple of miles ; 

d the same thing existed west, north and south. 
Finding this to be the case, I alighted and walked 
nto Hyde Park, entering the commissioners' gate 
"thout the slightest inconvenience. The scene 

upon entering was beautiful in the extreme. Al­
ready every seat was occupied, but a member of 
Parliament, who was an exhibitor, contrived to 

little coterie in the Tunisian department, to 
which 1 was admitted, and I saw the whole inau­
guration scene under the happiest point of view. 

The company kept pouring in until the last mo­
ment ; and at half-past eleven o'clock I gazed upon 
the wonders of the grand transept, and heard the 

ighty organ from the west end, the tones wafting 
«ounds through the maze of British manufac-
and productions ; while at the eastern ex­

tremity you saw the American Eagle proudly eon-
picuous over the bold inscription which marked 

the region of the United States' productions—long 
lines of beautiful women, with officers and gentle-

filling up the background, and in every way 
he eye was turned some surprising natural or arti 

ficial object was to he seen ; the tout ensemble was 
altogether most beautiful. Punctually at twelve 
o'clock the Queen arrived ; her entree being marked 
by long and animated cheering. She seated her-

chair raised on a platform, surmounted by 
spacious elegant blue canopy adorned with 

feathers, with Prince Albert on her left. They 
panied by the Prince of Wales and the 

Princess Royal. The court circle was now com­
pletely formed, making a tableau never to be for 
gotten. The Queen looked remarkably well. She 

the Order of the Garter, a pink brocade di 
with gold, and the Prince looked calmly and 

proudly happy. 
The Duke of Wellington, who this day compl 

ted his eighty-second year, had been there nearly 
two hours before, and the Commissioners and 
the officials and ladies of the household surround-
ng the throne presented a scene of extraordinary 
plendor. The National Anthem was performed, 

d the nausic produced a most delightful effer-t 
the glass building. Priuce Albert, with the Co 
nissioners, presented himself before the Que« 
nd read the report as described in the official pi 

gramme. I could not hear the tones of the Que 
hen she read her reply, from the spot where I 

placed, but the fact is, any mortal voice is lost 
the vast edifice. The Archbishop of Canterbury 

delivered the prayer of inauguration, which 
followed by the Hallelujah Chorus of Handel, 

der the direction of Sir Henry R. Bishop. The 
fleet of this was most striking, and the voice of 

the choristers were here in the fullest perfection. 
A procession was then formed of a most int^r-

character. The state heralds preceding 
Messrs. Paxton, Fox, and Henderson, led the way. 
Then came all the officials engaged in constructing 
the building; afterwards the foreign acting com­
missioners ; and most singular was it to see all the 

JS costumes* worn by hard-headed capable 
from every quarter of the world. Then fol­

lowed the Royal Commissioners, among whom I 
noticed Mr. Cobden, dressed in a plain black coat. 
Then followed the venerable Duke of Wellington, 
walking side by side with the Marquis of Angle-
sea ; both were loudly cheered. The Foreign 
Embassadors, among whom Mr. Lawrence ap­
peared to considerable advantage from his age and 
commanding appearance, followed, arid her Majes­
ty's Ministers, headed by Lord John Russell. 
These were loudly applauded ; and lastly, the 
Queen and Prince Albert, the one leading the 
Prince of Wales, and the other the Princess Royal 
closing the procession, with the Royal Prussiar 
guests at the palace, and the ladies of the house­
hold. 

The procession first marched along the British 
!, and then, recrossmg the transept, 

passed on to the eastern extremity, the Uniiet 
States' end. At every step new acclamations 

the music from the various organs saluted 
the procession as it passed, and thus every person 

the building was enabled to see every individual 
the cortege. The Queen then declared 

Exhibition opened," and the trumpets and artillery 
nounced the fact to the countless multitudes out­

side. The whole auditory arose to give a parting 
cheer, or jseries of deafening acclamations of joy, 

he ceremony terminated by the retirement of 
the Queen, who went back to Buckingham '"Oalace 

the state in which she had come. 
The multitudes in the park were countless, 

looked through the glass window and a sea 
beings surrounded me on all sides. Every 

body was in good humor, and all the superstitious 
presentiments of mischief which had been formed 
n the imaginations of some minds, were wholly 

falsified. Never was so great a spectacle inaugu­
rated with so much good order and tranquility, ir 
the presence of perhaps half a million of human 
beings. 

