Elliot, in his Botany of South 
Carolina and Georgia, describes it thus : " This 
magnificent tree is almost too well known to need 
description. It rises some times sixty, seventy or 
ighty feet in heightti, with a naked, smooth, col­

umnar stem; and the head, when not injured by 
accident, is always regularly pyramidal." The 
best description of the Southern Flora is to be found 

the travels of William Bartram, who, during 
the years 1773, '4.

SOUTHERN MAGNOLIAS.—We are much in­
debted to the kind remembrance of the editors of 
the New Orleans Crescent, who have forwarded, 
according to promise, a tin box containing speci-

s of a splendid variety of the Southern Mag-
L, which we received Friday, the 9th inst. We 

regret to inform our friends of the Crescent, that 
from a want of support to the heavy buds, the jar, 
and probably the careless handling of expressmen, 
all of the flowers were broken at the receptacle, 
and three of the four were completely withered. 
But the other, which had not been broken long, 
was in a perfect state of preservation, the interior 
petals being of a «nowy whiteness, and the lower 
parts of the clustered stamens tinged with a beau­
tiful carmine ; but the flower had entirely lost its 
fragrance. In full bloom its diameter would exceed 
six inches. The leaves were nearly eight inches 
in length and two in breadth. In the absence of 
authority, we presume it to be the variety Grandi-
Flora, the glory of Southern forests. Nuttall states 
that he has seen one of these trees with a smooth 
shaft of about ninety feet before sending out any 
considerable branches—a statement we have always 
regarded with considerable suspicion—our impres­
sion being that the tree, in respect to size and form, 
is not unlike our Horse Chesnut. Will not the 
editors of the Crescent inform us in this matter ; 
and occasionally treat their exchanges and readers 
with descriptions of the numerous flowers that 
grow in such luxuriance at the Sonth ? " 

THE REMOVAL OF THE COURTS.—A few days 
since we suggested the propriety of placing two 
of the courts in the large rooms of the Municipal 
Hall. In conversation with many members of the 
bar, they objected to the separation of the cour 
but all concur in the wish to move the courts 
town, nearer to the portion of the city occupied by 
the lawyers. But there is another better reason 
for the move : il is to bring the courts nearer the 
centre of business. Now the courts are more than 
half a mile from the postoflice, and still further 
from the business part of the city. Thus a long 
walk, and loss of time, are entailed on lawyers, 
jurors, witnesses and clients. The present build­
ing is old and dilapidated. It has been suggested 
that the large building, known as the Merchants' 
Bank, opposite Lafayette Square, shall be leased. 
This would accommodate four of the courts. The 
Municipal Hall would hold two more, and thus the 
courts, though on different sides of the square, 
would be near enough to obviate the objection to 
the separation. We call the attention of the Gen­
eral Council to the subject. That there must be 
some change, is admitted by every one ; but what 
that change shall be, is now a matter for fair dis­
cussion.

The 
News says: "The people embraced in this sec-
tion of country are obliged now to give to New 
Orleans, by a circuitous navigation of 1500 miles, 
their exporting and importing trade. It is probably 
larger than that of the same population any w here 
in the Union. Hie Memphis Railroad will pour 
the whole of this trade into Charleston." 

The Commerce of the Lakes. 

The Pennsylvania Statesman, in a long and 
carefully prepared editorial, endeavors to show to 
the citizens of Philadelphia the importance of es­
tablishing a connection wiih the Ijikes. We make 
one or two extracts from the mass of statistics. 

The following table, compiled from authentic 
sources, shows the exports and imports at the most 
important points on the Lakes, as far back as 1846 : 
Buffalo, $43,989,116; Cleveland, $12,559,110; 
Erie, #3 673,246 ; Chicago, $3,927,150. The im­
port and export commerce «t each of these ports 
has greatly increased since that year. The esti-
mated trade of the port of Erie, fur the year 1850. 
was about $15.000,000. That of Buffalo, exclu­
sive of Black Rock and Tonawanda, reached, in 
1850, the extraordinary sum of $70,180,705. Of 
this amount, more than $22,000,000 was received 
at Buffalo hy the Lakes from the West, and over 
$47,000,000 from the East, by canal and railroads 
In the year 1848, the commerce of the port of Buf­
falo, as now on file in the Topographical Bureau 
at Washington, was $60,140.062, showing an in 

rease in two years of $10,040,643. This shows 
Hie commerce of the Lak-s, at Buffalo alone, ex­
clusive of the numerous oilier ports on the south of 
Lake Erie, at which, for many years, a large and 
increasing business has been done, it is also ex 
elusive of the passenger trade, which, in ,1846, 
yielded $1,250,000, and lor 1850 is estimated at 
$1,500,000. 

