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TAI SANITARY CONDITION or NEW ORLEANS.—Last 
«rening Or. Simon«!» delivered the firat of two lecture« upon 
the above interesting subject, to a numerous and respectable 
audience, in the Lyceum Hall. He commenced by saying 
that hia attention hud been drawn to the subject at the meet­
ing of the Medical Association at Boston, and lie had given 
it great attention. He went on to atate that New Orleans 
was generally considered an unhealthy city, but much of the 
mortality eouM tie prevented by proper aanitary regulations, 
and New Orleana ought to re-orgarnze her sanitary institu­
tions, or force the Board of Health to do so. Till the people 
were convinced at home of theiruth which all the world ad-
mitted, the city would not be improved, but if the cauae of 
the impurity was removed, New Orleans would improve in 
commerce and importance. He took a cursory glance ai the 
causes which, during the last two hundred years, had led to 
an investigation of the causes of mortality, and alluded to 
the investigations in connection with the English army, navy, 
and the English nation, as weil as to the necessity for a cor-
rectsyitein of registration for the purpose of procuring true 
lata on the subject. He noticed tiie census of New Orleans 
ind hafiyette ffor several years past, and said that out of 
a population of l<Jfi,00U last year, the average mortality was 
eight and one-tenth per cent., or one is every twelve persons. 
Hequotel data <o prove the mortality of Boston. New York, 
Philadelphia, Savannah, and other cities, and while it ranged 

£ from 2*4 to4>6 percent, that of New Orleaus waa fully 8 
per cent. He showed that in nine weeks at the commence-

I inent of the present year, the deaths of Boston were 647, while 
I those of New Orleans were 13i9, and argued thit it was the 
j duty of the Board of Health to investigate this aubjeot. He 

o'iiiuiaad the last annual report of the Board of Health, and 
while he agreed with it generali? on the means of preserving 
the health of the city, there w^re two points with which he 

: conld not agree. 
He tlien showed several inconsistencies in the report, and 

passed on to notioe the division« which had been made, by 
litllereni medical men, of the diseases which cuused death. 

I He stated that the mortality of this city, from every disease, 
" was greater than that of any other, and then went on to show 

som« rules to determine when disease ahould be conridered 
epidemic. The Charity Hospital reporta and other sourca 
of information, ahowed that the deaths from yellow fever 
wer**, during two epidemics, at the rate of 15 per cent., or 
one in «very six and-a-haif. He alladed to the loss which 
the community sustained by ihis great mortality, and said 
that during the 1 at.t lour and one-third years, it amounted to 
#2,173,000, averaging the wages of the persons dying at only 
60 cents per day. He inquired if these losses could be pre-
veau d, and said yes, f..r even epidemics, with proper régula-
lions, could be prevented. One-half or two-thirds of the dis­
eases of this city cou lu he prevented, if proper sanitary mea­
sures were adopted, and it must take place Buonsr or later, 
but up to that lime, no attamp'had been made to remove 
the cause of the insalubrity of the city. Ile spoke of physical 
debility engendering crime, and the cause of much of the 
beggary in the street, arore from the disease of parents and 
other persons. Ile promised to take up the subject on Mon-
day evening next, and said he won!d address himself to the 
subjectof the improvement of the sanitary condition of the 
aity. 

FIRBT DISTRICT COURT.—John McDewitt and C. Scaling 
were put upon their trial, yesterday, and charged with enter­
ing the house of A. M. Donnell, on the 14th of April, by 
breaking through the window, and burglariously opening a 
bureau, from whleb they stole a lot of jewelry and valuable 
papers. The evidence did not appear satisfactory to the .»ury, 
and a verdict of Not Guilty was returned, upon which they 
were discharged.

If th" Cubans are the " ever faithful," " loyal" 
people that Spanish and American journals repre­
sent them to be, we think it would be only pru­
dence in the Captain-General to arm them instead 
of disarming them at the present time, when the 
Island is threatened by those terrible " pirates and 
robbers." Surely Gen. Concha does not fear that 
if the Cubans were allowed to carry pocket-knives 
they would cut their own fingers with them. Prob­
ably, his next ordinance will be to appoint nail-
dressers to clip and cut the finger nails of the Cu­
ban people, so that they may not grow so long as 
to he dangerous to the eyes of the defenders of the

EXPLOSION OF STEAM BOILERS .—In the Pat-

the engineer will permit himself to be guilty of 
this dangerous negligence as to the supply of 

ater. The Newark Daily Advertiser remarks 
upon this case. [National Intelligencer. 

4 But what is he to do if he finds that the water 
dangerously low ? By letting in cold water it 
nes in contact with the red hot sides of the 

boiler, and it instantly (lashes into steam, which 
produces the explo«i< n. By opening the safety 
valve, the water, from the relief pressure, rapidly 
diminishes in quantity, and the danger becomes 
greater ; for no safety-valve opening is sufficient to 
give exit to all the steam formed by the __ 

ater surrounded by red-hot iron plates. What 
resource is left to the terrified engineer? Only 
one that we are aware of, and that is, to rake out 

fr°m under the boiler and let it cool ; and 
operation which few have courage to at­

tempt, for the boiler may explode before it be done ; 
but if not, then by removing the fire, letting the 
boiler cool, and stopping the engine and all the 
works, hia guilty carelessness becomes known, he 
likely loses his employment, and certainly incurs a 
heavy weight of blame. Moreover, the removal 
of a large amount of fuel, either wood or anthra­
cite coal, is almost, if not quite, an impossible thing, 
There is, therefore, no other remedy for this cause 
of these awful catastrophes than the employment 
of good, attentive engineers."
