The table prepared by us, shows the basis of 

repreaentation of each cenaua, and the power of 
each State under the different apportionments. The 
Republic did not include the fractions in its calcu­
lation, but we have done so, and thus show pre­
cisely what will be the strength of the States after 

the next Congress. 

We have made up thia table from the statutes of 
Congress, passed at the session after each census. 
The whole article, taken together, haa been prepared 
with much labor, and is well worth preserving for 
future reference. The rapid growth of the West 

more strikingly displayed than by any other 
table we have seen. Massachusetts, which had 
loot largely from 1820 to 1840, haa gained a msm-
ber. Thia is due to her railroads. Dont forget 
that this is the only Atlantic State which has 
gained a member.

Supreme Court Declatone. 

S. C. Smith vs. Mechanics and Traders' Bank. 
The plaintiff ia a broker in thia city ; his busi­
ness is that of discounting billa and notes. He 
kept an account with the Mechanics and Traders' 
Bank. On November 7, 1830, the plaintiff dia-
counted a forged bill offered for discount by a per­
son unknown to him. It purported to have been 
drawn by W. C. Ventreas, on Payne & Harrison, 
a well known house in the city. Their acceptance 
was forged, and the forgery was a very had imita­
tion of their signature. The name of the drawer 
was forged. Of Garland, the payee and endorsee 
of the bill, no account whatever is given, and the 
presumption is that he ia a fictitious person. The 
plaintiff gave a check on the bank, for the net pro­
ceeds of the bill, to the unknown person offering it 
for discoont. It was drawn in favor of Payne •& 
Harrison. They kept no account with the bank, 
nor is any other relation established between them 
and the plaintiff, than that reaulting from the 
forged acceptance of thia bill. The check was 
paid on demand at the bank, the endorsement of 
Payne & Harrison having been forged. Thia for­
gery was also » very bad one. The payment of 
thia check must be conceded to have been gross 
negligence on the part of the clerk of the bank. 
The District Court decided for the defendant, and 
plaintiff has appealed. The Chief Justice gave 
the opinion of the court affirming the judgment ; 
Judge Slidell dissenting. The Chief Justice 
delivering the opinion aaya : 

" As a general rule, it is undoubtedly true that 
the hOlkrr is bound to pay to his customer's order, 
and if, unfortunately, he pay a forged order, he 
alone must bear the loss. It is conceded, how­
ever, by the learned counsel, that proof of extraor­
dinary neglect, on the part of the plaintiff, calcu­
lated to mislead the bank, and to facilitate the com 
mission of the forgery, would justify the reversal 
of the judgment appealed from, which is in their 
favor. We think the current of decisions fully 
justifies their admission. 

" In the case of Young «w. Grote, the Chief Justice 
said, that though the rule was well settled, that 
the hanker who pays a forged check, is bound to 
pay hi* customer the amount, yet, if it be the fault 
of the customer that the banker pay more than he 
ought, be cannot be called upon to pay again. 

The law considers the relation of banker and 
customer require« perfect good faith in their deal-
in*». 

" The rule may be considered established, that a 
discounter, a man whoee business it is to buy bills, 
is not in the same situation aa a bank, whose busi­
ness it is to pay, and greater caution is required 
irom the discounter than the bank. 

" It appears to me that no person should take a 
security of this kind, from another, without using 
reasonable caution. If he takeasuch security from 
a person whom he knows, and whom he can find 
out, no complaint can be made of him. But if it 

I» to be laid down as the law of the land, that a 
tai"' " •ecuri,y of'h» kind from a man 

«whom be knows nothing, and of whom he 
"MM no inquiry at all, it appear, to me that such 

injuriou*to c<™J 
au convenient to it, by reaeon pf th« encourage- J 

ment it would afford to purloining and defraud­
ing persons of securities. The interests of com­
merce require that 6onafide and real holders of 
bills, known to be such by those with whom 
they are dealing, should ha Ye no difficultiea 
thrown in their way, in parting with them. But 
it is not to the interest of commerce, that any in­
dividual should be enabled to dispose of bills or 
notes without being subject to inquiry. Bayley, 
Justice in the same case, said, 'I agree that the 
way in which the Lord Chief Justice puts this 
for the consideration of the jury, by asking what 
would be thought of a man, were he to put oyer Iiis 
shop, ' BUU discounted for strangers, if they have 
good names, without questions being asked,' was a 
very strong way of putting the case for their 
sideration.' 

