THE ASCENT NOMINATIONS IN PENNSYLVA 
T«?A.—The convention of demoçqMBjSjttfc Heading, 
Penn.« was viewed as ân occai^^Bpght with 
momentuoUs interest to the rival Usions of the 
démocratie party in that State. Thete was scarcely 
arfllläge in the State that bad not its representa­
tive there sounding publie opinion, while the lead-
era of each fisction strung every nerve to make 
imposing a front as possible. The friends of Gen. 
Cass on the one haud, and of Jaiues Buchanan 
the othes, found themselves at the head ot a largei 
army of adherents thai they had reckoned upon, 
but neither set of leaders knew whe.ther more to 
admire the devotedness of their own adherents, 
the compact power and patriotic enthusiasm of the 
riyal faction. While both were proud of their 
strength, both were 'generous enough to concede 
stiH'greater strength to their competitors for the 
prize of HomineUiott. Therefore it was that this 
convention adjourned without its members availing 
themselves ef the best possible opportunity of ex­
pressing the preferenoes of the democratic part/ of 
Pennsylvania for either General Cass or Mr.

ces in the posession of other governmentsL

vannah, New Orleans, San Francisco, Monterey 
and Diego, will make up mails as above to our 
Cpnaul at Havana, who will deliver them to the 
British Consul, to be forwarded thence to the 
points of destination by the Royal West India Mail 
steamers. 

Allen F. Owen, Consul at Havana, has been 
appointed Resident Post Office Agent at Havana, 
to carry the foregoing operations into effect«

ARRIVAL OF THE PACIFIC. 

Another Quick Passage.—The U. S. mail steam-
ship Pacifie, Capt. Nye, arrived at her dock, at 
NtfWYork, on the morning of the 7th. She left 
IdVerpool on Wednesday, May 28, at ten*o'clock, 
A. M,, and lifts that made the run from dock to 
dock in ten days and two hours, no allowance 
being made for difference in longitude. 

The Pacific has thus made in succession tlio 
three most rapid |»assages across the Atlantic on 
record. 

The Pacific bïmlgp sixty passengers, 
Tire j-oyal mail steamship Niagara arrived at 

Liverpool on Sunday, May 24. 
By the Pacific we haye received Liverpool 

papers to the 28th and London lo the 27th of May, 
four days later than our advices by the Asia.

^ London, May 28, 1861.—The last dates Crom this 

side were by the Asia on the 24th, It was then 
mentioned that tbe cotton crisis at Liverpool ap­
peared to have passed off, as it was anticipated it 
would, without effecting in any way the general 
course oft wound operations—a conclusion which 
lias been farther confirmed during the past few 
days. For some time it has been felt lhat business 
at Manchester was only restricted by the uncer­
tainty and distrust which prevailed as to the price 
of cotton, and there are now strong indications 
that a large, steady and Continuous trade will be 
resumed by our manufacturers.. 

At the same time confidence has evidently hf&n 
produced by the increase of bullion (£80,000) in 

last week's Bank returns, and the prospect of a fur 
ther augmentation, which has removed all fear of 
any rise in the rate of discount being determined 
upon under present circumstances at the Bank of 
England. In consequence of this, coupled with 
the evidence daily afforded of the increasing pros­
perity of the great majority of the people, the Lon­
don stock market has experienced a further ad­
vance, and is still extremely firm. A week ago 
consols were at 97, and they have since been done 
at 98. 

With regard to trade in France, the accounts are 
of a very opposite description, and as the di8cus*ion 
on the revision of the constitution approaches, the 
feeling of disquiet among capitalists becomes more 
and more marked. American and Russian stocks 
are being largely purchased by them, and during 
the past week or two, they have also made 
siderable investments in Peruvian, at a price that 
will not yield them a larger interest than they could 
get by purchasing their own rentes, and which con­
sequently indicates that in their estimates regard­
ing the financial security of nations, they pu^their 
own country and Peru upon a par. «• 

A document, printed in some of the continental 
new simpers a week or two since, as a copy of a 
letter which had been addressed by the Papal Gov­
ernment to the Austrian Minister, praying that 
Austrian troops might be sent to garrison Rome in 
preference to those of France, who would become 
dangerous if the republicans at Paris should at any 
moment succeed to power, has been proved, like a 
manifesto lately attributed to Mazzini, to be a for­
gery. There can be no doubt, however, that it 
was a clever exposure of the real fears that now 
torment the Pope and his advisers. 

