There is a male 
mind, and female mind, as man is a man, and 
woman a woman, and these convention» cannot 
make it otherwise. Man was made with great 
physicafotrengtb, and the woman often with great 
physical weakness. He is the protector of woman, 
and there is no such thing as equality between 
them. There is such a thing as moral equality, 
and both sexes should enjoy the same political 
rights. But woman was made for domestic duties, 
and man for the stern labors of the field and the 
shop. Mrs. Swisshelm never before attempted to 
speak in public, but her speech was characteristic 
of her pen, and was received with roars of applause. 

Mr. Webster's " Premature Decrepitude ' / 
Mr. Horace Mann, in his brutal speech, or lecture, 
or what not, delivered at Lancaster, May 19, and 
subsequently hissed at Cambridge, has the extra­
ordinary eff ontery, among other gross falsehoods 
about Mr. Webster, to talk of his " premature old 
age and decrepitude."

February. During the whole active period of his 
life, he has risen very early, and does so still—olt 
ener up before five o'clock than alter it—and getting 
through more work before the majority of lawyers 
and statesmen have breakfasted, than most of the 
better sort of them do in the whole day.  In the 
•ummer season, when he is at Marshfield 
Franklin, he is generally out among his fine cattle, 
for his pleasure and health,  by four o 'clock in the 
morning ; and, in the course of the forenoon, he 
often walks more miles, with his gun on his shoul­
der, or catches more fish, than most young sports­
men can in twice the time. His spirits are gene­
rally fresh, and, for his years,  gay, except when 
auxious about the business of the country ; his 
external senses are unimpaired ; he is as quick ol 
hearing as he ever was—much more so than some 
men like 'o have him ; and he can read the finest 
print, without spectacles, as he could at twenty, 
fn short, his physical powers are preserved to a 
degree most extraordinary, considering his age ; 
ana as to his intellectual faculties, his marvellous 
memory, the promptness with which he can com­
mand all his vast resources, his wise judgment of 
affairs, his massive power—never so formidable as 
when assailed—all these are untouched, ami fill 
with wonder all who approach him. 

Now, if th i s  be "premature old age and decrepi­
tude," we pray that we may all attain them, when, 
like him, we approach three score and ten. And, 
fur ther,  we pray,  that  Mr.  Webster may cont inue 
in this some decrepitude for yet twenty year? 
longer ; and that Mr. Mann and his other malign­
er» may live to witness it, just as they are now 
oklige^lrfo listen to the shouts that come over to u? 
from the Empire State of New York, and art 
cchoed back f rom our  own hi l l s  in  New England  
bearing witness to Mr. Webster's constantly in­
creasing influence, and cheering him onward in hie 
great course of public duty. [Boston Courier.
