New Orleans As It Is. 

The speesh of Mr. Payne^which contains the 
argument in favor of the great reduction of wharf­
age fees, Contains a number of tables, to show that 
the eommsroe of New Orleans is falling off. Hav­
ing settled this fact, he then concludes that this 
decrease is owing to the excessive charges of the 
port. We shall eadeavor to show that his propo 
sition is false in fact, and that consequently his 
conclusion is erroneous. He commences his sta­
tistical tables with the year 1847-48. It is well 
known that the Mexican, war brought New 
Orleans a vast trade, which could only last for 
a short time. The army, of some fifty thousand, 
was chiefly sent into the enemy's country by the, 
way of New Orleans, and its supplies of food were 
forwarded by the'same route. A large number of 
craft was Continually employed between Point 
Isabel* Tampico, and New Orleans. From the 
breaking out of the war in the spring of 1846, to 
Its termination, and the return of the troops, late in 
the summer of 1848, the commerce of New Orleans 
received a large increase. This ought not to be 
reckoned by the political economist. Throw off 
this unnatural business, and it Will be found tha$ 
New Orleans has not retrogradedtin such an alarm­
ing degree. 

These tables show a failing off, when compared 
with the years of the war. The decrease in the 
ether yeare, may be ascribed to causes independent 
of wharfage dues. First, there is the general de 
crease In the exportation qi bread stuffs, and other 
products of the South and West, for which Mr. 
Payne has made no allowance. Secondly, the 

of transportation to the Northern 
cities, which offer a better market, both from the 
superior climate and closer propinquity to the 
markets of Europe. Then, the short wheat crop 
of the previous year, diminished the usual quantity 
received here ; and, in fact, flour was imported from 
the Atlantic cities, to supply the local demand. 
These account for much of the decrease of flatboats. 
It ip a fact, too, known to men engaged in the 
Western trade, that the steamboat is rapidly driving 

the flat. The true question is, to look at the 
value of the commerce, and not to count the nuin 
ber of ships or flats -employed. 

We insert here some tables, also taken from the 
Price Current, and let us see if they indicate such 
a rapid and inevitable ruin, as Mr. Payne predicts 
and all of which is to be averted by his bill. The 
railroads of Charleston, Baltimore, Philadelphia, 
and NewYork, may all top the Mississippi, and 
not affect Ne# Orleans, provided we abolish wharf­
age dues and port eharges !

The Northern Gold Mine».—The Hallowell Ga­
zette of the 7th inst. h»» »<"»e farther items in re­
gard to the recent discoveries of gold mines in 
Maine. That paper says there is no doubt that 
gold may be obtained in large quantities in the 
northern part of Main«, in til* .treams that empty 
into the Chaudiere and the Penobscot Individuals 
are getting from $20 to $40 a day. Rumors are 
prevalent, and uncontradicted, of from $.50 to $200 
being taken out in one day. It is estimated that 
two thousand men are now on their way to the 
diggings, many coming- from Boston and New 
York. A lump of gold weighing $7 waa exhibited 

Waterville last week, which was found on the 
Maine side of the boundary. Of the situation "of 
the mines, and the facilities for reaching them, the 
Gazette says : 

I only about 125 miles to the mines. The 
best*route is to go straight up the Kennebec to 
the Forks, taking the Canada road, which is a 
smooth and well traveled road. Thence proceed 
on the saine road to the height of land or boundary 
between Maine and Canada. You are then right 
in the midst of the gold region, the Chaudiere and 
its branches lying on the west, and the Penobscot 
and Moose River branches all around on the north 
and east. The facilities of travel from Boston to 
this place,-by steamboat and railroad,are abundant. 
On the Canada road, about ten miles this side of 
the line, a public house has been built for the ac­
commodation of miners. It was erected this spring 
by Mr. Butman, and is called the Miner's House. 
The country on the Chaudiere River is rather pop­
ulous, the inhabitants being principally Kannuckers 

