||HMpnties but one mine is in operation, and that is 
Mfci Bellah Mine, in Sevier county. This mine 

was discovered by accident, some time ago, by 
Mr. John Bellah. This mine presented no better 
prospect than hundreds of discoveries in that 
county, and I doubt if k has any advantage over 
many others that are idle, yet this mine, in sinking 
n «haft thirty feet deep, yielded more than six tons 

®n* The out-cropping of this mine was sent to 
Europe and assayed in May 1849, by Mr. R. E. 
Henry, who reported seventy-five per cent, of lead, 
and one hundred and forty-eight ounces of silver 
per ton of ore. Besides the argentiferous galena 
of this mine, there is a vein of copper, very rich, 
also of zinc. This mine is a level, or flat, of an 
argilacious formation. Beside the ores, large quan-

» of Lapis lamuli, "the first ever discovered in 
I," are found, mostly crystalixed, a perfect, 

transparent blue. Specimens of the ore and pre­
cious stones, from this mine, may be «een at P. 
Snell's office, 33 Camp street, in this city. Be­
side the ores enumerated in the State of Arkansas, 
M we advance westward into the Indian Terri­
tory, we see no diminution. In the Choctaw 
tion the Hayard Mines are found, and more than a 
dozen discoveries have been made ; but as one only 
has been worked, I wUI speak of it alone.

The authorities of St. Louis have been com­
pelled to quarantine boats arriving with emigrants. 
Itâ» high time that some rules were enacted for 
the protection of these poor people. They are now 
crowded on the decks of boats, without any of the 
comforts of life, and exposed to the weather and 
the night air. No wonder so many of them die. 
The authorities here ought to take up the subject 
at once. The Federal laws regulate the number 
of persons for each ton of the ship, the size of the 
berths, the quantity of provisions, etc. But when 
they are landed here, the law no longer protects 
them. More of the emigrants die on the voyage 
from this eity to St. Louis, than from Europe to 
NewOrleans. This should not be. Humanity, as 
well as expediency, calls for prompt action. We 
publish the documents issued by the Mayor of St. 
Louis : 

From the 8t Lou»« Republican, IOth inst. 
Additional Quarantine Regulations.—We ii 

vite the attention of officers and owners of boats 
the New Orleans trade, to the stringent regu­

lation adopted by the Board of Health, in relation 
to the number of emigrant passengers on board 
said vessels from New Orleans. The Mayor, it 
will be seen, is determined to enforce the regula­
tion, and those who know him will not hesitate 
about^believing that he will do it. The health of 
this city, and of the whole country connected with 
it, requires that it should be strictly executed ; and 
if passenger-brokers in NeW Orleans, and the 
masters of steamboats, will wilfully endanger the 
general health of this city, and that of the people 
all along the Upper Mississippi, Missouri and 
Iowa, let them take the consequences.

Hon. A. D. Grossman, Mayor City Jfem Orleans : DEAR SIR—I feel it a^ain my duty to address 
you, on the subject of emigrant passengers placed 
at New Orleans on steamboats directly from the 
vessels in which they arrive, in numbers far beyond 
the capacity of the steamboats to accommodate 
them with any regard to their hea^h or comfort. 
The nscessity of some quarantine regulation at your 
city which would compel emigrants to be put 
ashore for several days^Iong enough to thoroughly 
cleanse their persons and baggage, before they are 
permitted to leave for the interior, it would «eem, 
has been sufficiently demonstrated by the experi­
ence of the last two or three years. 

But in the absence of any establishment of the 
kind, the city authorities of New Orleans might 
eerve the cause of humanity, by using some effort 
to prevent the overcrowding of emigrants on the 
decks of steamboats ; and I earnestly beg of you to 
lay the matter before your Councils. From three to 
five hundred passengers are frequently crowded on 
one boat, and a great part of the deck-room at the 
^ame time filled with freight. The mortality that 
ensues is frightful, and our Board of Health, to 
prevent its recurrence, have passed a resolution 
" requiring the Mayor to detain, at the quarantine 
station, any steamboat having more than twenty 
deck passengers for every hundred tons register." If 
nothing more can be done, the promulgation of 
thia regulation of our city at New Orleans by the 
authorities, may be useful.

