To Clean Hair Brushes and Corntts.—Subcar­
bonate of soda, or potass, sometimes called salt of 
salt tartar, or salt of wormwood, is to be dissolved 
in boiling water, two heaped tea-spoonfulls will be 
sufficient for half a pint ; into this mixture dip the 
hair of the brush, and draw the comb through 
many times. The brush and comb, with the help 
of this solutiou, will quickly clean each other, dry 
quickly, and they will be as white as new. Ob-
nerve two things—the potass must be kept in a 
^topped bottle, or it will soon become liquid ; when 
liq.uid it is not injured for use, but, if left in paper, 
wou.'d be wasted ; also the mahogany or stairwood 
back o.f 'he brush must be kept out of solution, as 
ir is ant i'o discolor wood.
