A journal giving seme account of the horticul-
toral exposition in Paris, publishes the following
biography of the most venerable plant in France—
an orange tree at the Palace of Verailles, known
wrly under the denowmination of Grand Con-
o
Liwanare de Castille, wife of Charles 111,
King of Navarre, having vaten o sigarade, a nowr
snd bitter kind of diminutive orange, whieh no one,
dertainly in these days, wooll wish ta put to b
lips, found it so good (there 18 no disputing taste
thas ahe plasies i ¢, w3420, the five pips
which this frait o ined.  Aw the ormnge tree
was not then common in Navarre, and an moreover
the hand by which these aeeds had been confined
to the earth was not that of an nnlinuy gardener,
o oung trees became the object of particular
care. T)Iwy were not separated, but were cultic
vated at Pampeluna, then the eapital of the king-
dom of Navarre, until 1499,

“ At that epoch, Catherine, sister of Gaston de
Foix, and wife of John L1, King of Navarre, sent
A% 4 present to Ann ol Bnluny. wife of the King
of France, Lovis X1, n box containing five orange
trees, As & rare and procious object, at the same
time indieating their origin.

“That box, with its trees, alterwa'ds became the
property of the Constable de Bourbon, who con.
veyed it to his Chatenu of Chaatelle, in Bourbon-
», the chatens from which he marched into Iuly
in 1323, to wuke vp arms ag France.” In con-
sequence of this treason, his e wan confiscated,
and the duchies of Bowrbonnais and Chatelleraut,
which formed the appanuge of the constable, were
reanited in 1331 to the crown of France. At that
time, Francis | cansed this orange tree to be taken
from Chantelle to adors his manorat Fontainebleau,
and in the inventory of the confiseated property of
the constable fignres, in a particular urticle, an
orange troe with five branches, brovght from Pam-
peluna. This tree was catalogned at Fontaine-
blean under the pame of the Grand Constabl,

" When Louis XIV. purchased Ver:
planted the magnificent orangery, whic
much admired, he collected the finest tr
the other r yal residences. The Grand Constable
wan broaght here in 1654, and they added to thix
name that of the great Bourbon, » designation
which it has continued to bear to the present day.
But another remarkable fact is, that in 1784 the
Grand Constable was confided to the care of »
gordener named Lemoine, and from that year it
was cultored by Lemoines, who suceeeded frdmn
father 1o son until 1533, when the last of the name,
having no male child, retired from the post.  This
Inst Lemoine died at Versailles in 1846, Here then
