When we have read Parliamentary reports of 
the condition o| the laboring classes of England, 
we have been disposed to look on modern civilisa­
tion aa a curse to the great majority. A moment's 

tion, however, teaches that this is an unjust 
inaiaa, aad' that in the progrees of time the 

will he improved in their phyaioal, aad 
elevated in their moral condition. 

Within the last twenty-Sve years there haa been 
a decided improvement. From an article in the 
teat number of the Edinburgh Review we collect 
many intonating (acta, full of hope and encourage­
ment Wheat, which for the first ten years of the 
century averaged 83s. 6d. a qua, ter, for the laat ten 
haa been 53e. 4d. Coffee in 1800 wus worth 300s. 
a cwt.; it now sella at 117a. Tea has fallen from 
5s. a lb. to 3s. 6d. Sugar fro«f80s. to 41s.-a cwt. 
Calioo, which ia 1814 east 28». a piece, now sells 
for da. Od. 'Linea, which im'1800 waa worth 3s. 
!M. a yard, now »oll» for 14d. Cotton aheeting, 
worth ia 1800 Sa.

But on# necessary of lifs—soap—is now taxed. 
If the working-man confines himself to bread and 
meat aad vegetables, to water, milk and bntter, 
and gives up coffee, 4a and sugar, tobacco and al­
cohol, he may pass through life without paying 
penny of tax. On the contrary, however, the la­
boring-men pay a voluntary tax of the most odious 
kind. They pay tribute to the vicious appetites. 
For rum, gin and whisky, they pay annually the 
modest sum of £90,816,208 ; beer and porter, 
£25,383,165 ; tobacco and snuff, £7,218,615— 
total, £53,411,615—equivalent, in dollars, to $265, 
000,000. The amount thus more than wasted every 
year, would in a short time pay off the national 
debt itself, the great burden on the people. The 
interest is now kept down by the revenues. If fifty 
millions a year could be diverted from the tippling 
shops, it would in twenty years wipe off this ter­
rible debt But there is an encouraging diminu­
tion in the use of spirituous liquors, as appears from 
the following table:

How 
vastly this sum would add to the comfort, to the 
respectability, to the improvement of these families.

Combustible Matter on Steamboats. 

The loss of the fine steamer Sullana yesterday,

powder before it is shipped, and watching it from 
danger after it is shipped. 

If the traveling public generally knew how much 
additional danger really was created by carrying 
hemp in the present usually careless manner, very 
few indeed would trust their lives on such boats as 
cari y it. The many severe losses that have oc­
curred recently from this sanse, ought to be a use­
ful lesson, and insure some kind of reform in the 
manner of shipping and stowing away this dan 
gerous freight. 

These observations, by the St. Louis Union of 
the 14th, are worthy of and will command atten> 
tion. This careless accumulation of combustible 
freight on steamboats has caused the sacrifice of 
many hundreds of human lives on the Western 
rivers. And yet it is tolerated by communities 
who (erroneously it would seem) fanoy themselves 
intelligent. We have previously noticed the de­
struction of the Sultana by fire, but a perusal of 
the particulars of the event will not be without 
instruction, and, it is hoped, not without awaken' 
ing men, who 1-ave lives and property to care for, 

sense of their own danger and their duty to 
use the means to avoid it. 

Burning ef the Sultana.—This truly splendid 
steamer, laying a; the foot of Mullanphy street, op 
posite Mr. Angelbeck's sugar refinery, was discov 
ered to be on nre about eleven o'clock, in the vi­
cinity of the engine room, and before sufficient as 
8istance could be rendered to check the fury of the 
destructive element, the beautiful structure was en­
veloped in flames from bow to stern. The rapidity 
with which the flames spread may be accounted 
for by the quantity of hemp received on board and 
stored in the engine room catching at an early mo­
ment. This, with large quantities of fat and com­
bustible matter, feeding the fire in its fnry, ren­
dered the saving of the boat a matter of impossibil­
ity, and the few persons on board could do no more 
than attempt to save themselves. This, however, 
we regret to say, was not wholly accomplished, as 
Mr. Mathew Burns, the fourth engineer, has been 
missing ever sihee, and there is but little doubt 
that he was burned to death. Mr. Thomas Schmidt, 
a watchman, was also «opposed to have been lost,, 
but we are informed bv an officer of the boat that 
he had been seen since the calamitous accident, 
negro fireman and a deck hand are also thought 
be lost, by jumping overboard to save themselves; 
and by being carried away by the current. The 
loss of life will, as it ever does in such cases, al­
ways remain a supposition and never be correctly 
known. 

