soch ship or vessel, or steamabip, captain, agent,
owner, or consig offending, shall pay a fine
of not lons than ten, more than fifty dollars, to
that Municipality to which such harfage ot
Levee dues are justly due, and to avold any con.
flict of authority butween the three Municipalities,
it in hereby declared, that ench of them have the
right to collect the Whniqe or Levee dues nfore-
wnidd, for the time such ships, or vessels, or steam-
ships, may be within their respective incorporated
limits, without any other charge, fes, or other ex-
pense, to waid -lnr-, venaels, or steamahips, than
the rates fixed by this ordinance.

Mr. Payne made a motion to persist in the ordi.
nance na it stood.  He contended that  half a cent
per ton per day on ses going vessels would pro-
duce as mueh revenue to the sity of New Orleans
an any steamer on the river would at two cents per
ton perdiem ; he further contended that if the ex-
penses were reduced on items of commerce, com-
merce would and whould inctesse. A small in-
orease under the new bill weuld make the collec-
tion surpass that under the old ordinances. The
sew ordinance would advance the value of property
in Mhw Orleans. Here (says Mr. Payne) wo had
Mabils, Obarieston, New York, Philadelphia, Bal-
timore, Savannab, and other Weatern and North-
ern cities, spreading out their arms to gather in the
commeree of the West and South, which ought to
belong to New Orleans. Had the Counell in 1540
toleased commerce from the imposts by whioh it
was trammeled, this city shonld contain now at least
300,000 inhabitunts, judging by ite ratio of pro.
gress previvus to that year, After reading s num-
ber of statisticn, showing the great inoreare of im-
ports of Western and Southern produce at other
ports, and the conseqent decrease at thin, the gen.
tleman coneluded by hoping that the Council
would resist the attempt made by the Mayor to
veto the ordinances in question.

Judge Collens followed on the ssme wide, and
contended (hat the ordinance was based on the
most juat principles towards vessels arriving in
the part of New Orleans. By it every vessel had
to pay according to the time she occupied the
wharf—heratofore avery vessel had to pay as muoh
for one day as for six menthe. Another ordinance
like the present was proposed two years ago by
the late lamented Junius Bebee, establishing n
daily wharfage. That gentloman had every op.
portunity of knowing the weight and injustice im-
posed on commerce by the present oppressive
ordinances. He (Judge Collens) was not only for
reducing the taxes on commorce, but the Municipal
taxes as well. Let the citizens of New Orleans
look at the difficulty they had in building a few
railroads. Capital will not flow in favor of such
projects here, while at the North a subseription list
