"•Reinbek" Thii remarkable man, when we 
ttw him. ÊËtr yean ago, resided at the guard-house 
fa the canton of theEuxem bourg Palace. He did 
n^tiooa to be orer eighty years of age, had a good 
appetite, and conversed freely, retained all his 
wcnene ihd hie hair, though showing " the silvery 
livery 6f advanced agejf was far from Heine white., 
M nersoo.be was short and well built. He was 
born ja Poland, March 1, 1731, and had been 
seventy jêan in active military service—having, 
at the age of 14, entered as one of the body-gnar.l 
of f!f nwfras At a later period» he enlisted in 
the servieiof the French Republic, and served in 
the West Indies for some line. Subsequently, he 
followed the fortunes of Napoleon throughout 
nearly all his wars. He was in the Egyptian, 
German, Peninsular and Russian campaigns, and 
attended his master in hi9 banishment at Elba. 

His first military experience was in the cavalry 
service, and afterwards in in/antïy. His rank was 
that of corporal. He ha» been in thirty-nine gen-
eralbattles, and was five times wounded. Since 
1814#he ha» resided in Paris, and has always been 
an object of attention and respect, for his wounded 
career. The late King invariably called upon 
him, when visiting at the Luxembourg, ami all 
classes united in bestowing upon him proofs of 
respectful admiration. At tne 116th anniversary 
of his bicth,the day preceding the visit here de­
scribed, a deputation of classes in the vicinity of 
the palace caned on him, bringing presents of va­
rious kinds. He was 120 yean and 2 months old 
mt the time of his death, and probably no roan has 
ever lived to adventurous, as' few survive so long 
a period of life. In the active dutiaatf the camp 
he spent the allotted " three-score yéars and ten," 
and for the past thirty-seven years he has regululy 
attended to tha,nsua\ routine of garrison duty.
