NKW YORK, Jane 18, 1851. 
The owners of the North America, the steamship 

vhich was to have sailed yesterday for Galway, 
n Ireland, were guilty yesterday of what is gen-
rally regarded here as a great outrage, viz : the 

i^sale of the vessel at auction, and refusal to take the 
i.-issengers, (who, to the number of thirty, with 
heir baggage, were all aboard,) upon the voyage. 
The owner or owners, kept their purpose a pro­

found secret, until the sale had been actually con­
summated. Of course, the passengers were indig­
nant beyond measure, and with all their command 
of language, (and several talked freely in more than 
one tongue,) they found it impossible to "wreak 
upon expression" more than one-half the wrath 
occasioned by this gross disappointment. 

P. T. Barnum, Esq., was among the intended 
passengers, and he was greatly incensed, declaring 
he would prosecute the owners to the extent of the 
law. The attempt to make the public believe him 
H party to the fraud, I regard as in the highest 
degree unjust and malignant. Mr. Barnum is a 
much better man than any of those who speak of 
him with HUCK disrespect and opprobri 

The passengers of the North America are assured 
of a transfer to the Pacific, to sail for Liverpool 
Saturday, but the most of them were earnest to go 
via Galway, not only to make the shortest voyage 
on record, but to see old Ireland, 
action will lie against the owners. I have heard 
one man say, and probably others agree with him, 
that the project of running steamnhips between 
this country and Ireland direct, was unsavory to 
British merchants, some of whom may have taken 
this course to defeat the experiment. But, of 
course, this is a mistake. Probably the whole 
secret is, that the North America had so small 
number of passengers, that her owners would have 
lost money by the voyage ; and what is more, they 
were very unxious to sell her, and Mr. Vanderbilt 
was very desirous to buy her as a consort lor the 
steamship Prometheus, and with her to complété 
his Nicaragua line, as ho did at the auction yes­
terday. 

I am in momentary expection of seeing or hear 
ing the fall of a building in Wall street, just oppo­
site where I am now writing. Many of our stores 
are held together by leaning on each other. 

The one opposite has been so unfortunate as to 
have its fellow pulled down within a few day: 
and the result is that sundry awkward looking 
cracks up and down the whole height of the build 
ing, indicate that this noble edifice cannot stand 
the loss of its partner, and is about to topple 
the street. However, the sailor's axiom, " as 
us she cracks she holds, 
adopted by the occupants, 

And then such, and so many, happy faces ! I 
declare to you, sirs, it was worth any week of ordi­
nary existence to any person of common sensi­
bility, to see those poor creatures, of whom wo 
scarcely think without a shudder, or speak without 
some sympathizing interjection, thus smiling, 
dancing, walking quietly round, or sitting apart, 
eagerly watching the rest, and all evidently enjoy-

pne quite as much as those on whom the 
gates would not close at twelve o'clock. 

Between ten and elven supper was announced. 
The eating room was distant some fifty to seventy-

yards walk, in the other part of the large 
buildings. And here, again, came more astonish­
ment to me. Certainly never before saw I, or 
thought I, there could be so much "method in 
madness." Quietly, orderly, and without being 
told to do so, the lunatics dropped into procession, 
two and two together, and marched down towards 
the tables. I have seen far less order at 
parties, and never so good at a public house. 

An excellent snpper was spread, but the inmates 
the asylum, I noticed, waited unilormly to be 

helped. What was the source or cause of thi 
good order, I asked to myself. It could not be the 

perintendent's presence only. True, he war 
, walking about the rooms and through th# 
d as hosts ordinarily do, and talking to all 

„..ke, sane or insane, whom he chanced to met * 
And I observed the lunatics particularly seek hi 

talk to, as though fond of his company. 
I learn that Dr. Allen has introduced a sytem 

discipline into the asylum, which, taking for 
granted that even these poor unfortunates are gen-

lly accessible to moral influences, discards 
almost wholly every thing like physical or corpo­
real punishments, acting as well by rewards 
penalties. No lunatic is suffered to be struck a 
blow, under any pretence. Dr. A. told me that he 
found himself able, with perfect safety, under the 
present system of management, to allow the lunat-

privileges and liberties, far more than he had 
any idea could be permitted them, till he tried the 

périment. I think the number of inmates at the 
asylum is now about two hundred and fifty.

Speaking of Adams to Co., it is astonishing to 
see what a variety of stuff they carry in thei 
express.

College, on its way from Philadelphia to Con 
necticut ; a few days afterwards I saw, in the 
office, a mummy, en route to some curi 
monger; and this morning there is a live green-
turtle at the door, with its flippers pinned d 
and on its capacious belly, he is consigned to Col 
Stevens, the admirable and justly popular host 
the magnificent Revere House, Boston.

Since the date of my last, I bave witnessed 

little ficenu of festive pleasure, suggesting a fe 
notes, wbich may possess the interest of novelty. 

Whit think you of a ball at a madhouse? 
fancy I nee your optics w iden at the mention of 
the thing. True, nevertheless, f hat. I have attend 
ed a bona fuit ball, given to the lunatics at. tli 
State Asylum here. I do not know if Dr. Allen, 
the present Superintendent, introduced first the 
custom here, but he has given it such arrange 
ment or management as to make it a so 
pleasure, and 1 doubt not, of benefit, to the unfor­
tunates confined here. 

1 went out about seven and a half, P.M. The 
ball was to begin at eight. fN.B. The lunatics 
the Asylum keep much more rational hours than 
those out of it.] 1 found already there some tw 
or throe dozen gentlemen of the city, and half e 
many ladies. Dr. Allen took me to the large din 
ing ball, the pro tem. ball room, before the danc 
ing began. Entering it, I could scarce believe but 
that mime miti&ke of localities had been m 
There, well clad and seated quietly oil opposite 
solos of the huge apartment, were some seventy 
five, or one hundred persons of both sexes, a lit tli 
talking, but very little, going on, and all awaiting 
in perlect decorum, the entrance of the music and 
visitors to begin the evening's festivity. 

The males appeared to pay no sort of attention 
to the females, hardly indeed to be aware of their 
presence; while the females sat in equal uncon­
sciousness with regard to the other», all with a 
listless, abstracted and melancholy manner, and 
all alike perfectly tranquil. I observed that the 
men, more than the women, gave evidence by the 
wild, vacant eye, and objectless manner, of the 
departed mind. 

It was ditiicult, as to many of the females, to 
believe them lunatic at all. No air of conscious­
ness sat upon their features or behavior, nor did 
any movement betray their own knowledge of any 
thing peculiar in their circumstances, except that 
where, once or twice, persons of the city would 
approach the hall-entrance and look in without en­
tering, then some of the females would turn un­
easily away, as though annoyed at observation. 

The appearance of the music was like the break­
ing forth of Bunshine on a cloudy day.
