EKAL m/WW TRtBES IN LOUISIANA, 

I» n b I i 

L/ Ami bftv^" lhe Mississippi and the River Grande. 

QUES—LHforalmut thirty-five miles west 
of il-^ ma n hrartdtftuf Red River, on a bayou or 
cr-ek called by thero Hodo, which i« navigable for 
pirogues only, within about six miles of their vil-
la*;e, and that only in the rainy seanon. They are 
distant from Natcmlorhes about 120 miles, the 
nearest route by land, ami in nearly a north-west 
direction. They have lived where they now do 
only five years. The first year they moved there 
the hiudll |>ox got among them, and destroyed 
nearly one half of them; it was in the winter 
season, and they practiced plunging into the creek., 
on the first apf»*arance of the irruption, and dieu 
in a few hours. Two years ago they had the 
measles, of which several more of them died. 
'I'hey formerly lived on the south bank of the 
river—by the course of the river, 375 miles higher 
up — at a beautiful prairie, which has a dear 
Inke of good water in tlie middle of it, surrounded 
by a pleasant and fertile country, which had been 
the residence of their ancestors from time imme­
morial. They have a traditionary tale, which not 
only the Caddoes, but half-a-dozen other smaller 
rrtti >n« belieVH in, who claim the honor of being 
descendants of the name family ; they say, when 
all the world was drowning by a flood, that inun­
dated the whole country, the Great Spirit placed 
on an eminence, near this lake, one family of Cad-
deques, who alone were »aved ; from that family 
al! the Indians originated. 

The French, for many years before Louisiana 
was transferred to Spain, Lad at this place a fort 
and some soldiers ; several French families were 
1 .Lewis« settled in the vicinity, where they had 
erected a good flour mill, with burr »tones brought 
from France. These French lamilies continued 
there till about twenty-five years ago, when they 
moved down and settled at Coropti, on the Red 
River, »bout twenty miles above Natchitoches, 
where they now l;ve ; and the Indians left it about 
fourteen years ago, on account of a dreadful 
ness that visited them. They settled on the river, 
nearly oppoeite where they now live, on a low 
pla. -, hut were drove from there on account of its 
overflowing, occasioned by a jam of timber choking 
the river at a point below them. 

The whole number of w hat they call w 
the ancient Caddo nation is now reduced to about 
one hundred, who are looked upon somewhat like 
Knights of Malta, or some distinguished military 
order. They are brave, despise dancer or death, 
and boast that they have never shed w hite 
blood. Resides these, there are of old men, and 
strangers who live among them, nearly the sam< 
number ; hut there are 40 or 50 more women than 

This nati< has gr^Ht influe 
idakoei Nabad 

Titckies, Nacogdoches, Keychies, Adaize, and 
Natchitoches, w ho all speak the Caddo language 
look up IU them as their fathers, visit and inter 
marry among them, and join tli-m in all their wars 

The Caddoques complain of the Choctaw H en 
«•roaching upon th-ir country ; call them lazy, 
thievish, Me. There hau been a misunderstanding 
between th«*m for several years, arid small hunting 
parties kill one another, when they meet. 

The Caddoes raise corn, beans, pumpkins, etc., 
but the 'and on which they now live is prairie, of 
n whit* «».lav «iùl «•»utl.Lt: their crops »r*.e«sl»jr:'-i 
to injury, either by too wet or too dry a season 
They ha»* out tew «M n„, 
annuals, except dogs; most o! them have guns 
end sums of tuem t.ave rill-s. They, and all other 
Indians that we have any knowledge of, are at 
wnli the Osages. The country, generally, round 
the Caddoes, is hilly, nut very rich ; growth, a 
mixture of oak, hickory and pine, interspersed 
with prairies, which are very rich, generally, and 
fit lor cultivation. There are creeks and springs 
of good water frequent 

