Thsnidlaa Tribes ef Leilslans. 
When tliis country was discovered by the Euro* 

peans, it was occupied by a large Indian popula­
tion, divided into ««uperous tribes. The mildness 
of the climate, the fertility of the toil, and the 
abundance of game, were the chief inducements 
for settlement by the Aborigines. The mission­
aries whö descended the Mississippi ; the Span­
ish knights who, under De Soto, made so dis­
astrous a journey, and the French adventurers who, 
under La Salle, first penetrated the great valley 
from the mouth, all found it peopled by powerful 
tribes; but they toon diminished in strength. Con­
tact with the white race was fatal to the Indian. 
Civilisation and barbarism are antagonistic—they 
cannot exist together—one mutt give way. The 
power of the Indians was broken, and their sceptre 
had passed away before the transfer of Louisiana 
to the United States. Mr. Jefferson took measures 
to preserve memorials of a race, which his philoso­
phic mftid taught him were txnind now to dis­
appear. Under his instructions, reports were drawn 
up by competent persons of the actual condition of 
the Indians. Dr. John Sibley charged with 
the preparation of the report on the Indian tribes 
inhabiting what now constitutes Texas, Arkansas 
and Louisiana. This gentleman was the first In­
dian agent for the Territory of Orleans. He re­
sided at Natchitoches at that time, a flourishing 
and important point. He was a gentleman of 
liberal education and extensive attainments. At 
that time the office was one of great responsibility. 
He occupied it for many years. He died only a 
few years ago at Natchitoches, at an advanced 
age. With hinf perished much of the traditionary 
history of Louisiana. His report was submitted 
to Congress by Mr. Jefferson, and is incorporated 
in the State papers. We have published it to-day 
as an interesting historical record, rarely met with. 
Not a tribe now remains within the limits of Lou­
isiana. The Caddoes sold their lands in 1836. If 
we are not mistaken, they are the only tribe within 
Louisiana who ever ceded their possession to the 
United States. 

The French and Spaniards never recognized the 
Indian title, but the Governor secured to each vil­
lage a mile equatg. The rest of the lai. i was lia­
ble to be occupied by white settlers. In this man­
ner the hunting grounds were encroached upon, 
until the sites of the villages ceased to be valuable 
and were sold by the Indians. The earlier volume 
of the Reports of Louisiana contain many opinions 
in which the laws and policy of Spain are reviewed 
and commented upon with much partiality. The 
ia9t suit we have known which involved the 
Indian-title, was one brought in Avoyelles, a few 
years since, to eject the miserable remnant of the 
Tunicas from a scanty tract of the timber land 
which skirt that beautiful prairie. A compromise 
was effected, and they retain a few acres. The 
person who had purchased from the Government the 
land, waiting quietly for the death of the last 

A few Indians still remain in different sections 
of the State ; but no where is there the organiza­
tion of a tribe. They are mUerable degenerate 
creatures, who hunt enough to supply them 
ammunition and whisky. In the Fall they come 
in and pick cottcn, a work which requires only 
patience, without hard labor. Such has been the 
fate of a populous and powerful race.

The Flood in the West.—On the 23d, the water 
opposite St. Louis was at a s and, with a fair pros­
pect of its early recession. The water, then, was 
five feet two and a half inches below the highest 
mark of 1844, and five and a half inches below 
the highest point attained by the pre;-ent flood. 
Telegraphic dispatches had been received from St. 
Joseph and other points on the Missouri, represent­
ing that river as falling. From other upper rivers, 
the intelligence was equally favorable. Hopes of 
a general fall all the way down are now enter­
tained with some degree of confidence. The 
damage and disaster and ruin caused by this flood 
great as they are already known to have been, art 
not yet told. Some buildings in St. Liuis have 
begun to show already the effects of the flood 
while sickness is much to be dreaded with the 
falling of the wa'ers atid the hot suns of July. 

Indian Treaties in California.—On the 19th 
inst., the California Indian Commissioner reported 
to the Indian Bureau that they concluded with the 
Sujante, Coconoon, Potoyaute, Apangasse, Ap 
lache, and Analache tribes of California Indians oi 
the 19th March last. The Indians ceded all their 
lands and consented to be located on four town 
ships between Mercedo and Toinolimnee rivers. 
They bind themselves to refrain from acts of hos­
tility or aggression against our citizens, and to li 
in friendship with all. The Indian tribes removed 
to their new home next day, under the superintend 
ence of Commissioner McKee. 

Minnesota.—By a letter dated St. Paul, June 9, 
we learn that Gen. Ramsey had reached home 
Speaking of territory, he says, "The papulation 
of St. Paul is about 2500; that of St. Anthony 
about 1200; of the territory about about 10,000. 
Living, as in ail frontier places, is high, compared 
with the standard prevailing iu the older States of 
the West." 

Important to Planters.—A gentleman in Ala 
bama has inveated a machine, which he has had 
successful operation for two mouths, and which he 
alleges will plant and cultivate cotton with about 
one-fourth the usual labor to a man and horse, and 
which does the work much neater and better than 
the usual way. 

