The prosecutor; Y. D. Allea, being aworn on the
witness stand, deposed that on the 6th of Junuary
last, he was coming from the Post.office, when he
met Captain Forno, John Higgins, and two of the
accused in passing Canal street. Captain Forno
informed him that he had s warmot from the
Governor of this State for his (witnesa's) arrest,
Witness told Captain Forno he weuld submit it to
any legal process, snd aaked the Captain if he
would permit him to go to Mr. Wolfe's office, in
order 1o seo hislamily—this was refased. Witness
then asked Captain Forno if he would take security
for Lis appesranee in Missinsippi, or any other
place. Captain Forno replied that he would not,
that General John L, Lewis, Sherifl of the Parish
of Otlenns, hiad empowered him to make the arrest.
Witness was then taken by Higgine to the watch-
house, and there confined until the next day. The
keeper of the prison came to witness while in
prison, and informed him that two officers wanted
him ; he was then takes charge of by Higgins and
Eloi, who stated (o him that they were going to
briog him to court to try & habeas corpus—there
was u buggy waiting outside, inte which he was
dewired to get. When they drove off, Higgine
asked bim if he knew what they meant ?—replied

\he did not, They told him they were going on
rl the steamer General Worth, to take him vp

thariver. Previeus to arriving at the steamer, Hig-
ginn drew u pistol, and told him * he need not try
W get away, and if be did, he would kill him."
Witness told hims * he would not.”” He was then
taken into one of the state-rooms of the General
Worth, and there forbidden to speak to any one.
Higgine then said he would go and get his clothes
ready, and left—witness being placed in the charge
of Eloi, who pat a puir of hand.cuffls on him.
Higgins retarned in a few minutes, and ordered
thens to be taken off. Higgine, at the time,
observed that “he had received his orders from
Genersl Lewis, but would not pot them in force,
slthough he had been ordered to iron him (wit-
ness) hand und foot;" he was then allowed to pasy
to the clerk’s room, and address a note to his
family. Mr. Patrick Coyle, of Lalsyette, came on
board the last, and witness asked him to take his
watch to his family. Eloi observed “ that he
rliould not give his watch to any one.” Witness
succeeded in getting them to send for his wife,
who was permitted to nccompany him to Missis-
sippl,  He was taken op board the General Worth
 Yazoo City, and there put in privon by Higgins,
who had the control of him all the time. His
acquaintsnces in Yazoo City visited him at night.
He wax taken in a private carriage by John Hig-
gins to Lexington, and delivered over to the
authorities there. He was imprisoned from Sator-
day night to Monday morning, gave bail, and left
in the Nashville stage for New Orleans,

Cross-examined by Col. Field, for the defence —
Witness did not at any time ask to be discharged,
but offered to give bail ; witness declined answer-
ing whether he apprehended thers war a requisi-
tion for him from the Governor of M wippl to
the Governor of the State of Losixiana for his per-
son ; officers did not lock up witness ; witness gave
bail for hin appearance to the court in the Stats of
Mississippi, but declined to answer for what
offence ; witneas was not put in irons or hand-oufly
by the officers in chirge of him; witness was pat
on board the steamer about 12 or 1 o'clock, snd
remained on board until about 6 o'clock ». .,
when the boat started ; witoess’ wife was sent for
to Lafayette ; went willingly to Missiasippi ; wit.
uess was not mistaken about Higgins drawing a
pistol on him.

The warrant of the Govemor of Louisiana, signed
Joseph Walker, seal of State nffixed, was handed
to the Recorder by Col. Field, who asked witness
“if ho over saw that psper before?" Witness
replied, * he could not say he did." Tn snswer to
counsel, said he had rexided in the State of Missis-
alppl for five years.

General John L. Lewis being sworn as to his
knowledge of the warrsnt produced in court, replied
he knew nothing at all about it.

The clerk of the steamer General Worth was
produced for the defence, and swore he saw no
hand-cuffs put on Mr, Allen; he maw no pistol
drawn ; saw Mr, Allen permitted to walk about the
vessel the same ca any one else.

M. M. Reynolds being sworn, testified to the fact
of his having seen the requisition from Gowvernor
Quitman, and his having advised how its request
should be carried out.

At this stage of the proceedings, Captain Forno
being called on the witness stand, made a volun.
tary statement, in which he declared he never told
Allen that the arrest was authorized by Sheriff
Lewis, or by the Sherill of the Parish of Jefferson.
In o conversation with Mr. Allen, that gentleman
asked him * if there was any thing in the wind
Minsinaippi? " He further said, ** he expected
a requisition from that quarter.' On arresting
Allen, be banded him aver to officer Higgins.
