The Hunt-ite Farcc—Act the Second.—Slowly 
dragging our reportorial existence along St. Charles 
street, last evening, we were unwittingly made 
part and parcel of a " tide which, taken at the 
flood " led on to the Apollo Coffee House, at the 
corner of Apollo street and Triton Walk. W e are 
not, generally speaking, ever, in an over great harry 
to reach any of the rooms in this eity wherein p ub-
lic politieal meetings are for the most part held • 
but then there are others who choose to adopt a 
different course. One of those was one of the 
Whig candidates for the Second Congressiona 
District.

Examination of the Slave Boy OranviUe, 
Charged with the Murder of a White Boy.—Hit 
examination of the .lave bojrGran»ille,belonging to 
Dr. Ea.tman, charged with killing a child 4 year, 
old, the son of Charle. Gibson, by running a dray 
and double team over him, on the 3d in.t., at the 
corner of Delord and Camp itreeta, wa. proceeded 
with yesterday before Recorder Caldwell. It would 
seem, from the testimony offered on the part of the 
prosecution, that the black boy turned the eorner 
with hi. team rather quiekly ; the leading mule 
fir.t struck the child and knocked him down. Al­
though halloed to, the slave never slackened his 
pace, and the consequence wa. that the .haft mule 
and dray pasted over young Oibaon's neck and 
breast obliquely, causing his almost immediate 
death. Even then, Granville, according to the 
testimony given, did not pull up, but continued his 
onward course at the same pace. He was fol­
lowed about a square by a man named Kerrigan, 
who caused his arrest. After a lengthened investi­
gation, the Redorder, at 3 o'clock, sent the case 
before the First District Court. 

A Runaway Horse.—A. horse at full speed, 
driven by two gentlemen in a buggy, passed down 
St. Charles street yesterday evening. When at 
Lafayette Square, the right fore wheel struckfthe 
curb stone, precipitating the gentleman sitting on 
that side with great force. Although the danger 
appeared imminent at the lime, he was not much 
hurt.

Whereas, There are sufficient proofs that this 
reading and commentary had no other intent than 
to inspire sentiment, and religious principles con­
trary to those of the Apo.tolical Roman Catholic 
faith ; 

Therefore, In consideration of the second article 
of the decree of the 25th April, 1851, the Council 
adjudges imprisonment for six months to the 
Count Guicciardini at Volterra, Csesar Magrini at 
Montieri, Angiolo Guarduccia at Guincarico, Fi­
dele Zetti at Orbitello, Charles Soulaini at Cini-
quiano, Sabatino Borsieri at Rocca Strada, and 
. oseph Guerra at Piombino.

Mrs. Swisshelm on Ccmventiojis,—The follow-

It we believed it right, and thought we had 
the capacity, we would soon command a vessel, 
and no doubt the world would awnowledge our 
right. It would have taken a deal of talk to con­
vince the world that Joan of AR} and Jageilo had 
a right to be soldier. ; but without any argufying 
on the subject, they proved tbeir title to a niehe in 
the warrior', temple of fame.

Riely haa stated that it was not his intention 
to have killed or injured her, nor would he have 
struck her had she not interfered. The guilty and 
unhappy wretch has been committed to Kings 
County Jail, hia language being, we underatand, 
that he cares not how soon they will put him out 
of the world too. He acknowledges having pre­
meditated the deed for two week., in consequence 
of the infidelity of his wife. * 

There is considerable excitement among the 
Irishmen in relation to the case of Stephen Walsh 
who is now imprisoned in this city, open s demand 
made by the British government for his surrender 
as a fugitive under the Ashburton treaty. He has 
escaped from British military despotism in New 
Brunswick, and though desertion is all his offence 
he is accused of robbing his corporal of a penknife 
and a bunch of keys to justify the demand. A 
meeting of his eountrymen is called for the purpose 
of raising money to pay counsel, in order that the 
right to carry him off may be fully tested. Walsh 
bad enliated in the United Statea army, so that the 
flag of our nation'should shield him from what is 
believed to be a gross fraud on the previsions of 
the treaty. The charge of felony has most proba­
bly been trumped up so as to get possession of the 
deserter and punish him severely, toaotasan ex­
ample and prevent the frequent desertions from 
the British army in the Colonies.

CHARLESTON, September 1. 1779.

A hurry of business 
prevented my acknowledging the receipt of it 
sooner. 

Our Assembly is now drawing near to the close 
of a long session. Little business is yet com­
pleted. A tax bill of twenty dollars a head has 
been read twice. A bill for tilling our regiments 
by giving a negro bounty to every volunteer 
recruit has also been read twice. This measure is 
now our ultima spes. Money will not procure 
soldiers ; the militia will not submit to a draught 
it has been once carried in the House to put wen. 
under continental articles, but the friends of this 
measure fear that it will be lost on the next read 
ing. The patriotism of many people is vox et prce 
terea nihil. Next Friday is set apart to choose a 
new delegate in the room of Mr. Lowndes, when 
ÜrW Pro\a.bIe that Mr- E- Rutledge will be chosen. 
Mr. A. Middleton will set out in a few weeks. 
Most people expect the enemy here in October or 
November, and yet we are half asleep. When 
the campaign closes to the northward, it will be 
easy for them to send a few thousands of a rein­
forcement to their troops in Savannah. Our back 
country is much disaffected, especially at the high 
price of salt, which is sixty dollars a bushel. We 
mean to solicit aid from the grand army. I wish 
you would send us two thousand continentals im­
mediately. You know the importance of Charles­
ton; it is the vinculum that binds three States to 
the authority of Congress. If the enemy possess 
themselves of this town, there will be no living for 
honest whigs to the southward of Santee ; at pres­
ent nothing is wanting to them in possession of it 
but vigor and activity on their parts. A spirit of 
money making has eat up our patriotism. Oar 
morals are more depreciated than our currency. It 
is with great pleasure I receive your letters, and I 
shall be always ready to acknowledge them
