A Frcnch Sorceress.—The way they are Hum 
bugged in Paris.—It ia not in the United States 
alone that the ignorant are swindled and hum­
bugged out of their money by "rappings," 
" knocking«," dealers in necromancy, fortune-tel­
lers, and what not. A few weeks since an old 
widow, named Gantier, who had in every respect 
the appearance of a sorcerer, was condemned to 
two years' imprisonment and fifty francs fine for 
fortune-telling. The following particulars will 
give the reader some idea of the way this old hag, 
and others of her class, go to work to dupe their 
victims : 

"A young girl had employed the widow Gantier 
to gMt her i\ hat ehe called " a success of the heart, 
meaning to cause a young ra*n to love her. The 
old hag began by solemnly placing a glaes of water 
with Iffi hand on the hearth, then she made sun­
dry calculations with cards; then she demanded a 
number ol apples, the best that could be found, free 
from sp-rk ; then she asked for BOME long Mark 
pin«, and alter some mumm» rv over them, made 
the girl pi re« the apples with them as a symbol, 
she said, ol piercing the heart of the young man ; 
then she called for a black pot, and for thirteen 
pie<e* of five francs, also a piece ofgold ; then she 
made the girl drop the pieces one by one into the 
pot with her leit hand ; then she played some more 
conjuring trickn; and then tied the pot into a piece 
of black cloih. 'Now,' th"! said, 'carry the pot 
with your left hand, and place it amongst your 
clothes in a drawer—leave it there untouched for 
eight days—in the mean time, I will have masses 
said, and you will find thai the young man will 
love you passii nately." All this the girl strictly 
did ; but, to her mortification, discovered that nei­
ther the five franc pieces nor the gold piece were 
in the pot. She accordingly, by the advice of her 
friend«, gave the sorceress into custody for theft. 
The case excited a certain degree of interest on 
account of the extraordinary credulity of the plain­
tiff She avowed that, notwithstanding what had 
occurred, her fail h in the power of the sorceress to 
give her a " great success of the heart," was still 
unbounded.

The " Dungeons " in South Salem —Doubtless 
many of our readers have often visited those sin­
gular hollows, or depressions in the soil, on the 

, Southern hank of the Forest river, between the 
r mills and Legg's Hill, and even extending around 

beyond the latter eminence They are known 
sometimes as "Indian bowls," from their howl-
shaped form, which would have favored the de­
signs of any titanic red men who desired to take 

' their " hasty soup " from such huge natural basins. 
They are more commonly known as the " Dun­
geons "—why, we know not, and cannot imagine, 
unless because they imprison some fcmall ponds of 
water. There are a doz-n or more of these large 
depressions on the bank of the river, varying in 
siz *. and similar in form. They are tunnel-shaped 
hollows, nearly circular, with steep grass grown 
sides, and the larger ones containing pools of 
water at the bottom, which have no outlets, and 
are supposed to be supplied by springs. The 
largest ef these hollows is, by measurement, about 
three hundred and twenty-five feet in diameter, 
and one hundred feet in depth. They are situated 
in a diluvial plain of sand and gravel, and seem 
almost a< if artificially scooped out. by a giant's 
hand. They are ail situated within a circumfer­
ence of an eighth of a mile, and resemble the pot­
holes found at the feet of falls, çr the depressions 
in the bed of rivers. We have heard them com­
pared to the eddy-formed holes made by water 
subsiding- through a bed of loose sand. 

As to the geological character of these hollows, 
we are not satisfactorily informed. From the situ­
ation of certain ridges of granite in the vicinity, 
some suppose that the simple action of water set 
back and eddying about at that point, in conjunc­
tion with natural springs, lias been the causa of 
their formation. 

