Tht Frmmdml«*t XtzfletB Claims. 
The trial of Gen. Talcott and the recent disclo­

sures of the tremendous frauds successfully prac­
ticed on the Commissioners for the adjustment of 

the Mexican tfVâma, exhibit a laxity of morals 
anoQg itoe who deal with the Government, an 
unJfcJlMMnees on the part of those entrusted with 
lié interest and fiscal operations of the United 
8tatesf which must arouse the attention of the 
country, and call for the most thorough and search­
ing investigation by Congress. One of the great 
evîh which the people must guard against, in the 
rapid growth and extension of the country arid 
the consequent increasing patronage and the dis­
pensation of its enormous revenues, is the demoral­
ising and corrupting influences of public office 
and public money. As the operations of the Gov­
ernment become more extended and more multi­
farious and offices more numerous, there is less 
Watchfulness over the doings of subordinates by 
the heads of each department Of tfte public ser­
vice. It is scarcely possible that the same strict 
accountability can be now enforced with each 
public servant that was exacted from every one in 
the days of the earlier Presidents, when the public 
revenues were comparatively email. For yesrs 
past the public has been made sensible that a 
system of corruption was steadily extending itself 
through all the minor fiscal agents of the Govern­
ment that was rapidly destroying public confidence 
in their integrity and impairing the tone of public 
morals. Every fair and honorable competitor for 
public contracts has found himself defeated by the 
collusion of some subordinate official with some 
personal/avorite, who, as circumstances too often 
indicated, paid a consideration for the official favor 
bestowed. The system extends itself from the 
most important appropriations of Congress to the 
smallest purchase in the Quarter-Master's Depart­
ment. The Florida and Mexican wars did much 
to introduce and extend this system of peculation. 
It has been seen and felt to a greater extent in 
this city, than, perhaps, in any part of the country. 
If the public do not keep a watchful eye on all 
these operations, and when well grounded suspi 
eion exists, demand an immediate and thorough 
investigation, official infidelity and venality will 
become as much of a by word among us as it is 
in Spain, Mexico, or the Brazils. Public opinion 
can do more to arrest the evil and punish the de­
linquent, than the most strenuous exertions of the 
powers of the Government. 

We know that in this city the most just and in­
disputable claims of several of our citisens have 
been rejected, while the enormous sura of a half a 
million has been awarded by this Mexican Com­
mission to a roan who is known never to have pos 
sussed, during his whole life, property to the amount 
of five hundred dollars. In one case, the claimants 
depanding so confidently on the equity of their 
claims, and the conclusive and indisputable evi 
dence by which they were supported, refused to 
allow more than five or ten per cent, to the agents 
at Washington for representing their interests. In 
the other cases, shares in the claims have been 
transferred to rich bankers and influential persons 
at Washington, or fees amounting to forty and 
fifty per cent, have been given to eminent counsel 
and influential politicians, to secure success in 
these operations on Uncle Sam's pocket. Con gress 
will demand to ba informed who shared in the 
Hargous claim, as well as those who pocketed the 
money allowed on Dr. Gardner's fictitious claim. 

If any evidence be wanted at Washington of the 
extent of this Dr. Gardner's losses in San Luis 
Potoai, or in Mexico, there are persons here who 
knew his daily employments in both places. He 
was an itinerant dentist and quack doctor, whosfe 
wits were hardly equal to the procurement of his 
daily bread. When his puree was low, and the 
practice of his profession unprofitable, he did not 
hesitate—it is said—to put on a buskin in a panto­
mime to gain half an ounce. If he ever possessed 

a silver mine, or an interest in one to the extent o£ 
a hundred dollars, it was never known to his inti­
mate acquaintances in Mexico. If he ever imagined 
himself the possessor of a silver mine, it was dis­
covered and worked in the Doctor's wildest raid-
night dream, and its revenues could never have 
been very substantial, for they never visibly ex­
tended his purse or increased his resources. 

• of Liquor in Mains.—There was great 
excitement at Portland, Me., recently, in conse­
quence of the seixure by the City Harahal of twenty 
caaka of liquor, valued at »1500, belonging to S. 
H. Lawyer. Lawyer resiated the officer, but 
finally the liquor was taken away. Thia is the 
first enforcement of the new liquor law. 

