sand. The number of pre paid letters was about 

one-tbird the amount received, which was but lit­

The Red Rive* Railroad. 

The Picayune, a few days since, contained an 
excellent article on the subject of a railway from 

Shreveport to New Orleans, from the pen of Mr. 
DeBow. The rich regions along the Red River 
and about the head waters of the Sabine, Trinity, 

and Brazos rivers is a section of country to^which 

New Orleans must in future IOOK as one of the 
rith JÄ«. at*Geod^(ve Chapel. Al- principal sources of her trade. The rapidity 

which it is now being settled makes it important 

to us to be in haste to open the means of sure and 
constant communication with it, at all seasons, be­
töre its trade finds its way by its rivers to the gulf 
coast, and thence, like the commerce of all south­

western Texas, form its alliances and connections 
with New York. Time in the accomplishment of 

this project is a matter of vast moment. The im 

provement of the rivers, or the construction of one 

railway from any portion of this region to the coast, 
would divert a large portion of its trade from 

It will not do to wait until the Opelousas railway 
shall extend itself west into this region. The peo­

ple of that country will not wait its tardy progress, 

but will seek other channels to a market. The 

Professor says for obvious reasons, it should " be 
kept as a distinct and independent proposition from 

that of the Opelouses railroad, though both may 

the event be connected." His idea appears to be, 
to have two parallel lines the whole distance from 

here to some point on the Red river. The time 
and cost necessary to complete these enterprises 

an insurmountable objection to them, when there 

are shorter and cheaper means of accomplishing 

the same object. The Professor is in error in say­

ing that " the first suggestion of such a road, 

independent proposition, emanated from a meeting 

of the citizens of Shreveport a tew days ago." As 

long ago as 1846 and '47 Robert Patterson, editor 

of the Corcordia Intelligencer, Professor Forshey, 
and the writer, prepared a series of papers which 

were published in the Intelligencer, showing the 
importance to New Orleans and the upper regions 

of Texas of opening a railway communication from 

Shreveport to some point on the Mississippi river. 

Mr. Etarshey made some general reconnoissance of 

the country, and estimated the cost of the road, 
then, at less than ten thousand dollars per mile. 
Again in 1849, in a series of articles in the name 
paper, the subject was revived, and the feasibility 

and cost of extending the road to Rio Grande and 

ultimately to San Diego was considered, and the 

project was urged upon the citizens of New Orleans 

as the initial step to secure the terminus of the 
great Pacific highway at our doors. Tne route 

subsequently marked by Gen. Worth as the route 

for the Pacific railway, was the same as indicated 
by the writer of those papers. The cost of the 

road as estimated by Gen. Worth, and as stated it 

those papers was the same. The eloquent vision 

of Gov. Chambers, of the benefits and blessings of 

such a road to Texas and Louisiana were foreshad­

owed four years ago in the columns of the Concordia 

Intelligencer. That paper foretold at that time the 

effects upon the trade of New Orleans of the Inter­
nal Improvements of the northwest, and an article 

written in 1848, predicting events, was published 

in 1851 in DeBow's Review as the actual condition 

of our trade at present. What was unheeded 
prophecy in 1848, was history in 1851. How dif-

ticult it is to arouse public attention to coming inev­
itable events ! The present absorbs all our in­

terest. 
From lake Providence to Shreveport is but sev­

enty-five miles. From Vidalia to the same point 

on Red river, the distance is about one hundred 

miles. From either^f these points, the country 
extremely favorable for the construction of a rail­
road. The cost would not exceed $750,000 

$1,000,000, and it would pass through a body of rich 

public lands, from which a donation could be ob­

tained from Congress, that would pay for the 

struction of the road. If prosecuted with energy 

the road could be built in a year. It would termi­

nate on the river so near New Orleans, that there 

would be no danger of the trade being diverted from 

to Charleston or other Atlantic ports, for it would 

cost no more to bring the cotton from it to our city, 

than to ferry the bales across the Mississippi and 

place them on a railway car on the opposite bank. 

This road would therefore secure all the benefits to 

this city that a railway hence direct to Shreveport 

would give us. It would not be a rival to any other 

nterprise, and thereby avoid all clashings of inter­

ests. It would open a permanent communication 
with the fertile regions of Bayou Mason, the Tensas, 

Black and Washita rivers, now closed to us by low 

water six or eight months in the year ; and should 

the Opelouses road be extended to Shreveport 

and take the trade beyond that point directly to the 
city, this road through the upper parishes of the 

State, from the Red river to the Mississippi, would 

find ample support in the trade along its line, ^nd 

would add each year benefits to the country through 

which it passed, greater in value to the whole cost 

of the road. We hope the citizens of the northern 

portion of our State will not allow this project to 

remain long a mere design on paper. The differ­

ence in the cost of their groceries, bagging, and 

the freight of their cotton in one year would pay 
for the road.

