Wesse it noticed in several New York papers, 

canal boat laden with cotton has paused 

;h the Erie canal, its cargo destined for New 
city. This is not a new event. For year« 

pest, cotton has gone up the Ohio river from Ten* 
neeeee and through the Pennsylvania and New 
York canals to all the factories in the interior of 
thoee States, and often to the cities of Philadelphia 

and New York. We recollect last September of 

one shipment of upwards of seven hundred bales 
shipped from Louisville via the Ohio and New 
York eanals to New York city. The freights 
were less than by the way of New Orleans, 
thé difference in exchange and insurance was near 

two per cent, in favor of the northern route. The 
amount of cotton* that passed up the Ohio last year 
is estimated fly one familiar with the trade, at sixty 

thousand bales. This season, nearly all the boats 

from the Tennessee and Cumberland rivers, baund 

up the Ohio river, are freighted iqpre or less with 
cotton. The packets between Memphis and Lou­
isville and Cincinnati, of which there are several 
lines, take cotton up the river nearly every trip. 
The eastern manufacturers buy their cottons in New 
York and Boston markets on four and six months 
credit. It is said, if the same facilities of credit 
could be extended to them by the planters or the 
factors in the western towns, all of the manufactu 
rers in the interior portions of the Middle States 
would purohase their cottons in the regions of its 
growth, for it costs them no more to get the raw 
material from Buffalo to Pittsburgh, than it does 
to bring it from New York and Philadelphia to 
their mills, while the transportation from Tennes­
see to those inland cities is much less than it is by 
the way of New Orleans to the Atlantic markets. 

The quantity of tobacco that takes its course up 
the river from the lower Ohio, for the eastern mar­
kets, by the northern routes, is rapidly increasing, 
That raised in Ohio and in Kentucky above Cincin­
nati—and among the latter, the celebrated Mason 
county tobacco—nearly all goes now by the way of 
the canals to the eastern markets. By a y 
ment recently published, the difference in th^i 
of transportation from Louisville to New York is 
from four to five dollars per hogshead in favor of 
the northern route, while the article escapes the 
sweat which it undergoes on shipboard while pass 
ing through ourjlatitudes. 

Grain is now carried from the Wabash to New 
York, by the canals, at the same cost of freight as 
charged by the way of New Orleans ; but by the 
northern route they incur no waste, nor risk of 
damage by heating, and save the whole cost of 
sacking, for it ie carried in the bulk, and the same 
number of measured bushels are delivered in New 
York as are received on board the canal boat from 
the shipper. The lard, pork and flour from the 
same region are taking the same direction. Last 
autumn the rich regions of Ohio, Indiana, and Illi­
nois were flooded with the local bank notes of the 
Eastern States, advanced by New York houses, 
produce to be shipped to them, by the way of the 
canals, in .the spring. These moneyed facilities 
enable the packer, miller and speculator, to hold 
o their produce till the opening of navigation in 
the epring, and they are no longer obliged, as 
formerly, to hurry off their shipments during the 
winter by the way of New Orleans, in order to 
realise funds by drafts on their shipments. The 
banking facilities at the East are doing as much to 
draw trade from us as the canals and railways which 
Eastern capital is constructing. 

All the lead from the upper Misssssippi now 
goes East by the way of Milwaukie. But the most 
recent and astonishing change in the course of thp 
the northwestern trade is to behold, as a friend tells 
us, the number of steamers that now descend thea 

upper Mississippi, loaded to the guards with pro­
duce, as far as the mouth of Illinois river, and then 
turn up that stream with their cargoes, to be 

shipped to New York via Chicago. The Illinois 
canal has not only swept the whole produce aloog 
the line of the Illinois river to the east, but isdraw-
ng the products from the upper Mississippi through 

the same channel ; thus depriving not only New 
Orleans, but St. Louis of a rich portion of their 
former trade. What will be the effect when the 
various railways across Illinois, from the Lakes to 
the Mississippi, are completed? Do not these 
facts 'admonish New Orleans to look to sources 

home for her future trade ?

Nicaragua and the United States.—The New 
York Tribune learns that Mr. Marcoleta, the Nica-
raguan Minister, and Mr. Webster, have concluded 
and signed a treaty of peace and friendship be­
tween Nicaragua and the United States. It aUo 
states that the five Central American States have 
entered into a convention, to which both the United 
States and Great Britain are also parties, by which 
San Juap de Nicaragua is declared a free port, and 
its neutrality guarantied. 

Timber on the Public Lands—Decision of 
Judge McLean.—At Detroit, on the 22d, Judge 
McLean rendered a decision on the legality of the 
recent seizure of vessels in the State of Michigan, 
for alleged violatioas of law, in carrying lumber 
and timber from the public lands. That portion 
of the decision which bears directly upon the right 
of seisure of vessels in the numerous cases before 
the Court is as follows : The question has arisen 
whether the forfeiture by transporting, etc., any 
timber not taken from lands reserved for naval 
purposes« or if taken from other lands of the Uni­
ted States which is not " live oak or red cedar,1 

not so reserved, etc. A forfeiture is incurred if the 
vessel takes on board any timber cut on the lands 
reserved ; but to incur a forfeiture under the sec­
ond provision, for taking timber from lands not re­
served for naval purposes, it must be " live oak or 
red cedar." 

Connecticut.—The Legislature of Connecticut 
adjourned on Wednesday, the 2d instant, sine die, 
having elected no United Slates Senator in the 
place of Mr. Baldwin. A series of resolutions ap­
proving of the Compromise measures, including the 
Fugitive Slave Law, passed the House by a vote 
of 113 to 35, hut in the Senate they were indefi­
nitely postponed. Ten new bank« were chartered 
during the session, and the capital stock of three 
of the oldest banks was enlarged. 

