Another Outrage by the Malays.

The following documents, received in thin city,
Lave been handed to us for publication by Messrs.
Stane, Silsbes, Pickman & Silabee, merchants, to
whom they were addressed :

March 30.—At sunrive this morniny
Baleh, of ship Arioato, lying st Babahwee, came
‘on bourd my vewsel, the Boryeo, lying st Puloo
Riah, brioging with him an [talian seaman. Capt.
Balch stated that he was slarmed at about 4 A.
M., by some person hailing his vessel, Upon go-
ing on deck and getting l: hail alos, auulv, lcnud
it 10 be a boat from the Italinn bark Clementina,
lying nt Diah, containin nn pe one of them
tadly wounded in the , bl asely,
and perfectly naked. H and
the wound dressed. They informed him that the
Malays had taken the bark, and killed the esptain
and mate.

O hearing this, lowered my hoat and went on
shore at Teloseroat, infarmed the Rajah of the af-
fair, and requested him 1o come with us and help
et the weasel back from the Malays, He said ho
wonld eome as soon ax he could get his Proas
rendy. Found the carpenter of the [talian bark on
whote, at work for the Rajab ; took him with us;
went on board my vessel ; urmed five of my sea-
men, and procesded to the Ariosto, On reaching

found that another boat hud nrrived (rom the
vntinn, with seven tmore of the Italian crew,
oae of them badly wounded in the hand, They
stited that at the time thay left the bark, the Ma-

layx had full possassion of her.

We now commenced toget the Ariosto under
way, but the wind failing, gave uj attempt.
Armed Captain Baleh's crew and started with
boats containing twelve in all—the Italians in one
of their boats uparmed. After gettiog & part of
the way saw a signal flying on board the bark. Oa
getting neat enough saw many Malays on board
and one Ltalien, Now pulled directly for the bark ;

Captuin Baleh for the starboard quarter, and mysell
for the #d bow ; boarded ber from both wides
at the same time, And found hee in complete pos-
on of the Malays, there being about twenty
m on deck, all completely armed. Drove
all into the Malay boats -Iougudc, exes pt

At this time, the boat containing the ltalian
crew reached ux. We found the F\mh in the

crockery strewed around ; the deck, bulwarks and
ruil splattered with blood | one corpse lying across
the threshold of the cabin door; the sabin deck
covered with bload, After clearing s place to lay
the dead or wounded upon, commenced to search
for all that might be an board.
