The request be­
ing tacitly acquiesced in, Mr. Scully read the an* 
nexed preamble and resolutions, and moved their 
adoption : 

Whereas, The members of this Convention have 
w^en, at various times since the adjournment of ihe 
last General Assembly, in the whig and independ 
ent presses of the S ate, allegations to the effect 
that the democratic party has shifted Its position on 
the Bank question, and, deeply indignant that a 
statement so calumnious should receive credence 
from any portion of the people, be it unanimously 

Resolved, That this Convention is uncompromis 
ingly hostile to all corporation» of a monopoly char­
acter, but chiefly and especially to the crestyn 
revival or extension " of any banking.corpora ion 
with special or exclusive privileges ; and that it 
regards with unqualified satisfaction the assurance 
conveyed to the General Assembly previous to it5» 
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appear» to u» that thia proves that the benefits 
to (ha Opelousaa Riad, by the completion 

of the Trinity and Shraveport Railroad, were to be 
ily lateral. Especially were we convinced 

that thia was Hr. DeRow'e view, when we read in 
another part of his article that the road from the 
Trinity to Shreveport— 
" Hint reit entirely upon Its own merit», and ia 

capable of an entirely isolated existence. By keep 
tag them apart, the want of »uccea»°in either will 
by no méana jeopard the other. They may both be 
begun at the »ante moment, and proceed pari'passu 
to completion." 

But w* lernen from Hr. De Bow that our remarks 
bave produced the impresaion on some mind» that 
lie aaerowä inclined to show diafavor toward» the 
New Otleana and Opelousaa Road. They who 
thus construe the »uggeations which we offered in 
aid of Mr. Ds Bow's revived railroad scheme tose 
eure a trade that, in a course of years will prove 
the moat vtjuable in the world, and that is import­
ant even how, must be men of " the one idea." We 
differ with Mr. DeBow in relation to the" practica­
bility of the two road, running pari passu, and in 
other feature» displayed'in hi» able article, but 
agree #iih hire entirely ai to the importance of the 
trade. We copy now some of the advantage» 
which he presents ; 

"The country between the Sabine 'and the 
Trinity Riven, which is the teat of all the recent 
emigration, will, in the course of a few yean, pro­
duce 800,000 hale» of cotton, every one of which 
might be diverted to New Orleans by the constiuc-
tion of tili» Red River Railroad, but every one of 
which will a* certainly descend the river» to the 
I'eiaa seaport,, and ho carried off to New York 
without such a road. Here is a business of 
(1,000,000, or (1,500,000 profit annually, which it 
is in the power of New Orleana to control if she 
had but the enterprise of a Connecticut clock vil-
lare. In addition to this, there will be 100,000 
barrel» flour, to say nothing of innumerable oilier 
producta. The return trade will be equally large. 
" To aeenre this, nothing further is neeiled than 

tbe construction of a railroad 160 to 175 miles in 
length, through an almost level and unobatructed 
country, and which will not require an outlay of 
more than (2,000,000, 

"WillTeressubacribe any thing,or will she. 
In feet, regard the road at all witlt favor ? We 
think yep. Though tbe interest of her Gulf ports 
may ba regarded aa opposeik the feeling of t e 
liantisg community will be tn favor of the road. 
It will be the cheapest and beat mode of reaching 
the largest market with the greatest capital. It 
will open at once immense regions to population 
and wealth, and enhance greatly the value of her 
laoM> It wlU furnish .the only communication 
which Tex«* can aver have with the Atlantic 
Statea, except through the medium of the Gulf of 
Metico, with it. storms and its detentions. In no 
other way can ehe connect hereelf with the great 
publia work» of the United States.

For the Creaoent. 
A National Currency. 

The relative position of our country, in the fu­
ture, among the great powers of the earth, is 
subject of grateful contemplation. It will impose 
on her the corelative duty of using her national 
power and influence for the benefit and progress 
mankind. It may be said that she will hold the 
destiny of the world in her hands. But if her po­
litical power, in time to come, is to sway the 
world, her commercial greatness and influence will 
rule it. The unjust and despotic principles of the 
European governments, which are probably still 
to endure for generations, like all moral wrongs, 
will continue to work their own temporal evils and 
entail their own physical punishments. The vio­
lation of a moral right or a moral duty by govern 
ment will manifest itself in the condition of 
country, as truly as if the same law was set 
nought by the individual members of a communi­
ty.' Injustice and oppression bring their own pun 
t8hment home to the oppressor. The burthens 
public debt—the enormous costs of the govern­
ment, and the vast army of drones in its aristo­
cratic and military establishments, that consume 
the substance and deaden the energies of the peo­
ple, must retard, if not crush, the commercial a< 
vance of Europe ; and comparative poverty and de­
cline will mark her future history, till some great 
social convulsion and revolution shall change tbe 
organizations of governments, and unsettle her 
social state of society upon the continent. 

