indeed, no uneoronaon thing to find grave 

and dignified journal», jcnira'ila which a year or 
two since would have scorned the very idea of the 
thing, now deliberately •etting out to meet and 
aigjbe some aboHtion scheme or anti-slavery fanati-
cism. A sensible man would as noon argue wilhfc 
hmatie upon the changes of the moon. A prudent 
man would a« readily pour water into a red hot 
cauldron, as thus waste common sense and the 
demonstration of law and order upon a fiery and 
ruu'road theorist, or a desperate and self-outlawed 
agitator. A man economical of time, of the wear 
of human patience and the growth of sensitive 
prejudices, would as quickly lay a friendly hand 
upon a torpedo. But we have such knight errants 
in our day, who are as ready to make wager of 
battle against the impudent and worthless nonsense 
of Abby Foisom, Garrison, or even Fred. Douglass, 
as ever was the veritable Don Quixotte to charge 
upon tha basin-helmet of the barber of Seville. 

These would seem to us to be scarcely fit foes 
for men of large intelligence and chivalrous self-
raspect ; but» day after day, the most idle and con­
temptible of the socially outlawed abolitionists 
have their vanity most liberally gratified by the 
serious notice and indignant denunciations of men 
who ought to be above such a petty warfare. It ia 
like firing cannon-balls at crows ; when the laws 
and tha Constitution, setting up a Rev. Mr. May as 
a »care-crow, answer much better in securing all 
practical ends. An abolitionist in a penitentiary is 
of more practical value than countless column» of 
angry denunciation, or the endless utterance of ve­
hement invective. Besides, dignified good temper 
is saved, and acknowledged rascals are not made 
the recognized antagonists of honorable gentlemen. 

But it is argued that abolitionism is a growing 
influence, and that the free-soil, anti-slavery die-
coloration, discoverable here and there in North­
ern politics, is undeniable evidence of ils spreading 
taint Hence, it is further urged, that to meet, 
and defy, and wrangle wiihaboliiionism, and every 
demonstration of anti-slavery feeling, is a wise and 
commendable course. 

Herein, we think, lies a plain fallacy, the unfor­
tunate source of much of the sectional bitterness of 
the day. Abolitionism was a short time back, and 
we believe is yet, repulsive in every aspect to the 
mass of sober, thinking eitizens of the Northern 
States. They were not accustomed to discuss it. 
They were no more willing, no more prepared, 
mi nutely to inspect it, than to touch aud examine 
the deadliest leper. It stood in plain defiance of 
the law». It was the embodiment of the spirit of 
an Ishmaelite. It warred, as it wars, upon law 
and religion. It spat upon the Constitution and the 
Bible. It sought to incendtarize the Union, and to 
battle down all regular and well-established social 
principles. It allied itself to socialism. It dis­
avowed all recognition of vested property rights. 
It denied mstrimooy as a solemn and beautiful social 
institution, to laud and justify a horrible and immoral 
free-will union. It was a loathsome embodiment of 
filthy and odious theories, chattering miserable 
nonsense about reform, which meant the destruc­
tion of all restraining laws and protective regula­
tions, and about progress, which meant a inad, 
headlong, furious rush of social Bacchanalians. 
The mass of Northern men, sensible, remarkably 
practical, and naturally conservative, could not but 
look with aversion and contempt upon abolitionism 
and its mad pranks—why, then, should intelligent 
.Southern gentlemen have stepped in, to familiarize 
and render it less disgusting ? 
•Unnoticed, because beneath contempt, abolition­
ism would haye vainly worked itself into a fury in 
its native pool of disgusting theories and social pro­
fanity. Bat Southern gentlemen stepped forward, 
and unfortunately there was opened to the country 
a wide range of profitless and unnecessary discus 

•> involving the most abstract and visionary 
ideas of freedom and slavery. Champions chal­
lenged assault upon the institution of slavery, and 
volunteered able defence, when the asnult could 
only be eifective by plain violation of the Constitu­
tion, and the institution of slavery was so secuifely 
sheltered undar the very structure of our Union, 
was bound up in protective guards so essential to 
an unbroken Union, was so necessarily an institu­
tion of the country, that the very question of attack 
and defenpe was a question of our continued 
existence as one nation. 

