Singular Disease.—The Annapolis oorrespond­
ent of the Baltimore Bun gives the following ac 
count of a fatal disease which has appeared in that 
vioinity : 

" A disease is now raging in the county ef Anne 
Arundel, between South and West rivers, which 
has proved to be as fatal as the cholera. The early 
stage of it is marked by an eruption of^ the skin, 
swelling of the museles of the throat, partaking 
the character of scarlet fever in chil iren ; and at­
tended, apparently, with very slight fever. The/e 
is nothing alarming in this stage of it, which COR 
tinues for three or four days, when all on a sudden 
it fixes itself upon the vitale with a violence and 
fatality which are arrested by nothing that has, 
as yet, been tried." 

Sunday Liquor Traffic.—The police of New 
York are said to be actively, engaged ia putting 
down the illegal sale of intoxicating drinks on the 
Sabbath, and the benefit of their efforts is already 
visible. In the eighth ward of the city, one of the 
most disorderly quarters, order and quiet are repre­
sented to prevail now to a degree not known for 
years before. As showing the extent of the evil in 
which afuch salutary reform is commenccd, there 
are, according to official reports, about four thousand 
places in the city of New York for the sale ef 
ardent spirits, of which mere than 3500 continue 
their business on Sunday, contrary to law. In the 
fourth ward alone there are 600 dram-shops, all but 
three of which remain open on the Sabbath. The 
population of the ward ia 23,350, which allows a 
grog shop for every 39 persons, or every seven 
families. It is estimated by those whose ence has 
made tbem observant of the fact, that the Sonday 
liquor traffic in New York is the cause of nearly, 
M not fully, as much drunkenness as oocurs upon 
«11 the other days of the week combined.

Certificates of service were issued from tbe Third 
Auditor's office, during the month of Jnsie, 
5682 cases, being a daily average of 227 for 25 
working days. In 11 days of July, 5556 cast 
dailv average of 223. 

These Certificates are for the Indian wars, from 
1790 to 1812, and for the war with Great Britain 
up to June, 1815. In many -instances the same 
person rendered service two or ihree dines, and 
generally under different-officers. 

Defective declarations, owing fo the lapse of 
from 37 to 60 years, are very frequent ; and these 
defects cause much correspondence and unavoida­
ble delay.
