The Opeloueas Railroad.—The editor of the 
Thibodaux Minerva, with his usual public spirit, is 
showing his fellow-citixens the advantages that 
will enure to them from this road. Here is the 
way in which he points out some of them in his 
paper of last week : 
" Place Thibodaux within three hours' travel of 

New Orleans, by railroad, and yotf* give the coun­
try around all the advantages in regard to the sale 
of its products in the New Orleans market, that 
those now living within ten miles of it have. And 
you render it quite as accessible to those who wish 
to establish their country residences, and procure 
pure fresh country air for their families. 
" Our farmers would find a ready market for the 

fruits that now fall from and rot under their trees, 
and the vegetables that perish in their gardens. 
There is no market in the world so poorly supplied 
with fruits as that of New Orleans, and simply for 
the reason that they are spoiled by the length of 
time it takes to transport them from the country to 
the city. But with a railroad, which placee our 
people within three hours of market, they could en­
rich themselves by sending to New Orleans their 
oranges, melons, peaches, figs, plums, strawber­
ries, blackberries, and other fruits, all of which 
could and would be extensively cultivated, if they 

rcculd have a market for them. Green corn, cab­
bage, peas, pumpkins, squash, beets, currants, and 
in fact, all sorts of vegetables, could be profitably 

- cultivated by our farmers. Cows could be pas­
tured, and milk and butter sent to market at great 
profit. Beef, veal, mutton, pigs, poultry, eggs, in 
fact, everything our farmers ra;se that would serve 
as food for man or beast, would find a ready and 
good market in New Orleans; even wild fowl, 
birds, fish, and oysters, would be sent over this 
road. 

"Last year New Orleans received 13,000 bar­
rels of onions, 166,000 barrels of potatoes, 9,300 
barrels of beans * none of which probably was pro­
duced in this State. Now, we can raise these 
things just as well as any et" er part of the Globe, 
and ought to do it, and will do it. A railroad 
would give us the command of the New Orleans 
market all the year round. We could send in our 
provisions when they were in demand, and when 
,they were not in demand, we could keep them at 
home. They would cost us in the keeping, no sto-
"!•, commissions, damage from climate and dam­
age from rats, which generally eat so large a hole 
in an account of sales that but little is left in the 
shape of net proceeds, to go into the pockets of our 
WPhffrn friunAa whn kam L.J »L: , i_ ..... 
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Sueceet -of America at the World's Fair. A 
London' letter, of the 4lh inst, mentions that the 
jurora of the great Exhibition had met that week 
to deeide upon the aerard of medals to exhibitors. 
The distribution of the prises will not be mede till 
efter the exhibition ia closed, and then it ie proba 
ble that the Queen will present them. The wri-
ter learns from a food source that the Atneriean 
section will obtain more prisee than many other 
foreign nations.

Colonization—A Large Company qf Bmi 
grünte.—The Kev.

About 350 ere now already engaged, and' 
additinns are expected which will reise the number 
to 500. The expense of this expedition will be St 
least $35,0U0.

*15,000 will be raieed in Louisiana, Mississippi 
and Alabama, where these emigrante belong. A 
large amount will be given by the masters, by 
whom eome ef them will be emancipated. He 
iatrade to raise the balance about <10,000, at the 
North.

A committee was to start for 
Harrisburg to secure letters patent, and the road 
will be put under contract this summ t. It is esti­
mated that the road will cost $800,000, and that it 
will be finished in one year. 

Salary of the Governor of Rhode Island.—The 
Providence (R. I.) Journal rays that the Governor 
and Lieut.

^The Census of Ireland— The Causes of the 
Rightful Decrease.—We are enabled to place be-
weoar readers this evening a tabular statement, 
embracing not only the abstract of the census just 
Çenpletèd; but comparative returns of the previous 
eeeenniâl enumeration of 1841. The present cen­
ter shows that the total population of Ireland is 
but G,515,794, exhibiting a decrease, to the awful 
estéat or 1,659,330, since 1841, when the total had 
been 8,175,124. There has been a decrease in 
every el unty in Ireland, with the single exception 
er Dublin. The population of the metropolitan 
" Ä hif, "lightly increased, from 932,726 to 

,8o0. The proportion of diminution has been 
me greatest in Oonnaught and Munster—-Galway, 
Mayo, and Roscommon, showing the highest per 
tentege of decrease, whilst the per centage is low­
est in Antrim, Down, Londonderry, and^Texford.

Interesting from Trieste. — The Vienna papers 
of June 27ih, contain the following telegraphic 
dispatch s* " TaiKSTE, June 26th.—The American 
t;hip of the line Independence ran into this port at 
eleven o'clock this morning. She carries 64 guns 
and 569 men. I understand Mr. Brace has been 
released, and is now on his way to this place. 
There liave been numerous arrests in Hungary 
lately, and secret combinations against the govern­
ment hitve been discovered to a considerable ex 
tent. At Eslau, some days ago, between thirty 
and fort/ persons were arrested. At Schamuitz, 
secret s torts of arms and ammunition have been 
discovered. Mr. Brace is not disposed to allow his 
imprisonment in Hungary to drop with his»release, 
but will adopt every means of getting satisfaction. 
He will soon lay a full accouut of his imprison­
ment before the American government and people. 
The arrival of the Independence caused much ex­
cite men t. 

The steamer Missiaetpp had sailedifrom Spezssia. 
Her destination is also supposed to be Trieste. 

The proofd against Mr. Brace as a political emis­
sary wei-e so slight, that so lung an imprisonment, 
and sucli treatment as it appears he lias received, 
can only be accounted for, as he says himself, by a 
desire tc punish American sympathy for Hungary, 
or to troat American citizens in such a manner as 
to prevent their coming to this country. Mr. Br jce 
will no doubt soon lay his own account before the 
American public. 

A piece of news in connection with this matter 
has coma to my ear in a private way( that is too 
good to l>a lost. It appears, namely, that the news 
of Mr. IIrace's arrest has reached Trieste simulta­
neously with the tidings that two American aüipe 
of war 4re on their way to that p #rt. The two 
events are supposed to be connected, so that the 
good peiople of Trieste are in mortal dread of a 
bra bard me nt. The approach of two American 
shipe of war to that port appears from a letter from 
the nav^l agent of the United Suites at Spezzta, 
Sardinia, dated June 7th, as follows : 
" The frigate Independence sailed from Leghorn 

last week for Trieste, and the steamer Mississippi 
ieft here on Tuesday last. It is supposed she has 
also gonb to Trieste. [S'gned] H. SPAULDING," 

The cjnly Austrian naval force at Trieste is now 
a frigate of 60 guns, that has not yet her »rmameni 
on board, and two small steamers. You may, 
therefore imagine they would hardly like a hostile 
visit from Commodore Morgan, with his flig ship 
and a stp^m^r.
