Excitement at Oalway, Ireland, 
The New York Sun hat been favored with the 

perusal of a private letter from Galway, Ireland, 
from which it mskee the following extract, giving 
a deaoription of the excitement in that city 
peolation of tbe arrival of the steamer North 
America, from New York, and the dieappointment 
when it waa heard the had been bought, and her 
deatination changed. It will be remembered (hat 
the announcement of her pnrchaae and change 
deatination was not made until the hour proposed 
for her departure, consequently, when the news 
reached Galway, the people were momentarily 
lookiog for her arrival. The letter is dated the 1st 
of July, and uye : 

Tremendout is the excitement ia Galway this 
day. Of courte you heard of the steamer North 
America, which waa to arrive here from New 
York. We were assured by letters from Dudley 
Pearse early the last month, that the company 
would surely start the Amerioan steamer on the 
17th. I cannot describe to you how the people of 
Galway, and 1 might say cf Ireland, felt on thia 
occasion. Meetings of all the public boarda were 
instantaneoualy held—a public dinner agreed to in 
order to give a aplendid reception to the America* 
paasengera, and the theatre was beautifully fitte, 
up for the occaaion. I saw it lighted, and it surely 
waa moat beautiful. Over the chair was the harp 
illuminated with gas ; all the boxes were decorated 
with evergreens and tplendid lights for the recep­
tion of ladies. 
k, At the end of the houte waa the spread eagle, ae 
computed with tbe eroam, and the letters V end A 
beautifully lit in gae. Tbe ceiling wit all festooned 
with various colored draperies. All tbit waa 
going on in one quarter, while Mr. Dargan, on the 
other aide, puahed the poor devilt on the railroad, 
and made them work alght and day. I never 
could imagine eaeh work eonld be done by any 
man as was doae here the last month. Would 
you believe it, the rail ia all laid down, and the en­
gine can run to-morrow for Dublin. 

8uch waa the desire in every quarter to make 
every thing comfortable for the Americans that 
wouden ttaira were made at the dock and at 
Loughara'a lor gaode and panengere, uniformt for 
dock-gate men, bunting cut up for colore, aailora 
drea-ed in uniform in tin yachts, new olothet for 
the watchmen, aud the ttande or ahedi of the old 
'Change all turn down. In fact, such wae the pre 
parationt that it waa all hustle, buttle. Again, 
there was a hard cooteet between Michael Carr 
and Thomas Connaît, the auctioneer, to try who 
would get the nun rail for the dinner, and Thomas 
Connell succeeded. He boiled ai many haras and 
killed as many fowls aa you would iraigine should 
do a regiment. He got ice from Dublin, with a 
good lot of venison. Poor follow, he may eat it 
himself now ! In fact, the preparations on Con-
nell'a part were most sumptuous, but I suppose the 
committee will remunerate him. The invitations 
were numerous ; among the parties invited were 
the Mayor and Council of Belfast, Reynolds, tbe 
member for Dublin, and Keough, the member for 
Alhlone. Yon will aak, who waa to pay for tbeee 
in.Rational It waa arranged that two hundred 
would be invited, including the eighty American 
paasengera, and two hundred of the Galway gen­
tlemen, at jCl per ticket—no ticket leea. We had 
reportera here from Dublin, Waterford, Cork, Lim 
erick, etc. The editor of the London Timet was 
hourly expected ; and, to conclude the description, 
all was prepared by the SSth of June, the day the 
America waa expected to arriva, when the unwel­
come news reached ua that the would not sail be­
fore the 24th. But why attempt a description of 
the anxiety prevailing in Galway .during the re­
maining eight days, to Ihe 1st of July. Oh, hor­
rible to relaie ! the NewYork Sun arrived with the 
news that the America Wat told, and with it the 
pro*p-!cts of Ireland. Surely oun Is an unfortu­
nate country—the English gold betrayed ua.

same disease. Mo less than six deaths 4ave oc­
curred among these immigrante within a few daya. 
Several who were far gone with the disease, how­
ever, have since entirely recovered*

correspondent in New Orleans, who nets as com­
mercial agent for many large houses in this city.

>i, Gens. Foote and Quitman, on Friday last, 
the léth instaat, during their discussion nt Sledge-
ville, in Pnnola county. The Memphis Esgle of 
the 21st gives this account of the affair : 

"They had agreed before leaving Jackson, to 
refrain from all personalities in their discussions, 
Gen. Foote deemed it no infraction of this agree­
ment to nllude to Gen. Quitman's connection with 
the late Cuban Expedition ; and had done so at sev­
eral appointments previous to the one at Sledgi 
ville, without- provoking any interruption, i 
Sledgeviile, however, when Gen. Foote spoke of 
the Cuban affair, Gen. Quitman stopped him and 
said that it was " ungentlemanly and dishonest" 
thus lo violate their agreement! Thereupon Gen. 
Foote called him u a liar." Blows were instantly 
interchanged ; but their mutual friends interposed 
and separated the combatants. We understand 
that Gen. Quitman has signified his determination 
not to speak with Gen. Foote at any more of their 
joint appointmente. 
" Postscript.—Since the above was in type, we 

learn from reliable authority thàt Gen. Foote made 
no allusion whstever, to the Cuban affair in his 
Jirst speech—but that Gen. Quitman himself intro­
duced the subject in his reply, and assailed the Ad­
ministration in strong terms for its course in re­
gard to that matter. Gen. Foote's remarks were 
solely in rejoinder, and in defence of the Govern 
ment. 

Singular and Terrible Accident.-—We learn from 
the Reading (Pa.) Adler the particulars of sn extra­
ordinary accident which occurred on the 21st ult, 
in Bern township, Berks county. Mr. Elitha Da­
vis, a large man, weighing about two hundred 
pounds, and sixty years of age, was engaged in 
making a small hay-»tack, and before he qui e fin 
ished, cast over the side a pitchfork, with a bundle 
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at the very place where the fork was standing, the 
handle of which pierced his body between th9 legs, 
and penetrated into the ttomnch about 17 inches 
until it touched the breast bone! There was no 
one present nt the time but a »-mall hoy, whp en 
deavored to draw the handle out of the wound 
with one hand, but not succeeding, he afterwnrds 
took hold with both hands, and by exerting himself 

t his strength, pulled it out. The 
handle of the fork was about li inches thick, and 
sawed off blunt at the end which piereed him. Dr. 
Spatz waa called in to attend him, and what is nl< 
must incredible to relate, he has so far improved as 
to be considered out of danger.
