Guadeloupe Hidalgo—ita transfer to American 
eiliacne end their prosecution ef the labors devolv.

It statea, too, the fact, generally known, that to 
protect the interests of the parties to the Tehuan-
tepee enterpriee, an amendment to the treaty had 
beea negotiated, ratified by our Senate and 
rejected by the Moaican Congress, upon what 
was most probably an entire misapprehension. It 
ooaeludee : 

" How far a nation can disavow the acts of its 
Government d* fatto, *» the ground that it- Wae 
irregularly coastiluled, and what effect a legislative 
annulment of a contract can have on tha righte ol 
parties interested, an queetions which at this 
moment it would be not only premature but im­
proper to dieousa. This matter is now the subjsot 
of negotiation between the two countries, and we 
have confined oarealvee to a aimple narration of 
laole, aad abstained from expreeeing any opinion 
aa to what will or ought to be the resultof then 
negotiations. 

" Those who, from private or publio considera­
tions, are impatient of any delay 'in the execution 
of thie magnificent project, an load ia their denun­
ciations of the Mexican Government ; but we truet 
that they will await the result of the negotiations, 
in full confidence thaf the Govermnent will pre-
eerve lie faith innolate, and that our oWn will do 
all that ie ineumbent on it to protect the righto of 
our citixeaa." 

Thie ie all true enough ; and we might eey, well 
enough. It will be lime to threaten or to aoeree 
Mexico, a weak and distracted .Republic, when 
misappreheasions an consoled, when diplomatic 
romeaetraaea has been heard, and legislation has 
had an opportunity to repair ita erroro.. 

When-we hear ciiixent speaking idly and pas­
sionately, upon the slenderest provocation, of our 
government plnngiog into a- wtr, or putting its 
•med power in movement, wa think they gravely 
mistake the true spirit and policy of our govern­
ment. It has a peaceable and not aggressive 
policy and spirit—full of confidence in it-s own 
great resource«, and no mon moving without a 
cause than any win and temperature creature of 
Providence. Whatever it desires that is reason a 
trie or just, no nation Of the earth dare refuse or 
withhold. And the time will be, and it is not very 

distant, when there will be for it no question of 
right or reason, because no possible question of 

power. Then its highest duty will ba forbearance, 
ils greatest glory moderation. What it wants now 

•f Mexico it can have by force ; but foroe is not 
only wrong, but it is expensive and demorolixing. 

Mexico will not, for the plainest of reasons and 
necessities, refuse-ui what Is right. If any one 
feels ambitious of striking her, «he weakest and 
moat powerless of nations, a blow ; if any one nee 
glory in the contest, we an gifted with to unmanly 
a taste, or so singular a vision, we would soon hie 
on lusty and vigorous youth to strike some feeble 
and debauched dotard. We see nothing thus far 

but what ie consistent with dignity, forbearance, 
ond propriety in the course of the Adminiatration 
and we an happy to ne that it is above the litlle-

of nixing upon an ignoble opportunity to 
make pitifol gunpowder popularity, and ra 
clamorous huxaa, by plunging into t sudden quar 
rel in which we could and would peril nothing 

honor. 

Law of Lift.*—A fire, attended by very 
melancholy consequences, occurred on the 18th ult., 
at Oregon, Mo., which involved a considerable de­
struction of property and th« loss of th{ee, 
probably more, lives.

Orleans« than in any similar amount of population 
in Boo ton, or any State north of Mason snd Dixon's 
lino. Nevertheless, it has been stated by Dr. 9 » 
of this city, and published by all northern and 
western papers, that Boston is more healthy then 
New Orloaas, and ha cites the history of (he four 
past years and the eeeoad aad third months of this 
year to prove it I will take him up on both hie 
propooitione and premises, sad try to disprove it 
la the first place he iaclades ia his mortuary Bills 
the epidemics of this oity, whioh is aot at all a fair 
iaferoaoo or criterion, for onr elimate is peculisrly 
unfitted for foreigaers until fccclimatsd, whiolus 
natural to all aoathera olimatea. 

Bat our oity, iaoludiag tho four yeara selected 
by Dr. 8 for comparison, has hsd aa epidemic 
of some character to prevail. Ia 1847 we hsd the 
yellow fever ; ia 1848, ship fever to a large extent ; 
1849, the cholera; 1850, the dongue. Who were 
the victime? Foreigners—that brought the dîs-
eaaea here with them, or wore in a state of incuba­
tion. Nevertheless, all citiea are liable to the same 
epidemica when eimilarly exposed, sad the same 
ratio of mortality ia attendant, regardless of cli­
mate or latitude—for instance, St. Louis, Cincin. 
nati aa J New York, have had the same mortuary 
biHa ia proportion to the population, when any of 
the above named epidemica have prevailed. 

