Gobi Excitement in Maine*— It is due to the 
public that correct information respecting the gold 
deposits in Carney's Brook, and other locations on 
the Kt-nnebec waters, should be given by some one 
candidly, and in a manner divested by spleen or 
caprice. That there is a deposit in Canada, not far 
from the " height of land,*' is too well authenticated 
to admit of a reasonable doubt, though not trumpe­
ted to the world, but only flying on the wings of 
crazy humor. The Government of Canada have 
an establishment employing tome forty or fifty 
men with remonerative success—others under per­
mits have done fair business—while many have 
made engagements only to be abandoned, and most 
of the hungry Yankees are returning home. Now, 
if there is gold there, and from volcanic action, 
why should it excite so decided an opposition to 
hear that Che mountainous regions any where 
above Bingham, should have particles in their 
bosoms. One gentleman states chat, for curiosity, 
he made an excursion from just above Carney's, 
but on the same brook, and spent two days, where 
he found what he had no doubt was gold in thin 
scales. Another states that he took particles from 
the seams of the ledge, eighteen inches below the 
Deface, where no human hand could have dropped 
them. These are only specimens of reports on 
that side. Others again insist that the gold is 
dropped by inserted persons, and they have been 
seen to drop it. 

From all reports, I am fully in the belief that 
there are gold deposits in Canada, about Carney 
brook, and many other places on the shores of the 
river, but that, excepting Canada, none have been 
found, and will not be while people only flit about 
and remove a few stones and a little gravel, and 
because gold does not start out in quantities to 
make them rich, turn and run. Where gold is 
found at alt it affords a probability that there may 
be deposits hereafter developed, which will be 
worth working, but good judgment and patient 
industry must be exercised belore we shall get a 
quantity sufficient to balance the exportation to 
Europe. 

Some rumors are flying through this region 
which afford some stimulus to the excitement, but 
too much reliance should not be reposed in thenA, 
but " wait a little longer." [Mann's Miscellany.

[Throughout the whole of the testi­
mony of Mrs. F. relating to the act of killing, and 
the exclamations of her dying daughter, the prisoner 
was deeply affected ; was in tears, and hung his 
head below the railing.of the box.] My daughter 
appeared to be sensible, but said no more till the 
doctor came in ; he cime in four or five minutes 
Dr. Bult was the one. Dr. Butt told her to lie on 
the side she was shot in ; her reply was, in a faint 
voice, 1 I cannot lie on it.' She died in half an 
hour after. I went into the room before she died» 
and asked her if she felt any better ; she looked up 
at me as if she wanted to kiss me ; I kissed her, 
and she said, ' No, no, I'll soon be gone. [Mrs. F 
was so deeply moved by the recital of portions ol 
her evidence as to be frequently obliged to pause 
for minutes ; at such times she would exclaim— 
4 Excuse me, gentlemen, my heart is broken ; my 
poor, p*»or daughter, when 1 thiuk of you I am not 
inyseli.' " etc]. 

An Odd Character.—NL. Armand B , died 
early in the spring, and his executors have just held 
their sale ot the ornaments of his galleries.

The Havana coujd not produce so rich 
a stock as that he possessed. Like all good 
amokers, he was never known to offer any body a 
cigar, except on one occasion; when Taglioni 
made her second appearance in the opera, after 
famous pas seul he offered her—generous man !-
dozen cigars. Every day he consumed a dozen 
tbe finest, purest, most delioate and driest cigars 
which could be procured for money, and attempered 
by age. Not one of his cigars was lèss than 
twenty years old ; he held lucubrationes vigivti 
annorum as necessary for cigars to arrive at matu-
irify, as my Lord Coke declares them to be for good 
lawyers. His cigar treasury was divided into 
twenty compartments, one compartment was 
emptied and another filled every year with th 
finest cigars, the Havana manufactures. Thu: 
he always secured to himself ripe cigars. The 
sale lasted four days ; the cigars sold for high, but 
fair prices, the boxes bearing date 1831, bringing 
$300 the thousand, which is not too dçar, for M 
de B. paid no less than $100 twenty years ago.

An Indian Treaty —I he St. Louis Republican 
has information that a treaty has been formed by 
Gov. Ramsey and Mr. Com. Lea, with the Sioux 
Indians, assembled at Lac Traverse. The treaty 
was concluded on Tuesday, the 22.1 ult. Only one 
Indian chief, the " Devil on Two Slicks," opposed 
the provisions ol the cession, but he finally gave in 
his adhesion to the treaty. The term* having been 
agreed upon, Mr. Lea left the treaty ground for a 
day or two—when he was to return and the treaty 
was to be signed. It is supposed, though not cer 
lainly known, that the Indians ceded their most 
valuable lands. There were two thousand Indians 
at the treaty ground, and among them several hun 
dred who had never seen the face of a white man 
or any thing in the way of civilization. It is said, 
that every thing passed off quietly and satis&c-
torily. 

Cop way''s American. Indian.—In the second 
number of this handsome newspaper, referring to 
the reported illness of Mr. Cooper, the novelist, 
Copway gives an opinion of the fidelity of his In­
dian portraits. He says : 

" In mentioning the name of oar worthy and 
honored friend, we will here repeat what we have 
often said in our association with the learned eagea 
of the old world last summer—' that Mr. Cooper's 
writings gave a better idea of Indian character, 
than any man living or dead.'
