11m meeting was one in oppo­
sition to sapante or immediale Meeetion. It waa 
one gotten np by and compoaad of soma of the 
most distinguished of South Carolina's sons. Il 
shows, spite of all quibbling-—spite of the verbal 
»Miming of the resolutions passed—that South 
Carolina will not go blind-folded and headlong 

over lha dixsy precipice of disunion. It vindi­
cates tha friands of the Union, by showing that 
even South Carolina statesmen, her ablest and 
most distinguished, ara compelled to side with 
them in argument. This forced vindication is 
eao of the proudest triumphs of the Union cause, 
and will command the attention and arouse the 
refleclione of the country. It vindicatee them in 
theee things: 

They said that 8oûth Carolina disunionism 
was a vain, intolerant, arrogant spirit, which 
scorned counsel and dictated results.. They said 
it waa a precipitate, presumptuous, vaunting, 
foolish spirit, which counted no consequences, 
heeded na suggestion of time or circumstance, 
and claimed for itself the power of a great em­
pire. They said it was an infatuated spirit, 
preparing to be guilty of treason to-its own real 
interests, and to compromise tlie interests of all 
the other Southern Slates. 

Mow, look at the faots. Hear Langdon Cheves— 
hear James L. Orr—hear Cot Chesnat. Bead the 
résolutions.

Then say, if ever a 
cause stood so justified by ils foes, before man 
and God, as stands the cause of the Union. 

Sonth Carolina said, oorne what might, the 
would recede, and the other Southern States 
would be forced to follow. She, the vaunted 
champion of 8tale Rights and State Sovereignty, 
saidihis, trumpeted it forth to the world, de 

it in the Congrese of the Union, re­
solved it in 8tale Convention) spread it in her 
hundred prassps, cast it half scornfully into ihe 
teeth of her Southern sisters of the Confederacy. 
We said this was insolent and arrogant, intole­
rant and vain. For this, Souih Carolina raised 
the cry of traitor«, well echoed by her co-ope-
rators, against moderate and conservative men. 
Now, witnesses come forward she dare not im­
peach, and before whom they, her echoes, must 
bow down and be silent. Hear tha anciem 
Cheves on this clamorous, defiant, and lordly 
policy of separate seceasion : 
" Of the right of a Slate to secede from the

That right is the right of a sovereign State. A 
right, oi whith a sovereign State cannot be di­
vested ; and the only real question is, are the 
Stales of the Union sovereign Slates, ot which, 
I suppose, no Southern man will venture to ex­
press a doubt. But, 1 think separate secession, 
though an undoubted, legal and public right, ù 
scarcely a moral and social one, on Uu part of ont 
Southern State, in reference to her eitler Staut a) 
the South. 1 heir relations ef unity are so many, 
to homugeneouH, and so strong, a« to amount to 
destiny. God and nature have combined tliein by 
such social adhesiün, such homogene jutness of in-
terrests, by such great and bemgu sympathies ol 
Mood, of character, ami historical action, aa to 
make their separation deploiable, dangerous, and 
unwise." 

, Well, we hold secession lo be nothing more or 
less than a revolutionary right. But waiving that, 
when did we, when did any friend of the Union, 
ever argue more strongly than Cheves argues, 
when he denies that the right of tecesaion ia 
moral and social one." Are we not to deny and 
denounce what is not " a moral and social right,' 
hut that some oue, wiser thaa the old men of the 
Republic, than Washington, Madison, Jackson, 
Clay, is to hiss his venomous nonsense, his pitiful 
ehaige of submission ist, into our teeth ? If ihey 
will war now, hi them war on Cheves. 

Let them war upon Orr ; for, he said—and fuller 
or more pointed testimony we do not want in any

" Proscription aad intolerance !" The friends 
of the Union said it would come lo that—that the 
rash leaders in South Carolina had no tolerance, 
no kindliness. We said it would come to that, but 
we thought these amiable feelings would be mani­
fested first ouiside, at least, of South Carolina. Il 
people are not kiodiy and toleiant at home ; if 
Ihey treat the inmates of the same household as 

the wolf," " the lamb," who voluntarily casts 
W" 'if* >n «uch a den ? Who seeks auch compa­
nionship, such sympathy, where all that is pre­
cious, and dear, and sacred, is risked ? If this be 
the t ome spirit, the fraternal feeling of South Ca­
rolina ultraisis, what exhaustless measure of amia­
bility and love have ihey for the more distant citi-
sens of Alabama, Georgia, Louisiana, and Missis-
lippi ! Were not the friends of the Uniun right in 
saying that their spirit was loo vain, too artogant, 
loo boastful, too intolerant, to be trusted ! It is 
one of the most distinguished and honored sons of 
South Carolina who ascribe to her ultraista the 
spirit of the wolf ! Did ever the friends of the 
Union go so for!

