Ilayti.—An arrival at New York, on July 29, 
frokn Hayti, with dates to the 30th, brings intelli­
gence that the country is quiet. The Emperor is 
daily expeeted at Cape Haytien, having reached 
St. Marks. 

Specie.—There was imported, chiefly from Cali­
fornia, into New York, during the week ending the 
36th ult., in specie, tl,009,897, exported $999,315. 

Dubuque and Keokuk Railroad.—A meeting was 
held by the Directors on the 19th, and another on 
the 23J. 

Railroad—A meeting in favor of the Iowa 
Western Railroad was held at Muscatine on the 
15th iiut. 

A Locomotive Establishment.—Messrs. Smith & 
Perkins, of Alexandria, Virginia, have commenced 
the manufacture of locomotives upon a pretty ex­
tended scale. They now employ about 150 hands, 
and are now manufacturing al the rate of about 
twenty locomotives a year. 

Serious Riot at Stamford.—On the 26th July 
an attempt was made by some persons of Stam­
ford village, mostly boys, on a portion of its Irish 
inhabitants. A fierce battle ensued, the Irish using 
scythes, clubs, etc. Many were badly hurt on 
both sides, and some twelve or fifteen have been 
arrested. 

Interesting Case.—A daughter of Haran Rich­
ard-ton, of Schuyler, Herkimer county, N. Y., re­
cently had a finger completely severed just back 
of the root of the nail, by a straw cutter. The 
severed portion was reunited, and although it had 
been separated some 10 or 15 minutes before it 
was replaced, the union was perfected.

Four Men Burned to Death.—Oa the 37th of 
July afrann hoaee al Browa town, Bradford «ma­
ty, F'-, aaed by the ooatraetora oa I ha North 
Braach Caaal extension, wee eeasamed, aad Abra­
ham Fiaher aad Henry Fisher, his sea, contract­
ors, Mr. Flanagaa, saperiateadeat, aad a man 
whoee aasae was Goldsmith, the cook, perished ia 
the flames. Abraham Fiaher leaves a wife and 
three childrea at Wiikeebana, where the remains 
af himself aad son were brought to-day for later-
meat Abraham Fiaher had jaal retarned with 
funds to pay his haada, aad the money waa proba­
bly eoaeamed also. 

Virginia — On Saturday last, thousands of panes 
of glass wen destroyed in Martinaburg, V«., by 
bail, but no other aérions damage was dorn. At 
the head of Tnscarora, several fields of corn wen 
much injured, aa waa the case in the neighborhood 
of the " Mile Honee," and towards the mouth of 
the Opeqtton. A number of Mtoe were Mown 
down, bnt the storm waa not fens mile south and 
east of town. 

Pire.—At Philadelphia, oa July 28, two large 
woolen aad cottoa factories, at Iba corner of Jeffer-
aon aad Washington streets, Keaaiagtoa, were 
destroyed by fire. They were owned by Peter 
Hickey. AU the stook, machinery, etc., were an-
sumed. One of them was iasured for (23,000, aad 
the other, whieh was the only one in operation, 
and tbe largest of the two, was iasured for (40,000, 
ia the Fraaklia aad Pennsylvania offices. Several 
dwellings in the viciaity were alao much damaged. 

Fatal River Accident. — The sloop Rabeooa 
Ford capsized aad suak on Saturday afternoon, 
July 28, when nearly oppoeile Hyde Park, New 
York, by a sudden squall strikiag ker. Two 
females, Mrs. Mary E. Crag in aad Misa Elias 
Allea, who were in the eabia, ware drowned. The 
four mea swam until they were picked ap. 

Church Burned.— The Catholic Chttrch at 
Ottawa, HI., was accideatally set oa fire on the 
23th alt., and the progress of the flames could not 
be stayed uatil the edifice was in ruins. The 
structure was raised some three years aiaoe, and 
waa map* of the beat buildings in that section of the 
country. The pastor's home was also destroyed. 
The whole amouat of loss waa estimated at aine 
or ten thousand dollars, upon which there is no 
insuranoe. 

Cholera in Virginia—The Chare-town (Va ) 
Republican says : 
" This fell disease has made its appearance in 

navenswood, Jackson county. There had been 
seven deaths up to Friday last. We heard of no

rB but ih»t of Mr. Juhn Thorn and two of his 

children, and Mr. Phillips. A young man named 
flicker, died of cholera on the siesmer Skii.p <r, 
coming up, on Thursday. Mr. John Thompson 
died near LovelPs Furnace, on Friday latt, after a 
tihon illness, of cholera. On the same day, a ne­
gro died of the samediwaw. In this place, on 
Saturday afternoon, a middle aged colored woman 
«ervant of Dr. Couon, died of cholera, after a short 
sickness." 

From Hayti—Another Battle —A letter from 
Port-nu-Priuce, July 15, to the New York Ei-
press, tays : 

"Another battle has been fought between the 
Haytiens and Dominican*, near tne town of Cotuy, 
on tbe 13th instant, which proved very di.astrou„ 
'o the Emperor's troops, of whom about 900 were 
lain out of a force of 2700 men. An immense 

quantity of arme and ammunition fell inio the 
hand, of the Victors, besides 246 prier,ners, among 
whom an a nephew of the Emperor and nine offi­
cers of some distinction. The routed army took 
shelter in the fortified town of San Juan, whose 
walls protected what valor seemed inadequate to 
defend. The victors re tiled in ei< client order on 
the Southern bank of the Youma River, ready at 
all times to act only on the defensive, and repulse 
the invaders. My next may breathe a different 
tone." 

. Another Anti-rent Outrage.—A farmer, residing 
in tbe (ownof Bein, in this county, though willing 
and disposed to pay his rent, has not for several 
years, because he could not, without subjecting his 
buildings and property to the danger of being 
destroyed by the anti-renters. Being in the city a 
week or two ago, a suit was commenced against 
him for arrears. Thus placed between two fires, 
he went home and made preparations to pay up. 
His design being suspected by his neighbors, three 
persons, disguised as Indians, and armed with guns 
and tomahawks, called on him and warned him 
not to pay his rent By way of admonition, they 
wantonly cut several spokes out of a wagon, whioh 
stood before his door, with their tomahawks. This 
is only a foretaste of the greater injuries he may 
expect, if he dares to comply with his contract and 
obey the laws. There are hundreds of others in 
the anti-rent districts similarly situated. [Albanv 
Register, July 28.

Arms for South Carolina.—The cannon for the 
would-be Southern Republic, says the Woonsocket 
Patriot, are being made by Messrs. Ames, of Ca-
botyille, Mass. The order was first sent to a Vir­
ginia company, but it failed and the secessionists 
were compelled to get the order filled north of Ma­
son & Dixon's Line, which they had avowed they 
would not do.
