by foreign powers.

liuenos Ayr es.-r-The news from the Argentine 
Republic, ia South America, is most gloomy. It 
is one of the very finest portiens of that continent, 
and above all others it has been a prev to civil 
wars. First came the " seeession " of Paraguay ; 
then that of Montevideo, and new the news is fully 
confirmed of the secession of tws mora States, 
Conen tes aad Entre Rios. Brazil has assumed a 
decidedly hoetile attitude, aad aids the seeeesioa-
ists, though not yet to point of open war. How 
all this will end, or how a pacification^ can be re­
stored, one cannot foiesee. It will be remembered 
that the force of Rosas was strong enough to bear 
up againist the combiaed naval forces of England 
and France. The Buenos Ayres people also 
stoutly drove a large British land force from their 
city early in the present century. On the other 
hand, much feebleness has been shown by Rosas, 
in his inability to subdue the Montevidians, and to 
bring back the province of Paraguay. The two 
provinces now seceding, Entre Kios and Corien-
tes, occupy an important place in that confedera­
tion. They are on great rivers of the country, and 

djaeent to Braxil, whose imperial government is 
•penly disposed to make the most, in iu own fa-openlj 

vor, of tfce internal troubles of its republican neigh­
bors. The whole aspect of the matter forebodes 
much evil to commerce, and to the welfare and im­
provement of the Argentine Confederation. 

Terrible Accident in Russia.—Among the 
jtems of newsin the English papers is the follow­
ing: 

" A fearful occurrences announced from Rus­
sia, which took place in Waldimir on the 1st of 
July. According to ancient custom, a procession 
is always held on that day, to carry the wonder­
working imsge of the Virgin from a neighboring 
convent into the town of Waldimir and back 
again. This time the concourse was unusually 
great, and just as the procession was crossing the 
bridge, the latter gave way, and 149 persons lost 
their lives ; 48 have been recovered, more or less 
injured during the fearful event.'" 

Fugitive Slaves in Canada. — The Buffalo 
Commercial Advertiser remarks as follows respect­
ing the condition of fugitive slaves in the British 
Provinces of Canada 

" A ny one who ha* traveled much, particularly 
m the Upper Province, will have remarked their 
numbers, and apparent destitution, misery and 
degradation. The climate and soil seem unconge­
nial to their constitutions and habits. The labor 
to which they have been accustomed in cotton or 
tobacco fields, ia not to be (ound. They wander up 
and down the country, or hang about the cities and 
villages—idle and ragged, irilhjgiii to care or pro-
vide for them, with no prosÉÉBBfpiproveinent to 
themselves, and an annoyaiä*%fbe white inhabi­
tants. It is true, efforts have been made, both by 
philanthropic individuals, and by the Government, 
to give tliege: employment, or to place them upon 
lands to ciiif\ate for their own support. They 
have been organised into military companies, and 
mace to serve as soldiers at many of the military 
posts, ai d we believe a township was attempted to 
be settled by them, but we suspect with indifferent 
success. 

A Relic of the French Marine — A model of the 
«|||^rench ship of tiie line, constructed at Dieppe, 
^^^•kthe seventeenth century, has just been 
so*TFrance, among the effects of M. Duchat, 
who was a naval commissaire under the empire! 
I ha mod el and the ship were constructed in 1637 
1 he ve**el carried seventy-sir guns in battery, and 
was one hundred and thirty-five feet long, and of 
exceller:! proportions. It Was called the Couronne. 
and had a long and glorious career. Cardinal 
Ridtlieu, who, after the fiege of Rochelle, devoted 
much attention to the development of the French 
marine, expressed great satisfaction with this «hip, 
a?uP°ri l'ie builder, M. Morin, a pension 
of <£3,000, aud bestowed upon him some title of 
honor. The model was sold to a rich Hollander, 

' who has a numerous collection of similar models. 
Its authenticity is indisputable, although it i« said 
to lie iu a bad state of preservation.

These efforts become des­
perate when he saw bound into tbe circus four 
wwerfol dogs, which in a few moments reduced 
lim to such a pitiful state that it Was necessary to 
withdraw him. The wolf stood on tbe defensive-r 
he shook off the doge, but he did not attack them. 

Nezt entered a hyena, against whifh four doge 
were likewise loosed. One of thé dogs dis­
tinguished himself greatly in this combat, and 
several times mastered the hyena alone, dragging 
him over the ground, but he wis so punished by 
the fierce bite of the wild beast, that his master was 
fain te enter the arena and withdraw him from the 
combat, amid saMbs of applause. The hyena was 
theu withdrawn in rather a mangled condition. 
The nezt wild beast that appeared was « sturdy, 
surly bear, against whom were launched as many 
as thirteen dogs. The enemy was not evidently 
of a more formidable kind, for the dog« were no 
longer so eager to grapple with the object of their 
attack, but contented themselves with harking 
around him in a ring, and when any of the number 
ventured into closer quartere, he received a fang 
and bite which left him apparently lifeless during 
several seconds. The public now; loudly called for 
the intrepid who had mauled the hyena. This 
was the first of the pack who dared to seise the 
bear with his teeth. The others imitated his 
example with less pluck, but no effect seemed to 
be produced by any of tbe assailants upon the 
shaggy beast, and the bravest of them seemed baf-' 
fled by the thickness of his coat, which defied the 
gripe of his adversaries. The last act of the spec­
tacle, was that which bad more particularly 
attracted crowds by railroad to Araojnez. The 
fight was now between a lion and a bull. Tbe 
first was one of the finest ef his species. No sooner 
was he loosed into the arena and espied the bill, 
than he made towards him at once, and attacked 
him with fury. But the lion only succeeded in 
seixing the tail of his horned foe, by which he 
clung on with bis claws. The ball, thus attacked 
from behind, was nnable to defend himself by his 
horns, but presently the lion having bitten his tail 
close off to the rtomp, the bull turned on him, and 
frantic with pain, charged with tremendous fury, 
tossing the lioa, notwithstanding his size, into the 
air, which so damped the pluck of the latter, that it 
became atenoe clear on which side the victory 
would be declared. The lion sat down dejected and 
moaning with pain, while the bull charged him 
several times in succession, instigated hy the crowd 
outside the grating more than by his own will, for 
as soon as the lion was hors de combat the bull 
•ought no longer to molest him, and would have 
left him alone, but for the stimulation which was 
applied to him by the spectators. The lion was 
killed. 

Rumored Conversions to Roman Catholicism. 
The Baltic brings intelligence that there was a 
credited report in England that two Duchesses of 
high rank and consideration at Court had decided 
to abandon the English Church for that of Rome. 
That one of them is the Duchess of Sutherland, 
Queen Victoria's Mistress of the Robes, it is Said, 
is pretty certain. There is a rumor also that the 
other is the Duchess of Kent, (the Queen's moth­
er,) but thir, ia the absence of proof, is hardly pro­
bable. But were such indeed the case, we conceive 
that policy, considering^ the highly inflamed state 
of the public mind in England, relative to Roman 
Catholicism at this particular juncture, would dic­
tate the ezpedieney of keeping it for the present, at 
all events, a secret.

mable widow ladies of this town, all in usual 
health, called upon Mrs. Judd, a pious Methodist 
lady, the wife of one of our eitizeus, who is lying
