It is, according 
to his account, in the small islnndcf Antigonus, 
situated at the entrance ef the Sea of Marmora. 
M. Simonidas has demanded from the Porte, 
through the Sardinina Minister, an authorisation 
make a research in that spot, in the presence 
the learned men of Constantinople ; he particularly 
wishes to have some geologists with him, in order 
to be the better able to prove that the earth has 
not been moved for ages in the spot which he 
points out. It is said that the Greek Patriarch, 
fearing that such an important discovery might 
lead to fresh schisms ia the Church, has besought 
the Porte to refuse the authorisatione asked for. It 
is, however, thought that it will be granted, aad 
that the search will commence immediately. {Gal* 
ignani's Messenger.

Arkansas.—The Little Rock (Ark.) Banner of 
the 18th inst., says : 

The crops are suffering severely from the con-
icd drought, particularly on the uplands. In 
e favored localitiee upon the bottom lands a 

tolerably fair crop of both cotton and corn may per­
haps be »realized, but in general our farmers wül 
scarcely gather enough corn for consumption.' 

Tennessee.—The Memphis Eagle of the 23d inst. 
I«! 

** Up to this time (31st inst) four bales of new 
cotton have been received here against none at the 
seme date last year. This difference is attributa­
ble to the drought. In nearly the whole of the 
hack country the cotton, though opening rapidly, 
is wofuUy small. If, however, the rains which set 
in a few days ago, contiuue, the plant will take a 
second start to grow, which at this late season will 
prove extremely detrimental. 

Kentucky Tobacco Crepe.—'The recent rains have 
been of immense benefit to the tobacco and corn 
orops in Kentucky and Tennessee. The tobacco 
yield in Kentucky will, it is estimated, double that 
of last year. 

Fatal Accident.—Mr. Jerry Blake, a clerk in the 
store of E. Clapam, of Utioa, N. Y., was drowned 
at Trenton Falls on the afternoon of the 18th. He 
was there en a visit with his wife, who, ascending 
the stairs a little before him, and upon turning 
around to speak to him, she discovered him strug­
gling in the water, from whieh it was impossible 
to rescue him. His body has been recovered.

Sup­
posing it to be a turkey, took deliberate aim aad 
shot him in the head, producing instant death.*'

Saturday, the 16th, whioh haa given rise to muoh 
wonder and remark. Mr. C. H. Gherkin, well 
known in our community as a professor of music, 
went to an undertaker during the forenoon, and 
though m apparent excellent health, ordered his 
coffin, stating that he felt an unmistakable presenti­
ment that he would die in the afternoon.
