Export of Coal from the Mersey to Foreign 
Country it —Mr. Hamilton Laird, the Liverpool 
ag*r>t for the Coed Talon steam coal, has just pub-
lit bed a valuable return, showing the monthly 
eiport of coal from the Mersey to foreign countries. 
The result« are interesting. From this we gather 
that in the iwelve months ending on the 30»h June, 
in the prnsen* year, there were exported from Liver­
pool to RuHHta, Pruraia, and other countries border­
ing on the North and Baltic seas, 3366 tons of coal. 
We sent to ihe countries and islands bordering on 
tho Medi terranean, 46,169 tons; to the West In­
dien, 14,215 tons; to Portugal, tj^n Azoren, and 
Madeira, lo,39l ions; to North America and the 
United S a es. no* less than 84.B8Ö tons; South 
America, 59.669 tons ; Spain und the Canaries, 
6334 to ^ ; um East Indie» and China, 26,945 ton«; 
Africa, 3021 torn» ; and Australia, 30Ô4 tons. The 
to al export of coal from the Mersey from the 1st of 
July, 1850, to the 30th July, 1851, is stated to have 
been 277,571 tons. 

Quinine.«—A measure that may be followed by 
highly interesting and important results to the 
medical profession, and to society in general, has 
just been attempted by this Government. It is the 
introduction, with a view to naturalisation and 
extensive cultivation, into the French posneasions 
in Africa, of the quinquina, (Cinchona Cord 1 fol is,) 
from Peru. Thin inestimable tree is daily becom­
ing more and more rare.
