more than two weeks, this little band, ever un-
daunted and victorious, met the forces of 8pain ; 
and, at last, when treble, quadruple their num­
ber of the well-appointed troops of Spain were 
dead or severely wounded, they were conquered 
only by famine, its wearisome weakness, and the 
nppalliag lack of ammunition. Never was a con­
test so desperately urged ; never wae victory so 
dearly bought. It is at last but an inglorious 
triumph for 8pain, for famine and want of am 
munition did wbat her soldiers could not do-
conquer a handful of raw recruits ; and the vic­
tory reveals her weakness, and shows how easily, 
under calmer and better provided expeditions, 
the freedom of Cuba might have been won. Had 
Lopes doubted his force, and sufficient ammuni­
tion, jo-day he might float a proud banner from 
the hills of Cuba. 

The deed is done. Crittenden was the first, 

Lopes the last, of Spain's sscrifices to her offended 

pride. The Cubans have sealed their own fate. 

They held back ingloriously from a contest which 

was Justly thsir own, and did not even give bread 

to' those who came to achieve their freedom. The 

gloom of Spanish misrule again settles, dsrk, 

heavy and hopeless, upon the beautiful but ill-

fated Island ; and the world gives them no sym­

pathy, because they made no effort. 

However men may judge the wisdom or politi-

cal propriety qf the enterprise, none can question 

the earnest, chivalric and disinterested views of 

the gallant young men who enlisted in the esuse ;

In all his adventures in 

behalf of Cnba, he revived the spirit, the uncal-

culating courage, the dashing gallantry, the met­

tlesome exploits, of a Knight of by-gone chivalry. 

In the midst of a most desperat» and gloomy 

contest, we have seen him practising noble 

tesies and generous humanity to a relentless foe, 

sending back wounded prisoners, under an un 

respected flag of truce, to a scornful and revenge 

fut opponent. 

If we may credit the accounts of the last snd 

melancholy scenes of his life, manly resolution, 

dignified composure and unshaken confidence 

the goodness of his cause, invest them with a 

solemn and touching glory. A gaping crowd, 

looking with cold curiosity at the ignominious fate 

of one who had periled ail for their freedom ; an 

armed soldiery surrounding him with all the pomp 

and hopelessly numerous array of power ; the 

seaffold and nthe vile garote," and the brutal 

executioner, and himself in the garb of the grave, 

and a felon's fate before him, a soldier—he might 

well have felt anger and impatient bitterness.

Execution of Lopez—Hie Laut Words—One Hun 

dred and Fi/ly-ßve Pritoners lo be eent to tht 
Coatt of Africa. 

Havana. September. 1, 1851. 
Eds. Crescsnt—Bf the schooner P. M. Sears, 

on the 87th ult., I advised you of the fatal termi­
nation of Creole hopes and the cause, in their own 
recreant failure in faith to themselvea and those 
who put life and honor at hssan} in their cautie. 
To-day, the second act in the drama closes with 
the death of Lopes by the garoté vil—he was exe­
cuted this morning at 7 o'clock, in the«preseuce 
five or six thousand spectators, and there was no 
demonstration ef violence of any description. He 
seemed calm,- and met his fete like a sorrowful 
man, but with the calm endurance of a brave sol­
dier. His last word* were : 44 My country 
if I have caused harm to any, I pray their pardon 
I have intended good, rather than evil. Dear 
Cuba, farewell ! " A few other words were ut­
tered, but reiteration of lha one sentiment in his 
heart, as I have given them. 

So close the melancholy features of the picture 
on this fide, with the exception of the prisoners; 
who are to be sent forward to their African tesi• 
denes, as soon as a vessel can be prepared for 
them. They reach oae hundred and fifty-five, 
and have all been visited by Capt. Piatt, of the 
sloop of war Albany, who has received high com­
mendation from Qen. Concha for his valuable ser­
vices in counteracting the struggles of freedom 
for a new birth« It is all well, I suppose, but I 
can aot feel with the officers of our navy, that La­
fayette, and a host of foreign friends who fought 
to American freedom, were pirates ; and my nat­
ure/ philosophy dees net tesoh me, in this Isst 
case, where the initiative was given by deceleration, 
action and blood, on the pert of the Creoles, before 
aid Ufas given, the points of difference, save that 
the one aided a brave race, willing to put their 
own shoulders to the work, and continued to the 
end, while the last have displayed the white feather 
at the moment when the cause had been fairly won 
against overwhelming odds ; and it ia to be remem­
bered, also, that in our own contest, which tnay 
net be forgotten for preceden -, the counsels and 
friendly help of âpain were given, as far as they 
could be; and that other interests guided her, is 
not of moment at this day. 

It is over—but the brave men gone wer-* no pi-
ratss.

test Famine pressed upon the war-worn hand. 
Unused to long marches, unprovided with provi­
sions, out of ammunition, after three or four revere 
engagements with the well-appointed troops of 
Spain, they were forced to separate and seek 
safety in the mountains. Thither hunger and 
blood-hotindi (the letter furnished by the recreant 
Creole population.) tracked them, and they fell, 
almost unresistingly, into the hands of treacherous 
Creoles and 8penish soldiery. 

A few laAhful adherents remained by Lopes, 
until at hie solicitation, and urged by the pressure 
if hunger, the Cuban patriot, weak, wearied, faint­

ing with hanger, wasting under a severe wound, 
remained alone, and lay down, careless whe-her 
reet or death oeine. The Spanish bloodhound wes 
upon his path: and the dog And his master, Don 
Antonio Ssntos Castaneda, (fit allies !) captured the 
feeble and starving chieftain. 

At the news of this capture, all Havana flamed 
forth in loyalty and excitement. Bonfires were lit, 
feu d* joies were fired, roekete reddened the sky, 
and a clamorous populace made the welkin ring 
with shoots. 

Upon the night of Auguet 31st, the captive was 
brought to Havana, and the sun of September 1st 
rose upon the morning of his execution. The scaf­
fold on which was the garoté, was surrounded by 
thousands of troops, forming a deep square. Into 
that, thousands of the populace looking on. Lopes 
passed. He was dad in a long shroud and white 
hood. He spoke a few words, declaring the hon­
esty of his purpose and his love for Cuba, was 
placed in the fatal chair, the screw turned, and 
Narcisco Lopes was before his God. 

Throughout his brief but brilliant struggle, few 
or none of the cowardly Creoles seemed to have 
joined him. They were too cowardly, too fond of 
esse, and Inglorious safety, to peril their precious 
lives in an issue between freedom and tyranny. 

Those who surrendered, come, it appears, (with 
two exceptions,) under the terms of the Governor 
General's proclamation of pardon. This was not, 
we believe, so worded as to secure them freedom, 
and it would seem that they are to be condemned 
to the Spanish galleys. At present, they are well 
treated in prison. Capt Platte, of the U. 8. sloop 
of-war Albany, vUited them, and so they assured 
him. They are happy, even in dungeons, to have 
escaped their terrible privations, and looking back 
upon the fact that no Creoles joined them, they 
complain that they were deceived in undertaking 
the expedition. Previous to their capture, the last 
food they ate was thé horse of Geo. Lopes. The 
brave Hungarian Colonel, Pragay, was killed 
the battle of the 13»h August.
