wiiii hunger ai.d faiigue, the men composing this 
body throw away rtieir arms a week or ten days 
previously—they could not distinctly remember 
when. They had not at that time htard of the 
offer of life to such as would give themselves up, 
but their intention was to throw themselves upon 
the mercy of the Spanish Government. They did 
not rune in all together, but in small parc.es, and 
at different times. They l»ad »ubsis<ed chiefly 
upon fruit, and the last meat that some of tliem had 
eaten was a- portion of their General's horse. 
There was no lack of ammunition when they 
threw their arms away, though much of what they 
brought had been damaged by rkin. Lieutenant 
Grider stated that he carried a musket, though an 
officer, and that he had twenty-eight rounds of 
caitridges in his boi when he threw it away. 

Captain Kelly stated that the editor of the New 
Orleans Delta, Mr. Sigur, was instrumental in per­
suading him to join the expedition, having ad­
dressed him personally upon the subject. He has 
reason to believe that he persuaded many others 
also. The whole party manifested much indigna­
tion towards General Lopez and Mr. Sigur ; and 
many of them asserted that it would be worse for 
the latter if they should live to return home. On 
being told that General Lopez was taken prisoner, 
a cry of joy and exultation ran through the crowd. 

It is matter of regret that so imperfect a narrative 
has bden obtained from these unfortunate men. In 
the excitement of the moment, many would speak 
at onoe ; and to soi>e questions it was difficult to 
get a satisfactory answer, on account of the eager­
ness of all to give it. 

At thé request of the commandant of the castle, 
the prisoners were asked if they had had the bene­
fit ol medical attendance since their confinement. 
They replied that they had. They were also ask­
ed if they had been provided witfc two meals a day, 
and whether they had bread and coffee for brenk-
Tast. Styne said that they had ; but others replied 
that they had no coffee. The commandant imme­
diately inquired the reason of his subordinate, who 
stated that those who had been confined there on 
the previous evening cama too late to be provided 
for on that morning, but that tjiey would have their 
allowance of coflèe at dinner. He stated that the 
others had been provided for according to the order. 

It may be proper to add that the prisoners ap­
peared to DO in good health, and by no means so 
much reduced as iheir exposure and hardships 
woeld seem to warrant. They even appeared to 
be cheerful, which may have been the effect of 
their relief from a condition of far greater anxiety 
and suffering experienced during their wanderings 
upon the island. 

I should have stated that jny first lieutenant, Mr. 
Taylor, was with me during this interview. 

The whole number of prisoners, including those 
not yet brought lo Havana, i*.official I y stated to be 
about one hundred and thirty.
