At twelve otloek, the arrival of the Praaideat at 

the Boaton line was annoaaoed by a sallta of artil. 
lery. The Mayor and the Canraittee of Recap-
tion, aefsaapanied by a number of mounted mar­
shal«, ware drawn up on Wuhiagtoa etnet, a few 
yarda eouth ef Nerthamptoa etreet, aad hen the 
carriage« containing the gaeete ware «topped. The 
Hon. Henry Wilaon, Preaident .sC^Jhs Senate, 
preseated the Praaideat to May 
welèflpné hâm to Boaton with an sdlllihlv ia part, 
aa fol Iowa : 

" Sir : The geople of Boaton aow crowd her 
galea to recein* with tokene of hoaer, the great 
head of the Republic, and in their name I bio ; 
welcome to thia metropolis. War regard 
happy omen that we receive you lathe «pot 
our father« gathered to hail the coming ef Wi 
ton io the Brat year of hia Preaidaocy—the 
exhibited between that period and thia a 
and instructive.

' millione, living in the enjoyment ef aa amoaat ef 
proaperity and happineu, almoet unparalleled in 
the history of the world. By a remarkable coin­
cidence, which doubtlen baa occurred to yournlf, 
you viait u« on the anaiveraary of the completion 
of the federal constitution. It ia a day peculiarly 
fitting for our reception of him whose authority aa 
the federal Chief Magiatrale ia derived from that 
great compact." 

Mr. Fillmore replied 
" 1 receive from you, sir. a« the executive organ 

of this proud city, thi« welcome forme and my na-
Hociniea, wiih profound gratitude and emotion. 
Ynu have alluded to the fact that thia ia the anni 
verirary of the day on which the constitution wae 
completed, and have also alluded to the viait of 
General Washington to|thia city. What a change 
since the time when ha firat viaited thia city, not 
for the purpose of receiving the cordial congratu-
lationa of the citixena, but for tha purpoee of de­
fending her againat the tyrrany ana oppnnion of 
the mother country! If my memory serves mo 
right, this «on of Virginia, who connected the fete 
of that State with youre, waa appointed the com­
mander-in-chief of the army in Philadelphia, and 
started thence for the nat of war, near your proud 
city, forthwith. History tells us that he traveled 
from Philadelphia here in eleven days, and on hia 
arrival the good citixena of Watertown, in your 
vicinity, gathered together and congratulated him 
on the speed of bis journey ! What has brought 
about this change ? Why ie it that the distance 
which took him eleven days, and that, too, after 
the liatile of Bunker Hill, which urged him to use 
the speed of an express, hae now been traveled by 
me, a« a matter of pleaaura, in almoet u many 
hours ! It i> owing to the intellect of your citi­
xena, who have opened the avenue« of commerce 
to the Western world, and poured into your lap 
her rich treasure«. You have stretched your Bri-
arean arma to the capital of my own Slate, and 
laid her under contribution; yon have alao atratehed 
to the capital of the Canadaa, and laid her under 
contribution. These evtdenoee of civilisation and 
intelligence, which all Bnlon gives, convince me 
that the «institution received at the handa of 
Washington will be maintained at all hasarda and 
at every sacrifice. [Loud, long continued, and 
enthusiastic cheering.] I see it, not only in the 
intelligence of your citlnns and their moral pow­
er, but I an in the troops befon me the phyaical 
force to accomplish thia purpon. Buelon may be 
proud of a military which malus a display like 
this. [Cheers.] It only remains for me to mpeai 
my profonnl thanks for the kind Ad flattering re­
ception yott have extended to me and my asso­
ciates." 

The line t>f maroh was then taken up, and the 
President pioceeded to the Revere Honse, which 
lie reached about half-past two. The buildings 
along ihe route were festooned with flags, ever­
greens, and wreaths of flowers. Banners wen 
eusfieued acioss the atreeta, at short intervals, bear­
ing appropriate and striking inacriptiona. 