The Queen having left the building, the co 
pany began to circulate. Perhaps your readers 

distance will proceed with me in a rapid t( 
roughout the various departments of the Exhibi-
>n. The first objects which strike the visit, 

upon entrance, either at the north or south end of 
the transept, are two magnificent gates stretching 

which having passed, he finds himself 
the centre of the building, amidst statuary, foun­
tains, palm trees and rare tropical shrubi 
equestrian statues of the Queen and Prince Albert 
forming the most prominent features, amidst a 

ntinite multitude of objects, each of which is dis 
played to the best advantage. Along the navi 
both towards the east and the west, there is a sue 
cession of gigantic statuary, in marble, iron, bronz 

d zinc, the latter of a very remarkable characte 
Almost the first object which arrests your atten­

tion is the Koh-i-noor diamond, secured in a strong 
f I cage of iron, richly gilded ; and, by a contrivance 

precious jewel, which is placed on a small 
pedestal, sinks at night down into the strong iron 

hest upon which the cage rests, so that it is sate 
and secure night and day. Crowds flocked round 
this jewel to admire its size and brilliancy. 

Along the whole length of the building, in the 
ntre of the nave, is placed a succession of the 

most striking objects, relieved by the statuary. 
There are models of bridges and towns, all of elabo­
rate execution, and among them the model of Liver­
pool holds the foremost rank. There are, besides, 
enormous telescopes, exquisite models of machin­
ery, small chapels to exhibit specimens of stained 
glass, the Acis and Galatea fountains, the Ameri-

statues of the Wounded Indian and the Greek 
Slave, the statue of Shakspeare, and the crystal 
fount in the centre ol the transept, presenting a 
very graceful and striking appearance. Perhaps 
the whole world has never furnished such a remark­
able series of attractive objects as are contained 
this nave alone. 

I was prepared lo find lhat the articles from the 
United Slates would fall short of the other parts of 
the Exhibition, from the statements put forth that 
they had demanded more room than they could 
adequately fill. Through the exertions of Mr 
Riddle, the vacant space has been filled up, and 

meetings, were admirable, and greatly surpassed 
those of a similar character in our national and 
public schools. The exhibition of Daguerreotypes 
is excellent. 

Leaving the division devoted to the United 
Stales, you enter the great department of the 
Zollverein, on the north and south sides. The 
collection of machinery and manufactures, of the 
most varied description, presents a thousand ob­
jects of (he highest interest. Russia occupies a 
small department on the south, and this is scarcely 
complete; but, lo compensate for this, Austria, 
also on the north and south sides, exhibits a variety 
of products which place her in a very honorable 
position in the Exhibition. All the Austrian ex­
hibitors are dressed in a simple Austrian green 
uniform, with coats fastened at the breast with a 
long clasp, inscribed " Austria," so that the general 
effect is admirable. Hurrying through Holland 
arid Belgium, y«»u enter the extensive region of 
France, which, when complete, will be very beau­
tiful, and worthy of the taste arid skill of that 
great country. Switzerland and Brazil, with 
Italy arid Spain on the north, succeed, and are 
followed by Persia, Greece, Egypt and Turkey. 

The unfortunate delay in the arrival of the 
Turkish steamer with their objects, render their 
division incomplete; but the space abutting upon 
the transept having been appropriated to the 
Foreign Embassadors and ladies of rank who had 
the entree, the deficiency was admirably concealed' 
Crossing the transept, you enter the British E ist 
Indies, w hich p esents a very beautiful scene. On 
tie soutfi you ihen arrivs at a tquare devoted to 

Canada, the West Indies, and the Australian 
colonies. The articles from these interesting spots 
in the British Empire are all admirably illustrative 
of their rich productions. The minerals, the raw 
materials, afford abundant scope for study, both to 
the merchant and philosophers. 