There is another view of the subject, which, per­
haps, more strongly demonstrates the rapid growth, 
the present importance and future promise uf the 
Lake commerce. The following statistics of the 
arrivals and departures of Lake vessels at and' from 
the port of Buffalo, in 1850, are as reliable as they 
are startling. The number of foreign vessels from 
foreign porta was 473 ; clearances of foreign vessels 
for foreign ports, 466 ; American vessels from for­
eign ports, 156 ; clearances of American vessels 
for foreign porn, 192. The coasting trade exhibits 
the following : arrivals at Buffalo, 4558 ; clear­
ances, 3599. To give some idea of the magnitude 
of the trade, we contrast the exports and imports 
at Buffalo, for the years 1847 and 1850, with those 
of Philadelphia. At Philadelphia, in 1847, the 
exports and imports amounted to $20,571,846 and 
at Buffalo, to $62.287,818_a difference in favor of 
Buffalo of $41,715,972. In 1850, the Philadelphia 
import, aad exports reached the sum of $16,567,-
760 ; at Buffalo they wt re swollen to $70 180 705—

The Methodist Church Case in Newlork. 

A large number of readers will read with eager 
interest the opening of the proceedings in the suit 
at the instance of the Methodist Church South for 
its rights in the valuable " Book Concern." The 
New York Commercial Advertiser, of the evening of 
the 19th, has this well-stated report of the opening 

The United States Circuit Court room was 
thronged at an early hour this morning with per-
sous desirous of hearing the argument in the con­
troversy between the Methodist Episcopal Church 
and the Methodist Episcopal Church, South. 
Among them we noticed several clergymen o 
various denominations, and the gallery was occu 
pied by a number of ladies. Judges Nelson and 
Betts took their seats on the bench at ten o'clock, 
and the counsel for the parties soon made theii 
appearance at the bar. Southern clergy present 
Rev. Drs. Early, Pierce, Smith; Northern clergy 
present, Rev. Drs. Scott, Durbin, Peck, Kennady 

The title of the cause is Henry R. Bascom anti 
others vs. George Lane and others, and the com­
plaint is filed in equity for the purpose of enforcing 
a division of the funds of the Methodist Book 
Concern. The Hon. Reverdy Johnson, of Balti­
more, and Daniel 1). Lord, Esq., of this city, 
appeared for the complainant, Mr. Webster, who 
is also engaged on the same side, being absent. 
For the defendants, appeared the Hon. Rufus 
Choate, of Massachusetts, and George Wood, 
Esq., of this city. Hon. Thomas Ewing was also 
present, he being counsel for defendants in a sim­
ilar suit against the branch Methodist Book Con­
cern of Cincinnati. 

Daniel Lord opened the case with a brief detail 
of the general facts and circumstances of the case, 
The subject of this controvery is what is denom­
inated "the Book Concern" in the city of New 
York, the funds of which amount to $750,000. In 
the early history of the Methodist denomination, 
the press was resorted to by Mr. Wesley, for the 
purpose of disseminating a religious literature, 

he nucleus of the establishment in this country 
was in Philadelphia, whence it was soon after 
removed to NewYork. It became ultimately a 
concern of great magnitude. 

In 1836, their building was burned down, but 
is soon rebuilt, and the concern gradually in­

creased in its operations until it reached its present 
large extent. The profits of the fund were devo­
ted to making up a provision for superannuated 
preachers, the widows and orphans of deceased 
ministers, etc. 

The allairs of this denomination are governed by 
what are called annual conferences and a general 
conference. In 1784 there was but one annual con­
ference, but afterwards, and for a long period of 
tl/ne.,

1 'here were seven. The conferences consisted 
ot all the preachers who " travelled " a particular 
circuit. In 1844 there were 32 or 33 annual con­
ferences. The general system of the Methodist 
clergy is to itinerate from one church to another. 
Many -»f these were unable to pay their ministers, 
and the conferences provided for them as far as they 
could. When the conferences were too poor to 
provide for them, a deficiency of course occurred, 
and it was to supply this deficiency, in part, that 
the surplus funds of the Book Concern were appro­
priated. In 1808, the power of the General Con­
ference became so absolute, that the more conserv­
ative members of the denomination began to fear 
that it would be dangerous, as it might even alter 
the doctrines of the church, and a change was then 
made in its organization, providing that it should 

s composed of delegates, instead of all the preach-
s, and a number ol restrictions were imposed. 
Among other things, they were restricted from 

diverting the surplus tunds of the Book Concern to 
any other purpose than the support of superannua­
ted preachers, etc. 