" The plaintiff cannot be considered as taking this 
bill in the ordinary conrse of bnsiness—not having 
exercised a proper and reasonable caution, respect­
ing the person offering it. What bank would deal 
with one who should assert the right of buying 
bills from unknown persons, without inquiry, and 
throw upon the bank the responsibility of deter-
mining the genuineness of the signature, he should 
interpose between himself and the loss by forged 
bills 
" The signature interposed, is the protection he 

makes use to save himself from the consequences of 
the neglect of that care and caution in taking bills 
from strangers, which the law imposes on him." 

J. fr R Geddes, Appellants, vs. Bennettstal... 
Where the seller of personal property is permitted 
to remain in possession, and disposes of the pro­
perty to an innocent purchaser, he will hold agaiast 
the previous purchaser. Judgment for defendants 
affirmed. 

Denton, Appellant, vs. Fowler's Heirs, Ap­
pellee. .. .Judgment affirmed. 

Dugan vs. Municipality No. Two An 
action for damages. Verdict of $8000 for plaintiff. 
Judgment reversed, and cause remanded. Slidell 
reluctantly concurred, 

Philips vs. Hodge... .Judges divided, and judg­
ment of the District Court affirmed. 

Plaintiff instituted suit for $3000, and his attor­
ney compromised for about $400. Plaintiff en­
deavored to show that the attorney was authorized 
to compromise for $1000, and exceeded his authority 
in taking less. There was judgment for defendant. 
Eustis and Slidell for affirmance, and Preston and 
Rost for reversal. 

Executors of Haggarty vs. Bowers, Appel­
lant. .. .Redhibitory action. Judgment affirmed 

Hugh Murphy, Appellee, vs. Mutual Benefit 
Life and Fire Insurance Company Judgment 
for plaintiff affirmed. 

Municipality No. One vs. JPance, Appellant... 
The ordinance which inflicts a penalty for the non­
payment of dues, is illegal. Judgment reversed, 
and one for defendant. 

Bienvenu vs. Citizens' Bank... .When a chose 
is sold at public sale, and it afterwards appears 
that it was entitled to a credit equal to a tenth of 
its amount, it authorizes a rescision. But if pur­
chaser affirms the sale, he can only claim 
diminution of the price of one-tenth. As the price 
was only six dollars for a judgment of $4000, the 
amount is below the jurisdiction of this Court. 
Judgment for defendants affirmed. 

Butterworth vs. Myers, Appellant This case 
turns on the construction of Mississippi statutes. 
The return on process of " executed," is proof in 
that State of service. A twelve months' bond exe­
cuted on the sale of the debtor's property, and 
forfeited, is not a satisfaction of the judgment 
on which a suit will be sustained in this State 
Judgment for plaintiff affirmed. 

Elizabeth Hubgh, vs. Carrollton Railroad... .On 
a rehearing, the Chief Justice delivered an elabo­
rate opinion, in which he examines the civilians 
and the modern commentators. He cites Grotius, 
who quotes instances among the ancients, who 
paid a sort of indemnity to the families of the slain. 
The Roman law, however, forbade any judgment 
for injuries to the person of a freeman, because the 
value of the body of the freeman cannot be estima­
ted in money. Even Grotius, who writes on natu­
ral law, is obliged to consider the indemnity as a 
sort of a gift—an affair of conscience, rather than 
an obligation of strict duty. The Court have been 
unable to find any text of the Roman law to suß-
Btain an action of damages for the death of a free­
man. If any such exists, it haa escaped the re­
searches of Gibbon and Mackeiday. 