The.contemplated meeting between the King of 
Prussia and the Emperors of Austria and Ruflsii 
ia expected to lake place to-day at Olmutz, in tl 
Austrian province of Moravia. There are of course 
abundant rumors as to the nature of the plots 
hatched on this occasion by the royal personages 
and their advisers, audit is probable that the po­
sition of aflhirs in France Will occupy no small 
share of their attention. 

_ With rsgard to the prospect of liberation for 
Kossuth and his colleagues, nothing further has 
transpired, except that parties who may be sup­
posed to represent the Austrian view of the matter, 
assert in a taunting and confident way, that their 
trieuds may give up all idea of their early release 

In consequence of a statement which has just 
gone the round of our papers, that an endeavor 
the part of your countrymen to discover the reins 
of Paul Jones, in order that they might be c 
veyed to America, had failed, a captain of an Eng­
lish merchant ship has written to the Times, 
stating where they may be found. He says that 
Paul Jones was interred in the strangers' burying 
ground at Cronstadt, in Russia, and that he has 
often seen the stone erected on the spot. 

The great exhibition during the last few days 
has furnished some curious results. Up to Satur­
day, the last day of the five shillings charge of 
admission, the reeeipts continued marvellous, and 
on that occasion, between the hours of twelve in 
the morning and six in the afternoon, they amounted 
to -£5078. Every one in fact had hastened to get 
a good view before the reduction of the charge to 

»hilling should render the crowds too enormous, 
and the cumber of persons present could not have 
been far short of 85,000 or 40,000. 

3» Thia apprehension of the rue h on the rtrat 
ling day had the effect, however, of leading to com­
para tive emptiness, and there has perhaps hardly 
been an occasion when the entire contents of the 
building could have been more quietly observed.

The Great Exhibition—Shilling Admis soon. 

This is the first day on which the humbler classes 
of the people J.ave had an opportunity of visiting 
the interior of the Glass Palace. Lt has been 
eventful one. in the history of that extraordinary 
building. From eany dawn thousands flocked 
into town by boat, and rail, and coach, to be pres­
ent on this interesting occasion, and all the high 
ways and by-ways leading to the metropolis, from 

nt and west and north and south, were crowded 
th pedestrians, all diieeting their steps to Hydi 

Park to behold the accumulated wonders of the ex 
hibition. The metropolis itself poured forth iti 
thousands and swelled the vast tide of human be 
ngs that thronged the streets, eager to view the 

exhibition of the industry of all nations. 
The day having cleared up as the time for open-

ng the exhibition approached, a vast concourse of 
people lined the principal avenues leading to the 
Gi.tss Pnlace, to behold those who were flocking 
villi eager haste to go inside. Piccadilly and Oxford 
treet were erowded, not alone with those wh< 

were wending their way to the great point of 
attraction, but with thousands who assembled in 
order to gratify their curiosity at the moving and 
animated appearance of the streets. 

irly a* nine o'clock au almost continuous 
line of ommbuses specially devoted to carry visitors 
to the exhibition was to be seen in PiccadiUy 
crowded with passengers anxious to reach Hydi 
Park. The scene Within the Park was both ani 
mating and imposing. From every entrance into 
the Park a living stream poured down each path to 
the great Palace of Industry, and by ten o'clock 
thousands were assembled in front of each of the 
numerous entrances. 

All along Piccad.lly and the different streets in 
the immediate neighborhood of the Park, as well 

Ihe Park itself, numerous bodies of the me 
tropolitan police were stationed, to preserve order, 
and to direct the vehicles aud pedestrians proceed­
ing to the Palace as to the route which it wat 
ueceasary to follow. Captain Harvey, the assistant 
commissioner, aided by several superintendents aud 
inspectors from the different, districts, was also 
stationed at varions points to direct the men. 

From the good couduot and good temper of the 
people, their services were, however, not required, 
although it was a matter of precaution proper on 
their part to be at hand in case any thing might 
arise which required their presence. At each of 
tbe different entrances sectional palis ides w 
erected to separate the crowd, so that there might 
be no undue or inconvenient pressure at any given 
point. 