French Canadians." 
The Maine Farmer says : 
"There is quite an excitement in Somerset 

coUnty, in consequence of the alleged discovery of 
gold in the northern borders of that county, and in 
the adjacent portions of Canada, on the rivers Chau­

Canadian Legislature. — Some disgraceful 
scenes have been enacted in the House of Asaem 
bly lately. On the 2d instant, one member, M 
Dunbar Rpss, told another member, Mr. William 
Lyon Mackenzie, that he had told a deliberate lie. 
A member of the ministry, Mr. Lafontaine, 
diate arose and also accused Mackenzie of falsehood. 
A member, Mr. Price, followed, by telling the 

honorable gentleman that he had made 
statement, every word of which was false, and 
scarcely had he re-taken his seat, when a fourth 
member, Mr. Hincks, told the said William Lyon 
Mackenzie that he had written so many deliberate 
falsehoods, he was unworthy of future trust. These 
ate a few Parliamentary gems. On the night of the 
7th instant, Mr. Merritt moved an address to the 
Queen, praying for the imposition on American 
products imported .into England, of the same rates 
of duty that other nations than the United States 
pay. This is especially aimed at the levy on the 
product of British colonies. 

The finance minister said, " We must depend on 
ourselves ; and if we be driven to retaliate, the best 
plan would be to close our canals, conditionally, 
against American vessels.'' He proposed to com­
pensate for the loss of the canal tolls, by taking 
measures to increase immensely the trade of the St. 
Lawrence. He believes that, by this means, he 
could entirely destroy the American trade. Every 
member who spoke during a debate of several 
hours, was in favor of some form of retaliation— 
some proposing differential duties in favor of the 
St. Lawrence ; others, the abolition of customs, etc. 
The debate was postponed for a fortnight, to await 
the result of the negotiations with the American 
Government. 

The Orange Peel Nuisance.—On Saturday, an 
inquest was held at the infirmary, on the body of 
John Kington, aged thirty-one years. Deceased 
was time-keeper in the service of Mr. Hennett, 
and, while passing along the footway on Bristol 
bridge, he fell to the ground through treading on a 
piece of orange peel, and broke hiä thigh.

Condition of the Camanchss, Lipans, etc.— 
The Houston Telegraph of the 13th, has this infor­
mation : 

We learn from Mr. George Barnard, who arrived 
i few days since from Waco Village, that a large 
mrty of Camanches, numbering about 600, visited 
j'ort Gates about the 20th ult. They all appeared 

to be quite friendly, and expressed great anxiety to 
be on good terms with the whites. They deny 
that their warriors have participated in the outrages 
committed on the western frontier. Mr. Barnard 
states that the buffalo have become so scarce 
northern prairies, that the Camanches are actually 
suffering for food, and unless some provision 
made by the Government to support them, they 
must either starve or steal horses or cattle to feed 
upon. They have, probably, never been so desti 
tute since the first settlement of the country by the 
white men. The Tonkewas, since they were driven 
from our frontiers, have been making war upon the 
Wacoes, and for want of other food, the wretches 
have actually fed upon the Wacoes they slew in 
battle. Several skirmishes have recently taker 
place between parlies of the Wacoes and Tonke 
was ; in one of these skirmishes, thirteen Tonke 
was were slain out of a party of fourteen. Thi 
loss has so weakened this little tribe, that they will 
probably be compelled to remove to their old range, 
west of the Nueces, as they are unable to cope 
with their foes east of the Brazos. The Lipi 
have removed to the sources cf the Colorado, and 
have opened corn fields above the Red Fork. They 
are at peace with the neighboring tribes. The 
Caddoes, lones, and their associate bands, are still 
encamped at their old stations, on the Brazos, 
above the Oamanche Peak, and have planted larg-
fields of corn, pumpkins, etc.

The limited busi­
ness that took place was in some cases at a de­
cline of I rial on the previous rates paid for 
Browns and Yellows, while Whites are about the 
same as before.