GENTLEMEN — Our Board of Health yesterday 
passed a resolution " requiring the Mayor to de­
tain at the Quarantine station, any steamboat 
coming from New Orleans, having on board a 
larger number of deck passengers than twenty for 
every hundred toas register, the full period of time 
permitted by ordinance." The great mortality on 
some of the boats recently arrived amongst the 
unfortunates on their crowded decks, compels us 
to take this course, for their and our protection. 
If the masters of steamboats will not be influenced 
by humane considerations to have proper care for 
the health and comfort of deck passengers, we 
must force them to do so, in the observance of a 
United States law on the subject, by our municipal 
regulations. A day's detention at Quarantine will 
overbalance the profit on an extra hundred passen-
;ers—and in case of much sickness, boats may be 
letained five days, or even longer. 

You will oblige me by having notice of this 
gulation generally distributed in your city, by 
handbills, and will do a service to your friends by 
urging upon them the necessity of conforming to 
it- Anv expenses incurred will be paid by the 
city of St. Louis.

Thia shows very clearly, to my 
mind, that this southern rights excitement tends to 
make peoplu afraid for their property, ami especially 
for their slave property ; and that mm of properly 
feel aaf- r almost any where else than in Mississippi 
and South Carolina, where thisexcitem otiB goin' 
on.

Some Writing on a Rail. 

"We may rail at this life" writes Thomas 
Moore in one of his most beautiful lyrics. The 
permission thus generously given to all the world 
and his wife by the Irish poet, has been amply 
taken advantage of by the Recorder of the Second 
Municipality, who seems to have been seized with 
a kind of carpenter's itch for railing all around 
him. There is this one redeeming feature in the 
matter, however, that while he subjects every one 
to the railing mania, he has determined to fare 
no better himself, for you can scarce tell whether 
'tis on the bench he sits, or whether he may not 
be squatting on a rail, unless you come very close 
up to his Rhadamanthus-ship, from the profusion 
oi rails by which he is surrounded. Rails in his 
front—rails al his back—rails for the witnesses 
rails for the lawyers—on account of the spirit of 
raillery which pervades the bar—the reporters are 
railed in with the permission at times to rail at 
each other—the offenders on bail have a rail of 
their own—the offenders unbailable and unbailed 
are railed in, the men railed in on one side—the 
women railed on the other. The audience, whether 
standiug or sitting, curse the rails which keep 
them in the rear of the building. But there 
beautiful relief on this particular rail. 'Tis studded 
thickly with iron spikes about five or six inches 
high, and is the chef-d'œuvre, the cone of the 
Capitol o' Caldwell's ingenuity! But why should 
we rail at this ? Is not the Captain of the Police 
railed in as well ? The Recorder's Clerk, to whose 
politeness and affability the press-gang are par­
ticularly indebted, is railed in on the right—and 
the small portion of the Court left unrailed will, 
doubt, share the same fate, should the Council 
continue to sanction the unnecessary outlay of the 
public money, of which the Recorder's railing 
project is not the strongest evidence. 

"When Birnam wood shall move to Dunsi-
nane," the Recorder would do well to beg, at 
the hands of the Council, the appointment of a 
special committee to request from the Dunce-
inane people, (who are, no doubt, friendly to the 
views of the Recorder of the Second Municipality,) 
that the wood would be permitted to move on a 
little to the Balize and thence to the Municipal 
Hall, Second Municipality, where, if properly 
decapitated, it might perform the part of rails 
around the outside of the Recorder's office—a pro­
ject not at all unlikely to be storming the battle­
ments of the Recorder's brain at the present 
~~ ornent.