The Red River was alongside at the time dis 
charging corn into her, and escaped by cutting her 
cable and drifting out into the stream. The Co­
lumbus, also lying dangerously near below, cut her 
cable, floated down a short distance, and was 
finally towed away by the Cataract to the Bloody 
Island shore. • 

The Sultana was taking in freight for New Or­
leans, and had discharged all her upward trip 
freight, but a few small packages. The officers lost 
their clothing and every thing on board. The safe 
was saved, but the boat's books were lost. The 
origin of the disastrous conflagration, as we have 
heard from many sources, was, that an engineer, ' 
passing from the blacksmith's shop through the 
engine room, with a red hot bolt in his tongs, 
stepped on a bale of hemp, which turned with him, 
and tripped him up. In his falling, the bolt fell 
into a bale of hemp, which immediately caught 
fire, and produced the destruction which so quickly 
followed. As soon as practicable, she was scuttled 
and sunk, which will save her hull and a part 
her machinery, though we fear the latter will be 
a damaged state. At the fall of the water she will 
be high and dry, when her saved freight will 
readily taken from her, and her damages accurately 
ascertained. 

The freight on board consisted of 943 bales of 
hemp, 2000 pigs of lead, 12 to 1400 sacks of corn, 
487 sacks of bran, 70 tierces of lard, 51 casks of 
bacon, 180 coil of bale rope and 68 bales of hay. 
Most of this, except the hemp and rope, will be 
saved.

The Sting of a Locust. — The Germantown 
(Penn.) Telegraph contains the following letter 
from Horshamville, Montgomery county 

" I hasten to inform thee, for the benefit of 
many readers of thy paper, that Eiwood M. Wal­
ton, eldest son of Lewis Walton, of Mooreland 
township, Montgomery county, aged near five 
years, was stung by a locust on the back of his 
right ear, on Seventh day last. He was standing 
in the house, near the door, when it flew in and 
stung him, which alarmed his parents very much, 
having previously understood that their sting was 
usually fatal. 
" However, they at once caught a chicken, out 

it in two, and applied half of it while yet kicking 
to the puncture or wound ; in half an hour took it 
off and applied the other half, and let that remain 
on about an hour, it giving him relief. This was 
then also taken off, and in five minutes after the 
child went into spasms, and was in such agony 
that it required two persons to hold him. 

" His ear turned to a dark color—red streaks 
running hown his breast and round his eye. The 
half of a chicken was again put on, and in ten 
minutes after he began to feel relief, and in a short 
time he was perfectly calm. It required, however, 
the third chicken to remove all the poison, the 
first coming off very green, and each succeeding 
half lees green until the last, which was nearly, or 
entirely, free from any discoloration. The child

The 
dispute had been decided in favor of Johnson, who 
for the sake of peace had dismissed the suit, set­
tling it at less than his legal rights. While sitting 
upon their horses, near this house, Baylor Wynn 
entered. Having lighted his cigar, Johnson with 
his party rode off. About three or four miles from 
this place, they were much astonished to see 
Wynn riding near them, and leaving the road to 
go into the bushes. Shortly after Johnson saw 
him again, in another direction, going behind some 
bushes a short distance from the road. A few 
moments after a gun was fired from the bushes, 
three buckshot therefrom striking Johnson, one 
entering his lungs and going through hiui, 
passing throvgh him, along the lower part of his 
back, and one going through his arm. His horse 
was also wounded. The mulatto boy with him 
was also badly wounded by a shot entering his 
back, and lodging under the skin immediately over 
the abdomen. Johnson fell from his horse within 
a few yards from where he was struck, while the 
mulatto boy had strength enough, wounded as he 
was, to ride to town after assistance. Johnson 
died at two o'clock that night. His dying déclara 
tions were taken in form, charging upon Baylor 
Wynn the commission of the crime. The boy 
still lies in great danger, and it is very doubtful 
whether he can recover. 

Wynn was arrested that same night and com 
mitted to jaiL Tery strong circumstantial testi­
mony points to him as guilty of the deed. The 
tracks of the horse where he went behind the 
bushes were all measured, and identified beyond 
question as those of Wynn's horse. His negro 
slaves declare that shortly after sunset he came in 
riding that horse, and ordered it to be rubbed down 
and taken care of. He had previously been repeat­
edly heard to threaten Johnson's life, and to say 
that the settlement of the suit was not the end of 
their difficulty. The Coroner's Jury which sat 
on Tuesday morning, returned a verdict that John 
son came to his death by a wound or wounds in 
flicted by Baylor W^nn. Wynn is to be brought 
up for examination on Saturday (to-morrow) morn 
ing, when the whole case will be thoroughly ' 
vestigated. Wynn, we understand, claims to be 
white man, and has voted and given testimony 
court as such. On this point will depend the ad­
missibility of much of the testimony against him. 

This murder has created a great deal of excite­
ment, as well from its atrocity, as from the peace­
able character of Johnson and his excellent stand­
ing. His funeral services were conducted by the 
Rev. Mr. Watkins, who paid a just tribute to his 
memory, holding up his example as one well 
worthy of imitation by all of his class. We ob­
served very many of our most respected citizens 
his iuneral. Johnson left a wife, nine children, and 
quite a handsome property ; probably twenty 
thirty thousand dollars. lNatchez Courier,20th inst.