YATTASSEKS —Live on Bayou River, (or Stony 
Creek,) which falls into Red River, western divis 
ion, about fifty miles above Natchitoches. Thei 
village is lu a large prairie, about half-way between 
the Caddoques and Natchitoches, surrounded by a 
settlement of French families. The Spanish Go 
ernmerit at present exercise jurisdiction over tl 
settlement, where they keep' a guard of a non 
commnsioned officer and eight soldiers. A few 
months ago, the Caddo chief, w ith a 
young men, were coming to this place to trade 
and came that way, which ii the usual road ; the 
Spanish officer o( the guard threatened 
them from trading with the Americana, and told 
the chief, if he returned that way with goods, he 
should take them from hire. The chief and his 
party were very angry, and threatened to kill the 
whule guard; and told them that the road ha« 
been always theirs; and that, if the Spaniards 
attempted to prevent their using it, as their ances 
tors had always done, he would i 
bloody road. He came here, purchased the good 
lie wanted, and might have returned another way 
and avoided the Spanish guard, and was advised 
to do so, but he said he would pass by them, 
let them attempt to stop him, if they dare. The 
guard said nothing to him, as he returned. This 
settlement, till some few years agu, u.ed to belong 
to the district of Natchitoches, and the rights 
their lands given by the Government of Louisiana 
I»etore it was ceded to Spain. Its now being und 
the Government of Texas was only by an agree 
merit between the commandant of Natchitoches 
and the commandant of Nacogdoches. The Fre 
formerly held a station and factory there, and 
other on the Sabine River, nearly 100 miles north 
west from the Bayou Pierre settlement. The Vat 
tassees BOW say the French used to be their people, 
and now the Americans; but of the ancient Y 
tassees there are but eight men remaining, and 
twenty-five women, besides children ; but a num­
ber of men of other nations have intermarried with 
them, and live together. I paid a visit at the 
village, the last summer; there were about fori, 
men of them altogether. Their original languige 
dillèrs from any other ; but now, uil speak Caddi 
They live on rich land, raise plenty of corn, beam 
pumpkins, tobacco, etc.; have horses, cattle, hog: 
and poultry. 

NANDAKOFS.—Live on the Sabine River, sixty 
or seventy miles to the westward of the Yattassees 
near where the French formerly had a station 
factory. Their language is Caddo ; about forty 
men of them only remaining. A few years ago 
they suffered very much by the small pox. They 
consider themselves the pairie as Caddoes, witli 
whom they intermarry, and are occasionally visit­
ing one another in the greatest harmony ; have the 
same manners, customs and attachments, 

AHAIZE.—Live about forty miles from Natchi 
tor lies, below the Yattassees, un a lake called Lac 
Macdon, which communicates with that division 
ol R*«l River that passes by Bayou Pierre; they 
live at or near where their ancestors have lived 
from lime immemorial. They being the nearest 
nation to the old Spanish fort, or mission of Adaize 
that place, was named nfier tliera, being about 
twenty nnles from thean, to the south. There are 
now but twenty men of them remaining, hut more 
wtunen. Their laug nage differs from all other, and 
is so difficult to speak or understand, that no odie 
nation can speak ten words of it; but they 
speak Caddo, and most of them French, to whom 
they v\er^ alwuyiattached, and joined them against 
the Natchez lud ans. After the massacre of Natch­
ez, in 17 (J8, while the Spaniards occupied the post 
oi Adaize, their priests took much pains to prose 
lyie these Indians to the Roman Catholic Religion 
but, 1 am informed, were totally unsuccessful. 

AuciiE, (commonly pronounced Eyeish.)—Live 
near Nacogdoches, but are almost extinct aa 
nation, not being more than twenty-five souls 
them remaining; four years ago the small pox 
destroyed the most of thein. They were, son 
years ago, a considerable nation, and lived on 
bayou which bears their name, which the 
from Natchitoches to Nacogdoches crosses about 
twelve miles west of Sabine River, on which 
few French and American families are settled 
Their native language is spoken by no other na­
tion; but they speak and understand Csddo 
whom they are in amity, ofieu visiting one another. 

lvEVKs.or KEYCHIES —Live on the east hank 
Trinity River, a sinall distance above where the 
road from Natchitoches to St. Antoi 
There are of them sixty men ; have their peculia 
native language, but mostly now speak Caddo, in 
termarry with them, and live together in muc 
harmony, formerly having lived near them on t 
head waters of the Sabine. They plant 
some other vegetables. 