It lays off the rows, two at a time, the rfdg. 
being made in the usual way. The machine then 
opens the drill, drops the seed, and cover 
saine iu two drills at the same operation, doing the 
work of seven or eight hands and four horses. 
then harrows and scrapes both sides of two drills, 
and then chops out at the rate of two drills at 
time. It then bars the same, and cultivates, en­
tirely breaking and stirring the ground the width 
of two rows at a time, superseding nearly all the 
necessity of scraping and hoeing through the sea-
sou, etc. 

The machine is worked with one horse, and only 
one person is necessary to mauage it—and is very 
simple in its construction. 

Steamer Countess Sunk.—A fast, commodious, 
and fancy packet boat, the Countess, running be 
tween Memphis and points on the Arkansas and 
White rivers—a great favorite in that trade, is 
thus mourned by the Memphis Eagle: 

She left Memph's on Sunday, the 22d inst., and 
the next day, whi e p*ss'ng through the narrow 
chu e of Island 66, met the Magnolia com in 
under full headway. Turning asi !e to give 
to the Magnolia, she was thrown by the waves of 
that mammoth steamer upon some logs and drift 
wood, which caused her immed<aiely to sink, 
is supposed tliat her hull is broken, and that she 
will be a to'al loss.

From the West Indies.—We have files of 
Kingston (Jamaica) papers to the 13th inst. The 
Public Advertiser says that several persons have 
been attacked with cholera, in consequence of hav­
ing eaten land crabs. The County Union says the 
disease Was very bad at Maggotty Morgan Bridg 
and the neighborhood in Westmoreland—but 
short distance from Savannah-la-Mar. 

The Trelawny announces the continued preva­
lence of the disease in the Green Island district. 
It is also announced as raging most violently at 
Sandy Pay, Diss 's, Ginger Hill and Glasgow. 
The military at the Up-Park Camp in St. Andrews 
is also suffering severely. 

The ship Brandon arrived at Rto Bueno cn the 
8th of June, having on hoard two hundred and 
fifty-nine Africans. These were immediately 
landed, and selections were made by the attorneys 
and owners «f properties in the interior of the par­
ish. Numbers varying from fifteen to twenty-five 
were allotted to Stone Henge, Hyde, Freeman's 
Hall, Hyde Hall, Vale Royal, Colchis and Stettin 
estates ; and on the following day the remaining 
seventy-three were taken to Falmouth port, in the 
schooner Dove, and distributed between Hague, 
Dundee, Hampstead, Tilston and Golden Grove. 
" These Africans," the Post states, " are from 

the depot at Sierra Leone, and were captured from 
a French slaver. They are young and healthy, 
and will in a short time be, no doubt, of effective 
service to the agricultural interest, which suffered 
severely during the late epidemic." 

It must be understood that these negroes are not 
held as slaves, but are merely apprenticed for one 
year, after which they are at liberty to go where 
they please. Some of the Jamaica journals express 
a desire that the bondage of these unfortunate cap­
tives might he extended for a longer term, but we 
hope the British Government will see that good 
faith is kept with them, as well as with the Cool­
ies, whose return to their native country has not 
yet been effected. 

From Honduras.—From Captain Robinson, of 
schooner G. B. Matthews, we have the Belize 
Honduras Watchman of the 7th inst. There was 

0 news. The columns of the Watchman show 
commendable interest felt in internal improve­

ments, good roads, a good supply of wholesome 
water, and a pure stream of justice in the halls of 

and legislation. The last they seem deter 
mined to have. 

Strike for Higher Wages.—We learn from El 
Claniar Publico, that three thousand women in 
Madrid, who are engaged in the manufacture of 
segars, have struck for higher wages. They 
formed quite an army of insurgents, and threw up 
barricades to impede the municipal guard, who 
were sent to bring them to order. Finally they 
were compelled to return to their labor, not with­
out complaining bitterly, however, of the great re­
duction of wages. The most skillful used to re­
ceive eight reals per day, bul two and a half reals 

the utmost they can make under the new ar­
rangements. 

Mexican Boundary.—Letters have been received 
1 Washington from Paso del Norte, under date of 

the 14th April, stating that Lieut. A. W. Whipple, 
Acting Chief Astronomer of the American Com­
mission, has determined the initial point on the 
Rio Grande where the southern boundary of New 
Mexico strikes that river, in latitude 32 deg. 22 
mm. north, being the latitude agreed on by the 
joint commission. This parallel of latitude was 
deduced from four hundred and thirty-four astro­
nomical observations on eleven stars. On the 3d 

kieut. Whipple met M. Salazart, the 
LL , *ronorner the Mexican Commission, 

who had also determined the point. They then 
agreed to incorporate their observations, and, by 
giving equal weight to each, to recommend to the 
joint commission the result as the point to be 
adopted. The joint commission had agreed to 
meet at the initial point, as above determined, on 
the 21st April, to ratily the decision of the astrono-
m"s» and to lay the corner-stone of the monument 
which was to be placed thereon. 

I he Quartermaster, Commissary, and Medical 
Departments had moved to the " Copper Mines," 
accompanied by all persons connected with the 
commission not on duty near the Rio Grande.