They also answer to the description of the Dilu­
vial Depressions of Massachusetts, furnished in 
Hitchcock's Geology, arid concerning the origin of 
these phenomena, that author is inclined to favor 
the theory of their formation by the conjoint ac­
tion of=*iater and ice. He supposes that large 
blocks of ice were arrested by t-ome narrow gorge, 
and as the diluvial waters subsided, they settled 
down upon the diluvium that had accumulated. 
The currant would now be compelled to follow 
many a devious course among the irregular blocks. 
Its velocity, also, would in some cases be much in-
creased ; and a natural effect would be, that it 
wou d wear away the sand and gravel around 
some of the blocks of ice they would be gradually 
undermin d and settle down; and perhaps cavities 
as deep as these might be scooped out. In illustra* 
tion of this hypothesis, Prof. Hitchcock mentions 
that similar excavations have been made in the 
D.-erfield meadows by the water turning among 
blocks of ice, which in the Spring had been depos­
ited there by a flood. Some of these are four or 
five feet deep. [Salem (Mass.) Freeman. 

Bavarian Gluttony.—After the first Bavarian 
soldiers had entered Fulda, a private, late in the 
evening, presented himself before his captain with 
a very red face, and staring blood-shot eyes, and 
complained of having been poisoned by the land­
lady of the ina in which he was quartered.

same size, and had quarreled with her because he 
could not eat the fifteenth ! " 1 he accusation was 
ot course instantly dropped. Another soldier of

'^0 hanger, who, upon rising on the following room­
ys ing, missed a large pailful of paste, which he had 

intended to use in the course of the day. Inquir­
ing and scolding all over the house, the noise raised 
the Bavarian, who, upon being asked, "What 
the pail of soup on the hearth last night! oh, he 
had eaten that lor his supper Î " Such voracity is 

. incredible, but the story is true. [English paper. 

Tike Talcott Court Martial* 

The Contract.—The curious calculations which 
follow, appear in the Richmond (Va.) Dispatch, 
as a continuation of the history of the circumstances 
and charges on which General Talcott, chief of the 
ordnance bureau, has been arraigned before the 
Court Martial now sitting in Washington : 

A Big Contract.—The enormous quantity of 
projectiles, which by the Carraichaei contract, were 
to have been delivered at Old Point, has beea the 
subject of much speculation, and the question has 
been very generally asked, what upon earth was 
the occasion for making so many for one fortifica­
tion. We have been led into some speculations on 

#the subject, which we give for what they are worth. 
Dr. Carmichael engaged to deliver 500 tons of 

shot and shells, that is to say, 1,120,000 pounds of 
those projectiles. Now let us suppose all this iron 
made up into nine-pound shot, we should then have 
124,444 shot of that description. The French 
army that fought the great battle of Borodino, in 
advance of Moscow, in September, 1812, was, 
according to General Oourgand, 119,000 strong, 
and had 400 field pieces. According to Napoleon, 
it fired, on that day, 30,000 cannon shot, and 
allowing the Russians to have fired as many, we 
have 60,000 for the two. Allowing these field-
pieces to have been all nine-pounders, we find that 
the weight of shot fired that day was 540,000 
pounds, or 241 tons, that is to say, not quite half 
as much as this contract calls for! The metal, 
then, if made into nine-pound shot, was sufficient 
to have fought two such battles as that of Borodino, 
which Allison thinks, with the exception perhaps 
of Chalons, was the bloodiest ever fought in Eu­
rope ! Very nearly 100,000 men were put hors de 
combat. 

Again, we have seen it stated, that 40,000 can­
non shot were fired in the battle of Waterloo by 
both sides. This contract would have fought the 
battle of Waterloo three times over. 

At the battle of the Nile, Nelson's squadron 
numbered 13 ships of the line and a fifty gun ship. 
One of these struck on a shoal and did not get into 
action. The ships that fought were twelve line of 
battle ships, all 74's ; really carrying 74 guns, and 
not 90 or 100 as 74's of the present day do. These 
twelve 74's with the 50 gun ship carried 938 guns. 
The French had one ship of 120, one ot 80, 11 of 
74, and four frigates of 40, in all 1174 guns. The 
two fleets together, then carried 2112 guns. We 
will suppose one-half of these guns to have been 32 
pounders, and the other half 24, and that they fired 
the same number of shot. In order to have 
exhausted all the metal used up in this contract, 
they must have fired a fraction above forty thousand 
shot. In order to have gotten rid of forty thousand 
shot, they must have fired at least, on an average, 
forty broad sides a piece. As not more than half 
were engaged at a time, and as the main part of the 
fight was over in a very few hours, this can hardly 
be so. This contract then, would have fought the 
battle of the Nile at least once, probably more than 
once. 