Leutgs, ths Artist.—Leutxc, the artist, who is 
now Düsseldorf, engaged io his great painting of 
Washington crossing the Delaware, was born in 
Germany, and was brought to the United ätates 
while yet a child. H. received a competent edu­
cation in Pennsylvania, ni went back to Germany 
an American oitiien, to cultivate a talent for paint­
ing. which had manifeated iu.ll i„ wry tar|y life. 
Among tbo varioua studies of hi. profession, hi. 
attention waa particularly directed to the historical 
events connected with the formation ol the Repub­
lic of Waabiagaton, and' he was naturally l«a to 
eelcet from them the subjects of many of his best 
pictures. The last is the painting on which be ia 
now engaged, which unfortunately was destroyed 
by fir* when nearly completed, aad the artist has 
beea compelled to reproduce it It has been pur­
chased far 30,000 francs, by a French dealer in 
wvduefaM. 

The Costume Befcrm.—The following appears 
in the Philadelphia Evening Bulletin, over the sig­
nature of " One who has tried it." It contains 
some new ideas, and its simple and unaffected styl« 
will commend it to our lady readers : 

" The great bug-bear in the way of adopting the 
short dress and pantalettes, in the minds of sober-
minded, modest women, is their dislike of noto­
riety. To be the subject of newspaper comment 
and street remark, as one must be who appears in 
public with a short dress on, in the present crisis, 
is sufficient to deter most women from the move­
ment. In this dilemma, what is best to do? To 
attempt to storm the fortress of public opinion is 
not womanly or becoming, and savors of fanaticism. 
On the other hand, to adhere to our cumbersome 
skirts, now that a better way is opening to us, for 
want of courage—waiting for one another is not 
wise. I think there is a middle path between 
these two extremes, which I can recommend to my 
sisters who are desirous of reform. 

"In the first place, I would recommend the 
making of a dress and pantalettes, just for the fancy 
of the thing, without promising to wear it at all. 
Take a dress that you have done wearing, and cut 
it off a little below the knee, taking the surplus for 
pantalettes. Make a j>air of drawers, rather full, 
reaching down to the ankle, perfectly tight, as they 
are made for little girls. Make the pantalettes 
plain, (not Turkish,) of moderate site, and button 
them on the drawers, some distance above the 
knee. It you make a yoke to your dress, and wear 
a belt of the same, it corresponds much better with 
the general contour of the thing, than a boddice 
waist. 

" Well, having made your dress, (slyly, 
course,) it is to be taken for granted that you will 
have a fancy for trying it on. Then, having care-
tully locked your door, you can present yourself 
before the glass, just by way of playing with the 
uew idea from time to time, and getting your own 
eyes accustomed to it before any one is the wiser. 
After a while, you will get courage enough to go 
down stairs, and appear to the family. There v " 
be a g.eat laugh to be sure, and some flutter 
both sides ; but one will toon get used to that ; and 
even if you get caught by a neighbor or two, it all 
passes off with a hearty laugh. I will venture to 
«ay, that when one gets to this stage of experience 
in the new costume, its superiority in lightness, 
neatness and convenience to the old, will be so 
sensibly felt, that what was adopted merely for 
amufiement, will ^oine to he worn from choice 
during the business hours of the day. 
" Tj1® innovation can proceed thus far quietly 

and silently, with no offensive, ostentatious braving 
of public opinion ; for we certainly have a right to 
wear in our bed-rooms, and in the privacy of the 
domestic circle, what we please, without inter­
ference from without. By thus gradually accus 
toming our own families and kindred to the inno-
va lion, the multitude of small insurrections will 
gradually swell into a general insurrection, and the 
whole reform will be brought about quietly and 
without tumult." 

Ths Cotton Crop.—The Edgefield (S. C.) Ad­
vertiser, of the 3d inst., says : In a notice of the 
crops last week, we observed that cotton was very 
promising. We have since learned enough to 
warrant us in raying that the appearances of a fine 
crop are really extraordinary. In this immediate 
neighborhood, Col. F. W. Pickens and Avory 
Bland, Esq., two of the largest planters in this 
section, have such crops as they never had before. 
The plant is at the same time large and well boiled. 
We hear similar accounts from all quarters. 

Rain / Rain /—Just when our farmers were 
about to give up to despair, we have been visited 
by two or three refreshing rains, which we trust 
have come in time to save the corn crop. From 
the apprehension, which had become general, that 
not more than half a crop would be made, as well 
as an absolute scarcity of the article, corn has ad­
vanced in this market to $1 10 per bushel ! In­
deed, every thing in the shape of produce has been 
exhorbit.intly and very oppressively high here for 
the last ten or twelve months. We hope that the 
late rains and the unusual yield of wheat this year 
may bring prices down somewhat. [Athens, Ga., 
Herald, 3d inst. 