REPOR TED F RA UP OJV O O VERJTMRXT. 

The following is the opinion of the Board on 

Claims against Mexico, in the case of Dr. George 

A. Gardiner:

As there has been a good deal of talk about this 

claim, the*opinion of the Board will possess some 

interest: 
BOARD or COMMISSIOMX*» ON CLAIMS AOAINST MXXICO, 

March 12, I860. 
The claim of George A. Gardiner, for loss of 

property consequent on his expulsion from the 
State of San Luis Potosi, in Mexico, in October, 
1846. 

It appears from the ev denre in this case, that 
the claimant was sole proprietor of certain silver 
mines in the State of San Luis, in Mexico, and 
from the year 1844 up to the period of his expul­
sion, on the 24ih day of October, 1846, he had, at a 
great outlay of opital, brought Ins operations in 
mining to a state of prosperity which bade fair to 
yield htm a handsome profit upon the capital in­
vested by him in fftid mines. While thus engaged 
in the prosecution of his lawful business, in which 
he had worked unmoles ed from '.he early part of 
the year 1844, the Executive of the State of San 
Luis published a decree on the 21st of October, 
1846, that all American citizens then in the State 
should leave the sam\? within the peri xl of three 
days, or else be subject to arre.-t and carried be­
yond the limits of the Sta e. T e cause alleged 
for such order of expulsion, was t'.e near approach 
to the State, of San Luis of the invading army of 
the Unued Stntes, and the appn li-rnion that citi­
zens of the United States, stiff' red to remain in 
the Stale, would give intelligence to the army of 
their country. In pursuance of this order of ex­
pulsion, the present claimant was driven out of 
said State, and forced to depart, by a body of Mex­
ican troops, who, after expelling the claimant and 
pillaging his property, set fire to and destroyed his 
buildings, thus stripping him of all his property. 
By the trta'V of 1831, anicle26, between the Uni­
ted State« an ! Mexico, it is expressly stipulated 
that, in the event of a war between the contend­
ing parties, the citizens of either nation residing 
in the, territories of the other, and engaged in any 
other trade or profession than that of a merchant, 
41 shall be permitted to remain in the uninterrupted 
enjoyment of their liberty an-l property as long as 
ihey conduct themselves peaceably, and do not 
commit any offence against the laws." 

The claimant was, therefore, residing in Mexice 
under the guarantee of protection, as set forth in 
the treaty of 1831, and entitled, as a citizen of the 
United States, to the full benefit of the provision of 
that part of the treaty above set forth. It is to be 
observed, however, that in estimating the damages 
which a citizen of the United States should receive 
for a violation of his rights of residence in Mexico, 
a due regard must be had to the motives which 
appear to have influenced the public authorities of 
Mexico to put an end to such right. It is not to be 
presumed that either nation, by any article of stip­
ulation of the treaty of 1831, intended to deprive 
itself of taking a reasonable measure of precaution 
against an injury likely to result immediately from 
the residence of the citizens of the one nation in the 
territories of the other. To suppose the contrary 
would be to acknowledge that, by the said treaty, 
each nation had stipulated against the right to itselt 
of self-protection. A reasonable cause of appre­
hension that an injury to its own secuirty and pro­
tection was likely to arise from the residence of the 
citizens oT the one nation in any particular part of 
the territories of the other, in a state of war between 
the two nations, would justify a proper precaution 
or prevention against the possibility of such an in­
jury. The right of a citizen, therefore, violated 
under such circumstances, could not be considered 
as wantonly or vindictively done; and, under the 
treaty of 1831, he would be entitled not to vindic­
tive damages, but to such only as resulted immedi­
ately from the interruption of such rights and the 
acts of the agents of the government carrying out 
its orders, it appears from the evidence in this 
case, that t^e expulsion of the present claimant was 
not vindictive or insulting, but that he and all 
other citizens of the United States, resident in the 
State of San Luis, were ordered to leave because 
the armies of their country were march'ng towards 
that State, and were then in the possession of the 
neighboring State of New Leon. If a reasonable 
time had been allowed the claimant to make neces­
sary arrangements for the security of his property 
preparatory to his leaving the State, he might have 
ha I little cause to complain ; but no such time 
being allowed him, but, on the contrary, being 
compelled to abandon his property to pillage and 
destruction, he is entitled to indemnification for the 
losses he sustained by such immediate expulsion. 
The Board is, therefore, of th«s opinion, and does 
decide, that the claim of George A. Gardiner is a 
valid claim against Mexico, and the same is accord­
ingly allowed ; the amount to be awarded subject 
to the further action of the Board.