The Washington Union—Mr. Webster.—Du 
ring the absence of Major Donelson, on a visit to 
Tennessee, the Washington Union is in the hands 
of General Armstrong. The General's patriotism 
has been refreshed by the listening to the great 
oration of Mr. Webster on the laying of the corner 
stone of the extension of the capitol on the 4th of 
July. In the Union of the 6th he offers this hand­
some tribute to the oration, and to Mr. Webster's 
present powers of oratory : 

" We heard him in the celebrated debate with 
General Hayne, when the subjects of nullification 
and secession were discussed ; and it seemed to us 
that, although many years have passed since that 
critical period, there has been no falling off in the 
force and effect of his style of oratory. T ere was 
perhaps on this occasion, less of the animation and 
action of extempore delivery, but more of the easy 
and calm utterance of the thoughts suggested by 
the nature of the occasion, and the character of the 
associations brought up by the condition of our 
countrv as it now is, compared with what it was 
when Washington laid the corner-stone of the cap­
itol. There seemed to be np intention to dwell 
upon any of the party feelings of the day, or to im­
press any other thought on such a subject than 
what is inseparable from the influence of the vene­
rated name of Washington, in reminding all true 
Americans of the duty of maintaining the Union 
and the constitution as the only real security for 
their favored institutions. 

" In this part of the subject, Mr. Webster 
truly eloquent, and was most enthusiastically 
cheered. He seemed for a moment to have forgot­
ten his notes, and we are inclined to the belief that 
if he bad done so more often, his whole discourse 
would have been more impressive. Take it as a 
whole, however, we are of the opinion that it will 
be regarded as one of his best efforts, and one which 
the whole country will thank him for, as present­
ing thoughts, motives, and hopes, that are calcula­
ted, at this particular crisis in our country's unpar-
allelled career, to increase the love of union, and 
elevate and enlarç» the patriotic and fraternal affec 
tious which constitute us one people.'1 

The Cosden Murderers —The 8th of August is 
the day tlxed for the execution of the Cosden mur­
derers, three in number.

The Sugar Crop— DsBoWs Review. 
At page 564 of DeBow's Review of May, 1851, 

is to be found a quotation from the Cincinnati Price 
Current of "calculations, in regard to sugar, founded 
upon the statement of a New York house. 

Having heretofore called attention to the numer-
ousAerrors in the sugar statistics of the Review, I 
did not intend noticing those of the May number, 
and would not do so but for the editorial in the 
June number, page 698, which is as follows : " In 
our February number, page 205, we published 
some statistics of the production and consumption 
of sugar, which had appeared previously in the lead-
ing journals of the country, and which we clipped 
out. The figures for our own oountry were er 

I) and could only have been intended a 
very average approximation. We noticed it 
soon as the number appeared, and our attention 
was afterwards called to the subject by a writer 
over the signature of " Lafourche." .We deemed it 
improper to reply to that letter, but published in the 
May number, page 546, a correct and comprehen 

table of production and supply, being assured 
that our reading could not be4ed astray by a singh 
statement, considering what extensive and elabo­
rate statistics we have published for five years upon 

sugar." 
But for the confident assurance of Mr. BeBow of 

the correctness of his calculations given in the May 
number, I would not notice them, but leave to 
another to point out the ridiculousness ot those esti 

mates. 
We are told that " the whole annual production 

of the world is estimated at 1,471,000,000 pounds 
of which the United States proJuces 320,000,000, 
including 76,000,000 of maple sugar. The produc 
tion of this large amount of maple sugar will strike 
some of our sugar planters with aHtonishment. 
We are further told that " in neither ot the forego­
ing estimates have we included the consumption of 
sugar made from molasses and the maple tree, 
the import of foreign crushed-as to the two first 
tbere are no certain dates on ^ich. to form an esti 

mate." 
If Mr. DeBow will refer to the February num­

ber of his review, page 205, he will find the product 
of sugar in the world stated to be 2,421,740,830 
pounds, and by comparing that estimate with the 
one in the May number, he will find the to him 
unimportant error of difference of near one thou­
sand millions of pounds. 

If iMr. DeBow will examine the calculations of 
the " NewYork house," he will find that the ap 
portionment of consumption exceeds the product of 
the world some sixty-four millions of pounds. 
Mr. DeBow will examine the estimated consump­
tion of the United States for the year 1851, he will 
find that the NewYork calculator has based his es 
timate of consumption, for that year, on the im 
ports of 1849, instead of those of 1850, and which 
he will find are given in the last report of the Secre­
tary of the Treasury. 

The NewYork estimate is based on an import of 
258 millions—that of 1849—when it should have 
been on 218 millions, the import of 1850. By the 
NewYork basis the deficiency in supply is rated at 
& per cent, on the import of 258 millions in 1849, 
while the import of 1850 of 218 millions shows 
deficiency of 39 per cent. 

I have paid no attention to the NewYork esti 
mates of stock of sugar on hand, as they 
hypothetical, and a " very average approximation1 

may be had without doing so. 
After telling the poor ignorant sugar-planters 

how much they will be astonished at the large pro­
duct of Maple sugar—76 m liions of pounds—they 
are gravely told that there is r.o data on which 
to base an estimate of the amount of production. 

If Mr. DeBow will refer to the Patent-office Re 
ports, which he, no doubt, has in his statistical 
bureau, he will find that the average of the esti­
mates are lebs than forty millions of pounds of 
maple sugar. The Patent-office estimates give 
much nearer " average approximation " than he 
supposes, and though, no doubt imperfect, are more 
to be relied on than the " perfect and comprehen 

table " furnished at page 564 of the May 

number.