But this country, boundless in extent and resour­
ces, exhaustless in the elements of wealth—where 
labor reaps its full reward—where man's faculties 
are unshackled, and where our institutions give 
to human impulses a development and strength 
never known before, will soon outstrip all her over-
burthened and oppressed competitors in growth, 
and rise, the commercial giantess of the world. 
With her golden sands on the Pacific shores-
food and cotton in the great central valley—1 
ships and work shops on the Atlantic borders 
with industry and mental energies that, like 
rich soils, know no exhaustion, she will, in another 
generation, control the commercial world, and 
come the centre of the exchanges and commerce 
the earth. Interpret the future by the history 
the past fifty yearR, and the most extravagant 
tieipations will fail of the realities that will be wit­
nessed by the generatlbn that comes upon 
stage of life with the advent of the next century 
The statesman, like the mariner, should keep 
eye ahead and in the distance. The establishment 
of a national ourrency for a wide empire is 
work of an age ; credit and faith in that which 
to be the representative and measure of property^ 
is of slow growth. Can we do the business of the 
world in ponderous metals, or in the miserable 
provincial currency which we now possess, 
which can ever be created by tbe narrow and 
consistent legislation of thirty or forty separate 
States? No man, who rises to a proper concep­
tion of the destiny of the country, but admits 
must have a national currency, which shall be 
medium of exchanges for the world—that shall 
bear the emblem of the country, and shall 
known wherever she is known, in the uttermost 
paru of the earth, and shall secure to itself 
same faith in its goodness that the world has 
her power and integrity. Narrow partisan preju 
dices, conceived against an ill-devised and explo 
ded system for a National Bank, may for a while 
resist the demands of the age, but the progress 
events will soen force the subject of a national cur 
rency upon Congress, and it is the duty of all, both 
rulers anâ people, to be prepared to say of what 
shall he. ^

Murder of a Boat's Crew.—A correspondent of 
the New Bedford Mercury, under date of Hong 
Kong, April 20, gives the following particulars of 
the murder of a boat's crew attached to one of our 
American whalers, a brief mention of which has 
already been made : 

" On the 23d January, at an island not laid down 
on the charts, called by the whalers Kinglap. about 
180 miles east of Ascension, and a short distance 
east of the Caroline Group, Captain Luce, of the 
bark Boy, of Warren, with a boat's crew, was cut 
otT by the natives. The boat had been on shore 
the day previous, without the natives showing any 
hostility. A second boat'« crew was sent, to 
endeavor to learn something of the fate of the cap­
tain and his boat's crew. They were attacked by 
the natives, and a white man from the shore 
warn*d them to leave, as the natives were bringing 
canoës from the other side of the Island to take 
them. He also informed them that the captain and 
all the crew had been murdered. This account 
we received from one of thtffcrew of the Boy. He 
came from Ascension in the Oneco, of Boston. 
We have reported this affair to the commanding 
officer of our squadron in these waters." 

Notice to tlao Credttosf of tlie late Re­
public of Taxas. 

Tho undersigned, a committee appointed at a 
lublic meeting held in this city on the 15th of 
February last, representing either in person or by 
iroxy a large number of the creditors of the late 
Elepublic of Texas, were instructed to wait on the 

Secretary of the Treasury on the 13th of June, to 
obtain lus answer te the inquiry, what class of 
creditors were entitled to the benefit andi protection 
of the proviso in the boundary act, reserving five 
millions of dollars in the 'Treasury of the United 
States ont of tho Texaa indemnity, and what re­
leases they would be required consequently to 
sign, beg leave to announce that they have per­
formed this duty. 

On the morninsr of the 16th, they waited on the 
Secretary of the Treasury, and were informed by 
him that, in referring to the act, he had discovered 
that the power of making this decision belonged 
exclusively to Uie President of the United States, 
to whom he desired to refer us. 

The chairman of your committee called on the 
Executive, and was received with thst courtesy 
which belongs to the habitual discharge by this 
high functionary of his duties. Your committee 
were informed by his Excellency, that on the re-
tUfri 'k® Secretary of the Treasury to the seat 
of Government from a short visit to Ohio, he would 
call upon him for a report on the whole subject, 
when his decision should be rendered with all con­
venient dispatch. 

He was asked whether that decision might be 
expected by the ldth of September, when your 
committee were instructed to call a meeting of all 
tbe creditors at Washington of the late Republic 
of Texas, to take into consideration the expediency 
of memorializing the Legislature of Texas at its 
next session, on the first Monday in November, as 
to the settlement of the public debt of Texas on 

yhich might be mutually satisfactory. 
The President was pleased to assure your com­

mittee that his decision should be given in time for 
the meeting in question. 

Nothing now remains for your committee to do 
but earnestly to solicit a full meeting of all the 
creditors of the late Republic of Texas, in person 
or by proxy, whatever may be the specific securi­
ties pledged for their payment, at the National Ho­
tel, at 12 o'clock, meridian, on Monday, the 15th of 
September next, when all the documents essential 
to a full understanding of the subject of the public 
debt of Texas will be printed to be laid before the 
meeting. 

This meeting becomes in one view of irresisti­
ble importance. It may avert the necessity of all 
farther legislation on the part of the Congress of 
the United States, in reference to the final and im­
mediate disbursement of the reserved five million 
by which needless delay will be avoided — a COL 
sideration of no small moment, when it is recol­
lected that the Legislature of Texas sits but once 
in two years. Your committee have every reason 
to believe, from the indications of public opinion 
smong the people of Texas, that they desire a just 
and honorable settlement of their public debt, 
equally consistent with the considerations of both 
policy and justice.. To effect an object so essen­
tial to the relief and so important to the honor of 
the State, Texas has an ample fund in money and 
land, without inflicting a single burden or one act 
,of injustice on the present or a future generation 
of her citizens. 

It, however, behooves her creditors not to lose 
sight of tbe necessity of a conciliatory course of 
policy toward the Government of Texas in con­
ducting auch an adjustment ; as the Secretary of 
the Treasury has distinctly informed your commit-

',5hat not one dollar even of the reserved five 
millions in the Treasury of the United States can 

will be disbursed except under the specific 
ders of the constituted authorities of Texas. 

This, coupled with'the immunity which belongL 
under thé Constitution of the United States to all 
the States in the Union, in their inviolable ex­
emption from all coercion in the payment of their 
debts, places her creditors incontestibly at the 
mercy of Texas, but under circumstances which 
only confer on them a higher claim to her magnan 
imity as well aa justice. 

In conclusion, your committee reiterate an earn­
est invitation to their constituents to meet together, 
in a spirit of friendly harmony, at the time and 
period above designated.