This notice was unwise, and has largely contri­
buted to the evils of the political present, a» further 
agitation notice must be disastrous to our national 
future. And for this plain reason : the sentiment ot 
tbe citizens of the Northern or free States is natu­
rally anti-slavery. Thie is a plain fact, and one 
that of itself should breed no bitterness between 
the different sections of the Confederacy, no 
than that in every community citizens are of differ­
ent religious views. But we cite this fact to show 
the folly of opening a debate, which must lead to 
the unnecessary expression of opinions upon 
subject which canuot be practically reached, with­
out destroying the Union. But the debate has 
created, bitterness. Latent ay ti-« la ver y feelings 
have been by it drawn out into expressed, and 
offensively expressed, convictions, which have fool-
ishly been testified in legislative resolves. 

A singular evidence of the result arrived at, we 

find thus recorded in the proceedings of the Naw 
York Legislature, had on the 9lh July, and thus 
reported : 

The College Appropriation bill reported by Mr. 
Morgan. 

Mr. Beekman .moved to re commit, so as to ex-
cept from the operation of the bill the Central Col­
lege at McGrawviUe. He held a report in his 
hand of that College, which took ground in oppo­
sition to the prejudices, as they termed them, 
against the common intermingling of the sexes. 
It contended that thus« prejudice*» should be done 
away with. He read from the report^ 

Mr. Carroll said the report referred only to edu* 
cation. It contended only that women was pos­
sessed of intellect, as well as man—that was all 
right. 

Mr. Beekman read on. The report contended 
for no distinction between the colors. He hoped 
the Senate woul I consider well before they gave 
aid to such an institution. At this college the two 
sexes recited together. He protested against that, 
in NewYork this wa» not allowed. 

Mr. Carro 1 heard nothing from the extracts 
showing that the ground taken that they attempted 
to do away with the distinction of the sexea, was 
«heifa. He hoped the Senator would withdraw his 
motion. 

Mr. Beekman—No »ir. 
Mr. Dimmick said if it was possible ia New 

York to keep the sexes distinct, he had yet to learn 
U. [Laughter.] Aa to the Central College, Mi 
D. said he had good authority for saying that this 
institution was well and ably conducted. His a*, 
thonty was Mr. Wool worth, the well known, capa­
ble and efficient principal of the Homer Academy, 
which was situated three miles from this college. 
He gave him (Mr. D) to understand that it was 
an institution well worthy of imitation, so far as 
Its character for faithful ir«»truction was concerned. 
Mr. D. did not look at the color but at the charac­
ter of the studeiit. 

The question was taken, and the motion was 
lost by a vote of C) to IS—Messrs, Babcock, Beek­
man, Brandreth, Croliua and Corti» voting ia the 
affirmative. 

Now, does any sensible man believe that thaee 
New York legislators design establishing a system 
of colleges in which their own children, of toth 
sexes, shall mix wiih negrcea, male and female, in 
the familiar if: 1er course of collegiate life ! Not in 
the least. Tha McGrnw Tille iosdtarion h us its 
State bonufc from men who bravely profess crazy 
theories, which they dare not put into operation so 
as to reach their own blood and flesh. They 
merely testify that they believe in visions of uni­
versal freedom, and such like nonseme; but no. 
one cf them but would scorn to make Iiis son or 
d|ughter ihe playmate and associate of negroes at 
the MtO raw ville institution. Their .appropriation 
mark» the institution a» one to ba shunned, as it 
wdl be, by every respectable parent in New York, 
They merely approp?iated so mncb, to »how that 
they had general anti slavery sentiment, and to 
conciliate aoii slavery vote«. Their practice wi>l 
refute their profession* ; aind were it not foi agita 
t on, past, present, and prospective, tha appropria 
«ion wculd have been scornfully dwrais^d. As the 
matter stands, we think it offers the fullest illu« 
tration of our views. Men, whose walk« of life

New Hampshire aad the Compromise. 