Our city, during the winter and epring months, 
haa at least fifty per cent, more population than in 
the aummer aad autumn, consequently we have a 
much larger population in the winter and spring 
than Boston, and if you take the three years pre­
ceding these mentioned by Dr. S , nay 1844 to 
1847, the bills of mortality are leaa in comparison to 
population than either Boston or St Louis. So it 
is demonstrated that the doctor has not made a fair 
statement of our sanitary condition in either of his 
propositions.

We can at once imagine 
that all persons that are able, who are invalids of 
consumptions, coughs, rheumatism*, and a thou 
sand other ills man is heir to, will naturally seek 
this bland and mild climate. When once here, ex­
hausted with thœe dreadful diseases, and broken 
down constitutions contracted in other climates, 
they Ml victims of their own infatuation and the 
lily-advisedness of their medical counsellors who 
have exhausted all their ignorance in nostrums 
upon their credulity, have recommended them to 
leave comfortable homes to go and seek health in 
foreign climes, toe influences of which they know 
nothing, aad to got rid of signing the mortuary cer­
tificates, which in due course of time is accredited 
to the discredit of the sanitary reputation of New 
Orleans, which reçoives able supporters in our 
midst AMICUS.

Gen. Houston and the Texas Boundary.—In the 
course of a speech, (a sketch of which is given in 
the Galveston Journal,) the General thus testifies 
on the New Mexican claim ef Mexico : 

" He alluded to the sale of the Santa Fe territo­
ry, and thought that if there was any thing wroog 
in the trade, it was that Texas had got a little more 
than the coun<ry was worth ; but as he acted only in 
the capacity of agent of the people, that responsi­
bility must rest on their consciences. Texas, he 
said, had but a claim to Santa Fe, and that the Gov 
eminent of Texas, from 1838 to 1841, had weak 
ened that cliim by offering, in substance, to treat 
with New Mexico as a foreign power." 

Native American Convention.—The Pennsylva-
nian Native Americans held a State Convention at 
Harrisburg, on July 23. A motion to appoint, as 
temporary chairman, John Bradford, was met by a 
motion to appoint a Mr. Morgan. This motion 
gave rise to a scene of wild confusion, which 
lasted some minutes, and peace was only restored 
by the appearance of the Sheriff. Some ten or fif­
teen of the delegates expressed their dissatisfaction 
with the proceedings and withdrew. 

The following were selected as permanent offi­
cers of the Convention : 

James Verree, President Wm. M. Evans, P. B. 
Carter, John A. Witman, and Dr. J. A. Birkey, 
Vice Presidents, A. De Kalb Tarr and Joshua 
Husbands, Secretaries. 

The following resolutions were unanimously 
adopted : 

Resolved, That it is at the present time inexpe­
dient for the Convention to make any nominations 
for State officers, in consequence of the want of 
thorough organization in many of the counties 
throughout the State, and that our Native Ameri­
can friends are hereby earnestly entreated to or­
ganize their wards and townships ; to form Native 
American associations, and exert themselves to 
put the party in a proper condition to take its ap 
priate stand before the nation in support of its own 
nominees. 

Resolved, That we view the publication of the 
American Standard, emanating from Harrisburg, 
as entirely scisraatic, and that it is designed and 
calculated to disorganize the Native American 
party, and that we do not and cannot recognize 
as the exponent of our principles. 

Terrible Hurricane on the Missouri River.' 
A fearful hurricane broke forth, on the Missouri 
river, at Kanesville or its vicinity, oa the night of 
Wednesday 16th ult, and followed down the river 
some fifty to seventy-five miles. The precise 
width over whieh the devastation was spread has 
not been ascertained. Trees were shivered, fences 
levelled, the roofs of houses carried off, grain crops 
destroyed, and nothing, indeed, it would appear, 
could stand secure against its fury. The hurricane, 
wherever it passed, lasted about twenty minutes. 
As yet but one person is known to have been killed 
while it taged. The victim was a man named 
Wilkerson Hewett, who happened to be crossing 
the river in a caaoe, when the blast struck the boat 
and upset it, drowning him. 

Rise in Lake Michigan.—The Chicago Tri 
bune remarks, that " a gradual rise of water ii-
Lake Michigan has been going on through the 
season. Within a week or two past the rise has 
been more rapid than at any other period. We are 
told by those who have given attention to the sub­
ject, that the water in the river is from 12 to 18 
inches higher than it was last season. We älso 
learn that there is now such a depth of water on 
the St. Clair flats, that the largest vessels experi­
ence no difficulty in passing them." * 

Anti-secession in South Carolina.—A public 
meeting has been called in Charleston, St Ç., to be 
held on the evening of Tuesday, last, to give expres­
sion to the views of those who are in favor of co­
operation for the purpose of resistance to the 
aggressions of the Federal Government : but who 
are opposed to the separate secession of South Caro­
lina from the Union, under existing circumstances. 
The list of signers in double rows fills two columns 
of the Charleston Courier. There must be a thou­
sand names.

Benson, two of the sailors lately convicted of mu­
tiny and the murder of the mate of the bark Glenn, 
were hung on Friday, the 23d ult., at New York.