The night of doubt, trouble aad eonfuaion, has 
paaeed from our Union ; the foee who beleagnred 
the Constitution have fled, aad our rich aad widely 
extended land ia rejoicing in the freshness of its 
morning and the fullnese of ita harvest time. 
Better that it should be so, than that the folly of a 
brave and chivalrous people should rex the whole 
land with civil war—than that the land of Marion, 
aad Sumter, and Hayne—the gallant Hayae whom 
England hung—should be ooweriag, humbled and 
disgraced before the nations, a pensioner upon 
Bnglaad'a lordly favor. Why ahould she surren­

New York Correspondence of the Crescent. 
NawYoaa. July 25, 1851 

The murderers of Asa Havens, mate of tlie 
American bark Glenn, are sentenced to beexe 
cuted at the Tomba this forenoon. Clements, quite 
a young roan (indeed all three are youthful,) was 
respited and ia not to be bung until the 22d of Au­
gust next. The plea for his reprieve is, that he 
is " not prepared Jar death.** Are his companions 
in guilt any better prepared than "he, to be hurried 
before the bar of their eternal Judge, to answer for 
their crimes ! I am probably wrong, as older and 
wiser heads than mine think differently; but this 
giving a murderer a few weeks after conviction to 
regenerate jiis soul and appeaee an offended God, 
appears to me to be a mere mockery and tragical 
larce. 
" But how much spiritual preparation do mur­

derers afford their victims?" some of the ndvo 
cates of the prevent custom, Will inquire. None, 
we reply; but shall we on this account retaliate 
upon them. There is apt to be too much of the 
retaliatory spirit in all human laws, aud perhape 
i here is in that of capital punisbment. I have 
•ever advocated the abolition of this law, still 1 
think it might be well to find eome substitute for 
capital punishment. 

I was atruek with the novelty of a conversation 
which I heard yesterday under the gallows in the 
yard of the prison of detention, Meli known as the 
>( Tombs," from the resemblance its architecturt-
gives it to the charnel houses of ancient Egypt. 
There were two or three carpenters, two or three 
judicial and municipal officers, and one or two gen­
tlemen connected with the press, present. All 
concerned, more especially the officers, looked with 
manifest disgust upon the preparations for deliber 
ately strangling two of their fellow creatures, at 
which the workmen were engaged under the su 
per vision of functionaries who were themselve» 
inveighing in a low tone against capital punioh 
ment. One officer was strongly in fi&vor of substi­
tuting, solitary incarceration for life in a prison 
used for no other than capital offenders, who, from 
the moment they entered its portal should never be 
permitted to come out alive, or to see any bumai 
face. I allude to this conversation only became it 
was peculiar, considering the time and place, and 
indicates the progress of the anti-hanging senti­
ment in this community.

The importers are waking up, after two months 
of salutary sleep, and the daily receipts at the office 
of the U. S. Assistant Treasurer for duties average 
about $125,000. The balance in the locker yes ter 
day was $2,192,114. The sales at the U. S. Land 
Office, at Springfield, I Is., from April 1st to July 
1st, 18$1, amounted to 43,661 acres —about three 
fourths were in Mexican war bounty warrants. All 
this will be taxable in one year at three dollars per 
acre.

The Weather—Violent Storms—Injuries to 
Cotton.—On Thursday evening, says the Concor­
dia Intelligencer, a furious thunder storm arose in 
our vicinty, heralded by immense columns of dust 
that filled the atmosphere, turning day into a night-
like gloomiuess. The wind was powerful, almost 
like a tornado, and some hail came down with the 
torrents of rain that deluged the earth. Consider­
able damage was done to dwellings, out-houses, 
shed., shops and stables, in Nsichei. One of the 
chimneys of the Mansion House was blown down, 
breaking a large section of the roof over the ladies 
apartment. As much as the rain was needed in all 
this region, its violent character has tracked its 
course ia devastation over the cotton fields, beating 
down the stems and boughs of the plant, and 
covering the ground with the bolls that had com­
menced falling by the drought. A lew days since a 
storm of precisely the character of this, and marked 
with like ravages, prevailed in the vicinity of 
Whittakers, in the lower part of Concordia parish. 

Union Parish. La.—From the Karm^rville In­
quirer of July 85, we learn that the drought in all 
ihui section of country, excepting a few small lo­
calities, haa been unprecedented. The corn is lite­
rally burned up, and tlie cotton small, yellow and 
already blossoming to the tops of the p'ant. The 
prospect is truly gloomy.