Prom the JUvere House, acrun to the Bowdoin 
Square Cliuivh, was thrown a line of flags, em­
bracing those of England, France, and the United

[Prolonged applauae.J Never, never, never ! Why, 
what ia it that aupports all theee interests?

? Its vast intereat in manufacturée—who pro-
eta ii ! Here ia a coasting trade running from 

Newbutfjjjift round to California—who protecta 
itf—wharmwaf—what government! 

Ia ahort, wherever we torn our eyea, we aee that 
thia State ia not an agricultural State, but a com­
mercial one—a manufacturing State—a 9täte 
mixed up with all the intereata that belong to aoci-

The City Hall was highly ornamented. The 
stripes and surs, the red croas of 8t. George, and 
flags with tha armorial bearing of the Canadas, 
gave it a fine jppearauce. 

A large am Was erected over the general pas­
sageway, thai column» of which were inscribed 
with the namei of thirty-two railroads of Mi 
chusetls, centring in Boston. On the face of tha 
arch, as views! Irom the South, a train of cani 
was represenud in full motion, and there ap­
peared the mono, " Grand Railroad Jubilee, Sep­
tember 17, 18,19, 1851." On the reversa was 
the inscription. Canadas and the Great West ! 
Prosperity to al ! " The emblem enclosed by the 
legend was a «Bamship pushing her way over the 
oceiin. 

After partnkhg of refreshments at the Revere 
Huu&e, the Preideni and the Secntarin of War 
and the lnierior accompanied by tba Secretary of 
the State, who »as unexpectedly present, proceed­
ed to the Slate House, where the ceremonies of a 
public receptionby the State autboritin wan per­
formed. The hill wa« thronged with spectators. 
Governor Boutw-U, in accordance jvith a unani­
mous vote ul thi Legislature, and in the name o. 
the people of Maaaohuaette, tendered to Ihe Prni-
dent and the nienbers of his Cabinet from other 
Stales, a genenus and cordial welcome. " Nor 
will we, on U li iccasion," nid be, " forget him 
whom Massai-hiletta has, for a long 
constitutional lutory, delighted 
cilerous chserirg] The words 
from my lips, hutihe sentiment is 
the people." [Mire applause.] 

He closed hi* ddren by nying : 
" Sir, we dwin most particularly to assure you

try. The years of human life waat away. Sir, 
shall perform soeh servioe for ao such other length 
of time ; bul, with every iaereaaiag year, aad day 
aad hour, the more I eoa template the history of 
this country, the great dntiny of this country— 
the mon I contemplate il, as stntehing from na 
to sea, aad from the rivers to the end of tha earth— 
the more I aee it exhibit the Amerieaa geaius at 
hoate and abroad—the more I ne what exhibitions 
of skill have astonished Europe in this one sum­
mer, [nnntios] the more I am surprised aad grat­
ified. Why, eir, the bitlsrnt, the ablest, the most 
anti-Amerieaa press ia all Europe, within a fort­
night has stated that ia every thing valuable, ia 
every thing that is for human improvement, the 
United Stain goes so far ahead of every body ein 
as to lean nobody ein in sight. It is like tke 
position of Jove among Ihe gods ; Jove is first and 
ihsre is no seeond. And ia another paper, infin-
sntial in the oouneils of Gnat Britain, the editor 
says "he might aln have nid, the time ia earning, 
and now w, when America shall command the 
ocean, and both oemas, aad all oceana." 

Thia raaulta partly from the skill of iodividuals 
and partly from the untiring ingenuity ef the peo­
ple, aad partly from thon grnt events which have 
given us the ooeaa of one world en one side aad the 
oeeaa of the other world oa the other..

Fireworks of the mnt beautiful description were 
let off at night from the Tranoat House, tho Re­
vere, aad other hotels, aad in front of then estab­
lishments were aplendid gaa stars, which illamia-
ated the whole street. The Courier nys :