A beautiful little square of mediaeval treasures 
next attract vast crowds, who pass on to the sculp­
ture room. You are now, on both sides the nave, 
fairly in the British domestic latitudes. While 
agricultural implements occupy the whole remain­
ing lengtfi of the extreme south, paper and print­
ing, and machinery in motion, fill up the extreme 
north ; the front of the south side being devoted to 
Birmingham goods, furniture, Sheffield goods, 

olen and mixed fabrics, flax from Ireland and 
printed fabrics from Manchester, London and Glas­
gow. The front of the north corresponding side 
presents a succession of departments, with car­
riages, some of them of the most elegant construc­
tion; mineral manufactures and marine engines, 
flanked on the front with paper goods, furniture, 
furs, leather and cotton. 

We have now arrived at the west end, where 
crowds are seen surrounding the model of Liver­
pool, which is at this spot in the nave. On the 
outside of the building are statues, columns, speci­
mens of coal, obelisks, and a vast variety of archi­
tectural and building processes, with a detached 
building whence the steam motive jtower is d 
rived. I have only passed through the ground floor, 
not having said a single word respecting the 
tents of the gallery. 1 may state that there h 
one g tilery, which runs the whole circuit of the 
building, arid spacious quadrangular courts are 
out of ifie gallery, down into which the spectator 
may look, and the objects are so arranged a* 
produce the most picturesque effect imaginable 

I suffered great fatigue in going through the 
whole exhibition, on Monday last ; indeed, such a 
task is almost beyond the power of any man to ac­
complish in one day, and to observe the inconceiv­
able variety of objects which meet you at every 
turn. I say that 1 went through the whole, but I 
actually missed the extensive machinery, which I 
did not see till Thursday. Upon the whole, the 
exhibition is successful to the highest point of any 
conception which may have been formed of it 
Everything is well chosen, so perfect in its kind 
ttiat, whether it is the most refined and fastidious 
lady in the land, or the rudest, yet most intelligent 
mechanic, the attractions are so numerous, so va­
rious, so surprising and so useful, that a visitor may 
spend weeks within the building, and educate 
himself in the critical examination of all the d 
sified objects brought thus at one view before his 
eyes from all parts of the world.

Some idea may be formed of the immense num­
ber of vehicles which were proceeding from all 
parts of London to the Park, when it is stated, from 
a calculation which was made by persons interested 

arriving at the facts, that if the carriages had 
been placed in a direct line, they would have ex­
tended over a space of nearly twenty miles. Of 
the vehicles which arrived at the Park gates up to 
12 o'clock at noon, there were 1050 state carriages 
and carriages of noblemen, and others of the h'gh-

k, 800 broughams, 600 posting and hack 
carriages, 1500 hack carriages and cabs, 300 da­

nces, and 380 vehicles of other description 
The crowd on foot was equally imposing. In 

quick succession, as the morning advanced, fresh 
poured into the surrounding area, until 

every available soot in the immediate vicinity 
occupied. The pressure still increasing, f 
mounted the trees, occupying in the first 
the low and sturdy branches ; but new aspi 
for so favorable a position urged the earlier tenants 
to take a higher flight, until a living pyramid was 
formed in every tree, capped by juvenile sight­
seers, who clung with desperate resolution to the 
upper branches, which bent and crackled beneath 
their weight. The crowds then stretched along 
towards the Serpentine, in the direction of Kensing­
ton Gardens, and some of the later coin 
be seen congregated on the northern shore of the 
river, and grouped along the grassy slopes that rise 
from the water s edge. In that great gathering of 
the nations, thousands upon thousands were closely 
wedged together, yet not a word of complaint was 
heard; every one bore his lot patiently, and forgot 
all feelings of personal inconvenience, in eager 
ticipation of the great event they had all assembled 
to witness. Never, in a meeting solely composed of 
Englishmen, was more good humor displayed than in 
this great cosmopolita assemblage, thus affording 
an illustration of the rapid advance of kindly feeling 
among the nations of the world. On the summit 
of the Crystal Palace the inhabitant almost of every 
clime might behold the flag of his native land un­
furled to the breeze, in peaceful conjunction with 
many a banner against whose supremacy his coun­
trymen had in former days contended ; but now no 
longer is there a rivalry of arms—the rivalry of arts 
has suoceeded—the temple of Mars is closed ; and 
the auspicious proceedings of yesterday may lead 
to a contest in which each nation and each individ­
ual will only struggle for the well-being of their 
kind. 