A great question w'll arise in this case as to the 
effect of this restrictive rule. It grew out of the 
subject of slavery. The Methodist denomination 
at an earlv period took high ground on temperance 
and -lavery. They excluded from membership any 
one who bought and sold human beings, for the 
purpose of enslaving them, and these provisions 
were found to be so impracticable that they were 
rescinded at the next General Conference, and the 
matter was left to the legislation of the various 
States in which their members resided. About 
the year 1836, the agitation of abolition began very 
seriously to disturb the Methodist Church. 

The bishops and the conservative clergy endea­
vored to soothe the agitation. But in 1844 the 
matter became critical and decisive, and a state of 
things then occurred which necessarily led to a 
separation of this church into two parts. A minis 
ter named Harding had been complained of as pos­
sessing slaves, and the Baltimore Conference sus­
pended him, although it was impossible for him to 
manumit them under the laws of Maryland. He 
appealed to the General Conference, and that body 
confirmed the suspension. Another dilficulty oc­
curred in the case of Bishop Andrews in Georgia, 
who had two slaves, both of whom it was impossi­
ble for him to manumit. The abolition spirit was 
up, however, and it was determined to attack him. 

Without trying him, they passed a resolution 
that he should suspend his episcopal functions un­
til he manumitted his slaves. 

These things convinced the Southern members 
of the church that it was unprofitable for them to 
go on in connection with their Northern brethren. 
I'hey presented a document to the General Con-
jjprence of 1844, protesting against the action taken 
m the cases of Bishop Andrews and the Rev. Mr. 
Harding, and declaring that if it was persisted in, 
the Methodist Society in the South would be ex­
tinct. Sixteen Southern Conferences elected dele­
gates to aConference of the MethodistChurch,South, 
held at Louisville, in 1845, and they resolved to or­
ganize themselves inio a Church independent of 
the North. They appointed commissioners to 
meet commissioners ot the Church North, and ar­
range a plan of separation. But the Northern 
body had, in the meantime, been overtaken by con­
stitutional scruples, and refused to recognize the 
action of the Louisville Conference, notwithstand­
ing that it had been held at their own suggestion. 

The Louisville Conference adopted the whole 
creed and discipline of the Methodist Church as it 
had existed in this country since 1784, and did not 
change a single doctrine. The Southern claimants 
to their share of the protits of the Book Concern 
are therefore just as orthodox as they ever were, 
and just as much entitled to their proportion in the 
fund which has been accumulated by the joint ex­
ertions of their fathers and husbands. 

Mr. Lord then read the complaint. After which 
Mr. Johnson, (a son of the Hon. Reverdy John­
son, we believe,) read a portion of the answer, and 
Mr. E. L. Fancher concluded the reading ol the 
same. The reading of the application was dis­
pensed with. 

Mr. Lord here stated that Bishop Bascom hav­
ing died since the bringing of the suit, he had ob­
tained a consent from the defends its to substitute 
the name of the Rev. William A. Smith as one of 
the plaintiHs, and an order of the Court making 
such substitution, was accordingly made.

A letter from Lucca,dated May 5, says: Riley's 
estate has been visited witli several very severe 
cases during the last two weeks, and despite med­
ical attendance and a healthy locality, six persons 
have been interred during that period. 

The Customs' Tonnage Duty bill has passed both 
branches of the Colonial Legislature, and received 
the assent of the Governor. The bill réimposés the 
duty of 2s. 6d. per ton on vessels entering tlia 
several ports of the island, until the 10th October 
ensuing, when that rale will be reduced to 2s. 
per ton. Tiie bill will remain in force for seven 
years. 

The duty on Cavendish and unmanufactured 
tobacco has been reduced to one penny oer 
ponnd. 

In the Assembly, on the 12th instant, hills were 
introduced to raise a loan of .£200,000 on the 
island, and £350,000 in Great Britain, and for 
the reduction of the island debt. They were 
read twice and committed. 

Notice was given, the same day, that a grant 
vvoiilil he asked for the maintenance and educa­
tion of ail African Prince, who bad been laken 
from a slave vessel, and was then on the island.