Jaw oMMskw . JM mm*A rri—R" I fit 
Article 2294 of our Code, provides " that every 
act of a man, that causes damage to another, 
obliges him by whose fault it happened, to repair 
it." This is taken from the Spanish law, and is 
also found in the Code Napoleon 

The construction given to this article in France, 
recognizing such an action, is derived from the 
customary laws of that country. Those were never 
adopted here, and consequently the courts of this 
State will not construe the article of the Code by 
that system. The judgment for defendant af­
firmed. Ä 

The opinion is one of great lengh, and much 
learning. We think it would make an interesting 
article for a legal journal. 

The State, Appellee, vs. Blanchard, Appellant. 
The clauses of the 95th article of the Constitution, 
which restricts eligibility to Parish offices, to per­
sons who have the right to vote in such Parish, 
contemplates State officers. In interpreting the 
126th article, which declares that no person shall 
hold or exercise, at the same time, more than one 
civil office of emoluments, except that of Justice 
of the Peace, we hold that it contemplated State 
officers. See Dorsey vs. Vaughn, 5 Amn. 156. 
Public offices and employments are established for 
the benefit of the people, not of the functionaries ; 
and it seems to us that laws restricting the choice 
of the people, and the one of selections, should not 
receive a large construction, so as to take in, by 
implication, office* requiring professional skill, 
and not representative in their character. We 
think there is nothing in the terms of the statutes 
cited, or the letter or spirit of the Constitution, 
which prohibits the people of a town from electing, 
as a Surveyor, a person who resides in an adjoining 
Parish. There were serious doubts in the minds 
of some of my brethren, upon this case ; but on a 
consideration of the whole matter, the result has 
been their concurrence in the affirmance of the 
judgment 

Flower vs. Downs... .Judgment reversed and 
one for plaintiff. Where the planter orders his 
cotton to be sold immediately, but is cognizant thai 
the factor has retained it and does not object, it 
will be too late to raise the objection when the 
market falls, and the cotton is sold at a lower price. 
He should make his objection at once, to hold the 
factor liable. Judgment reversed, and one given 
for plaintiff, with legal interest. 

Absolom 4r Crocker vs. Kellum. .Under the Act of 
47 in relation to the arrest of absconding debtors, 
the oath must be made by the creditor and not by an 
agent. The statute of 1840, in relation to insolvent 
debtors, was intended to apply only to persons who 
had resided in this State. Many acts which are 
rendered offences by our laws, are not so con 
sirred in other States. Judgment for ilefeudant 
affirmed. 

Duplexas, Appellant, et al, vs. Maunnel White, 
Appellee.... A deed made by one who recites her­

self to be ihe executrix and sole heir of the deceased 
person whose property is thus conveyed, is a title 
translative of property, and will support the pre­
scription of ten years. Where an Executor sells pro­
perty of his testator by private sale, after a long 
lapse of time, it will be presumed that the heirs 
have ratified the act. Judgment affirmed. 

WHEAT CROP OF GEORGIA.— The Macon 
(Ga.) Journal and Messenger of the 28th, shows 
how well a virtuous and industrious people seem 
likely to be rewaided : 

The farmers are senerally engaged in harvesting 
the wheat crop. The extent of ground planted is 
not as great as usual, but the quality of the grain 
is better, and the quantity per acre is greater than 
for the last four years. This statement will hold 
good in regard to nearly every county in middle 
and upper Georgia, and Tennessee. Should the 
season prove favorable for thrashing, we are inclined 
to think that the quantity of wheat produced will 
be quite sufficient for home consumption. 

The same paper has this delightful, tempting 
paragraph : 

The Fruit Crop.—From every section of the 
State, we receive the most encouraging accounts 
in regard to the prospects of the fruit growers. 
The peach crop will be the largest ever produced in 
the S täte. The trees in many places are so heavily 
laden, that it will be necessary to shake off at least 
half cif the crop, in order to prevent them from 
being crushed beneath its weight. So, too, in 
egar d to figs, plums, apricots, and in fact every 
ther class of fruit except apples, upon the culture 

of which proper attention has been bestowed. To 
say that the prospect is unusually fine, would be 
giving only a faint impression of the truth as it 
actually exists. 

Things la Havana—Arrests, etc.