The gates were opened at ten o'clock, and, nol-
withstanding all the precaution» which were adopt­
ed to prevent a rush, the throng that crowded at 
all the money-receiving boxes was very great, and 
the money-takers had enough to do to receive ihe 
-hillings that were showered upon them. The prin 
cipal pressure was at the eastern entrance, where 
the gjjpatest body of the visitors hail collected, tha 
entrance being the nearest and most convenient to 
the greatest number. 

On no former occasion did the inside of the Pa­
lace appear to greater advantage. Its various and 
variegated wonders were more fully disclosed to 
view, aud the arrangements in every part of the 
building were more complete and the grand whole 
more (ul I y developed than ou any prev ious occa­
sion. By half past teu there could not have been 
less than 5000 people within th«* building, and by 
eleven o'cloc k there must have been at least 10,000 
people congregated together. 

This influx' did not, however, crowd Ihe build­
ing j on the contrary, every one had ample oppor­
tunity to walk about without the slightest inconve­
nience j and although pretty nearly S000 additional 
visitors arrived every hour during the day up to the 
time of our going to pre*«, thev were enamed to 
view the magic structure and its marvellous con­
tents without inconvenient« or obstruction This 
was JU a great measure attributable to tlie excel­
lent arrangement of the executive committee, and 
the civil dein-an*r and praiseworthy conduct of 
those who were appointed to carry them out. 

Amouf the visitors were many foreigners from 
almost every country in Eurof*, and the attend­
ance of Americans was much mora numerous than 
on any previous occasion.

Important Protest of the Exeter Clergy.—The 
clergy of the diocese of Exeter, to the number of 
forty-four, have entered their formal protest against 
the synod intended to be held by the Bishop in 
June. The heads of protest may be thus briefly 
summed up : That the said synod is opposed to the 
spirit of the constitution of the church, and quite 
unprecedented. That the declaration intended to 
be issued at the synod is totally uncalled for. That 
the said synod will not be one of free discussion. 
That suoh synod, having no power of itself, would 
be furtile, and only have the appearance of schis 
inatic interference. 

O'Brien and Meagher.—A letter from VanDie

Rome* 
The following are extracts from the letter of a 

newspaper correspondent, dates at Rome 
16th of May : 

Amojig the many English visitors to Rome du­
ring the holy week was Lieut. Col. Curtis, C. B 
an officer recently returned from India, where he 
served for many years on the staff, and had oppor­
tunities of rendering some service to Monsignor 
Carli, Roman Catholic Bishop of Agra, successor 
of the well known Dr. Borghi, new Bishop of Cor-
tona, and head of the Indian Roman Catholic 
sion. The Colonel's kindness to the Indian bishop 
was mentioned in letters which Monsignor Carli 
wrote to the cardinals at Rome, intimating also 
lhat Col. Curtis was about to leave India, and 
would probably visit the Holy City on his way to 
England. 

At the close of the holy week an invitation to a 
private audience with his Holiness was formally 
sent to Col. Curtis, a most unusual proceeding at 
any time, but especially so in the present year, 
when audiences of any kind are granted with "diffi­
culty, and never unsought ; indeed, numberless ap-
plicat ons have recently been refused. The hou 
fjr the interview specified in the majordomo's let 
ter was 7 p. ra., at which time Colonel Curtis pre­
sented himself at the Vatican, and in a few 
ntes was ushered into the presence of Pio Nono. 
The interview was entirely private, his Holiness 
and the colonel being the sole occupants of the 
apartment. 

The Pope received his guest most graciously 
and simply, the ceremony of kissing the papal slip-
•per being entirely dispensed with, intimating that 
ho had sent for him to thank him in person for 
kindnesses shown to the Indian mission, about 
which, and India generally, he asked many ques 
tions. His holiness then began, doubtless to his 
visitor's great astonishment, to speak fully and 
unreservedly about his differences wilh England, 
justifying what he had done, earnestly disclaiming 
any intention of offending the English sovereign or 
nation, and exprwraing his anxious hopes (his pre­
cise. words were *]>ero sinceramente) that the shadow 
ilc omJtre) which interposed between the two Gov­
ernments might speedily be dissipated. 