INIES, or TACIIIES, (called indifferently by both 
naines.)—From the latter name, the name of the 
province of Tachus or Texas is derived. The Inies 
live about twsnty live miles west of Natchitoches, 
ou a small river, a brauch of the Sabine, called the 

Natchez ; they are, like all their neighbors, dimin­
ishing ; but have now eighty men. Their ances 
t"rs, for a long time, lived where th--y now do. 
Their language is the snme as that of the Caddo. «, 
with whom they are iri great amity. These In­
dians have a good character, live on excellent 
land, and raise corn to sell. 

NABEDACHES.— Live on the west side of the 
same river, about fifteen miles above them ; have 
about the name number of men ; speak the same 
language; live on the best of land ; raise enru in 
plenty; have the same manners, customs^aud at­
tachments. 

BF.DIEH — Are on the Trinity River, about sixty 
miles to the southward of Nacogdoches ; have 100 
men; are good hunters for deer, which are very 
large ar.d plenty about them ; plant, and make 
good crops of corn; language «I iffers frum all other, 
but speak Caddo; are a peaceable quiet people, 
and have an excellent character for their honesty 
and punctuality. 

ACCOKESAWB.—Their ancient town, and princi­
pal place of residence, is on the west side of the Colo­
rado, or Rio Rouge, about 200 miles south-west of 
Nacogdoches, but often change their place of resi­
dence for a season ; being near the biy, make 

ise of fish, oysters, etc., kill a great many 
:er, which are the largest and fattest in the 

vince ; and their country is universally said to 
inferior to no part of the province, in soil, 

growth of timlier, goodness of water, and beauty 
.qf surface ; have a language peculiar to them-
Selves, but have a mode of communication by 
dumb signs, which they all understand. Number, 
about 80 men. Thirty or forty years ago, the Span­
iards bad a mission there, but broke it up, and 
moved it to Nacogdoches ; they talk of resettling 

and speak in the highest terms of the country. 
MATES.—Live on a large creek, called St. Ga 

briel, on the Bay of St. Bernard, near the mouth 
Guadaloupe River ; are estimated at 200 men ; 
ver at peace with the Spaniards, towards whom 

they are said to possess a fixed hatred ; but profess 
gr**at friendship for the French, to whom they have 
been strongly attached since Monsieur de Salle 
lauded in their neighborhood. The place where 
there is a talk of the Spaniards opening a new 
port, and making a settlement, is near them, where 
the party, with the Governor of St. Antoine, 
were there last Fall to examine it, say they found 
the remaius of a French block-house. Some of 
the cannon now at Labahie are said to have been 
brought from that place, and known by the 
gravings now to be seen on them. The French 

peak highly of these Indians, for their extre 
ess and .hospitality to all Frenchmen v 

have been among them. Have a language of their 
n, but speak Attakapas, w hich is the language 

of their neighbors, the Carankouas ; they have, 
likewise, a way of conversing by signs. 

CARANKOUAS —Live on an island, or peninsula, 
the Bay of St. Bernard, in length about 

iles, and five in breadth; the soil extremely rich 
rid pleasant, on one side of which there is a high 

hiuflf or mountain of coal, which has beei 
for many years, affording always a light at night 

1 a strong thick smoke by day, by which vessels 
'. sometimes deceived, and left on the shoaly 
ist, which shoals are said to extend nearly c 

sight of land. From this burning coal there 
itted a gummy substance, the Spaniards call 

Chela, which is thrown on the shore by the surf, 
and collected by them in considerable quantities 
which they are fond of chewing; it has the ap 
earance and consistence of pitch, of a strong 
romatic, and not disagreeable smell. These li 
lans are irreconcilable enemies to the Spaniard 
Iways at war with them, and kill them whenev* 

they can. The Sjianiards call them cannibals, 
but the French give them a different charact 

ho have always been treated kindly by them 
rice Monsieur de Salle and his party were in thei 

neighborhood. They are said to IÄ&00 men strong 
but I have not been able to estfffiate their num 

from any veiy accurate, informat on; in t 
time, e*p-ct to b-i well informed. They

hey have a number of Spaniards among them, 
plexion, taken from the settlement of 