Five hundred tons of 32 pound shot, make 35,000 
shot of that calibre. With that quantity of shot, 
Old Point and the Rip Raps could sink all the 
navy of England, and think little of the job. 

From the National Intelligenoer. 
Return of the President. 

The President of the United States returned to 
the seatiif government on Saturday night, between 
11 and 12 o'clock, accompanied by the several 
peisons, official and unofficial, who have attended 
him through his excursion to Virginia. We give 
below the leading particular* of his reception and 
movements at Richmond.' The President lefi that 
ancient, hospitable, and public-spirited metropolis 
on Saturday morning, in a special train, for Freder­
icksburg, accompanied by the Secretary of the In­
terior, the Postmaster General, and rheir respect­
ive ladies, and attended by a committee of mem-
b -rs of th- Virginia Convention, and a committee 
of the citizens of Fredericksburg. The party 
reached the la'ter town about noon, where they 
were formally received by the Mayor, and a depu­
tation of citizens; indeed, the greater part of the 
population were out in their best attire. 

Every thing bore the appearance of a gala day, 
and every body seemed anxious to pay their re­
spects to the Chief Magistrate of the Nation. The 
Mayor in his address eloquently alluded to >he band 
of illustrious patriots whose remains were reposing 
in the ancient State, and alio to the fact that within 
a short distance were deposited the ashes of the 
mother of Washington, and that their soil was the 
play-ground of Washington in his early years. The 
people of Virginia had beheld, with feelings of 
proud satisfaction, the firm and consistent course of 
the Administration in regard to the measures of 
compromise, and experienced the highes* con­
fidence that in such hands the Union would be 
preserved. To these sentiments the people re­
sponded in enthusiastic cheers. 

President Fillmore replied most happy and feel­
ingly. He expressed himself highly gratified at the 
opportunity of accepting the salutations of his fel­
low-citizens of Fredericksburg. He had heard 
much of Virginia hospitality, but during the so­
journ of a week in that State he found the half 
had not been told him." He liked the people, 
their great Commonwealth, and their steady at-
tachment to the Union. Here, at the play-ground 
of Washington ; here, where reposed the dust of 
the mother of Washington ; here, surrounded by so 
many hallowed assocations, it was impossible that 
the sentiment disunion could exist. He felt assured 
that the compromise measures would ever be sus­
tained by Virginia. On that subject the whole 
country was satisfied. 

A procession wa* then formed, with excellent 
music, and, escorted by the fine volunteer company 
of Fred rick;-burg Guards, Capt. Barton, proceeded 
to Bowen's Hotel. ^lere an hour was spent in ex-
changing salutations wi.h the good people of Fred­
ericksburg. After these ceremonies, the President 
and suite, with nearly two hundred gentlemen, sat 
down to a sumptuous dinner. Hon. Judge Barton 
presided, with the President on his right. Hand­
some addresses were delivered by Posimaster Gen­
eral Hall, Mr. Secretary Stuart, Mr. Prentice, Mr. 
Sargent, Mr. Stannard, of Richmond, and other 
gentlemen. The company remained at the discus­
sion of this splendid entertainment until six o'clock, 
when they were admonished, by the shrill whistle 
of the engine, that ihe time for a partial separation 
at least had arrived. 

President Fillmore, with his associates, and a 
large party of gentlemen from Fredericksburg, and 
under the cheerful and continued escort of the 
' Guards," entered the cars and were soon on their 
way to Aquia Creek. They reached that pointât 
naif-past eight o'clock, where they found in wait­
ing the steamer Mount Vernon, Capt. McCausland, 
from Washington. On board the Mount Vernon 
was the Mayor of Washington and a large party of 
citizens, who had gone down to welcome the Chief 
Magistrates and Heads of Departments back lo the 
National Metropolis. The disiioguishr-d pirty hav­
ing embarked, the steamer was quickly in motion • 
soon after the company sat down to a sumptuous 
and elegant supper, which did great credit to the 
taste and liberality of Capt. MeCausland. On 
passing Alexandria, near midnight, the party was 
unexpectedly greeted by a salute of cannon from 
that patriot city, and the air was rent with enthu­
siastic cheers by a multitude of people, who, late 
as was the hour, waited on the wharves to cheer 
the President.