The Crop».—The weather for the past week 
has been more favorable, and the crops are improv­
ing, Nevertheless the corn crop in the P/airie 
will be a short one, and cotton picking late in the 
season.

The fact is the Creeks can't 
be beat in the world in raising corn and upland 
rice." 

No Corn in Feliciana.—The Clinton (La.) Flori-
dian of the 5th Bays that the planters of ih'\t portion 
of our Sta e will have to raise cotton enough, this 
year, to bay their corn. Thus : 

"Our parish lias suffered most severely by ihe 
drought. Many planters having, we may say, 
nearly lost iheir entire crops.

A Safe that is Safe.—A London correspondent 
of the Boston Transcript says that a Mr. Herring, 
from New York, has a plain counting room safe in 
the Great Exhibition, over which is a sign thus : 

"This contains two hundred sovereigns; the 
key is at the office of the U. S. Commissioner, at 
the service of anyone, and the money shall be the 
reward of the person who opens it." 

Now these are queer doings; there the key 
hangs, and Mr. Herring has posted off to France, 
confident that his gold is in the only place where it 
will be perfectly secure. 

Gunny Bagging.—The British ship Grasmere, 
from Calcutta with a full cargo of gunny bagging, 
is expected to arrive at Charleston about the 1st of 
September. The Mercury says: "We under­
stand that arrangements have been made for the 
importation of this article direct from Calcutta on 
an extensive scale, and on terms so favorable, that 
we are likely in time to take this branch of com­
merce from Boston altogether." 

Flax Culture.—A committee of rlie Massachu­
setts Legislature, appointed to procure information 

oncoming the culture of flax, and the probability 
f ita substitution for cotton, in the manufacture of 

cheap fabrics, report that there is no doubt that 
the plant can be raided abundantly in every State 
in the Union, under proper tillage, without ex­
hausting the soil ; and that it is but reasonab'e 
to conclude, from recent developments, that flax 
may soon be adopted, to a considerable extent, as 
a substitute for cotton in the manufacture of the 
class of fabrics referred to. It is affirmed that not 
IHIBS than forty-six acres of land in the State of 
New York were sown with flax in 1849. 

Wholesale Poisoning. — Mrs. Clark has been 
arrested near Stilesville, Indiana, for poisoning 
Mr. Richard Treat and his six children, three of 
whom he had by Mrs. Clark's daughter, Mr. 
Treat's first wife, and three by his second wife. 
It was the second marriage that caused wicked old 

Clark to have arsenic put in the bread. 
Thirty persons partook of it, and some were not 
expected to recover. 

A fire occurred in Mr. Moorhead's manufactory 
of galvanic plates, 33 Broadway, NewYork, on the 
30th ult., which consumed the building. A girl 
twelve years of age was burned in the flames. 
Several other persons were seriously injured, and 
two dead bodies are said to have been found in the 
ruins. A number- of firemen were badly, if not 
fatally injured by the falling of a wall. The loss 
is estimated at $3000. 

Greeley in Paris.—The last letter of Horace 
Greeley is dated at Paris, in which city he arrived 
on the 8th inst. His first da in that famed city 
being Sunday, he repaired to the famous modern 
church of the Madeline, reputed one of the finest 
in Europe. It was the day of Pentecost, and fitly 
commemorated by the church. 

" I think, he writes, I was never in a place of 
worship so gorgeous as this. Over the main altar 
there is a magnificent picture, on the largest scale, 
purporting to represent the progress of Civilization 
from Christ's day to Bonaparte's, Napoleon being 
the central figure in the foreground, while the 
Saviour and the Virgin Mary occupy a similar po­
sition in the rear. In every part the church is very 
richly, and I presume, tastefully ornamented. 

" 1 did not comprehend the service, and cannot 
intelligibly describe it. The bowings and genu­
flexions, the swinging of censeis and ringing of 
bells, the frequent appearance and disappearance 
of a band of gorgeously dressed priests or assis­
tants bearing what looked like spears, were 'inex­
plicable dumb show' to me, and most of thein un­
like any thing 1 can remember to have seen in 
American Catholic Churches. The music was 
generally fine, especially that of a chorus of young 
boys, and the general bearing of the people in at­
tendance that of reverence and interest. 

• Peace be with all. whate'er their varyin* creeds. 
Wnh all who send up holy though'* on high.' 