Pyramids in England—Singular Scheme —The 
Builder notices, among the curiosities of the Indus­

trial Exhibition, " a model of the Great Victoria 

Pyramid," connected with a projected national 
cemetery on Working Common, and designed to 
coutaiu 5,000,000 coffins, and, when completed, to 
be 100 feet higher than the great pyramid of Egypt. 
A section exhibits 94 stages of catacombs on the 

base of 18 acres, which, multiplied by the several 
stages, will realize nearly 1000 acres, to be redeemed 
from the cloud-land over head. 

The Erie Canal Enlargement Bill has at length 
been ordered to a third reading in the General As­
sembly of NewYork. The excitement in relation 

to this measure seems to gain strength. It was 
publicly reported ij^ the NewYork Capitol, on the 

day of the above action being taken by the Assem­

bly, that a large contractor had offered Mr. Chat-

field, Attorney General, ten thousand dollars if he 

would not institute any proceedings testing the 
constitutionality of the Canal Bill. The report 

was alluded to by a member in the debate. The 

Attorney General, it is said, avows that the offer 

has been made, but declines, at present, to expose 
the name of the person who made it. 

Flax ( otlon.—'l'he British and Northern papers 
are exulting in the hope of making flax cotton a 
substitute tor the great staple of ihe South. The 
project is about as feasible as that of beet-root or 
corn-stalk *ugar. Flax cotton must undergo the 
process, after the flax is grown and cut, of rotting 
swing! ng, hackling, and boiling, or washing, first 
with »oda, and then with sulphuric acid—where** 
cotton requires only ginning after it is grown and 
picked. 

To make flax cotton requires, we should judge, 
about three times the labor as to produce Southern 
cotton. And labor in the South is cheaper than in 
Europe or the North. And «hen an acre will pro­
bably produce more cotton in the South than three 
acres will produce of flax cotton in the North. Be­
sides, if flax cotton could be prepared as cheap, or 
cheaper than the present article, the South can pro­
duce flax cotton cheaper than any other couutry.

Remarks by the Editors.—The implied "cen­
sure " of the late Board of Commissioners did not, 
as Mr. Davis seems to suppose, originate with us. 
We should be among the last persons in the world 
to believe that they deserve it. The censure was 
by the other NewYork paper, from which we cop­
ied the Tribune's article.

WAIHUOTOR , July 3. 

The inquiry into the alleged fraud practiced by 
Dr. Gardiner upon the Mexican Commission, has 
been turned over to Mr. Fendall, District Attorney 
tor this District. Dr. Charles W. Davis, Secretary 
of the late Board, Benjamin E. Green, Isa-*c D 
Marks, A. S. Parrott, Mr. Porte and Senor Cuesta, 
of the Mexican legation, have been summoned by 
the grand jury now sitting, and the three first 
named gentlemen were examined to-day. Mr. Par­
rott it« now at Saratoga, but l as been written for. 
He was formerly consul at Mazatlan. The fads 
developed to-day are, that Mr. Porte, who is now 
in New York, but was formerly a merchant at 
Puebla, Mexico, (ti e name gentleman who hat! ihr* 
tobacco dispute with ex-secretary Clayton,) sttted 
t«i Parrott that Gardiner hail told him, just pre­
vious to his hailing, that his claim wan a fraudulent 
one, and had b-en sustained by forced papers got 
up in Mexico,and that, ae parlies in Washington 
had got the lion's share out of it, he was deter­
mined they should share the blame also. A> soon 
as Porte told this. Mr. Curtis wrote to the President 
informing bun of it and demanded an investiga­
tion. The government, at* yet, possccses no evi­
dence beyond the alleged abortion of Gardiner 
that a fraud ha« been committed. It appear* that 
Senor Cues ta, interpreter to the Mexican officer 
who certified to the genuinenefeS of the signatures 
of Gardiner's witnesses, and who consequently 
acted an important part in getting the testimony, 
made a draft on Gardiner for twenty-eight thousand 
dollars, to be presented in case the claim were al 
lowed. It was accordingly presented, and Gardi­
ner at once i>a d it by a draft pun-based from 
Messrs. Chubb <fc Schenck. It appears that Gardi­
ner has left nearly all his money here, in bank, 
taking with him but ten thousand dollars. This 
circumstance, and the improbabili.y of his having 
made such a disclosure as Porie alleges, throws 
more than a doubt upon the whole story. As yet 
the whole charge stands upon the veracity of Mr. 
Porte. 