The following preamble and resolutions in favor 
of the Compromise, and pledging the State to sus­

tain the President in carrying them out, have 
passed the Senate of New Hampshire by a vote of 
10 to 2, and the House by 152 to 92. Here we 
have another indication that the country is coming 
up to the policy of tbe President, and that the peo­
ple are determined to leave the politician« no apol­

ogy for agitation : 
Wkerêa4, In the message of hia Excellency 

tbe Governor, our attention has been invited to the 
late acts of Congress intended for the adjustment 
of an angry and dangerous controversy, which has 
long; disturbed the amicable relations between the 
States of the Union ; and whereas we regard those 
aets as indispensable to disarm sectional agitation, 
to calm the national excitement,- and restore that 
unity of sentiment so essential to the harmony of 
the Republic : Therefore : 

jResolved by the Senate and HottSê of Repre­
sentatives in General Court convened, That the 
State of New Hampshire approves of the adoption 
of these measures as essential and necessary for 
the peace, preservation and progress of our glorious 
Union ; and that we pledge her to sustain the 
Executive of the nation in carrying said measures 
into fnll effect, and in the further execution of all 
Conatitutional means to enforce obedience to the 
laws. 

Resolved, That his excellency, the Governor, be 
requested to transmit copies of the foregoing pre­
amble and resolutions to the President of the Uni­
ted States and Governors of the aeveral States and 
Territories. 

We know not, at present, the partisan com­
plexion of the vote by which these excellent reso­
lutions were adopted. "We presume, however, 
from the fact that the New Hampshire Legislature 
ia largely democratic, that a large number of the 
democrats muat necessarily have voted for them. 
If we are correct in this presumption, the patriotism 
and nationality of the resolutions are not more 
worthy of commendation than the liberal courtesy 
and frank justice shown towards the President. It 
would be well if a similar spirit actuated the Legis­
latures of other States, we should shortly have 
done with agitation and sectionalisms: We trust 
that in these resolutions John P. Hale, one of the 
worst of agitators, may see his signal of recall from 
the United States Senate, and that-Congress may 
not shortly be afflicted with the preaence of auch 
aa he. 

S. F. Vinton, of Ohio—We have announced the 
nomination of this gentleman by the Whig Con­
vention of Ohio, aa a candidate for Governor. In 
a apeech delivered in Putnam, Muskingum county, 
he referred to hi3 nomination, and stated that he 
had agreed to accept, and then, after discussing 
seme matters of State politics, he adverted to the 
exciting question» now before the people of the 
Union, and his speeches in Congress, on the admis­
sion of Iowa, and said : 

"But enough has »ince transpired to satisfy all 
cool and reflecting men that, in the performance 
cf the high duty and destiny of guarding the inte­
grity oftfce Union, while we must exact from all 
others a faithful observance of the requirements of 
the constitution, we must ourselves be equally 
ready and willing to respect all the rights that are 
secured to them by that instrument. It is only by 
the observance of this rule, on all sides, and in all 
parts of the country, that we can hope to get on, 
and preserve our national existence." 

It is such sentiments as these, strictly and vigo­
rously carried into practice, that roust give to th* 
Union a permanency that will defy all the arts of 
demagogues or the madneas of fanatics to cruah it. 

Neafie and Buchanan.—These two gentlemen

Oar Own Beat Exhibition Ground at 
Home. 

There ara a dozen old woman at Nootka Sound 
-»'« Ihink that it the eiact number, for we lojte 
to be ptechw iu saeh matters—givat Mtdinuie wo-
men a* they ate caU'd, who have I very had 
opinion of the people of the United States. Our 
c »uitryroen show a most t-toical indifference to 
wiiat those respectable ladies may think of us, 
while they are making themselves uncomfortable 
about a matter of no more conaeqnei ce, the 
opinion expressed by the London Times of the 
American taste and American ingenuity, aa shown 
in the articles exhibited at the World's Fair. The 
London print does aot like the fashion of our fur­
niture. It cannot be helped, there is no diaputing 
about tastes. It dinapproves of our light carriages. 
This is very natural ; persons accustomed to heavy 
and clumsy vehicles, find a sort of apectral tenuity 
in the slender wheels and »-light aliafis, and rod-
like axlea and delicate frames of the carriages in 
use here, made of the tough and utrong woods of 
our f »rents. It quarrels with our daguerreotypes; 
but there is no occasion for us to blame the prefer­
ence of the Englishman, who likes faint represen­
tation of the human face, taken in a dimmer at­
mosphere, and only visible when held in a particu­
lar light. The madicine worn n of Nootka Sound, 
who are the learned class of the country, are al­
lowed to enjoy their opinion of us without ques­
tion, and we do not tee why we should make our­
selves uneasy, because our ta*tea do not agree with 
thoao of ihe medicine-men of London. 