Letters were read from the venerable Langdon 
Cheves, and several other distinguished gentlemen. 
The writers maintain the right of a State to secede, 
but ackaowledge secession to be revolution they 
unite m expressing deep indignation at the aggrea-
sions of the Northern States, but strongly dissuade 
from immediate State action, or separate State 
secession ; they express the ardent hope, and san­
guine belief, that concerted action will take place 
among the Southern States, which will produce 
redress and security in the Union, or result in the 
formation of an independent Southern Confederacy. 
After the adoption of the resolutions, which we 
append, the meeting was addressed by the Hon. A. 
P. Butler and the Hon. Robert W. Barnwell, in 
opposition to separate State action. The latter 
gentleman, at great length, labored to demonstrate 
the inability of the State to sustain herself alone, 
and the folly of looking to Great Britain for counten­
ance and aid. He exposed fully the abolition poliey 
of that nation, as exemplied by her acts for many 
years. He referred to the great sacrifice at whieh 
she had abolished slavery in her own dominions, 
and to the fact that in her offer to Texas, the aboli­
tion of slavery was one of the conditions. 

The following resolutions, presented by Mr. 
Finley, were adopted with the entire concurrence 
of the meeting : 

1. Resolved, That the aggressive measures of 
the Federal Government, in connection with va­
rious exhibitions of public sentiment by the (copie 
of the North, thmugh their State Governments 
tnd otherwise, fora series of years, indicate, in our 
opinion, a deep rooted hostility to the interests of 
he South, and a settled purpose to deprive the 

Southern States, on account of their peculiar insti-
u ions, of their original rank as Sovereigns and 
quals in this Confederacy ; and that th* inevita­

ble result of such proceedings, if allow-d to take 
• heir course, must be ultimately the entire aboli­
tion of negro slavery in the South, and the t rec 
lion, in place of our Federal Union, of a Consoli­
da» ed Government, alike despotic and irrespon­
sible. 

2. Resolved, That in view of the humiliating 
condition of the Slaveholding-Sta'eu in this Con­
federacy—their rights violated—tbeir inst tutiona 
proscribed—their character vilified—tl.elr offers of 
compromise ivjectad—and in view of the still 
greater dangers which are impending over them, 
we believe the time has come when this Union 
should be dissolved, and a new Government or-
ranized on the basis of a Southern Confederacy. 
But while surh is our deliberate opinion as to our 
wrongs and our remedy, we would still he willing 
to give a trial, fairly, and in good faith, to any 
plan, short of «lisaolvn g the Union, which our sis­
ter States of the South may propose, for reinstat­
ing us in the possession of our rqual rights, and 
providing us with adequate guaranties tor our fu­
ture security. 

3. Resolved, That as the subject of the contro­
versy in which we are engagt d is not peculiar lo 
South Carolina, hut equatlv concerns the other 
slave-holding States of this Union, our true policy 
and most proper mode of procedure is, in our opin­
ion, to make common cause with our aggrieved 
confederates ; and nnite with them iu counsel and 
action to obtain redress for our common wroegs ; 
" such concert of action," according to the views 
of our own Calhoun, b-ing" the one thing need­
ful," whether to save the Union, or if (as we be­
lieve) that be now too late, then " to 
selves.") 

4. Resolved, That in the present aspect of our 
political affairs, we deprecate the separate secession 
of South Carolina from the Union : 1st. Because it 
is due to our Southern confederates having a com­
mon interest and threatened by a common danger, 
to take counsel with them, and especially with such 
of their citixens as are Known to be faithful and 
devoted friends, as to the mode and measure of re­
dress for onr own common wrongs ; and because 
our precipitate secession from the Union, in oppo­
sition to their views and wishes, would seem as if 
we claimed to be the exclusive champions of South­
ern Rights—an assumption which could not but 
be regarded as arrogant in us, and insulting to 
them—thus, in place of harmony of 'eeling, and 
concert of action, provoking jealousies, and sowing 
the seeds of discord between us and our national 
allies, and operating to prevent the formation of a 
Southern Confederacy. 2d. Because our separate 
secession would be eminently premature and un­
wise at this time, when we may fairly calculate on 
the co-operation of other States at no distant pe­
riod, since the effect of renewed agitation and con­
tinued aggression by Northern fanatics—results 
which may be regarded as absolutely certain, must 
inevitably be, to bring up some of our sister States 
of the South to the same position which we now 
occupy, and thus operate to insure the formation of 
a Southern Confederacy. 3d. Because South Ca­
rolina, by separate secession, would be placed in 
the attitude of a Foreign Government io the other 
slave-holding States of this Union, the effect of 
which would be, that, under the laws of Congress, 
prohibiting the migration or importation of slaves 
trom a foreign country into the United States, we 
should be subjected practically to the " Wilmot 
Proviso," in its mont aggravated form. 4th. Be­
cause in all her public resolves, South Carolina has 
given no other pledge—has avowed no other deter­
mination than to co-operate with her sister Slates 
of the South in resisting those aggressions ; and, 
finally, because in the present posture of affairs, to 
dissolve our union with the South, and thus isolate 
ourselves from the sympathies and support of those 
with whom we are bound together in a common 
destiny, would be not only abortive as a measure 
of deliverance, but if not utterly suicidal in ita 
effects, in the highest degree dangerous to the sta­
bility of our institutions. 