The Chronicle says of the foreign part of the 
Exhibition : » 

In the foreign nave we looked in vain for many 
foreign faces. Our visitors had, no doubt, been 
attracted to that portion of the building which gave 
them a view of the ceremonial ol the day. At all 
events, we saw but few in this part of the edifice. 
Here and there, a piquant French face contrasted 
with the gentler expression of the Anglo-Saxon 
lineaments, and a few d.trk eyebrowed Italians 

ght a still warmer complexion into the picture.

The military, under the 
command of the marshal of the day, Gen. Randall, 
will form at an early hour.

F. X. Aubrey reached Independence in nineteen 
days from Santa Fé. There had been Indian uep-
redations near El Paso. One train had been at­
tacked and some of the men killed. Another had 
been captured, the wagons destroyed, 500 fanegas 

corn, and all the mules taken away. 
The troops in New Mexico were dying of scur­

vy, produced by inaction. The Apaches had vio­
lated their treaty, and run off beef cattle and com­
mitted other depredations, at Barclay's Fort. 

Separate meetings had nominated Capt. A. W. 
Rey olds and Major R. H. Weightman as candi­
dates for delegate to Congress. There was a good 
deal of excitement and a vast deal of log-rolling 
throughout the Territory on the subject. 

Gov. Calhoun has issued his proclamation ap­
pointing the 19th inst. for the election of member: 
of the Legislature. A large meeting of citixeni 
was held in Santa Fé on the 22d ult., Robt Brent 
in the chair, at which individuals for the Legisla­
ture were nominated. It is stated that the priests 
in the country were candidates for the Legislsture 
and they were sure of being elected. 

There were three inches of snow in Santa Fé 
On the 29th the company passed five trains of 

wagons belonging to Mexicans; they are on thei 
way to Mexico to purchase goods. 

Cov. Calhoun had appointed D. V. Whiting to b< 
Acting Secretary of the Territory, in place of Hugh 
V. Smith, resigned. 

We make the following extract from the Re­
publican : 

On the 4th they passed thirty lodges of Cheyenne 
Indians on their way to Fort Mackay. Next day, 
at Fort Mackay, they saw five tribes of Indians 
assembled there to make peace with Col. Hoffman. 
The tribes were the Cainanches, Cheyennes, Arra-
pahoes, Kiowas, and Apaches of the plains. Both 
sides of the river were crowded with lodges for at 
least fifteen miles. The principal chiefs of each 
tribe were sitting in council in Col. Hoffman's 

and the ceremony of smoking the pipe of 
peace had taken place. Col. Hoffman had acted 

th prudence and care, and the Indians appeared 
to be well satisfied with him. It is probable that 
the Chyennes and Arrapahoes will reject the trea­
ty ; the others will not. 

THE TURKS IN ENGLAND.— There have been 
quite intereotmg ceremonies connected with the 
arrival of the Ottoman war steamer Peiza Baari 
(Flag of Admiral Moustafa Pasha) at Southamp­
ton. On the 30th of April, their Highnesses, 
Dj^meleddin Pasha and Admiral Moustafa Pasha, 

eral superior officers of the frigate, and the Otto­
man Consul at Southampton, paid a ceremonial 
visit to the Mayor of that town. Capt. Sands, and 
officers, of the U. S. frigate St. Lawrence, with 
Mr. J. R. Croskey, the Consul of the United States, 
were also invited to be present by the Mayor. The 
Turks were shown the most interesting sights in 
Southampton, and afterwards, ihe whoie party 
having set down to a sumptuous dejeuner a la four-
chet, served at the Mayor's residence, a happy time 
was spent. 