Abuse. In Emigrant Packet Ships, 

There is no living being who is not interested in 
ascertaining how much truth there is in the follow­
ing article. Human nature revolts at the brutality 
which, we fear, is here but faintly shadowed. The 
tremendous flood of immigration, a subsidence of 
which we have no cause io 1. ok for soon, calls for 
a most rigid observance of the laws by all captains, 
and other officers of vessels engaged in the trans­
portation of immigrants. The powers given by the 
laws to these officers are ample .enough to admit 
the practice of cruelty under them, but violatioi 
of law committed to the prejudice of the most hum­
ble immigrant ought to be followed by full and 
summary punishment. 

Where is Vere Foster, who so humanely inter­
ested himself here a few months ago? 

From the New York Mon, Mar 19. 
In the Dublin Nation, of May 31, we find an arti­

cle on emigration, in which a strange tale is told of 
some of the experiences of an Irish gentleman 
named Foster, brother to Sir Frederick Foster, and 
connected with the Foster who was the last Speaker 
of the Irish House of Commons. This Air. Foster, 
having heard much of the hardships arid treatment 
to which Irish emigrants were exposed, resolved to 
see for himself, and in October last disguised his 
rank, look passage at Liverpool in the steerage of 
one of the American packet ships, and " roughed 
it " during the trip. Air. Foster gives a fearful 
description of the scenes he saw enacted on board 
and of what he himself suffered. His letter to 
Lord Hohart has been tiroughi under the attention 
ot the British Parliament, and on motion of Air. 
AJcCuilagh, has been printed. Lord flobdit has 
also laid a copy ol the teller before the Emigration 
Commissioners, for their action. 

The Nation states that Mr. Foster was so se­
verely beaten by the mate of the vessel, that he lias 
since been so seriously ill at NewYork, thai lie 
could not prosecute the officers of the ship for their 
barbarous conduct. If Mr. Foster is still in New 
York, we hope he will place the matter before our 
law courts. If he has all the cause ot complaint 
that his letter prefers, he will have full justice done 
hun, and deserve the thanks of his countrymes 
both at home and in this country. His charges 
are, that the Captain, Mate and Surgeon of the ves­
sel, were guilty of brutal conduct towards himself 
and others ol the passengers ; that the provisions 
and water were not served out in the quantities or 
manner prescribed by law, and that scarcely any 
attention was paid to the health and comfort of the 
passengers. He also states that the officers and 
doctor scarcely addressed any of the passengers 
yithout pouring forth blasphemous oaths and 
hreats of violence. We will not give the n_

We find in the Columbia South Carolinian a 
long letter from Mr. W. W. Boyce to the President 
of the late Suites Rights Convention. It is a clear 
and conclusive, and at the same time a calm expo­
sition of the evils of secession. He sets forth for­
mally twelve distinct arguments against it, and 
concludes as follows : 

Secession, separate nationality, with all iis bur­
thens, is no remedy. It is no redress for the pa*t 
it is no security for the future. It is only a mngnifi-' 
cent sacrifice of the present, without in anywise 
gaining the future. We are told, however, that it 
is resistance, and that we must not submit to the 
late action of Congress. Now 1 would like to know 
which one of these, measures we resist by secession. 
It is not the prohibition of slave marts in tha Dis­
trict of Columbia. 

It is not the purchase, of the Texas territory. It 
is certainly not the admission of California. Which 
aggressions then do we resist by secession ? These 
are all the recent aggressions which we resist now 
by secession. Secession, gallant as may he the 
spirit which prompts it, is only a new form of sub­
mission. 

For the various reasons I have stated, I object, in 
as strong terms as I can, to the secessicn of South 
Carolina. Such is the intensity of my conviction 
upon the subject, that if secession should take 
place, of which I have no idea, for I cannot be­
lieve in the existence of buch a stupendous mad-
ne.-s, I shall consider the institution of slavery as 
doomed, arid that the Great (iod in our blindness 
has made us the instruments of its destruction.

MEXICAN INDEMNITY.—We mentioned yester-
day that nearly two million of dollars were, 
Friday and a part of Saturday, paid out at 
Treasury Department, on account of the indemr..., 
awarded under the treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo by 
the late Board of Commissioners to claimants 
against Mexico. The arrangements for disbursing 
t his large sum of money were, we understand, con­
fided by the Secretary to Mr. George Harrington 
the chief clerk of the Treasury Department. Con­
sidering that more than one hundred individuals 
presented themselves as recipients, and that the 
utmost care was required in the transaction of this 
business, it was well said, by a gentleman of large 
experience in money matters, that no banking 
house ever acted with more promptness, expedi 
tion, and efficiency.