I regret not detaining my packages per the bark 

Isle de Cuba, as the Ohio is here a day earlier than 
was anticipated ; but I can only refer to them as 
containing matter which may be of some value, 
even if detained beyond the steamer's arrival. 

By a vessel arrived yesterday from Puerto Prin 
cipe, we have seme ten pris mers—banished from 
the Island for supposed disaffection—and they are 
tobe sent to Spain by the first packet, where they 
can be better cared for, and be less liable to give 
trouble. It is far better policy than trial by milita-

3 commissions, and the visitations of extreme pen-
ties. 
At other points arrests have been made, not in 

great numbers, but enough to demonstrate that the 
Government believe the " ever-faiihfuls " to be 
slightly tainted with infidencia. But as yet there 
has been no action on the part of the people 
although, from a bulletin of the Union, a Spanish 
paper, published in New Orleans, which we re­
ceived by the Ohio, there is an evident intention 
to induce the belief that an invauion is to take 
place, in the hope of exciting the native-born pop­
ulation to some overt act. 

The 19th of this month the repulse of Lopes 
from Cardenas is to be honored by a grand celebra­
tion, for which the " ever-faithful " citizens con­
tribute $4 25 each ; and a monument is to be erect­
ed at the Cabanas, opposite the city of Havana, in 
commemoration of the event, which will also be 
drawn from the pockets of those who are most 
loyal. 

Since it has been very evident that through the 
exertions of the Government of the United States 
there is no probability of an armed expedition ma­
turing and getting under way from your shores, the 
ebullitions of loyalty have been working off, and 
come in from all parts of the Island—from the 
treasury suckers of all grades, and the people under 
their influence. 

In port to-day, 115 vessels, 38 American. 
Freights will be good for the Mediterranean for 
July. Coastwise, North, remain in demand, at 
good rates. 

The Falcon arrived from Chagrea yesterdav 
morning early, with 298 passengers and $996,333 
in dust, followed by the Ohio from New Orleans 
with $15,000 cash and 288 passengers. The sloop-
of-war Decatur is yet resting at anchor in our har­
bor, and the appearance is good. As ever, Q U. o.

RETURN OF THE PRESIDENT.—We are happy 
to announce the return to Ihis city of the President 
of the United States from his excursion to witness 
the completion of the Erie Railroad, by which the 
Great Lakes of the West are wedded to the waters 
of the Atlantic... .The President arrived in this 
city on the early train from Baltimore on Saturday. 
He was accompanied on his journey from 'New 
York only by the Secretary of the Navy, Mr. 
Graham. The Attorney-General, Mr. Crittenden, 
is but a day behind, and Mr. Secretary Webster 
and Mr. Postmaster General Hall are expected in a 
day or two... .Mr. Corwin, Mr. Conrad, and Mr. 
Stuart, the Secretaries of the Treasury, the War, 
and the Interior, have remained here during the 
absence of the President and the members of the 
Cabinet who were with him. Mr. Secretary Cor­
win, however, is understood to intend a visit, at 
an early day, of a few weeks, to his friends and his 
business in Ohio. [National Intel., May 26. 

CHOLERA ON STEAMBOAT. — The Southern 
(Catahoula) Advocate, of Thursday last, says that 
the steamer Storm passed up beyond Harrisonburg 
on Friday, the 23.1, having lost five of her pas­
sengers since leaving New Orleans. Several 
passengers stopped at Harrisonburg. There seemed 
to be a panic on the boat, and four or five more 
persons died on the boat as it passed further up the 
river. One man, who got off at Harrisonburg 
apparently in good health, died, a few miles above 
that place, on the following Sunday night. The 
boat was reported in an unhealthy condition, from 
havipg carried, on her way down, a lot of cattle. 

POLITICS IN COLLEGES.—The young men in 
the College of South Carolina, having recently 
organized a Southern Rights Association, issued a 
fiery address and resolutions, and called upon the 
students of other Southern Colleges to respond. 
The Vhoys of the Tennessee University have taken 
up the subject, and replied in the following reso­
lutions, which are worthy of Old Hickory himself 
in his palmiest days : 

Resolved, That we deprecate the spirit in which 
the Association originated, and also the uncalled for 
interference of school-boys in political affairs, which 
they should ever entrust to the care and supervision 
of their seniors and superiors. 