Col. Curtis left the Vatican impressed wilh ad 
miration of his hnline.ss's urbane manner and un 

Tcctedly dignified demeanor. A few «lays after-
ard his holuiess sent the colonel a very beautiful 

silver medallion, executed by M. Gifometti, bear-
ing 'JJi Olie aide an «idminshU l»k»si«ii«W P* 
awI on the other a representation of t 
colossal statues of St. Peter and St. Paul, placed 
in front of St. Peter'B Church at the commence 
ment of the present pontificate. The medallior 
was enclosed in a red morocco case, bearing the 
papal arnw impressed on it in gold. Considering 
that Colonel Curtis is of the Protestant Church, 
and was known to be so by the P<.pe, his reception 
and its consequences cannot but be considered re 
markabie. 

The mode of annoyance next to abstinence from 
tobacco, against the Government, adopted by the 
liberals, will be the relusal to buy lottery tickets— 
the papal treasury deriving au enorm us yearly 
profit from thai mode of encouraging the gambling 
propensities of the people. A great diminution is 
said lo be already observed, but as the very lowest 
classes are the principal patrons of ihe lottery, and 
are always hoping to be enriched by it, it is difficult 
for them to abamlon their old habits. 

TUe Papal States* 

Important Roman Catholic Movement.—The 
bishops of the Roman Catholic provinces of the 
upper Rhine have agreed to a memorial to be 
presented to the several Governments, oontaining 
seventeen demands, which, if granted, would 
der the church totally independent of the S fate, 
and deprive the latter to a considerable extent of 
political power. The demands are as follows; 

1. Abolition of all the concessions made sir 
March, 184^, in matters affecting the jurisdiction 
of the church, such as the civil contract of mar­
riage, etc. 

2. Free exercise of the power of the bishops in 
their respective dioceses to grant spiritual offices. 

2. A limitation of the right of patronage in bene­
fices. 

4. Permission to the bishops to examine canoni 
caily, and canonically to punish their subordinates. 

5. Abolition of the State examination for candi 
dates for the priesthood. 

6. Abolition of the assent of the State to the ap­
pointment to vacant livings. 

7. Abolition of the present right of appeal to the 
civil government from the sentences of the ecclesi­
astical court in criminal cases ; the latter shall be 
immediately put in execution, after the simple evi­
dence given of guilt, as far as deprivation from a 
benefice and confiscation of the income. 

8. Every appeal to the civil courts to be consid­
ered a rejection of the legal and normal authority of 
the church, and to be followed by excommunication 

9. Abolition of the State titles of the clergy. 
10. The bishops to have the confirmation of all 

appointments of teachers of religion in the gymna 
sia and universities. 

11. Abolition of the assent of the State to the 
publication ol Papal bulls, letters and episcopal 
pastoral addresses to the clergy. 

12. Right ol the bishops to give their license for 
holding popular missions and religious exercises on 
the part ot the priesthood. 

13. Permission to form spiritual associations of 
men and women for prayer, contemplation, and 
self-denying obedience. 

14. Restoration to the bishops of their power 
to punish members of the church who despise its 
regulations. 

15. Free intercourse of the bishops with Rome. 
16. The temporal power to have no right to 

interfere in appointments to vacancies in cathedral 
chapters. 

17. Independence of the clergy in the manage­
ment of all Catholic church and endowment reve-
nues. The memorial is signed by the Archbishop 
ol b reiburg, the Bishop of Limberg, the Bishop of 
Rollen burg, the Bishop of Fulda, and the Bishop 
ot Mayenoe. 

Letters from Rome of the 16th instant state that 
the Papal Government has published a decree an­
nouncing that a summary punishment shall be 
indicted on any person eudeavoring to prevent 
another from smoking or using tobacco. The fol­
lowing is the notification alluded to above : 

" The insults offered to this peaceable popnla 
t on, to prevent it Iroin using tobacco, have called 
the attention of the Government to the best means 
ol guarantying the free exercise of legitimate 
actions and subjecting as soon as possible those 
guilty of such crimes to their due penalty ; where-
lorr according to the order, of hi* Holme«, we 
publish the iollowing dispositions : 

Whoever renders himself guilty of promoting, 
favoring, or executing any act directed to hinder 
the free exercise ot lawful actions, aud so disturb 
publie order, will be subjected to a summary judg­
ment, to carry ont the penalties determined by law. 
1 he proceedings adopted will aim solely at estab­
lishing the impartial proof of the truth of the fact. 
In the term ol twenty-lour hours after the compila­
tion ol the proceeding, seuteuce will be passed by 
the competent tribunal, and put into execution im­
mediately. 