Santa Fe, when they were children, who live as 
they do, and have no knowledge of where they 

from. Their language diff-rs from lhat of 
ther nation, the Tawakenees excepted, 

heir present number of men is estimated at about 
400. A great number of them, four years ago, 

pt ufT by the small pox. 
HF.TANS, or COMANCHES, who are likewise called 

by both nam-«, have no fixed place of residence ; 
have neither towns nor villages —divided into so 
many different hordes or tribes, that they have 
carcely knowledge of one another. No estimate 
"their numbers can well be made; they never 

remain in the same place more than a few days, 
but follow the buffalo, the flesh of which is their 
principal food ; some of them occasionally pur­
chase of the Panis c orn, beans and pumpkins, but, 
they are so numerous, any quantity of these articles 
the Panis are able to supply them with must make 
but a small proportion of their food. They have 

f neatly dressed skins, fashioned in 
form of a cone, sufficiently roomy for a family of 

twelve persons ; those of the chiefs will 
ntain, occasionally, fifty or sixty persons. When 

p, their tents are pitched in very exact 
' as m,.form regular streets and squares. 

Inch, in a few minutes, has the appearance of a 
town, raised, as it were, by enchantment. And 

equally dexterous in striking their tents 
and preparing fur a march, when the signal is 
given ; to every tent two horses or mules are alot-

one to carry the tent, and the other, the poles 
sticks, which are neatly ma le of red cedar ; 

they all travel on horseback ; their horses they 
turn loose to graze, but alway* keep them 

vith a long cabra» or halter, and every two or 
«lays they are obliged to move, on account of 

II the grass near them being eaten up, they have 
uch numbers of horses. They are good horsemen, 

arid have goo 1 horses, most of which are bred by 
themselves, and being accustomed, when very 

ung, to be handled, they are remarkably docile 
d gentle. They sometimes catch wild horses, 

which are every where among thfm, in imrnen-e 
oves ; they hunt d'-wn the buffalo on horseback, 
id kill them, either with the bow or a sharp stick 
te a spear, which they carry in their hands, 
hey are generally at war with the Spaniards, 

after committing depredations upon the inhabitants 
of Santa Fe and St. Antoine, but have always 
been friendly and civil to any French or Americans 
w ho have been among them. They are strong and 
athletic, and the elderly men as fat as though they 
had lived upon Rngiish beef and porter. It is said, 
the man who kills a buffalo catches the blood 
drinks it, while warm ; they likewise » at the I 
raw, before it is cold, and use the gall by way of 

I'hey are, fur savages, uncommoi ly cleanly 
in their [er-soris; the dress of the w. men is a long 

ose robe, that reaches from th jir chin to the 
gr<>und, tied round with a fancy eash or girdle, all 
made of riea'ly dressed leather, on which they 

figures of d ff'-rent colors and significations, 
I'he dress of the mm is cluse leather pantah 

and hunting shirt or frock of the same. They 
remain long enough in the same place t 

p'ant any thing ; the small Cayenne pepper grow 
luntaneously in the country, with which, am 
me wild herbs and fruits, far iculady a bean 

that grows in gr^at plenty on a small tree r^sem 
ling a willow, called Musketo, the women cot 
heir buffalo beef, in a manner that would begrat' 

fill to an English squire. They altrrnately occu 
immense space of couritrv, fr m the Trinity 

ami Br.iees, crossii g the Red R ver, to the head; 
of Arkansas and Missouri, to R ver Grande, and 
beyond ii, about San«a Fe, and over the dividing 
ridge on the waters of the VVrst^m Ocean, wh-
they siy, they have seen large pirogue«, with m 

hem—in describing which, they inike a drt 
ol a ship, wi h all its sails and rigging; and 

they describe a place where tKey hav 
bridge 

I.ast Summer, an old Spaniard came to 
Labahie, a journey of about 500 miles, to ha 
barbed arrow taken out of his shoulder, that 
of these Indians had shot in it. I found It u 

shoulder blade, near nine inches, and had to 
cut a new place to get at the point of it, '  
to get out the contrary way frum that in which it 
had entered. It was made of a piece of iron hoop 
with wings like a fluke and inche. 