Itema of Italian News. 
[Trun.lated from the Eco d'Italia.] 

While the rest of Europe marches eilher towards 
anarchy or the most odious absolutism, the King­
dom of Sardinia urçes on various healthy reforms. 
One of the new laws recently adopted hy the 
Chambers abolishes an ancient privilege of exemp­
tion from taxation which has been enjoyed for so 
many centuries by convents, monast».*rieu, and 
other religious bodies. 

In Lomb.irdy, tiie basiinadings for concealing 
arms,etc , still continue. 

Lately in Bologna, there were thirty-three con­
demnations for opposition to the public authority. 

In Sinigaglia, recently, six young men, convicted 
of having jtersuaded others not to smoke, received 
the bastinade (fifty strokes). Another person there 
died under the torture. 

How sad is now the condition of that beautiful 
Italy, which has been aptly termed 

" Un pezze del Cielo caduto in terra I " 
A piece of Heaven fallen upon the earth. If we 
look (passing from the miseries of Naples) towards 
Tuscany, the true Pantheon, where repose the 
ashes of ihe greatest Italians of the last centuries 
we find the Church of Santa Croce tinged with 
the blood of Florentius, which has been poured 
forth hy the executioners of the Grand Duke, and 
by the mercenaries of Austria. After having vio­
lated our women, sent our brothers to ihe galleys-
after having mnde us Italians drain the cop oft 

to the dregs—after having deprived 
every free institution, and condemned us to the 
most abhorred slavery, our enemies insult our 
dead. They forbid us to render an annual homage 
to their manes, because they fell upon the field 
fighting for Italian independence. In this (metro-
p ditan) church, where repose the remains of the 
greatest oracles of Italian science,the g^ns d'armes 
of the Grand Duke fired upon a peareiul multitude, 
and the tombs of Galileo, Machiavelli, Michael 
Angelo, Alfieri, and other eminent Italians, were 
witnesses of the sacrilegious assassination. 

In Pistoia the authorities (la Prefettura) refused 
permission to the citizens to honor, with religious 
rites, the memories of those who fall three years 
ago at the battles of Curtatone and Montanara. In 
spite of this prohibition, however, the population 
found means to express their patriotic emotions in 
a public and eolemnn demonstration. An immense 
crowd heard mass in the great Church of San 
Francesco. 

The sufferings of the liberals in the Neapolitan 
prisons are truly frightful. Many of these are 
young maidens, of both high and humble birth, 
who have in some instances been torn away from 
the arms of their parents, while in others they have 
been accompanied by them. 

On the 31st of March, fifty six State prisoners 
were marched through the principal sireets of Na­
ples, tied by ropes two and two. They were pass­
ing from one prison to those of Santa Maria Appa­
rente, on the heights above the city. All of these 
prisoners were of gentle birth, and among them 
were old men of teventy and eighty years of age, 
squalid, almost naked, weak and infirm, whose 
l^gs ct.uld hardly sustain 'heir weight. Then there 
were beardless youths—all condemned to the same 
infamous doom. 

Sentence of death was lately pronounced 
Naples aga>nst t te advocate, Antonio de Homenti. 

The official gazettes of Milan and of Venice 
continue to publish the sentences of courts martial. 
In Rovigo, thirty-tour men and women have been 
condemned to death for keeping arms in their 
houses. The sentences of twenty-five of these 
have been commuted, by Col. Hoyos, to imprison­
ment for twenty, eighteen and fifteen years, while 
those of the nine others have been confirmad. 

Arrests continue in Rome of those who affVct 
democrat costume. The domiciliary visits are kept 
up for the sake of discovering concealed arms, or 
writings dangerous to the public quiet.