" But 1 could not bring myself to like the con­
tinued circulation of several officials throughout 
almost the entire service, collecting rents for seats,

At Buffalo this 
seal-d package is ofened, and the victim learns 
that his lugfjage. is subjtct to heavy charges and 
retained for payment. 

So many comprint* of such shame'««* imposi 
Mona have been made that.ai last the City Coun­
cil of Buffalo has taken the matter in band, and a 
resolution was offered, authorizing the Mayor to 
visit Albany, or send an officer thither for the pur­
pose of breaking up the ne*t of rascals.

The London correspondent of the Boston Tran­
script writes thus: " No American can now get 
into Russia. The Russian Embassador refuses to 
sign the passports of American travellers." 

We learn from the Cherokee Advocate, that the 
Rev. Daniel S. Butrick died at Dwight Mission on 
the 8th of June. Mr. B. has been a missionary 
among the Cherokees for more than thirty years. 
He was sent out by the American Board. 

On the 4th, three young misses between the 
ages of eight and twelve, made their appearance 
on Broad street, Augusta, Ga., in ihe Bloomer cos-
tume. The Constitutionalist says that the dress 
became them, and attracted much attention. 

The boot and shoe trade during the month of 
June in New York, is represented as quite flat. In 
Massachusetts, at the laät dates, there was quite an 
active demand for the home trade, and for Cali­
fornia. 

The St. Louis Annual Conference of the Metho­
dist Episcopal Church South, is now in session at 
Boonville. Bishop Soule is presiding. The appeal 
case of N. Childs, Jr., was engaging the attention 
of the conference on the 30fh ult. 

Reversal, of a Long Sentence.—John Perry has 
been pardoned out of the Massachusets State pri­
son, where he had been four years, I aving been 
sentenced for lile on a conviction of breaking into 
the house of a farmer in Dartmouth, being armed 
with a bludgeon, and committing a robbery to the 
amount of fifty dollars or more. Some time since 
a convict at the prison informed the Warden and 
Chaplain that Perry was innocent of the charge 
for which he was suffering, the deed having been 
committed by himself and another party. This 
communication, coming as it did from a convict-d 
party, was not deemed sufficient to disturb the ver­
dict of a jury. It was not long, however, before 
another party concerned in the robbery was brought 
into the prison. He, also, voluntari y stated that 
Perry was innocent, and confirmed the first state­
ment in every particular. The Governor and Coun­
cil instituted an investigation, which resulted in a 
pardon. 

Jenny Lind has presented Benedict's $1000grand 
piano, from Evard's, to Mr. Otto Goldschmidt, 
who, aa usual, plays at every one of her concerts. 

The Perpetual Insurance Company of St. Louis 
has declared a dividend out of the profits of the past 
six months, of 5 per cent. Three years ago the 
estimated value of the stock of this company was 
$65 for $100 paid. It may now be fairly classed 
as par. 

A Free Soil Convention met in Ravenna, Ohio, 
recently. A telegraphic dispatch from that place 
says : " The Free Soile s are just moving: off in 
procession, for the speaking ground. They number 
less than 100, headed by the Hutchinsons. Plenty 
of captains, but few recruits. 

The Legislature of New York, by a committee 
of sixteen appointed for the purpose, are readjust­
ing the Congressional districts under the census of 
1850. New York is now, by the last decennial 
enumeration of her inhabitants, entitled to thirty-
three representatives in Congress.

Ricord, an American (from Massachusetts) by 
birth, but for very many years resident in Paris, 
where, as a savant and medical man at the head 
of one of the hospitals of the capital, he has 
acquired one of the first reputations in Europe, 
has just received from the Sultan the insignia of 
the order of Nichan-Yftihar, in token of his high 
appreciation of Ricord's merit. 

The Grand Lodge of Masons of the District of 
Columbia have accepted the invitation of the Pre­
sident to perform the appropriate ceremonies at the 
laying of the corner stone for the extension of the 
Capitol, and the Masonic fraternity of the neigh­
boring States are requested to unite with them. 
Grand Master French will wear the same regalia, 
and use the same gavel which Washington in 1793 
in the capacity of Grand Master, used in laying* 
the corner stone of the Capitol.