Tlx« Bocarme Tragedy and Trial* 

The Count and Countess of Bocartr.e have 
cently been tried at Moris, Belgium, on a charge of 
poisoning a brother of the Countess, Gustav 

Fonguies, who was a cripple, for the purpose of 

obtaining possession of his property. The Count 

seized the victim, and poured nicotine down his 
throat, which produced almost instant death. The 

trial resulted in the conviction of the Count, who 

was ordered to !>e executed, but the Countess was 
arquitted—she had been a passive and unwilling 

tool in the hands of her husband. The trial h 
caused as much sensation in Belgium, France and 

England, as the Webster trial did in the United 
States. 

The jury were absent an hour and a ha'f de 
liberating. When the verdict was delivered a 
slight momentary flush passed over the Count 
farte, but he evinced no other sign of emotion. On 
hearing not guilty on his wife, an expression of in 
ternal satistaction animated hii features. H 
looked affectionately towards h s wife, who gav 

isible signs ol emotion. She left the dock 
a firm step, without speaking to her husband 

The Procureur du Roi having asked the prisoner if 
he had any thing to fay, he replied, " No, except 
that I am perfectly innocent." He then entered 
calmly int » conversation with his counsel. At 11 
o'clock the court pronounced sentence of death 
utxin Hippolyte Visart de Bocarme, and decreed 
that the execution should take place in one of the 
public squares of Moris. The prisoner lefi the 
court under suird with a firm step. 

A letier from Möns says: The Count de Bo* 
carme has appealed to the Court of Cassation 
against his sentence. The Countess, on reluming 
to the prison, hail a violent nervous attack. Her 
children were brought to her, and their presence 
ien led to restore her. She left the prison about 
two o'clock in the morning, and went to the house 
of M. Harmonies, one ol fier counsel. A report 
is current that she is about to set off for Ger 
many. 

On returning to his cell, the Count threw him­
self on his knees, and remained somtf time ir 
prayer. His first words on receiving the visit of 
bis counsel were, " At least my wife it acquitted, 
and she will be able to take care of her children." 
His guard says that he continues perfectly calr 
and does n >t think of suicide. 

Madame de Bocarme appears perfectly indifff 
ent to the fate of her husband. It is, however, r_ 
ported that she int mis to go to Brussels to demand 
his pardon of the Kin*. In th« course ol the day 
de Bocarme demanded to be allowed to see ' 
nn 11 he Prt-cureurdu Roi instantly gave permission 
but she refused, it is thought that she will retire 
to a convent. 

General saiisfaclion is felt at the acquittal of 
Madame de Bocarme. No sympathy is expressed 
for her on account of the want of feeling she dis­
played throughout the trial. It is thought by many 
leaal gentlemen that the technical objections taken 
will be held to^ be good by the Court of Can>atioi 
and that, consequently, there will have to be 
new trial. De Borarme has expressed the wi-h 
that his chateau shall be razed to the ground, and

Sentence of Harvey Dayton, former Cashier of 

the SUite Bank at Morris.—In the Supreme Court 
of this State, yesterday, the Attorney General 
moved the Court for judgment in the ca>e of Har­
vey Dayton, former Cashier of the S-ate Bank at 
Morris, convicted of perjury, in making a false af 
fidavit as t > the assets of ihe bank, which exploded 
in August, 1849. 

His counsel, F. T. Frelinghuysen, Esq , addressed 
the Court in his behalf, asking their merciful 
sideration, seeing ihnt the conviction alone u 
itself a grievious punishment, that an inn 
wife and a respectable circle of connections would 
be injuriously affected by the infliction of an igno 
minions punishment, and thai the jury had recom 
mended the prisoner to mercy. 

The Court then passed sentence, which was that 
he pay a fine of $600 and stand committed until 
the fine and cosls be paid. 

Chief Justice Green, in pronouncing the sen­
tence, made some very impressive remarks, re­
minding the prisoner that by this conviction and 
sentence he stood in an ignominious position in 
bocieiy ; that he was now disfranchised and could 
never again give testimony in a court of justice, 
unless restored by legislative clemency to the rights 
which he had forfeited by his own act.