That we make a very meager figure in the Crys­
tal Palace, is very possible, but the difficulty is 
tharthe Crystal Palace is too small for what we 
have to »how. Among the products of Atr.etican 
äste and ingenuity, there are none more striking 

than the »teamers on our great rivers and lakes— 
floating palace», th) perfection of that »ort of ar-
chiiectOre—beyond all compagnon, more elegant 
and comfortable than any which are built in any 
other part of the world. Some of them are nearly 
as large as the Cry»tal Palace iteelf. We send to 
England-a sea steamer, the Pacific, more spacious, 
more beautiful, more commodious, than any built 
on the other side of the Atlantic ; but the Crys al 
Palace wus not constructed for such huge produc­
tion» of human skill. There is no room in the 
Crystal Palace for our clipper-built ships, which 
so far distance all others in speed, that tbey carry 
freight for English merchants in India for six 
pounds sterling a ton, while the masters of tiie 
slow-sailing British sh'pe are obliged to content 
themselves with three pounds. 

The English are clever in the construction o f  
the spigot and faucet, and many neat things of this 
k<nd, we doubt not, are to be seen at the World's 
Fair; but the Americans construct acqueducts 
which would be the astonitdiment of the anciest 
Romans themselves, bring distant rivers into 
mighty cities, which fill the soil b:dow with veins 
of the clearest water,*reaching to the upper room» 
of every habitation, and bursting forth in the public 
squares in the loftie»t and most copious fountains. 
'I he French ara ingenious in the construction of 
iron bedsteads, as any one may see who visits the 
World's Fair ; but those who are curious to com­
pare the produces of ingenuity in different coun­
tries, must come here to look at our big railways, 
on wtiich men may travel from day-break to day­
break, and till sunset again—tracks of iron run­
ning through State after State, and brins ing re­
mote degrees of latitude and longitude within a 
few hours journey of each other. They are expert 
at making force pumps on the other side of the At­
lantic, and there is every convenience for their ex­
hibition at the Crystal Palace, but we cannot so 
conveniently »how them our grand canal, which 
connect» the waters of our vast lakes in the iote-
rior of our continent with those of the Atlantic. 
There are exhibition» of minerals at the World's 
Fair—an enormous diamond among the rest, with 
an oriential name—but we have a richer mineral-
coal-fields, according to Sir Charles Lyell, equal to 
the whole extent of Great Britain. 

There is little occasion, however, for any con­
temptuous comparison of European and American 
ingmuity, be it made by whom it may; so little, 
in fact, that when made by the petulance of an 
English journalist, we should rather be amuced by 
its absurdity, than offended by it» ill-nature. (New 
York Evening Post. 

Kentucky.—In the Second Congressional Dis­
trict there are three candidates—the regular whig 
nominee; Mr. Ben. Johnson, democratic; and 
Major Ben. Grey, independent. 

Tennessee.—Judge Campbell, "the- whig candi­
date for Governor of Tennessee, ha«, in conse­
quence of severe sickness, been eompelied to 
forego the farther prosecution of the canvass. 
He has issued a brief, but eloquent and effsctive 
circular to the people of Eaat Tennessee, announc­
ing hia inability to visit them, and explaining his 
political poaitions. 

Arkansas.—The Congressional canvass in this 
State seems to grow warmer and more interesting 
as it progresses. The issue between Gen. Preston 
(whig,) and Mr. Johnson, (dem ) ia very much 
the same as that between Foote and Quitman in 
Mississippi. Mr. Johnson, a bold man and of 
somewhat ultra tone, cannot abide the Compromise 
measures, and thinka that continued union promises 
tobe continued wrong to the South. Gen. Pres­
ton approves the Compromise measures and takes 
what ia generally known aa the Union ground. 
Senator Borland accompanies the candidates at all 
their appointments. At Van Buren, Mr. Johnson 
claimed that his position was identical with that of 
Senator Borland, whereupon the latter gentleman 
rose, and emphatically denied the asserticn^he ac­
quiesced in the Compromise. The Van Buren 
Intelligencer, a leading democratic journal, warm­
ly opposes Johnson—says that the people of Ar­
kansas cannot abide disunion, and compliments 
Gen. Preston warmly. But a whig candidate in 
Arkansas, and a poor boy at a frolic, are ra ;ch one 
and the rame-though no battle can be desperate 
which ia fought in the name of Union and the 
Compromise. 