5. Resolved, That while we are opposed to the 
separate secession of South Carolina from the 
Union, without the concurrence and co-operation 
of at least some other slave-holding State, or th« 
reasonable assurance that such would be the re 
suit of her separate action, we hold the right of L 
State to secede, as no longer an open question, and 
as essential to the sovereignty and freedom of each 
member of this Confederacy. 

6. Resolved, That as our hope of deliverance at 
this crisis rests on the formation of a Southern 
Confederacy—a conclusion which we believe to be 
entertained by a large majority of the people of 
South Carolina—we would earnestly invoke the 
early action of our State Convention, whenever it 
shall be assembled, to devise and adopt such mea­
sures as in their wisdom shall seem most effectual 
to bring about a system of concert aud co-opera­
tion among the slave-holding States in resisting 
the aggressions of the Federal Government ; and 
also as representing the Sovereignty of South 
Carolina to determine by a solemn ordinance what 
relation to that Government it shall meanwhiU 
become us to occupy ; and at the same time to pre 
scribe to the constituted authorities of the State, 
suoh a course of action as will enable them to take 
advantage of all emergencies, and to be prepared 
for ail results. 

The following were subsequently introduced and 
adopted 

Resolved, That, inasmuch as the organixation of 
the Auxiliary Southern Rights Association is now 
recognized as intended to advance the doctrine of 
separate State action, it is incumbent on those who 
are prepared to stand by the Resolution* ju t 
adopted, to make equal preparation for the just 
naintenance ot the doctrines that we believe essen-
*a«to l^e We"*rtî and honor of South Carolina. 

Resolved, That a Committee of Vigilance and 
Conference, to consist of one hundred members, 
be appoiuted by the chair, whose duty it shall be 
to recommend such measures as shail b", in their 
judgment, best calculated to unite the public senti­
ment ol our city and State in the support of the 
principles we have now openly professed. 

Resolved, That a Committee ol Correspondence, 
to consist of twenty-five, be appointed by the chair, 
to correspond with our fellow-citizens in this State 
and other Southern States, in relation to the great 
purpose ot combining Southern feeling, and makiug 
it conduce to the great end of united Southern ac­
tion.

The deaths ia NewYork for the «âme seven 
days, number 464. 

Dr. GraU Moses of the Board of ttc^th of St« 
Louie furaishes a report in which he stales the to­
tal a umber of deaths from July 1, 1850, lo July 1, 
1801, to have been four ^thousand eight hundred 
and ninety-four. Of cholera, one thousand and 
forty-six. Of other diseases, three thousand eight 
hundred and forty-eight. This makes an average 
of about thirteen and a-half per day. Of these, two 
thousand four hundred and ninety-three were for­
eigners ; two thousand four hundred and one Ame­
ricans ; two thousand seven hundred and ninety-
three adults ; two thousand one hundred and one 
children of five years and under. One thousand 
two hundred and ninety-three were buried at the 
charge of the city. In this year five thousand per­
sons have been detained at the quarantine ground ; 
eighty of these were interred on the island, with 
the exception of a few from the quarantine boat, 
during aad after the flood. 

In 1850 the number of persçns detained at qua­
rantine ground was two thousand four hundred and 
ninety-five. In 1849, but one thousand seveg-hun-
dred. Thie makes Ihe whole number, from its 
establishment up lo July 1, 1851, to be nine thou-
aand one hundred and ninety-tive, and the aggre­
gate number of deaths among those detained, one 
hundred and three. 

Growth of the West.—The following statistics 
of the progress of Des Moines county, Iowa, are 
interesting, as indicating the rapid advance of that 
young Bute. There are 229,942 acrea of land and 
14,488 inhabitants. The total value of real estate 
is $2,130,924, and personal property $477,672. 
Burlington haa 5129 inhabitants. The population 
of the county has increased 1500 during the past 
year, and the average valuation of entered land is 
$5 87 per acre. 

Ninety Slaves Emancipated.—The will of Wm. 
Ray land, of Caroline county, Va., providing for 
the freedom of all his slaves, ninety in number, 
and if contrary to the law of Virginia for them to 
remain therein, then for their removal to and estab­
lishment, at his expense, in some free State, has 
been sustained against the suit of the heirs, by the 
Supreme Court of Virginia. The slaves are to be 
transported shortly to one of the free Slates of the 
Union, or to Liberia. 

New Currency.—The Chilian Government are 
calling in all their currency to coin a new one, same 
as that in the United States—dimes and half dimes, 
quarter dollar, half dollar, dollars, (both silver and 
gold,) quarter eagles, half eagles, whole eagles, 
two eagles and ounces.