Next day (May 1st) the Mayor, Aldermen and 
Town Councillors of Southampton, in full civic 
costume, embarked at the town quay, in three 
State barges, attended by the corporation officials, 
with the insignia of office, to pay a return visit IO 
the Turkish frigate. On reaching the ship, the 
procession was received by the two Turkish Pashas, 
and all the officers of the vessel, in the full naval 
costume of the Ottoman Navy. Mutual addresses 
were delivered. In conclusion, Moustafi Pasha 
said that, after consulting with the Turkish Em­
bassador, he would name as early a day a» possible 
for the banquet to be given by the Corporation of 
Southampton to the Turkish officers, and to which 
the Ottoman and American Ministers, as well as 
the Captain and officers of the U. S. frigate St. 

i ÏAWrence. were invited. 

Refreshments of every kind wete then served, 
including the Eastern adjuncts of pipes, cigars, 
cigarettes, coffee, sweetmeats, sherbet, etc. Tie 
Turkish band played many naotic*l airs. Before 
the party left the frigate, a present, in the Extern 
fashion, was made to the Mayor.

Th"ir Highnesses, Dj-rneleddin Pashaand Mous­
tafa Pasha, subsequently disembarked, under the 
usual salutes, and proceeded to London, to be pres­
ent at the opening of the great Exhibition.

COST OP ERIE RAILROAD.—The cost of the 
Erie Railroad, as stated in the last report of the 
directors, up to this time, is $20.500,000, of which 
$2,500,000 at least is chargeable tu equipment ac­
count. The amount of capital stock issued is 
$5,790,000, leaving the remainder of cost, in the 
form of bonds and other debts against the company, 
$14,710,000, exclusive of the three millions loaned 
by the State and relinquished to the company on 
conditions which have now been complied with 
and $750,000 relinquished by the original stock­
holders on certain conditions, in 1845, makit.g the 
total coat of the road and equipments $24.250,000 ; 
although the liabilities are only about $20,500 000, 
The gross earnings of the road for the year 1849, 
were $809,777 ; and for 1850, $1,600.300. The 
average distance in u*e in 1849. was 210 miles— 
earnings per mile, $3697. In 1850, miles iu 
320 ; earnings per mile, $5000, showing a ga 
35 per cent. 

The Legislature of Wisconsin has re-enacted a 
stringent usury law, which establishes 7 per cent, 
as the legal rate of interest, and allows 12 per cent, 
by contract. The penalty for usury is forfeiture of 
principal and interest. Two years ago the usury 
law was abolished, and the immediate effect of 
which was, it is alleged, to raise the rate of inte­
rest to 25 a 75 per cent, per annum, at which rates 
it has been ruling during the past two years. When 
there was no agreement between parties, the usual 
rate of interest was 25 per cent, per annum. Such 
a result was natural of course in a special case, in 

*a State surrounded by others where entirely oppo­
site laws prevailed ; but, being special, it does not 
in the least affect the salutary general principle of 
unrestricted trade, as far as possible, in money as 
in every thing else. I^et some great State, a< New 
York for instance, lead off in this matter, and minor 
one> will follow, and it will at once be seen how 
evenly and equitably the thing will work. But, for 
a minor and particularly a new State, in the midst 
of great enterprises, to take the initiative in an at­
tempt to accomplish such a result, is futile—as it 
only makes her the field of speculation in money 
by capitalists from abroad, who immediately flock 
into her boiders for that purpose, in just such num­
ber as may be most profitable to themselves. [Bal­
timore Sun, 8th.

The first represents " Sims passing through State 
street, over the ground where Crispus Attucks, a 
colored citizen of Boston, fell the first victim of a 
massacre by British troops " The second portrays 
" Sitns shipped for Savannah, on board the brig 
A corn, belonging to John H. Pearson & Co., at 
the end of Long Whorl." Ill this last picture, in 
a corner, appears a Reverend gentleman, offering 
up a piteous and hypocritical prayer. In both pic-
Ures, the police and the volunteer escort are de­
picted in the grimmest forms and the blackest char­
acters.