Resolved, That the address published and dis­
tributed by the members of the Association is 
fraught with a spirit of treason, insurrection and 
civil war, wholly abhorrent to every true friend of 
«•iJ Stortr; *«d tbmt thm «cIvo- ' 
csted, can, in no wise, redound to the interests and 
welfare of the South. 

Resolved, That believing, as we do, the ultimate 
object of the Association is the dissolution of the 
Union, we disclaim all concert or communication 
therewith. 

Resolved, That though the South has not ob­
tained all that could have been desired, in the ad­
justment of the slavery question, the difficulty has, 
nevertheless, been settled in a manner entirely 
honorable to, and without sacrifice on the part of, 
the South. 

Resolved, That we remain immoveable in 
attachment to the Union, prompted, not by the 
rebellious principle which thay advocate : " Lib­
erty first, and Union afterwards," but by that no 
ble and glorious sentiment : " Liberty and Union, 
now and forever, one and inseparable."

ARREST AT RICHMOND, VA.—A young man, 
who has passed himself off aa Lieut. Clifton, of 
the United States Army, but whose real name is 
Robert Crawford, of Tennessee, has been arrested 
at Richmond, Va., on the charge of stealing a" 
watch from John O. Sale, of Caroline county, Va. 
The Riohmond Republican says 

" In his carpet bag were found two watehes, and 
several gold chains and breastpins. There were also 
several letters, some of which were very myste» 
riously worded, and were conjectured to refer to an 
expedition against Cuba. 

The Memphis (Tenn.) Enquirer, of the 29th, 
has a column in mourning, to announce the death 
of Hon. William B. Turley, an .ex-Judge of the 
Supreme Court of Tennessee, and, at the time of 
his death, Judge of the Common Law and Chancery 
Court of Memphis. He died at Raleigh, near 
Memphis, on the night of Tuesday, the 27th, from 
injuries received in a fall a few days previously. 

STEAMER PRAIRIE BIRD SUNK.—On Tuesday 
night, the 20th ult., the Prairie Bird was run into, 
just abaft of the wheel, on her larboard side, by the 
Gov. Briggs, in the Illinois river, and sank in 
nearly twenty-five feet water. She settled to the 
bottom in less than twenty minutes after the occur­
rence of the collision. No lives were lost. The 
boat's hull and cabin, it is thought, will be a total 
loss; the machinery will be saved, but in a much 
damaged condition. The freight consisted of 22 
sacks of wheat, 20 packages of merchandise, and 
12 barrels of lard. The Prairie Bird was insured 
only against fire, and was valued at $6000 to 
$8000. The Gov. Briggs scarcely suffered any 
injury. Very probably she will be held responsible 
for the loss to the owners of the Prairie Bird. 

The Maryland press is divided in opinion of the 
new Constitution of that Slate, the majority being 
against that instrument. The columns of both city 
and country papers are well plied with both edito­
rial articles and communications, pro and con. 
These differences of opinion are expressed with 
much warmth and violent language. A Baltimore 
American, which we hold in our hand, calls atten­
tion to a communication in that day's number, 
which (the American says) " shows up another 
hideous feature of that monstrous production, the 
new Constitution." But such terms are in com­
mon use, when the result of the six months' ardu 
ous and vexed labors of ihe Convention are spo­
ken of. 

This storm of dissatisfaction is merely reflected by 
the press. It rages more violently among the peo­
ple. It was expected by the members of the Con 
vention before they adjourned. They had felt it 
when pent up in the Convention, and anticipated 
what it would be when let loose among the peo 
pie. After a long course of wrangling and the re 
conciliation of difficulties, at one time deemed im­
passible, the Convention accepted the Constitu 
tion, and we think that the people will do the same 
so soon as their préjudices are exhausted. 

SCIENTIFIC EXPEDITION.— The New York 
Herald of the 25th, notices, in the list of passengers 
by the brig Rogalin, which cleared on that morn 
ing, at that port for San Juan, Central America, 
the name of Mr. William Heine, an accomplished 
artist of New York, who is to accompany Mr. E. 