"Those who distribute or divulge intelligence, 
printed or written, of an alarming nature, or are 
round in possession of such printed or written pa­
pers, will be subjected to the same form of trial, 

d punished by being sent to the galleys tor a 
term of from one to three y+wt $>*lvo heavier pen­
alties when the prmts or writings asstlme the 
character of a higher crime. 

" The police is charged to adopt all preventive 

and repressive measures against those who in anv 
way provoke them; and all the authorities will 
watch over the full execution of the present dispo­
sitions. Given (it Rome, in the Secretary ol 
State's Office, on the 16th of May, 1851. 

U CARDINAL ANTONSLLI. 
France. 
PARIS, 8on«lsy Evenisg, May 25. 

The stormy and disgraceful scene which occurred 
yesterday in the National Assembly has produced 
only a feeling of disgust. It has not created the 
slightest degree of fear ; for the more the mountain 
menaces the less do the public believe that it has 
any intention " to descend into the street" (decen-
dre dans la rue). On the contrary, most persons 
think that its fury is canned by its conviction that 
public opinion is auainst it, and that it must be 
compelled to submit to the demand for the revision 
of the cons'itution. At present there is a compact 
mass of ISO pledged to resist the demand for revi­
sion in any form, but it is supposed that nearly 30 
of this body will not remain proof against the pres­
sure from without. 

The Petite Bonrs« has not been nt all affected by 
the storm of yesterday. The 5 per cents, to-day 
were done at 90f. 50c. There were, however, but 
few transactions. 

Some alarm was created yesterday by a state­
ment in the Assembles Nationale that a Socialist 
band—sixty in number—had attaeked chateaux 
in the department of the Cher, with the intention 
of pillaging them. No journal of the department 
confirms this statement, and there is reason to be­
lieve that it is unfounded. 

The representatives who meet in the Rue de 
Rivoli have agreed unanimously to support the 
proposition of revision pnre and simple, so as to 
occasion no schism with the Legitimists, who de­
mand total revision. The number of members who 
have signed the resolution of the Rue de Rivoli is 
said to be 150—a great many of themare Bonapart-
ists. It is said that already 460 members of the 
National Assembly are pledged to revision ; they 
differ as to details, but agree as to the principle. 

Portugal. 
The Duke of Saidanba left Oporto with a por­

tion of his " Army of Regeneration," amounting 
to nbout 3000, in six steam transports, and landed 
at Lisbon on the 15th of May, amidst the most 
thnsiaatlc applause. TfW occasion eeerus to have 
been observed as a general holiday. 

The Duke, leaving his troops on board the steam 
ers, proceeded to pay a visit to the Queen, and wai 
greeted during his progress with the most hearty 
welcome. The troops having landed, were formed 

.in order in the great square, and the Duke after­
wards proceeded once more to the Palace, as well 
as to the Foreign Office, where lie had an inter­
view with Sir Hamilton Seymour. 

In the evening the Queen and King visited the 
opera, but were indillerently received; not so, 
however, the Duke, who was greeted with loud 
vivas. 

In spite of all these favorable circumstances 
Saldanha had not been able to form a Ministry 
owing to the opposition of the ultra members of 
the Septembrista party. He had, therefore, placed 
himself at the head of the previously existing tran­
sition Ministry, filliog in his own person the offices 
of President of the Council, Minister of the Inte­
rior and Minister of War. The 1st Regiment had 
been brought up to Lisbon from Oporto on the 19th 
to strengthen his hands. The affairs of the country 
appear to be in as miserable a condition as possible, 
with a strong spirit of revolutionary character 
abroad. 

The Lisbon exchanges for three months' pajier 
are quoted as follow : London, 541; PaJis, 529 
530 ; Hamburg, 48i to I ; Amsterdam, 424. T 
supply of bills had been small. Money remiin 
over on London at 54at which the Board of Pub­
lic Credit was a taker upon dividend account, 
while some holders held out for 541.

since Friday are 15,000 bags, of which 3000 ari 
taken on speculatou aud tor export. This day' 
sales are 9000 bags. There is a small improvement 
in prices since Friday, but it is hardly îd. per lb.

Orleans. 

May 27.—Since Friday a fair extent of business 
has been transacted, and although full rates were 
paid, the quotations'of that day stand for the most 
part unaltered. The transactions of Saturday, 
Monday and to-day, are about 24,000 bales, of 
which speculators and exporters have taken 5500 
bales.