CES are a very numerous nation, con 
isting of a great many d fferent tribes, occupying 

different parts of the country, from the Bay of St 
ird, across the River Grande, towards Li 
Cruz. They are not friendly to the Span 

iards, and generally kill them, when they h 
opportunity. They are attached to the F 

g- oil hunters, principally u-ing the b-.w. They 
are very particular in their dress, which is made of 

atly dressed lea her; th^ women wear a I ng 
loose rcba, resembling that of a Franciscan friar 

ing but their heads ami feel are to be seen 
The dress of the men is straight lea-her leugim 

embling pan aloons, ar.d a leather hunting shii 
frock. No estimate can be made of their nun 
•. Tldrty or fo.ty years ago, the Spaniards used 
make slaves of them, when they could lake 
m ; a considerable number of the 

brought to Natchitoches, and sold among the 
ch inhabitants, at forty or fifty dollars a head 
i number of them are still living here, but are 
free. About twenty years ago, an order came 
the King of Spain tnat no more Indians should 
tade slaves, and tho-e that were enslaved 

should be emancipated ; af er which, some of the 
, who had been servants in good famil 

and »aught spinning, sewing, etc., as well as m 
aging household alfairs, married natives of the 

i ry, and became respectable, well-behaved 
l-ii ; and have now grown up decent famil 
hildren, have a language peculiar to them 
es, and are unders ood by signs by all 

They are in amity with ull other Indiaus, except 
the Hietans. 

KAWAYS, or TANKS,as the French call them 
have no land, nor claim the exclusive right to any 
lor have any particular place of abude, but 
lways moving, alternately occupying the country 
vat'-red by the Trinity, Braees and Colorado, 
owards Santa Fe. Resemble, in their dress, tl 
'ances and Hietans ; but all in one horde or trili 
Their number of men is about 200 ; are good hunt 

ers ; kill butf»lo and deer ui h the bow ; have the 
breed of horses; are alternately friendi 

enemies of the Spaniards. An old trader lately 
informed me that he had received 5000 deer-.skii 
from them in one year, exclusive of tallo< 
tongues. They plant nothing, but live upon wild 
fruits and flesh; are strong, ath.elic people, and 
excellent horsemen. 

TAWAKENOES, or THREE CANKS They are 
called by both names indifferently; live on the 
west side of the Braees, but are often, for mont 
at a time, lu wer down than their usual place 

ce, in the great plain on the Tortuga, 
Turtle, called so from its being a hill in theprair 
which, at a di-tance, appears in the form of 
turtle, upon which there are some remarkable 
springs ol water. Their unial residence is about 
200nnles to the westward of Nacogdoches, toward 
banta Fe. 'I'hey are estimated at 200 men . 
good hunters; have guns, hut hunt principally 
v\ith the bow; are supplied with goods fi 
Nacogdoches, and pay for them in rugs, tongt 
IHIIOW and skins They speak the language of 
Panis, or Towiaches, and pretend to have descend 
ed from the same am estors. 

PANIS, or TOWIACHES.—The French call them 
Panis, and the Spaniards, Towiaches ; the latte 
the profier lndim name. They live on the. s iuth 
bank of the Red River—by the course of the 
upwards of 800 nnles above Natchitoches, and by 
land, by the nearest pa h, is estimated at 340. 
They have two towns near together; the I 
town, where the chief lives, is called Witchet 
and the other is called Towaahack. They cali 
their present chief the Great Bear; they are. at w 
with the Spaniards, hut friendly to those French 
and American hunters who have lately been among 
them ; they are, likewise, ar war with the Osag 
are every other nation. For many hundreds 
mi.es around them, the country is a rich prairie 
covered with luxuriant grass, w hich is green, Sum 
nier and Winter, with skiris of wood on the rivei 
bank, by the springs and creeks. They have many 
horses and mules ; they raise more corn, pumpk>ns 
beans anil tobacco than they want for their oi 
consumption ; the surplusage they exchange w.». 
the Hietans, for buffdo rugs, horses and mules 
the pumpkins they cut round in their sheds, and' 
when it H in a stale of dryue-e, that it is so toi 
it will not break, but bend, they plat and worl 
into large mats, in which siate they sell it to 
Hietans, who, as they travel, cut otï and eat it 
they want it. Their tobacco they manufacture 
and cut as fine as tea, which is put into leatl 
bags of a certain size, and is, likewise, an articie 
of trade. They have but few guns, and very little 
ammunition ; what they have they keep for war, 
and hunt with the bow; their meat is principally 
buffalo; seldom kill a deer, though they are so 
plenty they come into their villages and about their 
homes, like a domestic animal. Elk, bear, wolves, 
autelopesand wild hogs are likewise plenty within