Persécutions in M,uiagasrur. — We deeply 
lament to stute (says the British Banner) that the 
communications which had been previously received 
by the London Missionary Society, have received 
additional confirmation in a letter addressed to Dr. 
Steine, from one of the Malagasy refugee* now 
residing at Mahil a, one of the Islands of Johanna, 
which not only confirms what has gone before but 
even presents additional facts of the most awful 
character. Four of the nobles, who were Chris-
tians, have-been burned to death, and fourteen killed 
by being thrown down a fearful precipice ! Some 
in the army have been degraded; others have been 
imprisoned tor lite ; others have been fined sums of 
money, h would appear that the numbers increase 
ai the persecution waxes more furious. ln a sin­
gle locality, an assemblage of ÜOUO Christians was 
discovered by a chiel constable, who with his 
attendants, seemed filled with amazement at the 
spectacle ol such numbers. They were assembled 
in a remote place, where they had erected a house 
ol prayer. I hus it seems certain that, as usual, 
the more they are persecuted the more they grow, 
and that ultimately all this oppression, cruelty, and 
bloodshed will only redound to the furtherance of 
the Irospel. 

Excommunicated—St. Louie Church.—We un­
derstand that Bishop Tirnon, last Sabbath, caused 
a pastoral letter to be read in all the churches of his 
diocese, formally excommunicating St. LouisChurch 
and congregation. The church ha. been deprived

couple, accompanied by one of Williams's 
brothers, and a Mr. Edmund Hill, to.ik the Char­
lottesville route for Wat-hingion city. The fiimily 
of the y „ing lady getting wind of the elopement 
ac' iden ally, in a chort time after it occurred, Capt. 
Morris and his son Kir-hard G., prepared imme­
diately for a pursuit. They overhauled the run­
aways in Charlottesville, ihey having been disap­
pointed in meeting a ready conveyance from that 
place ; the daughr-r was concealed in the hotel, 
hut the father and brother got p'^sfs^ion of her', and 
then had Williams and his party bound over in the 
sum of one thousand dollars each. Both parties 
left for home, and on Tuesday evening they put up 
accidentally at the same hotel in Lovingston, Nel­
son county. When Williams' party and young 
Kichard Morris, were seated at the supper table, 
opposite each other, some indignity was offered 
young Morris by the other party, when he threw 
his plate into the face of Williams. Morris, Wil­
liams and Hill then commenced a general shoot-
,nfc» which resulted, after some eight orten rounds, 

the immediate deaih of young Morris, and the 
mortally wounding of Hill, and it is said of Wil­
liams, also. Young M. was shot in the head, and 
in a vital part of the body, by Williams, it is sup­
posed. Hill wan shot by Morris in the centre of 
the breast, and Williams was shot by him in the 
•Jde or back. When this occurrence took place, 
the father and daughter were in their room, up 
stairs. A message was forthwith dispatched to the 
families of the parties, who arrived here at an early 
hour on yesterday morning. The news of so dread-

a tragedy of course created the greatest ex­
citement and regret in this community. As to the 
feelings of the unhappy f^nilies involved, whose 
cup of grief has been, perhaps, for ever embittered, 
we shall rot attempt a description. Language 
would be inadequate to the task. 

As we have gathered these facts altogether from 
rumor, there may be, and doubtless are, many in­
accuracies in them. But th^re is no doubt about 
»he tad termination of the affair. When we receive 
the authentic and detailed particulars we shall give 
them. 

P.S. The report has reached here that Hill has 
died of his wound. 

More Authentic.—Mr. Morris was shot but once, 
and that through the body. He was not killed in 
thegeneial melee, but was shot by Williams' bro-
iher Robert, after he (Morris) had shot down both 
of his antagonists, (Hill and Dr. W ) and was re-
Urtng from the dining room. Dr. \V7s first cap 
exploded, when he was shot by M. Hill and W. 
both shot after they were wounded, but without 
effect. Morris lived but five minutes, dying in his 
lather's arms, who met him at »he head of the 
steps.

Upon coming in again he observed the 
turpentine smoking, and attempted to take it from 
the stove, but the heat was so intense that he was 
obliged to let it drop, when it took fire and flashed 
all about the room, and, as is also stated, into the 
adjoining room. In this room was his wife, who 
had just risen, and two children, in their night 
clothes. They immediately rushed out to learn 
what was the matter, and all three were so severely 
burnt that they died in a short time. The mother 
threw one of the burning children out of the win­
dow; the other one crept under the bed, but the 
bed clothes took fire, and the bed itself was con­
sumed. They were so much burned that their 
finger-nails droppéd off. The man, being dressed 
in woolen clothes, was not much injured. [Lowell 
Courier.