Oreen Corn in the District.—The American Tel­
egraph, the only journal in Washington, D. C., 
that givea proper attention to the good things 
which the people there may eDj »y,says,onthe 10th 
instant, that green com had been plucked from 
»ome of the gardens on the sunny side of the 
Heights of Georgetown. 

Murder of a Policeman — A policeman, while in 
the faithful discharge of his duty, in a street in the 
heart of the city of NewYork, was barbarously 
murdered, at about one o'clock of the morning of 
the 10th instant. A number of sailors were com­
mitting a distutbance, which the deceqped and 
another officer tried to quell. While the deceased 
officer, Gillespie, was pushing one of the rioter» to­
wards a house where he said he lived, others of 
the rioter» came up behind him and struck him 
•eveial heavy blow» on the head with club». He 
fell inslahtly. He was conveyed to the Station-
house, where he died within a few hours. Seven 
of the riotere, among whom those who atruck Gil-
leapie are recognized, have been arrested. Here 
is a case for searching prosecution and the full 
measure of punishment. 

Mortality at Athene, III.—This town ha» suf­
fered severely from an epidemic, as to the nature 
of which physicians have disagreed. Tlie Spring­
field Journal gives the following account of the 
origin of the diseaae : u Mr. Saltzenstein, a mer­
chant there, received one or two boxe» of goods 
from Europe. They had been expected for some 
ilme, and five peraona were present when they 
were opened. Every one of those persons took 
sick and died. The disease soon spread among 
those who attended upon them, and among others. 
In one family six persons died. A complete panic 
ensued ; and we are told that more than half the 
people are absent from town." 

Census of New Mexico.—Extraordinary Longev 
Uy.—According to the census tablea, published in 
the New York Tribune, there are in the territory 
of New Mexico 197 malea and 117 females, over 
80 years of age ; 62 males and 58 females over 90 
years of age ; and 17 males and 23 females, over 
100 years of age. The» Tribune says : 
" These facts prove the health of this Territory 

to be as good, if not better, than that of any other 
country in ihe world, and are interesting as show­
ing the extraordinary longevity to which many of 
the inhab tants have attained. 

,l In Valencia county, Candelario Agular, a 
farmer wa» 130 years old when the census was 
iaken ; Joae Ortado was 110, Roaa Billejoe 110„ 
Rose Montalio 106, Maria J. Pacheco 103. The 
males ssem to attain a greater age thau the females, 
in proportion to their number." 

Chloroform a Propelling Power.—Experiments 
with chloroform, a» a propelling power, in place of 
steam, are now making in the port of L'Orient, in 
France ; and there is reason to hope, from the suc-
e-iss which has already attended them, that they 
will result in causing a conaideiftble saving to be 
eflected in cost and in space. 

A terrifie thunder storm visited Boston and its 
vicinity on the morning of the 10th. The Baptist 
Church at Cambridge, and several other buildings, 
were struck by lightning.and badly damaged. 

A Fortunate Steamship.—It i» »aid that ihe Geor­
gia, of the Chagre» line, ha» run in one year fifty-
three thousand miles without being detained one 
hour for repairs. 

Remarkable Adventure of Two Children—In the 
absence of their parents, two little girl», five or »ix 
year» old, one a daughter of Mr. John A. Root, the 
other of Mr. Hathaway, both of UaydenviHe, Mass, 
undertook to sport upon a raft above a button fac­
tory. In the act of getting on the raft they pushed 
it from the »bore, and ware carried over the dam, 
where there i» a fall of twelve or fifteen feet. A» 
the raft rote to the »urface, a little hand wa» seen 
clinging to it, and a man plunged into the river, 
seized the hand, drew out the girl, and found the 
"ther clinging to one of her feet. Neither sustained 
any injury.