G. Squier, late Chargé d'Affaires of the United 
States, in his antiquarian expedition in that country. 
The Herald thinks that fortunate results, both for 
art and science, may be anticipated from this joint 
expedition of Mr. Squier and Mr. Heine, which 
will extend through all the States of Central 
America, and the Southern departments of Mexico. 
It has been planned on a scale equal to that of 
Humboldt, which resulted in that splendid seien 
tific monument, " Vue des Cor diller es.

LATER FROM NEW MEXICO.—The following 
New Mexican n erchants arrived in St. L-iuia on 
Ihe 24th ult.: Naroiso Samieetebeau, Juan Nepo-
maasnu, Gutieres, Juan MaBaca, Simon Gallegre«, 
Guise to Baca, Jose Ma Martinez, Jos« Salazar, Y. 
Otero. These gentlemen left Santa Fe about the 
first of May. 

Fifteen companies of United State» troop», under 
command of Col. Monroe, were u> leave New 
Meiicoon the 10th May, upon a campaign against 
the Navajo Indians. Major Graham was to have 
the command of the Dragoons. Lieut. John Buford 
had been appointed Quartermaster. This miliiary 
movement, if it should have no other effect, will 
i-erre to give activity and energy to the army, and 
'hu* restore their health, which has been seriously 
injured by the life of inactivity and confinement 
which they have been doomed. 

An extra from the Santa Fe Gazette office, dated 
the 26th ult., contains a few items of news: 

The cenaus of the Territory, taken by direction 
of Governor Calhoun, presents this result: Entire 
population, 56,984—Indians excepted. The ratio 
of representation fur the country is fixed, for the 
Council, at 4384 ; for the House, 2172. 

The list of appointments for New Mexico, made 
at the close of the last Congress, had been received 
by mail, and they were looking for their early 
rival. 

Governor Calhoun, on the 23d April, issued his 
proclamation for an election ol members of the 
Legislative Assembly, apportioning the number of 
members of the Council and of the House among 
ihe several counties, and directing the election to 
be held on the 19th instant; the Assembly 
elected are to meet at Sauta Fe on the 2d inst. 

The Journal of Commerce say» : 
" The manner in which the New School General 

Assembly disposed of the question» submitted to 
them on the subject of slavery and fugitive slave 
law, is creditable to their good sense and wisdom. 
They did not allow themselves to be caught in 
the snare which was set for them ; they resolutely 
refused to pass resolutions against the fugitive 
»lave law, and probably would have refused also 
u> pass resolution» in its favor, the prevalent 
opinion being that it was essentially a matter of 
civil government, and called for no action, eil her 
adverse or concurrent, on the part of ecclesiastical 
bodies. 
" The conservative course pursued by this As­

sembly is an encouraging sign of the times, and 
should be duly appreciated, fl'tie Old School Pres­
byterian Church has always been sound on this 
subject, breasting itself firmly against fanaticism, 
b u t  e n j o i n i n g  a  f a i t h f u l  o b s e r v a n c e  o f  r e l a t i v e  d u ­
ties heiween master and slave, according to the 
Scriptures, and relying rather upon the influence 
of Christianity for the gradual extinction of the 
system, than upon any direct efforts for that end. 
It has found the advantage of this course in a large 
increase of numbers and influence." 

FROM THE GREAT SALT LAKE.—Mr. J. H. 
Kinkead arrived on the 25th ult., at St. Louis, 
direct from the Great Salt La^e City, which place 
he left on the 8th of April last. He reports the 
new territory in a very flourishing condition. No 
disturbance had occurred. The people were highly 
pleased with the territorial government, and the 
prospect for abundant crops were over flattering. 
Mr. Kinkead'a party met with no molestation from 
the Indians on their way in. 

LOCOMOTIVE CONCERT.—A Locomotive Con 
cert was held during the Erie Railroad celebration, 
which is thus described in a letter to the New 
York Journal of Commerce : 

I had almost forgotten to mention a curious 
concert with which we were regaled at Susque­
hanna, where are the principal machine shops of 
the company.