ly other nation, and none can either spéaW w 
iderstand it ; but they have a langu*ge by sig 
hieb all Indians understand, and by which they 
inverse niU' h among th©m-«!v«o.

are slaves, and whom they male prisoners 
î young. An elderly gentleman, n 

at Nat< hitnehes, who some years carried on a trade 
with the Hietans, a few days ago related to me the 

'lowing story : 
About twenty years ago, a party of these Indians 

passed over River Grande tu Chaw 
ilence of the Govern-r General of what is called 
the Five Internal Provinces lay in ambu-h for a 
opportunity, and ma le prisot er the Governor 
daughter, a v< ung lady, going in her coach to ma-i 

nd br «light her off". The Governor sent a mes>age 
» him (my inlormant), with a thousand dollars, f< 
he purpose of recovering bis daughter. He im 
lediately dispatched a confidential trader, then 
is employ, with the one thousand dollars in mer 
hand ise, who repaired to the nation, found her 

and purchased her ransom, but, to his great s 
ise, sh4 refused to return with him to her fatli 
d sent by him »he following message : That the 
dians had disfigured her lace, by tattooing i< 
cording to their fancy and ideas of beauty, at 
youns man of them had taken her for his wil 

by whom she believed herself pregnant; that s 
lind become, reconciled to their mode of life, ai 

II treated by lier husband ; and that s 
should he more unhappy by returning to her fat h 

ider these circumstances, than by remainii 
here she was ; which message was conveyed 
>r father, who rewarded the trader by a present 

of three hundred dollars more, for his trouble 
fidelity, and his daughter is now living with he 

baud in the nation, by whom she has 
three children. 

NATCHITOCHES, formerly lived where the tow 
of Natchitoches is now situated, which took i 
name f om them. An elderly French g->nt 
lately informed me, he remembered when they 
vere COO men strong. I believe it is now ninety 
ight year- since the French first established thei 
elves at Natchitoches; ever since, these India 
lave been their steady arid faithful.friends. Af 
lie massacre of the French inhabitants of Natchez 

by the Natchez Indians, in_1728, those Indiai 
from the Fr« nch, a'ter being reinforced, and came 
up Red River, and camped about six miles belu 
the town of Natchitoches, near the river, by the 
side of a small lake of clear water, and erected 
mound of conside'able size, w here it now remair 
Monsieur St. Dennie, a French Canadian, w 
then commandant at Natchitoches; the Indians 
called him the Biff foot ; were fond of him, for r 
was a brave man. St. Dennie, with a few Frenc 
soldiers and what milit a he could mu«ter, joine> 
by the Natchitoches Indians, attacked the Natchez 
in their camp, early in the morning ; they defends 
themselves desperately for six hours, but were 
length totally de'eated by St. Dennie, and what 
them were not killed in battle were driven intoi... 
lake, where the last of them perished, and tiie 
Natchez, as a nation, became extinct. The lake' 
is now called by no other name than the Natch 
Lake. There are now remaining of the Natch 
todies but twelve men and nineteen women, who 
live in a village about twenty-five miles, by land 
above the town which bears their name, n 
lake called by the French Luc de Muire. The . 
original language is the same as the Yattassee, but 
sp-nk Caddo, and most of them French. The 
French inhabitants have great respect fur this na 
lion, and a number of very decent fami'ies have 
mixture of their b ood in them. They claim hut, 
small tract of land, on which they live, and, I a 
informed, have the same rights to ii from Gover.. 
ment that other inhabitants in the neighborhood 
have. Thvy are gradually wasting away; the 
unall pox has been their great destroyer ; they still 
preserve their Indian dre^s and habits ; raise corn 
and i hose vegetables common in their neighborhood 

BOI.USCAS, are emigrants from near Pensacola 
they came to Red River about forty-two years ago, 
with some French families, who left lhat country 
about the tima Pensacola was taken posst 
by the English. They were then a considerably 
numerous tribe, and have generally embraced the 
Roman Catholic religion, and were very higlily 
esteemed by the French. They settled first a 
Avoyelles ; then moved higher up to Rapide Bayou, 
about forty miles from Natchitoches, where they 
now live, and are reduced to about thirty iu num 
her. Their native language is peculiar to the 
selves, but speak Mobilian, which is spoken by 
the Indians from the east side of the Mississippi. 
They are honest, harmless and friendly people 

APALACHIES, are likewise emigrants from \ 
Florida, from off the river whose naine they bear 
came over to Red River about the same tiiw 
the BoUiscas did, and have since lived on the 
river, above Bayou Rapide. No nation has been 
more highly esteemed by the French inhabitants 
no complaints against them are ever heard ; there 
are only fourteen men remaining ; have their ow 
language, but speak French and Mobilian. 

ALABAMAS, are likewise from West Florida, 
the Alabama River, and came lo Red River about 
the same time of the Boluscas and Apalachie: 
Part of them have lived on Red River, about six­
teen miles above the Bayou Rapide, till last year^ 
when most of this party, of about thirty meu, went 

ted River, and have nettled ihemselves-near 
Caddnquies, where, 1 am informai, they last 
• made a good crop of corn. The Caddoes are 

friendly to them, and have no objection to their 
settling there; they speak the Creek and Choctaw 
languages, and Mobilian ; most of them French, 
and some of them English. There is another 
party of them, w hose village is on asmall creek in 
OjteloMsas district, about thirty miles northwest 

the Church of Opelousas; they consist of 
about forty men ; they iiave lived at the same place 
ever since they came from Florida ; are said to lie 

•reasing a little in numbers for a few years past ; 
they raise corn, have horses, hogs and cattle, and 

harmless, quiet people. 
CONCH ATTAS, are almost the same people as the 

Alabamas, but came over only ten years ago ; first 
ed on Bayou Chico, in Opelousas district ; but, 

four years ago, moved to the river Sabine, settled 
themselves on the east hank, where they now live, 

nearly a south direction from Natchitoches, and 
distant about eighty miles. They call their num­
ber of men one hundred and sixty, but say, if they 

ere altogether, #ey would amount to two hun­
dred ; several families of them live in detached 
settlements ; they are good hunters, and game is 
plenty about where they are. 

A few years ago, a small party of them were 
here, consisting of fifteen persons, men, women, 

nd children, who Were on their return from a bear 
hunt up Sabine ; they told me they had killed one 
hundred and eighteen, but this year ari uncommon 
number of bears have come down ; one man alone, 

Sabine, during the summer and fall hunting, 
killed four hundred deer; sold his skins at forty 

liars a hundred. The bears, this year, are not 
fat aa common ; they usually yield from eight to 

twelve gallons of oil, which never sells fur less 
than a dollar a gallon, and the skin a dollar m-
no grea' quantity of the meat is saved ; what the 
hunters don't use when out, they generally give t' 
their dog«. The Conchattas are friendly with all 
other Indians, and speak well of their neighbt 
the Carankouas, who, they say, live about eighty 
miles south of them, on the bay, which, I believe, 

the nearest point to the sea from Natchitoches, 
few families of the GJioctaws have lately settled 

near them, from Bayou Bœuf. The Conchattas 
peak Creek, which is their native language, and 

Choctaw; and several of them, English, and one 
or two of them can read it a little. 

PACANAS, are a small tribe of about thirty men. 
ho live on Quelqueahoe river, which falls into 

the bay, between A'takapas and Sabine, which 
heads iri a prairie called Cuuko prairie, about forty 
mdes southwest of Natchitoches. The-e peop: 

likewi-e emigrants f om West F.orida, ah ut 
forty years ago; their • iII ige is about fifty miles 
fouiheast of ihe Couchaitas ; are said to be in 

reasing a lit'le in number ; quiet, peac eable and 
endly people ; their own language differs from

have, or are ab ut moving to Bayou Bœuf, about 
twen'y five miles south from where they lately 
lived ; all fpeak Freneh and Mobilian, and live 
much like their neighbors, the Pascasoulas. 

CHACTOOS.—Live on Ravou Bœuf, about ten 
iles to the southward of Bayou Rap de, cri Red 

River, towards Opelousas ; asmall, honest people; 
aborigines of the country where they live ; of 

men a'iout thirty, diminishing ; have their own 
peculiar tongue ; hpeak Mobilian. The lands they 
laim on B -y- u Bœuf are inferior to no part ol 

Louisiana, in depth and richness of soil, growth of 
timber, pleasantness of surface, and go dcess of 
wat^r. The Bay«)u Bœuf fal's into the Cl.atîèli, 
and discharges through Opelousas and Attakapas, 
into Vermilion Bay. 

RASI!AS.—When the French first came into ihe 
Mississippi, thh nation lived on an islai d to the 
souihwst of NewOrl-sns, called Bantaria, and 

ere the firu tribe of Indians they he«-am-* ac­
quainted with, and were always friends ; they 
afterwards lived on Bayou La Fourche ; and from 
being a conside'able nation, are now red<u ed to 
five persons only, two men and three women, who 

e scattered in French faind'es ; have been many 
:ars extinct as a nation, and their language lost. 
CUOCTAWS.—There are a considerab'e number 

of the nation on the west side of the Mis-iss pp>, 
vho have not been home for sever tl years ; about 
welve miles above the post on Ouachita, on lhat 
iver, there is a small village of them, of about 
liirty men, who have lived there for several years, 

and mad H corn ; and likewise on Bayou Chico, in 
ihe northern part of the district of Ope'ou as ; 
th^re is another vil'age of them, of ab ut lifiy men, 
who have been there for about nine years, and say 
they have the Governor of Louisiana's permission 
to settle there. Besides the-e, there are rambling 
hunting parties of them to be met with all «»ver 
lower Louisiana. They are at war with the Cad-
doquies, and liked by neither red nor white peop!e. 

ARKANSAS.—Live on the Arkansas river, south 
side, in three villages, about twelve miles above 
the p st or station. The name of the first villsge 
is Tttwanima, second Ousolu, and the third 
Ocapa; in all, it is helieved, ihe? do riot at present 
exceed one hundred men, and diminishing. I'hey 
are at war with the Osage-», but friends with all 
oilier people, white and re«l ; are the original pro­
prietors of the coun'ry on that river, to all which 
they claim, lor about three hundred nnles above 
them, lo the junct'on of the river Cadron with 
Arkansas ; above this fork ihe Osages claim ; their 
language is Osage. They generally raise c 
sell ; are called honest and friendly people. 

The foreinentioned are all the Indian tribes that 
I have any knowledge of, or can oh aiu an account 
of, in Louisiana, south of the river Arkansas, 
tween the Mississippi and ihe river Grand ; 
Avoyelles there did live a considerable tribe of 
that name—but, as far as I can learn, have been 
extinct for many years, two or three women ex­
cepted, who di«l lately live among the French in 
habitants at Ouachita. Tlir-re are a few of thf 
Humas slid living on the east side of the 3I ssi« 
sippi, in Insu sees parish, below Manchac, but 
scar« ely eX'St as a nation. 

Thar there are errors in these ek^t^hes, is not to 
be doubted ; but in all cases out of my own per­
sonal knowledge, I have endeavored to procure ihe 
best information, which I have faithfully related; 
and I am confident, any errors that «lo exi>t, are too 
unimportant to nfll-ct the object for which they are 
intended.
